There was an increasel business east-
bound, last week in shijonents of grain and
flour, but lighter shipments of provisions
and live stock. From this time Increased
shipments of live stock and cerealine prod-
ucts are looked for. Eastern manufactur-
ers are making injuiry for hard wood lum-

ber, staves, heading, etc., and from this
direction an early increase in shipments

is expected. The through shipments of cot-

ton are now heavy. The west-bound ton-
nage continues heavier than east-bound,

which {8 unusual, although the difference
I3 not so marked as in the first and

#econd weeks of this month, While the
tonnage of the higher class freights west-

bound has been in excess of last year, not

until the last week have the shipments of
coal and iron products been so heavy as
In October last year Local business was
large last week, both in and out-bound.
Receipts of fruits, vegetables, hay and live
stock were unusually large, and in fact the
market is so overstocked that sidetracks
for loading and unloading are crowded with
cars loaded with produce. The street im-
provements are still furnishing the roads
with a good deal of business, as the
eaphalt, the broken stone, the brick and
the gravel used in this work are all brought
from a considerablc distance. Then, with
the packing houses Increasing their busi-
ness, much more live stock Is being han-
dled in a local way, and, all things con-
pidered, the freight men have little cause
for complaint. w Is given the car
movement for the weeks ending Oct 20,
Oct. 15 and the corresponding week last
Oct. 20.

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Settling Thelir Differences.

Within the last few days the trunk lines
pnd those of the Western Passenger Asso-
giation have made some progress in the di-
rection of a secttlement of their differences,
gnd a committee has been appointed to
put the finishing touches to an adjust-
ment which it is believed will please all
interests. The existing troubles may be
etated as follows: The Trunk-line .Asso-
clation objected to the encroachments of
the Western Fassenger Assoclation in the
matter of immigrant business, and clalmed
that the Western people demanded more

than they were entilied to. The Western
goads have also been selling tickets direct
to fmmi nts, under which the Trunk
e® received no credit for that part of the
usiness over their lines. The managers
fully realize the necessity of obtaining full
schedule rates wherever possible, and as op-
eratiug expenses have been reduced about
a8 low as possible, an earnest effort will
be made to increase income by bringing
about an advance in rates wherever possi-
ble. The passenger business is of secondary
consideration, as the principal revenue is
- derived from freight. The action of the

McKinley at New Orleans.

NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 20.—Governor Mc-
Kinley addressed an audience of not less
than thirteen thousand here to-night in
the big auditorium which was constructed
for exhibitions of pugilism. There was a
comparatively small proportion of negroes,
the audlence being composed in the main
of business men of New Orleans and plant-
ers from neighboring parishes, and.it wus
conspicuously an intelligent and appreciative
gathering, which was entirely liberal wiih
its applause and discriminating In its Dbe-
stowal. The platform was profusely decor-
ated with sugar cane. Hon. T. J. Benham,
chairman of the Republican State commit-
tee, presided and introduced Governor Mc-
Kinley, who spoke at much length. The
substance of his address was:

“] am impressed with the profound inter-
est of the people in the welfare of the gov-
ernment in which their voice Is supreme. 1
realize now, perhaps, more fully than ever

fore, the strength and grandeur of that
government. I come here at the Invitation
of the Republican committee of Loulsiana
to address you upon a pubilc question of
great national importance which concerns
alike not only the prosperity of your sec-
tion, State or locality, but all sections and
parts of our common country.

“From 178 to 1882, a period of 103 years,
there has been forty-seven years when a
Democratic revenue tariff policy had pre-
vailed, and fifty-six under the protective
policy, and a noteworthy fact is that the
most progressive and prosperous periods of
our history were during the years when
the protective party was In control and
protective tariffs were maintained; and the
most disastrous years were during the free-
trade or revenue tariff eras of our his-
tory.”

