Ten Youths Indicted for Assaulting
Two Thirteen-Year-0ld Girls,
The grand jury yesterday indicted ten
youths for criminal assault upon two girls,
each thirteen years old, named Clara Gould
and Ethel Dillman, the former having her
home on Sinker street, and the latter at
335 Bast McCarty. The sheriff yesterday

arrested the following among the number
indicted: Otto Schultz, Frank Blair, Harry
Ohmes, Author Bogardus, Samuel Byers,
Henry Borgerding, Ceorge Wolf and Otto
Mowwe. The tase came to the attention
of the grand jury through the prosecution
begun several weeks ago before Justice
Habich against Borgerding. The tender age
of the prosecuting witness led to an unusual
interest in the case. It was dismissed, un-
der the expectation that the matter would
be refe to the grand jury, as the case
was not one merely of paternity, but of
criminal assault. The girl admitted that a
number of other boys had misused her, and
the name of the Dillman girl was uragged
into the scandal in the same way. The
investigations were continued until the in-
dietments named and several others were
found. The Gould girl is living now at the
Home for the Friendless. Ohmes gave bond
yesterday in the sum of $£2,000.

GRAND LODGE L. 0. O. F.

Fifty-Eighth Annual Session Begins
with a Large Atiendance.

The Grand Lodge, 1. O. O. F., met yester-
day in {ts hall In fifty-eighth annual ses-
sion. The capacity of the hall was taxed
to its utmost on account of the growth of
the order in recent years and the greater
interest taken in the meetings of 1the Grand

Lodge. The day was taken in reading and
discussing the annual reports of the offi-
cers, The repert of the grand master, Will
H. Talbott, showed that since the May ses-
sion of the Grand Lodge three subordinate
and twelve Rebekah Degree lodges have
been Instituted. He recommended that the
three lodges be fined the minimum, $10,
for recelving members at less than the
regular fee,

The plan which was adopted a year ago
of having a deputy grand master for every
county was yesterday made a part of the
laws of the order.

The grand secretary, B. ¥. Foster, read
a report -which shows a flourishing condi-
tion financially. It was as follows:

“After deducting all losses we have a net

ain in membership of 686. Our rellef report
or the term may be summed up as fol-
lows: Two thousand eight hundred and
gixty-one brothers and 161 widowed families
have been relieved. The sum of $60,934 has
been paid for the relief of brothers; $2.-
002.80 for the relief of widowed familles;
$342.34 for educating orphans; $14,082.6¢ for
burying the dead, and $,308.61 for other

charitable purposges, making the total
amount of rﬁet for the six months, for

which our report is rendered, $82,760.33. If
to this we add the relief, $31,450.87, report-
ed for the preceding term, we have the
large amount of $184,211.20 as the relief af-
forded by our lodges for the twelve months
ending June 30, 184. This is only the
moneyed part of our relief; while outside
of this are those attentive benefits which
our order pays alike to all its members.

““A reference to our statistics will show
the resources of the subordinate lodfes to
be $2,333,006.53, while the receipts of lodges
for the term ending June 30, 1 amounted
to the large sum of $207,180.64. Of this
nmpuiufssz. 60.39 was expended in the work
of relief.”

The report of the grand representatives
showed a prosperous condition of the order
throughout the country., At the end of 189
the total membership was 780,192, which,
with the Sisters of Rebekah Degree, makes
a total of 888,74l.
