The dealers sald that
they made next to nothing, but they were
cheap because made In quantities and with
cheaper labor."”

IRON HALL MATTERS

SOME FACTS REGARDING THE VALUE
OF A RECIIVER'S SERVICES.

Mr. R. 0. Hawkins Says Many of the
Statements Made Are Incorrect
and Misleading.

Mr. Roscoe O, Hawkins, of Wawkins &
S8mith, one of the firms of attorneys in the
Iron Hall cases, was asked yesterday about
the attacks made upon Judge Winters and
Receiver Falley. Said he:

“The statements that have been de
with reference to the di in the Iron
Hall matters before Judge inters are In
many respects incorrect and misleading.
The claims that were finally passed upon
and allowed on Tu ¥y were not ap ed,
except in only one case, wheére the amount
involved was $1.000, and this was after the
petition of Mr. Failey had been kfa.soed
upon, the attorney stating that he did so in
order to save his rights until he could hear
from his client as to whether he desired
an appeal in the case. The tition of
Hawkins & Smith was not filled surrepti-
tiously. On U¥e contrary it was filed on the
seventh day of November and entered upon
the docket and order book Iin that day's
proceeding. It was not upon until
the l6th of November. e fact that the
clerk iIn that room sald he d9id not see it
does not justify the statement that it was
surreptitiously filed, as he did not see or
handle any of the Iron Hall business, as
all the Iron Hall records for the last year
have been kept by another clerk, and all
the records relating to the Tron Hall case
have been entered upon order books pre-

“The statements epade by Mr. Walker,
late supreme accountant, In an interview,
to the effect that the greatest expense of
carrying on the business while he was in
charge in any one year was 523,000 is not
correct or true. On the contrary, the rec-
ords of the office and Mr. Walker's reports
show that the annual expense of conduct-
ing the business was from $32,000 to $87,000,

“When Mr. Failley presented his petition
asking an allowance it was the duty of the
court to hear and dpua upon it. Reputable
and competent business men were produced
and sworn as witnesses, who, ter con-
sidering the nature of the services, the du-
tles and work performed by Mr. Failey, tes-
tifled as to what a fair compensation would
be. Upon this evidence the court decided
the question submitted to it. It will no*
be sald that these ntlemen were not dis-
interested, reputable anhd competent bdusi-
ness men of this community, nor that they
made falfe statements under oath in a mat-
ter in which they had no interest. It cer-
tainly Is not fair or just to attack the in-
tegrity of a judge and to abuse him per-
sonally on account of a decision rendered
under such circomstances, and especlally
when it i a2 well-known fact that Judge
Winters, during the year and a half he
was upon the bench, filled the position cred-
ftably and to the satisfaction of the le
and attorneys who had business in is
court, and during that time tried and dis-
posed of = great number of cases,

“The allowance to Mr. Failey, when com-
pared with the allowances made to other
receivers by the courts of this county, is
not cut of proportio when the amounts
involved and the number of persons inter-
ested is considered. T understand $40,000
was allowed the receiver of a banking con-
cern in this city a few years ago. NO one
eriticised the action of the court in making
that allowance, yet the fund administered
was not as large as in this cagse and the as-
sets and the creditors were all substantially
in this county, while the Iron Hall funds
were scattered over forty States and Can-
ada, and over forty thousand members
with claims resided in these places. They
were organized into fourteen hundred local
and sisterhood branches, each with a sepa-
rate set of officéers, with whom the receiver
had to deal, and he was re;uired not only
to past upon, settle and adjuit the accounts
of these officers, but he had to examine and
gettle the claim of each of these members.”

A RUMORED SUIT.

Judge McMnaster May Be Asked to Re-
move Receliver Falley.

It i= reported on apparently reliable au-
thority that a complaint is in process of
preparation, to be submitted before Judge
McMaster, asking the removal of James
F. Falley as receiver of the Iron Hall and
a revision of the allowances to both Mr.

