NEW YORK, Nov. 23.- -R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review of trade to-morr- will
say: There is some change for the better.
The gain Is slow and. In some directions,
not very distinct, but the signs of It are
a little more definite than last week. The
most important of them Is larger employ-
ment of labor, answering a better demand
on the whole for manufactured products.
Much of this Is due to the unnatural de-

lay of orders for the winter, which resulted
from prolonged uncertalnlty, but it means
actual increase in earnings and purchas-
ing power of the millions and so gives
promise of a larger demand in the future.
Prices of farm products in the aggregate
do not improve, but the prevailing hopeful-
ness is felt in' somewhat larger transac-
tions. The wheat market has lost this
week the cent It gained last week, when
receipts being larger and Atlantic exports
are also larger, 576,771 bushels against 703,-0- 26

last year. But these are of small ac-
count compared with the great visible sup-pl3-".

Foreign reports this week have been
rather more promising, though the fact
remains that the world's crop outside of
the United States is probably the largest
ever grown. Corn has declined Vc, receipts
having much increased. The forergn de-

mand for cotton continues large, exports
being 50,000 bales larger than for the same
week last year, but receipts also continue
greater than a year ago and for three months
will closely approximate those of the same
three months when the yield was over
9,000,000 bales. But the price rose an eighth.

Textile industries have added a few fac-
tories to the working list, against only
one or. two. withdrawn and there has been
some Improvement In the demand for wool-
ens. More supplementary orders for spring
have been received and colder weather has
increased the demand for heavy goods.
Yet on the whole the market is net ac-
tive and the manufacture is much below
the capacity of works. Sales of wool for
the week Increased again, though still
far behind last year, and for four weeks
of November have been 12.259,300 pounds,
against 17.590,521 pounds last vear. Since
Augustj the sales have been 12 per cent,
more than last year, but 33 per cent, less
than in 1892.

The Iron Industry again records lowerprices for Bessemer Iron. $10.40 at Pitts-burg, and for some manufactured products.
The consumption is large and for the season
fairly well maintained, but as it Is not equal
to the capacity of works In operation, theirstruggle to get business keeps prices at
the bottom. It Is reported that an Amer-
ican ship yard has secured orders to build
three armored cruisers for Russia, which
will give added work for some years, and
that a contract for 10,000 tons cast pipe
for Tokio will probably be secured by a
Southern concern. Tin, copper and lead
are all weaker and some concessions arereported in tin plates. The coke product
sligi.tly decreases, but was about the larg-
est eaer known for October.

Rrnrtntreet'M Trnde Review.
NEW YORK, Nov. 20. Bradstreefs re-

port to-morr- ow will say: The features of
general trade for the week include an in-
crease In distribution of holiday goods, of
heavy clothing, hats, seasonable dry goods,
and at various pomts, hardware and shoes.
This was stimulated by seasonably colder
weather and a continuance of the feeling of
confidence in a near-b- y Improvement in
demand. At the South a favorable Influence
Is a moderate advance in the price of cot-
ton, due to the greater favor with which
lower estimates of the size of the cotton
crop are being received and the prevalence
of the opinion thdfe the price of cotton is
too low. There has also been a good de-

mand for spot cotton. Some shippers of
Southern lumber complain that Southern
railroads are showing preference to cotton.
