the termination shall take &ffect Jan, 1,
1885. In resnonse, under date of Oct 26,
Serretary Gresham comments on the fact
that the Brazilian government deems it
necessary to terminate the treaty on Jan.
1. He says that the act of Aug. last, re-
pea'ed these agreemeants where they were
inconsistent with ts provisions. Conse-
quently, notice of an intention to terminate
them was not contemplated an<d was un-
necesgary, by reason of (heir immediate
termination. The minister’s note, ‘however,
seems to Imply that the United States and
Brazil had contracted an obligation not
to terminate the arrangement except in the
manner stipulated in the negotlations lead-
ing up to it. The Secretary proceeds to dis-
cuss that question at some length.

TO PUNISH USURPERS

BILL PASSED BY DEMOCRATS OF THE

ALABAMA LEGISLATURE.

Warning from a Populist Member—Ac-
tion Hastemed by HKolb's Address
Recommendations of Gov Ontes.

MONTGOMERY, Ala., Dec. 5—The bill
of Representative Knight to punish usurp-
ers of State offices come up in the House to-
day and was passed by a strictly party vote.
Representative Manning, the well Known
Populist leader, in explaining his vote, sald:
“l warn the members on the other sh{e of
the House that it is a long sane that has no
turn, and I warn them not to longer dash
the red flag of insult added to injury In the
face of a new outraged public opinlon of
the common people. We cannot provide
punishment for usurpers with consistency
till we have a fair election law and an hon-
est contest la~y by which we can determine
who the usurper is.” .

Kolb's manifesto issued yesterday after-
noon, in which he advised his foliowers not
to pay their taxes, and tax officers friendly
to him not to pay to the Oates administra-
tion any moneys colected by them, which
would cause the State to default in payment
on its bond and otherwise embarrass Iit,
hastened the passage of the Knight bill

Governor Qates transmitted a voluminous
message to the Legislature fo-day. He reg
ommends an increase of half a mill in the

rate of taxation, improved methods for the
assessment of taxes, a higher liquor and

gaming-table license, an appropriation for

a State exhibit at the Atlanta Exposition,
favors farming university lands with con-
victs on account of the State, but for the
benefit of the university; recommends a
contest law and the election of State and
national officers on the same da,

a contest law In the election of State offi-

cers and the giving of a ticket marker for

each political party; urges a State banking
system, based on a deposit with the State
Treasurer of lawful money of the United
States, or solvent bonds of United States
or State, county or municipai corporations.
He alludes to the powers of the rallroad

commission as being only those of police

regulation and impotent to remedy many
complaints brought before it

Capitain Kolb Intervieweil.

NASHVILLE, Tenn., Dec. 5.—The Amer-
fcan’s correspondent at Montgomery, Ala.,
was given the following intlerview with
Kdolb to-day: "My address to the Legisla-
ture and the people of Alabama means
just what It says, and it speaks for liseilf.

Should Be Cocked for Invalids.

In a talk on cooking for invalids Miss M,
A. Boiand, of Johns Hopkins University, in-
terested a large audience to-day in the dem-
onstration kitchen of the home department
of the food fair at the Mechanics bulding.
The subject was “Broiling, ' a process of
cooking not at all easy. No absolute rule
can be given as to the time necessary.

The fire must be one of glowing coals
and the meat kept before the hottest part
for six seconds, then turned and held six
seconds awain. This should be done nm
times, until the meat Is seared and the
heptl insiue. Then the brouer I8 Jdited from
the fire to where there is less heat and the
cooking Is slowly completed. Great lﬂ!ﬂ
was laid upon the necessity of washing a
meat before it is cooked, or wiping it care-
fully with a clean, wet cioth, as it is almost
ceriain to be covered with particles of dust
when it comes from the market.

If
a bird or meat Is to dredged with flour,
salt should be put on before It Is cooked, but
not to be added until it i= taken from the
fire. It Is a scientific truth that underdone
meat digests much more tLulctlr than that
which is overcooked. This fact should be
remembered by those who are cooking for
invalids,
