delegation from your i?tate In my behalf,
circumstances have arisen which warrantmy withdrawal as a candidate for the
Clerk of the House of the Fifty-fourt- h
Conjrress. Allow me to thank you foryour hearty co-opera- tion In my behalf and
extend to the Indiana delegation, through
you, my appreciation of their support for
the office for which I was announced."

This announces the withdrawal of Capt.
Thomas II. McKee, of Logansport, as a
candidate for the clerkship of the House
of - the Fifty-fourt- h Congress. The an-
nouncement was a Rreat surprise to .many
of his frienrls ln Washington. When inter-
viewed as to the cause of hl3 withdrawal
he declined to talk on, the question, ex-

pendent ors Mr. Johnson largely to present
his case when the question of the future
offices was being discussed. Inasmuch as
Mr. Johnson declined to assist Mr. McKee,
leaving him entirely dependent on the sup-
port that he might receive from other
sources, he felt it would be an unequal
fight to "wage without a Representative
from hl3 own State who would at least
stand for his, election. There are very
many other questions involved In his can-
didacy that cannot be made public, and he
only desires to thank his Indiana friends
among the members-ele- ct who had sent him
such hearty assurance of support. Among
those in Washington who are familiar with
.he situation very many "regrets are heard
at Mr. McKee retirement, as he was
recognized as the best qualified for the
office of any of those whose names have
been mentioned, and that his party service
entitled him to the recognition he asked.
He refuses to be Interviewed, however, on
the question, and says that for the present
ho can afford to remain- - silent.

Board of Visitors Proposes an In-
crease In .amber of Cadets.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 13. Senator Bate,
chairman of the board of vistors to West
Point Military Academy, to-d-ay presented
the report to the Senate. The report takes
a strong ground in favor of a change of the
law which will increase the number of
cadets to 469, or one cadet for each Sen-
ator and Representative and twenty for
the President, instead of the present num-
ber, which 13 about 250. It Is admitted that
this increase would probably result in a
larger number of graduates than could find
officers places in the army, but it Is sug-
gested that as the additional cost would
be very slight the country could well afford
to increase the number for the benefit to
be derived in a purely educational way.
Discussing the wisdom of the change the
board says that a part of the number
graduated every year could be retired to
private life, remaining, however, subject to
the command . of the country and adds:
"However pacific may be the theoretic
policy of this country the facts remain that
aboUt one-six- th of Its past existence as
a nation has been spent in a state of war
and in that period of strife no consideration
has been taken of periods of riot and in-

surrection, from the whisky rebellion to
the Pullman troubles, during which many
millions, of dollars' worth of property and
many valuable lives were sacrificed to the
imaginary pacific policy of the best fighting
people on earth." The board also suggests
that these surplus West Point cadets would
make excellent militia officers. While the
board has nothing but praises for the theo-
retical instructions In the academy in most
respects it finds fault with "the halting
English, the lack of facility of expression
on the part of many cadets," which Is
"painfully apparent." 7 ,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 13. The Senate a1-Jour- nel

to-d- ay until next Monday. Practic-
ally all the time to-d- ay was consumed in,
he dlscussron of the bill to establish a na-

tional university at Washington and the
Nlcaraguin canal bill. Senators Hunton
and Vilas addressed the Senate in support
of the former, and Mr. Morgan practically
.concluded his speech on the latter. During
the day he asked the Senate that unani-
mous consent be given to fix a time for a
vote on the bill, but this was refined.

But little interest seemed to be taken
In the proceedings, either by the Senators
or by the - spectators. There were report
from various committees, introduction of
bills end petitions. Then Mr. Hunton moved
to take up the bill for the establishment
of a university of the United States at
Washington, D. C. Mr. Hale objected to
consideration of the bill at this time, but
suggested that it be referred to tie calendar
under a rule of the Senate, where if could
be dealt with In some way "commensurate
with its Importance." Mr. Hunton insisted,
however, that he had given notice of his
contemplated action and addressed the Sen- -'

ate on the bill.
At the conclusion of Mr. Hunton's speech

Mr. Morgan asked unanimous consent that
the vote on the Nicaragua canal bill and
amendments be taken next Wednesday at
2 o'clock. Mr. Caffery objected.

Mr. Blackburn moved that when the Sen-
ate adjourn to-d-ay 1t be to meet on Mon-
day next, and on this motion Mr. Morgan
demanded the yeas and nays. The vote re-
sultedyeas, 22; nays. 23.

Mr. VHas then addressed the Senate in
advocacy of the university bill.

Senator Morgan took the floor at the
conclusion of Mr. Vilas's remarks, begin-
ning with the reading of an opinion by
Chief Justice Daly, of New York, on the
constitutional. power of the United States
to aid In constructing the Nicaragua canal.
Th's opinion was favorable to tho view that
the United States would be acting entirely
within its constitutional right. in engag-
ing in this enterprise on the ground that
the canal would facilitate commerce be- -'
tween the Eastern and Western States.
Senator Morgan, in continuing his argu-
ment. ald the constitutfonallty of this right
has been favorably pissed on by so many

. long Itat of commercial bodies, represent-
ing ell parts of the United States, which
were favorable to the constructfon of the

. canal. There were probably two dozen
Senators pr.ent during thedelivery of Mr.
Morgan's r.peech. and the Senator took
occasion to express surprise at the lack of
Interest displayed. Mr. Morgan also ad-
dressed himself to the necessity of build-
ing the canal so that relief may be af-
forded to the people of the Western part
of the co intry as a possible tesult of the

', operations and actioiM of the transconti-
nental railroads. There was no danger to
Democrat!. principles, he asserted. Grant
this and aid the rnll?n who are ground

9 to death by the "monopoly of the transcon-
tinental railroads, and who were sending tip
petitions continuously ln favor of this bill.
Mr. Morgan, in closing, said he would now
leave the matter In the hands of the Sen-
ate, unless it should be necessary to an-
swer questions that might arise, lie asked
that a rote be now taken.

Mr. Wolcott renewed the motion made
earlier in the. day by Mr. Blackburn, that
when the Senate adjourn to-d- ay it be to
meet on Monday.
