Headguarters to Be Removed from
New York—Indianapolis and Wash-
ington Rivals for the Honor.

DENVER, Col., Dec. 15.—The discussion
of Plank ¥ in the political platform (the
Boclalist plank) was resumed in the ocon-
vention of the American Federation of La-
bor to-day. The Chalr ruled that no mem-
ber should be allowed the time of another.
Delegate Lloyd, of Boston, moved 1o refer
the plank back to the subordinate umions.
Patrick McBride, secretary of the mine
workers, =aid that he was willing to take
such action. He was instructed to vote
for the plank, but he hoped if it was voted
on it would be defeated. “Because,” he
sald, "our slde can accept defeat goodd
natuwredly, and from the displays that have
been made in this convention I doubt if the
other side can.'”” Treasurer Lennon sup-
ported Mr. Lloyd's motion on the ground
that the vote iIn many unions showed that
the platform was not a representative one.

* Novel Seheme for Farmers' NBenefit.

WASHINGTON, Déc. 15.—The committee
on agriculture gave a hearing to-day to
David Lubin, of Sacramento. Cal., in con-
nection with the investigation now being
made by that committee of the causes of
the present depressed condition of agri-
onlture. Mr. Lubin is a prominent mem-
ber of the Califormia Grange. He pre-
sented a novel and interesting plan for thz
relief of the farmer, based on the theory
that the agriculturist whose prodocts were
sold in the free-trade markets of the world
should be componsated for by the increase in
the price of wheat he buyg which s sold
in a protected market by the levy of an
export bounty on stapl: agricultural prod-
ucts hixe -sheat, corn, cotton, etc. He ex-
piained his plan, which, he sald, would
stimulate agriculture by increasing the price
of exported farm productis and by reaction
of the price of such products sold in this
country. Last year about $800,000,000 of ag-
ricultural products were exnorted. This
was about a third of the total product. If
an export bounty of, say 10 per cent., had
been levigd for the benefit of the farmer,
the latter would have received $80 000,000
more for his products exported and the
effet of this bounty on the home price
would@ have, in his opinion, increased the
value of the products sold in this country

Seecds for Drought Sufierers.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 15.—Secretary Mor-
ton has determined this year to devote his
quota of free seeds, amounting to one-third

In this ac-
tion the Secretary follows the precedent
he established last year in digtributing to
the sufferers by the great storms and floods
on the Carolina coast, the greater portion
of the seed sent out directly by him.

INDIANS SURRENDER.

Colomnel Lawton's Experience with a
Number of Moquis.

DENVER, Col., Dec. 15.—General McCook
to-day received an interesting report from
Capt. E. U. Lawton, of the Secoend Cawalry,
who was detalled to Fort Wingate to effect

the capture of the Moqul Indians, who cre-

ated a disturbance a short time ago and
took refuge In an isolated village among
the Oriba cliffs, With troops G and H he
took a position in the mesa above the vil-
lage, training Hotchkiss guns on the vil-
lage. A large number of Moquis had gath-

erefd to witness the expected fight, and
ong them were Indians familiar with the

ul language, who were sent out uttering
calls for all in the village to come out in
the open space between their abodes and
the troops., They all came. Captain Wil-
liams made a speech, which was inter-
preted, giving the names af those Indlans
whemn he wanted. One by one they were
;'lven up and placed wunder guard, until
nineteen wen- obtained, only one escaping.

SEEKING THEIR RIGHTS.

Alabamn N&m- Present a Petition
to Geoevernor Oates.

MONTGOMERY, Ala., Dec. 15.—A num-
ber of prominent negroes have sent a pe-
titlon to Governor Oates asking executive
consideration and relief along the following

line: First, that a law be speedily passed
for the preventlon of lynching; second, that

railroads be compelled to provide first-class
accommodations for negro passengers.
third, that the school fund of the State be

so apportioned as to give the colored schools

a better part; fourth, that a colored man
be appointed assistant chaplain to admin-
jater to the spiritual needs of the colored
convicts; fifth that a house of correction
be established for prisoners of unmature
ear% sixth, that a negro be appointed on
the board of prison Inspectors; seventh,
that the authorities of the var,ous counties
be encouraged to appoint a fair proportion
of negro jurors. The signers of the peti-
tion are the most prominent negroes in
the State, and are a committee appeointed
by the State convention of negroes held
here last spring to devise plans for the bet-
tering the condition of the race in the
State. The Governor will consider their
petition.

New Piceture of Mr. Lincoln.

There is on exhibition in the Denison
House, In the gallery of Mr. A. Montgom-
ery, o new likeness in oil of Abraham Lin-
coln. It is a copy from a daguerrotype
which fell into the hands of Mr. Monigom-
ery a couple of yvears ago while painting
the portrait of the owner, to whom the
first Republican President presented it in
the summer of 1860, The gentleman, who
is now elghty-nine years of age, says Mr.
Lincoln made a speech in a grove near his
house and was his guest at dinner, and
when about to leave handed him the da-
guerrotype. It represents Lincoln with an
old-fashioned eoBar turned half over in the
stock stylé. The halr shows that Lincoln
had run his hand through it, evidently just
‘before sitting for the picture to be taken.
The painting is true to the strong points of
Lincoln's face, but, like the daguerrotype
and the face of Lincoln, gives little n-
pression of the depth of character in the
man. The picture adds something to the
historic interest surrounding the martyred
President.
