NEW PRESIDENT ELECTED

SAMUEL GOMPERS DEFEATED I1V

JOHN MUIUDi:, Or THE MINERS.

. v ...
The Ex-Presid- ent Made a Delegate to

the British Conference Mcllride's
Career aa a Labor Leader.

DENVER, Dec. 17.-T- here were two im-

portant events in the proceedings of the
American Federation of Labor- - convention
to-da- y. Indianapolis was selected as head-
quarters of the great labor organization
and Samuel Gompers was defeated for the
presidency, John 'McBride, now president
of the United Mine Workers, being elected
in Mr. Gompers's stead. It had been known
an effort was "being made to 'displace Mr.
Gompers, but when the convention ad-

journed Saturday nigjit it was not "believed
It would succeed. Sunday" was,' ."however,
devoted to electioneering by' ttie McBride
contingent, and when dhe delegates came
together this morning it was generally un-

derstood that Mr. Gompers would be re-

tired. His election as fraternal delegate to
the British labor congress was intended as a
sort o evidence .that the convention rec-
ognizes his loyalty, while questioning his
ability to best serve the federation as its
president. The selection of Indianapolis
national headquarters was also in line
with the idea of a general revolution in the
federation. It wa3 a declaration by the
Western delegations that they propose here-

after to control the organization. It Is ex-

pected the work of the convention will be
finished w.

" When the convention met this morning
the first business considered was the future
location of the headquarters." . On Saturday
the cities of Indianapolis, Detroit, ' Wash-
ington, Brooklyn and Louisville had been
placed in nomination. Indianapolis and
Washington were the only contestants to-

day. The vote resulted: Indianapolis, VJDO;

Washington, 9J8. A resolution to make In-

dianapolis the location for three years was
amended to make It. five years and referred
to the committee on" laws.

MK. GOMPERS'S SPEECH.
The election of officers was then taken

up. Mr. Gompers and John McBrlde, pres-

ident of the United Mine Workers, .were the
only candidates for president-- - The vote re-

sulted: McBrlde, 1,162; Gompers, 963. There
ws no excitement during the balloting.
The vote proceeded without, incident, ex-

cept that several delegates announced they
would vote against Gompers by Instructions
from their various unions. President Gom-
pers moved to make the vote 'unanimous
for McBrlde, but objection was made..' Mr.
Gompers at once sent the following: to Mr.
McBride, who Is ill at his home In Co-

lumbus, O.: "Congratulations on your elec-

tion as president of the federation. None
will be more loyal than' I. to make your
administration successful." ,k t.-

-

Mr. Gompers Is & member'of the Cigar
makers' union, and has held the position of
president of the American ' Federation of
Iabor since 1S82. From then until 1886 there
was.no salary attached to the otfl;e. That
year it was decided to make the office' a
permanent one, and the Hilary we fixed at
$1,200. and this was raised to ,$1,800 tn 1S92.

The first vice president of the federation
was Richard Powers, elected in 1SS0. The
second was John Garrett, elected in 1881.
The defeat of Gompers seems to be due to
a general desire for a change of administra-
tion. The mine workers, with 350 votes,
were for McBride for personal reasons; the
radical socialistic members felt that Gom-
pers was strongly opposed to them, and the
president's own action during this conven-
tion did much to defeat him. He was 111

when he came here, and his rulings have
ten noticeably arbitrary andf erratic.
More than once he lost his temper, and oc-

casionally he reversed his own . rulings.
The action of Mr. Gompers In the A. It. U.
strike also undoubtedly had a little effect.
It was said by friends of the strikers that
had Mr. Gompers supported Debs the strike
would have been won. Others-xtfai- that,
on deciding not to order a"1 general strike.
Gompers simply recognized the - principle
of the- - perfect Independence of the affiliated
unions.

DIDN'T WANT. A WOMAN.
For first vice president, Mrs. T. J. Mor-

gan, of Chicago, and Mr. McGulre, of Phila-
delphia, were nominated. The vote stood
1,863 for McGulre and 22G for Mrs. Morgan.
The election of McGulre was'inade unani-
mous. James Duncan, of Baltimore, was
made second vice president by a vote of
2.1S3 to 60 for Charles Rechtold, of St. Louis,
,who was said to be connected - with the
Knights of Labor. For third vice president,
James Brettell and Itoady Kenhan, of Den-
ver, were nominated. Brettel received 913'
votes and Kenhan 1,474. Harry Lloyd, of
Boston; W. D. Mahon, of the street car
employes organization, and T. J. Elderkln,
of the- - Seamen's Union, were nominated
for fourth vice president. The result of the
first ballot as Eklerkin, 733; Mahon, 708;
Lloyd, 773. Mr. Lloyd withdrew his name
and another vote was ordered. On the sec-
ond vote Mr. Elderkln received 1,213 and
Mahon 518. ...

For secretary, W. J. Bralnwood. of Den-
ver; J. M. Barnes, of Philadelphia; A. Mc-Cral- th,

of Boston; Richard K. Mztcalf, of
Indianapolis; Chris Evans, the present in-
cumbent, and J. J. Linehan, of Chicago,
were nominated. Mr. Evans "withdrew on
the ground that "he represented 'the mine
workers and a member of his organization
has been elected president. Bralnwood
Aithdrew In favor of McCralth, both rep-
resenting the Typogriphlcal Union. The
first jvote stood: Barnes.

