WAGONS WILL REMAIN

EXPRESSMEN CAN KEEP THEIR
TEAMS ON IMPROVED STREETS,

Council Refuses to Make Them Move—
Investiganting Committee's Stenog-

rapher Hax Coat K180,

The expressmen galned a last

night in the City Council. The ordinance
prohibiting them standing on any improved
street was o=t by a vote of W to 8. For
awhile it seemed as if it would pass ,but
the argumet of Councilmen Costello and
Young were too much for the members who

wanted to remove them to the outskirts
of the city.

A lively debate arose over an ordinance
introduced by Mr. Shaffer amending the
garbage ordinance so as to allow people to
sweep the dirt off of sidewalks into the
gutfers. The present ordinance, by what
is supposed to have besn an oversight, pro-
vides the same penalty.tor gweeping the
dirt off of the sidewalks into the gutters
as is provided for sweeping trash from
bulldings into the streets. Mr., Shaffer In-
troduced an ordinance to remedy this and
moved that the rules be suspended and the

ordinance be passed immediately that the
correction might be made before the ordi-
nances were printed. The motion to sus-
pend the rules passed, but on the vote on
the final passage of the ordinance, Mr.
Koehring voted against it, thus defeating
it. The question of who had the right to
move a reconsideration came up and caused
a lengthy argument. Some said Mr. Koeh-
ring was the only man who had such a
privilege, while others contended that he
was the only man who could not make
such a motion. The matter was finally
settled by Mr. Rauh introducing a similar
ordinance and having it referred to the
committee on public safety and comfort.

The investigating committee reported that
it had, at six meetings, taken over 39 type-
written pages of testimony at a cost of
§180 for the stgnographic report.

An ordinance was introduced to allow Ser-
geant Dawson $1%0 a year for acting as
sergeant-at-arms, the salary to date from
Jan. 1, 1854,

An ordinance, covering over thirty type-
written pages, which was prepared by El-
mer Morris, was introduced. Most of it is
a complex set of rules for the guidance of
all persons In erecting and maintaining
any kind of electrical apparatus. The rules
cover everything from the wiring for a sin-
gle incandescent light to the installation of
Street-car power system. It also provides
that all apparatus now in use and not in-
stalled In accordance with these rules shall
be changed at the order of the building in-
spector or the electrical inspector, if one
should be appointed. A penalty of $£0 is

rovided for violations of the ordinance.

ESUAL
NIGHT AT

IMMENSE AUDIENCE LAST
TOMLINSON HALL,

The Evengelist Dwells on the Excuses
People Make to Avold Entering

the Charch.

The last week of the serles of Chapmaa
revival sermons began at Tomlinson Hall
last night. The usual large audlence was
in attendance and the interest seemed in
no way to have abated. The services
opened with the hymn “Onward and Up-
ward,” followed Dby prayer by Rev, Dr.
Carter, of Lafayette. An interesting feat-
ure of last night's song service was the
rendition of the hymn ‘“We Praise Thee,
O CGod.” The chorus was first sung by
the choir, then by the upper gallery, then
by the forest gallery, and then the entire
congregation voiced the words. Dr. Chap-
man, aflter reading the gospel from 8t.
Lauke, selected the following words for his
text: ““And they all with one consent be-
gan to make excuse."

The evangelist said his theme for the
evening was as 0ld as the human heart,
and certainly as old as sin. The first man
and woman who ever lived made excuses
to God for swerving from the path. The
man said he had been temptegd by the
woman; the woman laid it to the door of
the serpent. *“I kmagine,” sald Dr. Chap-
man, “that there is not an unsaved person
in this building that does not have an ex-
cuse behind which he is hiding. Some say
that they are waiting to grow better. No
man in this building has the power to
create within himself a new heart. The
word says that a man's heart must be
right with God. You belleve in the divinity
of God, but when we press upon you the

claims of the Savior, you say there is time
enough. 1 know that the great majority of
men who recognize the ¢laims of God hope
some time to be Christians. It is strange
to see a4 man turning away from the in-
vitation of God. When men turn away
from the offer of mercy; when they refuse
to recelve Jesus Christ as a Savior, to put
it on the lowest ground, they are turning
away from the greatest happiness that ever
came to man. *‘They all with one consent
began to make excuse.' It is said that
when the President of the United States
invites guests to a dinner at the White
House it is the height of discourtesy to de-
cline an invitation, But when the King
of Kings, Jesus Christ himself, gives m™n
an invitation to the wedding supper of the
Lamb, he turns away and says, ‘FPlease
have me exc We sometimes find peo-
ple who cannot come becauss they are
taken up with tnings of this life, or it may
be the case of the man who said to the
usher last night, when handed a card: ‘He
is too personal. These sermons are full of
personalities, It do not like them.’

“My friends, I am not here to talk about
the people of New York, or to tell of the
sins of the people of Cincinnati. It is the
sins of the people of Indianapolis that I
want to speak of. There i only one way to
find completeness in this life, and that way
is through Jesus Christ. There is only one
thing that can satisfy the longings of your
soul and bring you completeness through-
out, and that is Christianity. Man, I be-
seech you, after everyvthing else has mocked
vou, ensnared you, lay hold of Jesus Christ
and he will fill your soul with joy. 1 tell
you to-night of One who has the wer to
open the gajes windows of
heaven. Whenever vou say, i |
pray to be excused,” you are asking
to be excused from heaven. Some of the
excuses that have been presented during
our stay here are so flimsy that a shrewd
lawyer would riddle them in five minutes.
They would never be presented to Jesus
Christ. One man said he belleved the
Bible, but could not understand it. The more
he read the more it contradicted. He made
up his mind that he would never be a
Christian until he ecould understand the
book. If he be in this house to -night, 1
will say, ‘You will never be a Christian
because the spirit of God's word is splrituai
and not inteliectual,” You will never under-
stand the book until the spirit of God has
taken possession of you. God Is not an ex-
planation; he is a revelation. He reveals
himself to the man who receives Him by
faith. We have reached a time when some
would like to have us turn away from much
that is in the Bible. :

“A few weeks ago I walked along a De-
treit street with a friend. We passed a
place where they were having a cheap
Bible sale. The sign over the sidewalk
said: ‘Bibles, half off." My friend turned
to me with the remark: *That seems to be
the demand now; Bibles, half off." My
brother, you will have to have a spiritual
mind to understand the Bible, and you get
that by coming to Jesus. Men come before
this book with their intellectual questions,
and it will draw itself up in its dignitiy; and
refuse to answer; but come with the heart,
and I'll pledge you my word that it will
vield itself up with all its sweetness. The
man who tries to be in the church and in
the world will fail; but if you are with
God all the time, and you are going 1o seek
an easy life, you will yield before you
leave this bullding. A man may be well
born, but that is not proof against sin,
Here is an excuse that I never heard but
once. A man said, ‘I will never join the
church as long as there are hypocrites in
it." 'That man will never get in. *‘“Who
art thou, that judgeth thy brother? The
fact that there are hypocrites in this city
and the church of Christ, roves to wvou
that there are good men and women, But
that is not the excuse. If you are afraid of
hypocrites, you could not be a lawyer, you
couldn't be a physician, Ior there is hy-
pocriey everywhere.”
