Commercial failures in 1S94 already reported,
number 14.292. aginst 15,242 last year, with
liabilities of $163,238,404, against $346,779,881)

last year. Next week the final report for
1894 will probably include about four hun-
dred more failures, with liabilities of about
$4,000,000. From these accounts banks, bank-
ers, financial and transporting companies
are excluded. Manufacturing, failures al-

ready number 2.756, against 3.422 last ye;:r,
but liabilities are only $64,491,287, again.
$176,982,091 last year. The trading failures
already number 11,314. against 11,572

last year, but liabilities are only
$87,899,057, against $130,062,333 last year. The
statement by sections shows a decrease of
about two-thir-ds in defaulted liabilities in
the middle and central Northern States.
one-ha- lf In the West and Southwest and a
third In other sections. Holiday trade has"
met expectations. Purchases have been
numerous, but smaller than usual in amount
and more coiklned to needful articles, thus
anticipating" ordinary trade. The volume
of business represented . by . clearing-hous-e

exchanges is 7.7 per cent, larger than last
year, but 21.8 per cent, less than' th.9 year
before and the dally average for December
has been 7JI per cent.' more than last year,
but 25.2 less than the year before.

Wheat has declined 4c, though Western
receipts have been only 1.712.09S bushels,
against 3,109,832 for the same week last
year, but since Aug. 1 receipts have been
a little larger than last year, and the visi-
ble supply Is the largest known. Exports
in December from both coasts have been
little larger than lAst year, but for the
crop year 'about 20,000.000 bushels smaller.
The Western estimate, usually regarded
with most confidence, is that the crop will
reach 515,000.000 bushels, which will leave
for export, with stocks brought over, more
than 200.000.000 bushels, of which only ?5f-000,0-

00

bushels have gone abroad, l orn has
declined ic, with good receipts. The price
of cotton has not changed, but the fact
that receipts from plantations this month
have been greater than in 1891, while stocks
in sight here and abroad are larger thanat the same date last year, is an obstacle
to any rise. Sales of wool this month have
been 17,KMi,000 pounds, against 13,049.197 lastyear, and 21.302.300 In 1892, and Ohio XXhas sold at 17c.

Jhe market for iron and steel is waiting,
but the reduction In wages at the Edgar
Thomson works, averaging 15 per cent.,
plainly Indicates the same difficulty which
is seon in other quarters that the demand
In consumption does not answer to the In-
crease In production of pig Iron. The ship-
ments, of rails for eleven months are
reckoned only 700,000 tons, of which only
200,000 is for new roads. Numerous projects
for steel buildings are under consideration,
but no important contract Is reported. Itgives some encouragement that the Beth-
lehem works have secured a contract to
make armor plate for Russia, but the
order for cast pipe for Japan is still In
doubt. Prices have scarcely changed dur-
ing the week, although Bessemer pig and
billets are. If anything, a shade weaker.
There is larger demand in nails, but inhardware, machinery, e.iglnes and railway
stocks and materials the business is muchdepressed. Shipments of boots and shoesfrom Boston have been 649,4a tons In thepast two months, against 584.230 in 1892,
hitherto the largest year, but the difference
about prices still checks operations.

Failures for the week have been 350 inthe United States, against 511 last year,
and forty-on- e in Canada, against forty-on- e
last year.

port to-morr- will say: General trade
presents the usual holiday characteristics.
A majority of tjie wholesale dealers and
manufacturers are beginning or have fin-
ished taking account of stock or arranging
settlements for the new year.

The praetfcal conclusion of
holiday trade has brought about a moder-
ate reaction and this emphasizes the dull-
ness noted In preceding weeks.

' Oats, among cereals, records a fractionaladvance, while print cloths and other sta-
ple cottons are lower, in conformity with
results of recent auctions, and pork and
lard, with Increasing supplies of . lower
grades or live sttocK at Western markets.
Coffee, too, is depressed, and there are
rumors of contracts for iron and steel ata shade under last week's quotations, al-
though unconfirmed.
