GEN. P. S. POST DEAD

MEMBER OF CONGRESS FROM THE
TENTH ILLINOIS DISTRICT,

And One of the Bravest Commanders
of the Northern Army in the War
of the Rebellion.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6.—Gen. Plilip Sid-
ney FPost, momber of Congress from the
Tenth district of Illnols, died at the Ham-
liton Hotel, in this city,this morning, after
an illness of one day. His death was from
heart failure, resulting from acute gastritis,
For some time he has been suffering at
intervals with attacks which physicians
pronounced dyspepsia, but had attended
to his congressional duties unremittingly.
He passed the holldays at his home in
Illinols and reached Washington Wednes~
day. Barly Saturday morning he was
selzed with an attack of his old trouble
which did not, however, assume serlous
form until evening. Durng the night heart
falure set In and for some hours before
his death, which occurred at 4:20 o'clock
this morning, the physiclans could detect
hardly any pulse beat. Mrs. Post and a
son, W. 8. Post, were with him. There
is another son, Philip 8. Post, a lawyer
In Chicago.

The lllinois delegation in Congress will
hold a meeting at 11 o'clock to-morrow
morning to take appropriate action, and
the House will adjourn after the reading
of the journal. The nsual committees from
the House and Senats will be appointed to
act as an escort to the body to Illinois.
The funeral party will leave Washington
at 8 o'clock to-morrew mnight, will arrive

General Post was best” known through
his brilllant military services in the re-
belllon, where he won high rank and dis-
tinetion with great rapldity, When the
war hegan he was appointed second lieu-
tenant of the Fifty-ninth Illinols Infantry.

After the first Missourl cam&aiau he be-
came major and elght months afier his
enlistment was made colonel for gallantry
at the battle of Pea Ridge, in which he
was desperately wounded. Before he was
able to mount his horse without assistance
he rejoined the troops, then hurrying for-
ward to Corinth, a was at once asslgned
to the command of a brigade. From May,
1882, to the close of the war he was con-
stantly at the front. In the Army of the
Cumberland, as first organized, he com-
manded the First Brigade, first division of
the twentieth army corps, a brigade con-
splcuous In all the engagements of that
army, under General osecrans, from its
formation to the dissolution of the corps.
With It he commenced the battle of Stone
river, drove the enemy back several miles
and captured Leetown. !Jurlug the Atlanth
campaign he was transfere to General
Woods's division of the Fourth corps and
when the latter was wounded at the bat-
tle of Lovejoy Station, took command and
returned with it to Tennessee to oppose
the progress of the epemy north. On Dec.
15, 1864, in the Nashville fighting, he car-
ried Montgomery Hill at the int of the
bayonet and in the next day's fight fell,
dangerously wounded, while leading an as-
saule on Overton HIiL In July, 1865, he
was given command of the Western dis-
trict of Texas and remained until the
withdrawal of the French ffom Meaxico
rti.-moved the danger of military complica-
tions.

General Post's civil career has been a
varled one. He was born March 19, 1833,
In Florida, O e county, New York,
was graduated Tfrom Union College in
1855, practiced law in Kansas, where he
also edited a Democratic !&per. and in
Ilinols. Arfter the war in he was ap-
pointed consul to Vienna, was promoted
to consul general for Autria-Hungary
in 1874, resigned in 1870, was commander
of the Department of ilinols G. A. R.,
in 1866 and was a Republican member o
Congress for four terms beginning with the
Fiftleth Congress.

SCARED BY A_LION'S ROAR.

The King of Beasts Frightens a Small
Army of Plitsburgers.

PITTSBURG, Jan. 6.—A full-grown lion
on his way to this city in the baggage car
of the Pacific Express Company, broke out
of his cage at Johnstown, ninety miles
from Pittsburg, while the train was run-
ning forty miles an hour.

WILL SEEK REVENGE

BRECKINRIDGE NOT WILLING TO
RETIRE INTD OBSCURITY,

He Proposesx to “Get Even” with His
Enemies, nand Is Even Now Seeking
to Injure Senater Blackburn.

CARLISLE BILL TO BE KILLED

SCHEME THAT MAY BE CARRIED
INTO EFFECT EARLY THIS WEEK.