A long history of tariff legislation show-
ing that in former years the protective
poiicy was supported by prominent South-
ern statesmen was given by Governor Mec-
Kinley. Continuing, he sald: *"The foreign
market for agricultural products is one of
the delusions of free trade. If it ever had
any real substance as against a good home
market that has long sinte disappeared.
We have free trade among ourselves,
throughout our forty-four States and Terri-
tories. That Is because we are one family,
one country. We are one Nation, have one
standard of citizenship, one flag, one Con-
stitution, one destiny. That is why we have
free trade among ourselves. Our reiations
with foreign states are necessarily differ-
ent from our relations with one another.
They are our commercial rivals. We deny
to those foreign states trade with us upon
the same terms ‘we enjoy ourseives,

““Here In the South your people have been
offering freedom from taxation for ten, fif-
teen or twenty years to those who would
bring their ca.plta.é*here and invest it in
productive enterprises. With all this work
going on leaders of the Democratic party
are d)roposlng to tear down our protective
tariff and inundate this country with for-
eign competing products to displace those
which those very manufacturers propose to
make and which the people were willing to
tax themselves to establish, The people are
now coming to see this and their votes this

e?r will go where their material interests

ong.

“Caill the roll of the nations. Which are
for protection? Germany, France, Italy,
Spain, Mexico, Canada, South America,
Portugal, Denmark, most of Australia,
Switzerland, Austria and Hhungary, Kus-
sla, Sweeden and Norway and the United
States of America. Which are against pro-
tection? England, New South Wales and
New Zealand. 'Tarifl for revenue only,' or
the tariff reform s almost exclusively an
English decoratior. How stand the peopie
of the world on this question? At least
430,000,000 are in favor of protection; 43,000, -
00U of Britons are against it, to whom must
be Added those Americans whose numbers
are not known, who, while living under our
flag, seem to follow another.

“This is how the worid’s jury stands. The
tariff law of 1584 is not like any of the
early tariff measures, but Is one in which
the changed condiitlons of the country and
its marveious growth and development are
utterly iznored and forgotien. Its authors
do not recognize or appreciate the manly
independeace and dignity of American la-
borers, and cannot understand that the
business policy of the couniry, under which
we have had such spiendid prosperity, is
not to be determined on the lines of sec-
tional prejudices, which appeals to the
hates of the past and not to the heroes of
the future. The law Is a narrow and
provincial measure, unworthy of the great
party in whose name It was enacted and
wholly unsuited to the needs of the coun-
try. Nor are any the masses of the Dem-
cgcratic party in the United States at all
satisfied with what has been done, Con-
gress has disappointed the people, trifled
with the sacred trust confided to it, excited
distrust among the constituents of {ts
members and impaired their enterprises and
investments.

“The country has not falled to observe
that a great change in public sentiment is
apparent throughout the South. Nothing
has occurred of late years which has been
to me more gratifving than the action of
the planters of Louisiana, who, if I am cor-
rectly Informed, have turned away from the
Democratic party, which they have been all
their lives assoclated with, and announced
thelr unconditional indorsement and support
of the great doctrine of American pretec-
tion to American industries and thereby
allied themselves permanently to the na-
tional Republican party. What this may
mean in the future politics of your State
vou know better, far better, than I, but it
does seem to me that your action must have
a wide and beneficent influence,

“It is Indeed gratifying that so large a
body of the best business men of Louilsiana,
who for vears have been trying to make
themselves believe that the Democratic
party is the friend of your great industries,
should be compelled to abandon that posi-
tion and declare that the material in this
country is alone safe in the hands of the
Republican party. 1 cannot but commend
vour patriotic movement, You ne¢d no as-
surances of the devotion of the Republican
party to all the material interests of the
South. No one can c¢harge that in all Itas
industrial legislation for a third of a cen-
tury past it ever overiocked a single
Southern Interest. Without aid from the
South and with almost its entire representa-
tion in both branches of Congress standlnr
in opposition to the Republican party, stiil
in the stormiest years of sectional preju-
dice, moved by no other considcratian than
the gsood of the whole country, the Repub-
lican partv has sacredly guarded the small-
est as well as the greatest interests of the
South. Nothing affords the Republicans of
the North more pleasure than to welcome
to fellowzhip this great body of representa-
tive American ecitizens who propose hence-
forth to stand up for American interests,
not in one but in all the sections of our be-
loved country.”