Falley and the attorneys in the case. The
allegations will be that the settlement of
the affairs of order has not been pushed
with due regard to economy and the inter-
ests of 'the certificate holders, and that the
allowances to receiver and attorneys have
been prodi and in excess of what a fair
compensation for the sgervices rendered
would require. In addition to the appoim-
ment of a new recelver, as the story goes,
it will be asked that the allowances be re-
vised and steps taken to recover and re-
turn to funds of the order all sums in ex-
cess of what the court may deem falr and
reasonable pay for the work done,

STEHLIN CASE A MISTRIAL.

Jurors Did Not Belleve the Nelghbor-
hood Striectly a Residence One.

The jurors in the case of Haggart vs
Stehlin came in yesterday morning after
being out all night and said they were una-

ble to agree. They stood eleven to one in

favor of the defendant. The one juror,
who thought that a saloon next door to a
residence would injure its value, was Mr,
Royster. The defense had shown that about

this corner, Seventh and College avenue,
there were fourteen places of business, in-
cluding doctors’ offices, and the jurors man-
ifested a disposition to hold that “his was
not strictly a residence neighborhood. The
court's instructions followed very closely
the letter of the Supreme Court’s decigion

of the law involved, but the jury was ad-
vieed that If it was found that the neigh-
borhood was one of business rather than
of residence, a verdiet should be reéturned
for the defendant. Captaln Riter, attorney
for the plaintiff, said after the jury came in:

“T am not at all discouraged. Slowly, but
nevertheless firmly, the law is becoming
clarified and crystalized in these liquor
litigations, The court gave us a perfectly
fair trial and granted ten points out of
eleven that we asked for In the instructions.
The jurors became confused in their minds
as to whether the owner of such property
had full claim to damages if he ‘shopld
move out of the place, but in the next
trial this confusion will be prevented. When
the case was first presented to the courts
it was received with indifference, agnd it
took a vear to .2t the Supreme Court to
recognize the points that were made in
favor of the lm‘l wiple which they after-
wards declared good. It has been a hard
fight, but this decision does not scare us a
particle. It will come out all right in the
end; if not in this case, then In some others
that age pending.’

IT IS NOT A SINECURE TO BE THE
WIFE OF THRX EMPEROR.
\ ;
The Old Adage, Uneasy Rests the Head
That Wears a Crown, Has Force
' in This Instance.

New York Advertiser.

The Princess Alix, with her rumored ob-
stinacy conceraing her conversion to the
Greek Church, has brought before the
public a realization of the duties of the
brides of the Czars. Not many people
think of the long course of training, the
complete absorption of nationality, of re-
ligion, language, of home, of self even,
that a young girl must undergo before she
can become the bride of a Czar of Russia.

For the past several centuries nearly ev-
ery Czar has gone abroad for his bride, and
there is little real Russian blood in the
veins of the royal family of Russia to-day.
Far more, as far as flesh and blood go,
could the late Alexander III be called Ger-
man. Yet, notwithstanding the alien blood
of his mother and grandmothers, he was in
feeling, sympathies, re’gion, Russian to the
core of his heart, as every man and every
woman must be who is either born of or
maaried to the crown of Russia.

Pushkin used to amuse himself by show-
ing the dilution of Russian blood in pro-
portion of wine and water. Putting before
him a large goblet, he would pour into
it a spoonful of red wine. *“This,” he said,
“is for Alexis, whose blood was pure Rus-
sian. This," piurlng in a spoonful of water
for Anne’s Gérman husband, a third for
Catherine II, a fourth for the wife of Paul,
a fifth for the wife of Nicholas, and a
sixth for the wife of Alexander IL.” To-day
he would have to add a seventh spoonful
of water for the Danish wife of the late
Czar, and possibly an eighth for the Prin-
cess Alix, the German flancee of the new
Czar,