Metcalf. 242: Linehan. Metcalfs name
was dropped.

Mr. Gompers then took the' floor and an-
nounced his satisfaction on being: released
from the responsibility of the pres4dency
of the federation. He renewed . his allegi-
ance to the organization. He then read his
telegram to McBrlde, saying: "I meant
that and if any man or men shall try to
drag down John McBride or to strike at
tb.2 hrart of union labor through McBride,
he will find me a harder fighter for him
than I have been for myself."

For this purpose a rubber
bulb Is used, with a glass point attached
inside of which is a coll of platinum wire.
The current of air passing over the electric
coil becomes heated to any temperature de-
sired. There Is no possibility of an electric
shock, as there is adjusted, several feet
away from the chair, a transformer, which
reduces the voltage so low that the entire
current required to run all the outfit can
be passed through the body without feeling
it.

Concerning; the policy of the
organization when he shall have assumed
the duties of Its executive office, Air. Mc-
Brlde preferred not to talk at this time,
but, considering his conservative course
through years as the head of the miners'
organization of' the country, the friends
here of the new president and who are
very close to him, naturally expect a con-
tinuation of this course in his new posi-
tion. In all these years each official act
has received the indorsement of all the
miners, some of whom, however, were dis-
posed to rebel on account of his conserva-
tive course.

THE XRAV PRESIDENT.

Mr.' McBride'a Career ns a Labor
Lender Ills (irent Strike.

John McBride, the new president of the
American Federation of Labor, has just
turned his fortieth year. He was born and
raised in the mining region of northeastern
Ohio. He secured a common school educa- -

i -

tlon before he entered the mines, and at
eighteen he became secretary of the local
lodge of the Miners' and Mine Laborers'
Benevolent Association. Shortly afterward
he was elected secretary of the Tuscarawas
Valley Miners' Association - and at once
came to the front as a leader among men
of .his craft. In 1882 he was elected presi-
dent of the Ohio Miners Association and
continued at the head of that organization
for seven years. The memorable strike in
the Hocking valley in 1884 was a severe
test of his resources and demonstrated his
exceptional ability as a labor leader. In
1S84-- 5 he represented Stark county in . the
Ohio Legislature and secured the enactment
of a number of laws in the Interests of
labor. In 188 he was nominated on the
Democratic ticket for- - Secretary of State
but was defeated. In 1887 he succeeded in
bringing the operators and miners together
under an interstate agreement 'for the main-
tenance of wages, which was abrogated by
the Indiana and Illinois operators in lSSa
and was revived as a result of the great
strike last spring. In 1890-McBrid- e retired
from active leadership among the miners
when the Miners' Progressive Union and
N. T. A., 13f. Knights of Labor were con-
solidated under the title of the United Mine
Workers of America. He served as State
Iabor Commissioner of Ohio under Governor
Campbell for two years, and in 181)3 was
elected president of the United Mine Work-
ers, which position he has since held. Last
spring he organized and conducted the
greatest strike in the history of the coun-
try, In which upwards of 150,000 miners
were involved. He was Instrumental in the
organization of the American Federation oT

and presided at the first meeting In
Columbus, O. In December, 1886, when he
was elected president but declined to accept.

JOHN 1U HS SPEAlvS.
He Denounces Municipal Jobbery and

llouiUerlMiu.
OMAHA, Neb., Dec. 17. John Burns, the

London docker's friend, was accorded a
hearty welcome by an audience that filled
the largest available hall in the city to-
night. The audience which .greeted him in-

cluded many representative men of this
city and prominent among those who sup-
ported him on the platform was Edward
Rosewater, of the Omaha Bee. Mr. Burns
opened with a warm appeal for trade
unionism, for support from the workers,
for sympathy from all classes of the com-
munity. He ask?d for fair play for an hon-
est criticism of the leaders In labor's bat-
tles. The chief point of his address, how-
ever, was devoted to a . scathing tirade
against municipal jobbery , and boodlerism.
and he insisted that the workingmen must
take this matter up for themselves. He
quoted figures to prove how. following In
the wake of Liverpool and Glasgow. Lon-
don- was rapidly solving the unemployed
question through what, was known as the
direct employment system, and how through
municipal ownership of gas and electric
lighting plants, water .works and street
railways, the city was taking the weapons
out of the hands of .the monopolies and
running these public works for the public
good. In conclusion he pointed out what
he considered the inconsistency of the Den-
ver labor convention in adopting a doubtful
attitude on the question of political action
when the constitution of the federation
distinctly stated It to be the object of the
organization to secure legislation needed
by the classes.

NEW YORK. Dec. 17. The conviction of
Eugene V. Debs and his sentence to six
months' imprisonment for contempt of court
were discussed by the Central Labor L'nion
last night. Several delegates mrde speeches
denouncing Judge Woods, who had sen-

tenced him, and a committee .vas appointed
to draft resolutions sustaining Debs, de-
nouncing his cojivlction and declaring that
all organized labor would stay by him.

Delegate Archibal made a speech In praise
of John Burns, the English labor agitator,
and proposed that a bai.nuec be given to
him, at which should tell of his experi-
ences In this country and inform the po-
liticians as to how the county council and
the public works of London .vere conducted.

Delegate Michael Kelly, of the Waiters'