Sennior Hill Reporied to Have n Cur-
reney Measure That May Be Ace-
cepted and Finally Adopted.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6.—Colonel Breckin-
ridge proposes to “get even” with all his
Kentucky enemies. He has already taken
the war path. His first blow is almed at
Senator Elackburn. Of all his enemies, and
they are numerous, Dreckinridge hates
Blackburn most. During the trial of the
Breckinridge-Pollard case Senator Black-
‘burn wrote to Breckinridge, warning him
against saying anything in hils testimony
that might be the least offensive to Mrs.
Luke Blackburn, the Senator's sister-in-
law. This letters was written with a
Kentucky vein that left Breckinridge in no
doubt as to the consequences if he disre-
garded the warning. He chose the safer
plan and did not disregard it. Breckinridge
s a venomous hater and a staylng fighter.
He threatens to “‘get even’ with every man
who was active in his recent defeat, evén
ghould it be necessary to make the Lexing-
ton congressional district as strongly Repub-
lican as It has hitherto been Democratic.
Breckinridge 1s .a poor man. His plan is
to obtain the financial sinews of his pro-
posed warfare by lecturing. His efforts in
that directlion so far have been anything
but encouraging. However, Breckinridge
intends to stick to the lecture platform, hop-
ing for better audiences in future,

He has already begun his work against
Blackburn. The Senator’'s home is in the
Lexington district and he has for years
had the united support of the Democrats
there. In fact, Breckinridge could never
get to Congress until Blackburn was made
Senator. The Blackburn influence In the
district has been dominant for years.
Breckinridge realizes that he cannot make
any headway agalnst Blackburn within
the Democratic party of the district. His
scheme is to send as many Republicans
as possible to the next Legisiature from
the Lexington congressional district. Black-
burn, in his contest for re-election, natur-
ally depends largely on the support of
his home district. There are half a dozen
candidates, some of them very popular
Democrats. With a solid delegation at
his back from his home dlstrict Black-
burn, together with his friends In other
districts, would have a decided advantage.
Breckinridge hopes to undermine Black-
burn’s strength by electing a number of
Republicans from the district. Strange as
it may appear, Breckinridge still has
stanch friends and supporters in that
district. Men hitherto prominent in the
Demecratic party are said to be willing
to follow Brecknridge In his campaign
against his enemies, even to the extent
ol their party fealty. Breckinridge says
he 18 a candidate for the Senatée and he
will. get in his work against Blackburn
under this guise. The friends of Black-
burn here say he will be able to foil
Breckinridge and carry his usual number
of friends into the Legisiature. But Breck-
inridge’s race of last fall shows that he

[1s =1l a potent factor in that district.

TO KILL CARLISLE'S BILL.

'Oppudllon in the House Preparing

: for a Conp D'Etat!

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6.—The coming
weagk promises to be a most eventful one
in the: House of Represcntatives, It will
not only determine the fate of the Carlisle
currency bill, so far as the lower branch
of Congress I8 concerned, but in the event
of the defeat of the measure it will have
a far-reaching effect on the currency gues-
tion amek on the policy of Congress and the
administration. The Democratic House
caupus, which will convene at 3 o'clock  to-
morrow afternoon, unlesg postponed on ac-
count of the death of Representative Post,
wilk be the first important step, as it is
expected to test whether any bill can com-
mand & majority and what the form of the
bill is to be. The House will adjourn im-
mediately after its assemblage out of re-
spect for Mr. Post. A rule fixing the fu-
tue course of debate will not be introduced
until Tuesday, and its terms will depznd
largely on the events of the caucus. It had
been hopsd to get a final vote by Tues-
day or Wednesday, but Mr. Springer, who
18 in charge of the bill, says it may be

necessary to let the debate run through
the week.

There are evidences, however, that a
coup d’etat will be put in execution by
Tuesday by those wpposed to the bill. This
will be a motion to strike out ali after the
endcting clause, which would be equivalent
to a motion to kill the bill. Tt was by
a stroke of this kind that the Morrison tar-
iff' bill was summarily killed long beforz
its friends had aunticipated a final vote. The
arllamentary leaders of the House have
peent consulted and have agreed that this
is regular and in accordance with
the rules. They are expecting the move,
although it is not known positively that
it will be executed. If an early vote is thus
precipitated, and all of the bill aft:er the
enacting clause struck out, it would do
away with the five-minute debate and put
a summary end to the struggie. If. how-
ever, the motion to strike out should fail
to: secur2 a majority, the five-minute de-
bate would proceed until the final vote was
taken. There i no programme for the
weak beyond the currency bill, as this
measure will exclude consid tion of ev-
eryihing else until it is settled,

HilY Has n Carrenecy Scheme,

PITSEU'RG, Jan. 6.—The Washington cor-
respondent of the Dispatch says: It is now
said that the currency bill which may be-
come a law will be Introduced in a few days
in the Senate by Mr, Hill, of New York.
The fact is recognized by all parties that
the Senate must eventually decide upon a
measure if any is to become a law. If noth-
ing can be formulated in the upper body
that will meet with the unanimous support
of the Democratic Senators, then there will
be no currency leglsiation. It does not mat-
ter much what the House does at present,
it will have to accept whatever the Sen-
ate gives iL, just as it did in the tariff fight.

Senator Hill is now mentioned as the
possible savior of hia party in the Sepate.