Mr. Reed begged his hearers to give him
a chance, and sa!d he must ask their for-
bearance if they desired to hear him in the
vast hall., He said he did not think he
would be able to give the people of the
West much in the way of knowledge of the
state of public affairs, etc. ““Your present
knowledge,” said he, ‘“has not been gained
by word of mouth. It has come to you by
that want and suffering which comes in
civilized communities when we are unable to
enjoy the blessings to which we have been
accustomed. Let me give you the consola-
tion that if that knowledge came to you
hard it will stay with you long. It seems
that for the last thirty years the Repub-
lican orators have been Bglvint you argu-
ments founded upon wisdom and fraught
with the Eood sense of this world, Never-
theless, those arguments, sound and solid
as they were, must seem very trivial com-

ared with these to which you have been
{stening for the pas:t two years. Man's
arguments are persuasive; God's arguments
are convinelng. (Laughter and applause.)
And yet we have to undergo all this on ac-
count of a principle, not only of our nature,
but of all e animal creation. All beings,
whether human or otherwise, have to have
education. They receive it in proportion
to their capacity.

“For the last thirty years, as I have
already sald, the Republican orators have
been telling you that free trade, or even
the approach of it in this country, would
bring to you disaster. For seventy years
before our coming, Thomas Jefferson and
Andrew Jackson always preached the same
fate. One would naturally suppose that
after such a feast of reason an intelligent
race like our own would be s0 sensible
as not to put even its nose, let alone its
whole body, into da&ger. Nevertheless, so
it Is, that after 6, vears of Christian
civilization this poo(?le. the inhabitants of
the most enlightened nation on the face of
the earth, are sitting to-day in sackcloth
and ashes—coal ashes at that (laughter and
applause), and, strange to say, some of us
are so mistaken, so misied that we are
striving to prevent even a halt in our de-
Scent to the pit., But they cannoil prevent
it. And the halt will be called, not by
Republicans alone, but by Democrats also.
It was an old statement, 80 old that I am
almost ashamed to guote I[t, that whom
the gods wished to destroy, they first made
mad. Have you ever =seen at any time
such madness as has been exhibited by
the leaders of the Democratic party
(cries of ‘Never! Never!) at the time
when this country had been sufering from
two years' stagnation? Think of these men,
instead of standing aghast at the ruin they
had wrought, standing up in their places
and declaring that what they had done
was but the vantage ground for further
attacks! Think of the chairman of the
ways and means committee crossing the
ocean to tell the Pritish, first of all, that
the battle had just begun! Just imagine
for a moment the feelings of an honest
Democrat. But, I 4o not desire to discuss
these questions from a partisan view.
There is no doubt that in next Noventber
{Ihe election will turn upon business ques-

ons.

(laughter) would bring them enough to sup-
port the wants of the government. Instead
of that the deflcit is 3,00 every day of
the week.

“Why, we are not buying our own goods,
leat alone goods from foreign countries.

Until the year
1892 our market was the greatest market
in the worid. Do you know what made it
the greatest market? What makes a great
market? What is a great market? It is a
place where people have money to spend.
(Applause.) When we Jeft off having
money to spend in just that proportion we
left off being a market. We were in condi-
tion to make purchases, for ever since 1861
wages had steadily Increased until the fatal
day in 1802 when Tllinols went wrong, like
some other parts of the Union. (Applause.)
® & * The market is only another name
for the purchasing power, and the pur-
chasing power is to a nation the same as
what we boys used to call suction i= to
a pump. It sets all the machinery going:
it turns the mill wheel; it does more than
that, it Is the foundation and origin of
cheapness, Cheapness without a cent of
money in yvour pocket to buy is bitterness
to the soul. You know it now. Cheapness
with monéy to buy is a blessing unmitigated.
How cheap and trivial the arguments of
two yvears ago seem to be now. How con-
vincing would the Democratic orator be if
he were to take his place here to-night.
Don't you remember how he talked about
tin plate and the workingman's dinner palil
that was full then and is empty now. It
will be a long vear before the workingman
is again fooled by that empty dinner pail.”
(Applause.) .