But all of these foreign women, who have

had to renounce every tie that could bind
them to their own country before sharing
rown of a Russian husband, have be-
come devoted soul and body to the countr
of their adoption. The severe tutelage a{
the hands of priests for the religious in-
gtruction, and from teachers for e Rus-
sian language, history and manners, has in
case been entirely effectual in u
rooting from the heart of the young girl
eévery trace of her foreign sympathles. Not
even those whose every d of blood is
Russian could be more loyal than these
trga;i%tenn frmémh afa;. whom the bupustm of

mined young woman refused to have her
identity so entirely absorbed. She would
not say that her “former religion i ac-
cursed; that her conversion to the Russian
faith was due to her conviction that her
own religion is not founded upon truth,”
as the law of the Russian church uires.
Never before has the Holy Synod of Russia
had to face such a refusal. Argument with
the girl has been in vain.

“I join the Greek church merely that I
may be of one faith wit: my future hus-
band,"” she said firmly.

And the Holy Synod of Russia, accord-
ing to the “Kreuz Zeitung,” had.to make
this highly Important and extraordinary
concession to the young German girl who
not even for the crown of the empire
would condemn the religion of her fore-
fathers.

There was a period in the early history
of Russia when the Czars were cut off from
choosing foreign brides. It was after the
eastern and western divisions of the church
presented an Insurmountable barrier to
those not of the Qreek communion. The
capture of Constantinople and the adjacent
territories by the Turks debarred the Cmars
still further from going .abroad for their
wives, and it was not until after the Refor-
mation that they began to all Russian
with stranger blood, During this interven-
ing time the poorest R mald was
eligible to the throne of Russia, if only
?'.;: could find favor In the eyes of the
‘zar.

The method of selecting these wives was
very similar tov that of Ahasuerus when he
chose Esther. Envoys were sent to the
furthest ends of the ki om to bring to
Moscow the most beautiful young girls of
every degree to be passed in review before
the Czar. Over barren stretches of land,
across frozen roads and snowy s S were
these maidens brought by the hundreds,
The hatreds of rivals and jealousy, the
mortifying fear of being rejected, add+?d to
the perils and discomforts of travel in (hat
rude fifteenth century, made this a most
reluctant journey. ;

After a "w -out' process before a
committee those who remained were 1
in a large building. Twelve girls slept in
each of the dormitories. few days after
their arival the Czar entered, and, seating
himself at the end of the dormitory on a
kind of throne placed there for the ‘purpooe.
every girl then presented herself before
him in turn. A handkerchief embrolderad
with pearls was put into her hand, and she
dropped it at the feet of the Emperor. 1t
she found favor In his sight he picked it
up. The young woman who became the
(‘zar's choice was given into the hands
of instructors, priest and court ladies and
then began that long course of tutelage
necessary for the bride of every Czar from
that day to this; very much the same
course of preparation which the fiancee of
Nicholas 11 is undergoing to-day.

It was during this period of preparation
that the blackest plots were woven around
the brides-elect of early Russia. In many
cases they sickened and died before coming
to the throne. BStrong and healthy young
country girls, as most of them were, these
deaths were not even mysterious, so euﬂg
coulkl they be traced to the enemies wit
which they were surrounded,

The father of Peter the Great was obliged
to choose his wife in this manner, though
hefore the sixty young maldens were pre-
sented to him, he had already made his
cholce in secret, and, rejecting all of them,
he married the housekeepei: of one of his
boyars, a young Russian girl, who had
been orphaned and left destitute. This girl
—Nathalie Narchkine—was the mother of
Peter the Great, whose blood was thus,
unitke most of the Czars who have come
after him, pure Rusaian,

With Peter ended the old regime of wife
choosing, for, though in his first marriage
he conformed to it, in his second marriage
he allowed no emissary to bring beautiful
maidens before him. Consultlnn nobody, he
chose for himself an ufl{ litile wife, who
was brave enough to follow him both to
war and to sea.