SENATE PROGRAMME.

Nieargguan Canal Bill and .lpprop*
ntions to HBe Considered.

WASHINGTON, Jan 6—The Senate will
undoubtedly adjourn wWmorrow soon after
the hour of meeting as a.mark of respect
to Representative Pogt. On Tuesday the
Nicaraguan ecanal bill will again be beforc
the Senate _.ﬁmll the regular proceedings of
the work wiil begin with a speech in sup-
pgrt of the measure by Senator Mitchell,
o? Oregon. The friends of the canal bill are
hopeful that a vote may be reached some
time during the week, but whether it will
attain that Important stage wub depend on
the persistence of the opposition and the
interference of the business of the ap-
propriations committee. “T'he pension is the

only appropriation bill now before the Sen-
ate, and it_is not belleved that its consider-
ation will consume much time, but there is
a Yrol‘mbillty that the urgent deficlency bill
will be reported during the week, and in
case it should be and an effort I8 made to
call It up, it is to be the basis for numerpus
speeches on the appropriation for carrying
the Income tax Into effect. While the
opponents of the income tax generally dis-
avow any intention to defeat the appropria-
tion, they openly confess their purpose of
using it as a text for speeches on the gen-
eral policy of imposing such tax. The prob-
abilities are, however, agalnst any effort to
secure consideration of this bill during the
week.

It is likely that two or three speeches will
be made agninst the Nicaraguan blll during
the week, and there are still others, so
far unannounced, to be made in its sup-
Borl The advocates of the canal bill are
eginning to grow somewhat anxious to
gecure a vote, as they suspect an effort to
hold this off until it may be possible tc
displace the bill entirely with some other
measure, or, If this be avolded and the hill
passed, that it will reach the Housa too
late to secure consideration during the pres-
ent sesslon.

KILLED HER HUSBAND

AND SERIOUSLY WOINDED HER
MOTHER-IN-LAW WITH A PISTOL.

Deed of n Woman Who Wax Crazed
by Interference in Her Family Af-
fnirs—=A West Virginia Ontrage.

UTICA, N. Y., Jan. 6.—About three weeks
ago Willlam Flint and his wife came to
this city from Binghamton to reside with
Flint's mother. Flint is about tweniv-three
years of age, and his wife is ten years his
senior and the mother of two children by a
former husband. Flint married her at Bing-
hamton some gix weeks ago. This morning
Mrs. Flint arose at 1llwo'clock, and, proceed-
ing downstairs, leveled a revolver at her
husband and fired four shots at him with-
out previous warning. Three of the shots
took effect, and the man fell to the floor,
mortally wounded. Then the woman fired
two shots at Flint's mother, one striking
her in the breast and the other in the arm.
Though seriously wounded the woman may
recover. Mrs., Flint savs she was foreed
to the deel because of the consiant inter-
ference of her mother-in-law in e affalrs
of the family. She was placed under ar-
rest, but her mental condition is #such that
it was deemed advisable by the authorities
to send her to the hospital.

OUTRAGI AT COON SKIiN,

John Mourning Tortured by Hanging

and Left to Freeze.

CHARLESTON, W. Va., Jan. 86.—The
story of a startling oulrage was received
here to-day from up Elk river. At Coon
Skin, about 2 a. m., Deec. 29, four men went
to the house of John Mourning, a harmless
white man, who llves alone, dragged him
from bed, tried to make him confess to
the murder of Simon Wallace and his
mother in a suburb of this city four years
ago. Mourning denled all knowledge of the
crime, whereupon the men put a rope about
his neck and hung him 0 a rafter of his
house. When he was taken down he still
asserted his innocence and ignorance,
wheretpor. he was strung up again, and this
time when taken down was unconscious,
The men laid him on the floor and left hi
half naked, with the thermomeler register-
ing several degrees below zero. When found
by neighbors several hours later he was
still unconscious. His legs were frozen to
above his knees and his ears and hands
were frozen. He was taken to a friend’'s
house, and his condition Is still eritical.
A deputy sheriff and a representative of
the prosecuting attorney have left for Coon
Sklrlx. and a thorough investigation will be
made.

Advices from Honolulu Siating that
Three Conspirntorf Huve Been Held
for Trial Without Bail.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6.—The attention of
President Cleveland having been called to
a hint thrown out in the Senate di=zcussion
on Friday that the wisit of a certain “com-
mittee of rovallsts from the Hawallan
Islands,” was connectad in some way with
the departure of American ships from that
locality, the President sald, to-night, to an
Assoclated Press reporter:

“Of ecourse, such an insinuation s very
absurd. Its propriety and molive behind
it, I am sure, can =afely be left to the
Judgment of fair and right-thinking Amer-
leans. I am entirely willing that all our
people should know everything 1 know con-
cerning the visit of the so-called ‘commit=-
tee of royalists." Last year, in the latter
part of July or early in August, three gen-
tlemen from Hawail arrived here and
asked, through the Secretary of State, my
designation of a time when they could have
an interview with me and present a mes-
sage from the deposed Hawailan Queen.
Though I could nat with propriety recognize
them officially, 1 was not dispeosed to réfuse
them personally the courtesy of an sudi-
ence, Therefore, a future day and hour
were fixed for the interview. In the mean-
time, at my request, transmitted through
the Secretary of State, these gentlemen
made known the precise purpose of their
visit in the following note:

“tAug. 11, 1R94.
““The Hon. W. Q. Gresham, Secretary of

State:

“Sir—We, the undersigned, commission-
ers sent by her Majesty, Queen Lilinoka-
lani, request an audience of the President
of the United States. We desire to ask his
Excellency whether there is any hope for
his doing anything for the restoration of the
constitutional government of the Hawallan
Islands. . “e., A, CUMMINGS.

HUSAMUEL PARKER!

“After this note had been submitted to
me, 1 prepared in writing, with some care,
a reply to the question it contained, to be
read by me to the commissioners at our
meeting. 1 intended to avold all misunder-
standing and misconception by absolutely
conflning myself to such written reply, of
which the following is a copy:

s sGentlemen—You must permit me to
remind you that this Interview I8 not an
officla! one and that, instead of recelving
you In any representative capacity, 1 meet
yvou as Individuals who have traveled a
long distance for the purpose of laying a
ceritain matter before me.

“iYou ask me if there js any hope of
my dolng anything for the restoration of
the constitutional government of the Ha-
waiian Islands. 1 suppose that this question
is largely prompied by the fact that soon
after s of the government
of the Queen, i investigated thar transs
action and was satisfied that there had
been such an unjusiifiable interference of
aid of that movement, on the part of the
representatives of the government of the
Unlted States in Iits diplomatic and naval
service, as to call for vorrection, not only
to rectify what seemed to be a wrong
done to others, but also through that recti-
fication to ward off what appeared (o be
danger to American honor and probity.
Fully appreciating the constitutional lmi-
tations of my executive power, and by no
means unmindful of the hindrances that
might arise, I undertook the task. Having
failed In my plans, I committed the en-
tire subject to the Congress of the Unitefl
States, which hsag abundant power and
authority In the premises. The executive
branch of the government was, thereby,
discharged from further duty and responsi-
bility in the matter, unless n!n\'i--i'thorptl;
by congressional command. The Congress
has, both by its action and its omission to
act, signified thar nothing need be done
touching American Interference with the
overthrow of the government of the Queen.

“‘Quite lately a government hag been
established in Hawalli which is in full force
and operation in all parts of the islands.
It iz maintaining its authority and discharg-
ing all ordinary governmental functions,
Upon general principles, and not losing
sight of the special circumstances sur-
rounding this case, the new government is
clearly entitled to our recognition without
regard to any of the Incidents which ac-
companied or preceded its Inauguration,

< “rhis recognition and the attitude of the
Congress concerning Hawallan affalrs, of
course, led to an absolute denial of the
least present or future ald or encourage-
ment on my part to an u-!‘r.njt to restore
any govornmonl‘ heretofore existing in the
: y i slands,
et “'GROVER CLEVELAND.

“When the day appointed for the mest-
Ing arrived I was confined to my bed by
illness and unable to keep my engagement.
I therefore signed the paper I had expected
to read and it was delivered to the com-
missioners, who, 1 beglieve, returned at once
to Hawail. I never saw any member of
this commission or commitiee and have
never had any communication or transac-
tion with any of them, directly or indirectly,

except as I have here stajed.”

Roynlisis Held for Trinl,

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 6.—The steamer
China arrived here to-day with the follow=
ing advices from Honolulu, dated Deec, 312
The preliminary examination of the alleged
conspirators took place last week, and
three of them have been held for trial with-
out bail. The main witnesses for the pros-
ecution were spies in the employ of the
government, who wormed themselves into
the confidence of the conspirators and,
when the proper time came, gave the whole
thing away. According to the testimony of
the witnesses for the government, thers
was a deliberate plot to obtain possession
of the government bulldings and all the
prominent supporters of the republic were
to be surrounded and arrvestgd at  their
homes by details of the conspirators. The
government detectives even obtained com-
plete lists of those who were to be arrested,
Among them were President Dole, his Cab-
inet officers, members of the executive and
advisory councils, newly-elected members
of the legislature, army and police officials.
The conspirators claithed to have some 2,000
stands of arms and the =upport of the na-
tives, but the trial developed the fact that
the natives took no stock in the affajr, and
that the conspiracy was simply gotien u
by a gang of discontented whites and hailf-
whites.
