PIERRE, 8. D., Jan. 10.—The Attorney-
general has brought suit on the bonds of
Treasurer Tavlor, 1t s understcod that
the bonds will be contested. Ex-Governar
Mellette, who justified for 350,000, wires that
he will come here and straighten the
shortage. It is saild his property, however,
is only 10 per cent, of the defaication. 1t is
believed Taylor is hiding in the East. 1t is
known that he had, when he left here, fully
a quarter of a miillon in cash, and he
could have drawn in New York one hundred
thousand more. It Is belleved that he has
confederates here who are keeping him
advised of the proceedings. A strong at-
tempt is being made to throw doubt on the
validity of the bonds, and it iz suspected
that the plan is to force the State into a

compromise with the bondsmen for a mod-
erate sum, and then when a settlement is
completed and Taylor ig promised Immunity
he will make g the losses of his bonds-
men.

Al sorts of rumors have been set afloat
by Taylor's friends to prevent rigid prose-
cution. It is sald that the shortage was
due to the liberality with which he sup-
ported various banks during the panlc, and
for which he has realigzed nothing. The
State officials are making strenuous efforts
to ralse sufficient cash to keep the various
State Institutions running and a peremptory
call for taxes is ex&ected to produce enough
to tide over the difficulty for some time.
The State Auditor, however, feels positive
that South Dakota must default on the
bond interest due in June, Meanwhile ef-
fort Is belng made to apprehend Tayvlor.

Deputy Treasurer Burrington to-day re-
celved from New York a letter written by
the missing State Treasurer, dated Jan. 6,
enclosing certificates of deposit in different
State banks to the amount of $8,000. There
was no explanation,

The House and Senate this afternoon
suspended the rules and passed a joint res-
olution offering $2,000 for the ar-
rest and de.llvcr{ of the defaulting
treasurer, W. W, Taylor. He is

He has a brother-in-law who commands a
ship sailing from the ¢ity. The Northwesi-
ern Mo e Company, of which Taylor
was president, is certainiy defundt,

Heolders of Warranta Secure.

NEW YORK, Jan., 10.—Concerning the
defaleation of ex-Treasurer Taylor, of
South Dakota, President Cannon, of the
Chase National Bank, says the statement
that his bank holds §180,000 worth of South
Dakota warrants is Incorrect. He has no
Jdoubt that the holders of warrants are
secure, as they were properly and legally
issued by the State, and ine fact that the
treasurer had tlf.-fau'lted does not affect the
Innocent holders of the State's obligations.
Mr, Tayior called at the pank from time to
tinie, but he had not been seen or heard
from since last November. He had no
personal account at the bank.

Correspondent Killed.

DALILLAS, Tex.,, Jan. 10.—H. G. Quarles
died to-day from a stab inflicted by Frank
Wallace, who charged him, as corre-
spondent of the Kansas Clty Sun, with
slandering his famlly In that paper. Wal-
lace, who was out on ball, was re-arrosted
and lodged In jall on u charge of murder,
Walluce on Tuesday charged Quarles of
writing scrulllous articles when Quarles

struck him. Wallace attucl;edinh:lzl: with ta:
knife, cting an ugly gas throa
death resulting to-night. The Sun corre-
spondent has been severe in his criticisms
of some of Dallas' best citizens, even go-
ing so far as to “roast” people who have
been dead a year and more. This makes
the fourth alleged correspondent of the
Sun killed within the past month, the other
three being In Xentucky.

LESS COTTON AND MORE FOOD.

Advice of Planters to Their Brethren
Taroughout the South.

JACKSON, Miss,, Jan. 10.—The commit-
tee on resolutions, appointed by the con-
vention of the Cotton Growers' Associa-
tion, made a report rejecting all sugges-
tions as to means of limiting of cotton
acreage this year. The committee simply
recommended that each farmer, of his own
accord, reduce his cotton acreage and plant
the land thus relleved In food crop. The
report says, in part:

“Your committee is painfully Impressed
with the gravity of the condition confront-
ing the cotton growers, To what extent
these conditions may be traced to financlal
or legislative causes it is useless to dis-
cuss here. It is to the matter lving in the
immediate control of the cotton grower
himself that we apply ourselves. It Is to
each individual planter that we must ap-
peal. The overproduction of cotton is ad-
mitted on all sides as the essentlal factor
in reducing the price and to this all of our
Woes must be traced. They must be cor-
rected. Inevitable and universal bankrupt-
¢y, or a change of method, is the alterna-
tive presented. Let every individual bring
that home to himself. Self Interest must
impel him to change. Therefore, we recoms-
mend and earnestly appeal to every cot-
ton grower that he will not plant so much
cotton: a decrease in average of not less
than 25 per cent. should be made. If it
could be 560 per cent. it would be still bet-
ter, The land thus relieved of cotton may
be profitably employed in many ways.
Corn, peas, clover, sorghum, potatoes are
profitable crops. Make more meat, raise
more stock, make more of everyvihing ex-
cept cotton. Make the farm self-sustain-
ing. The tide of emigration js turning
southward. With it will come new meth-
ods, new developments and new industries:
The ultimate and greatest prosperity will
come when the raw material s manufac-
tured in the Southern States. To bring
about this, the reatest encouragement
Bhould be given by the lawmakers and
capltalists, The establishments of packing
houses ™ the Southern towns would be
profitable and tend dirsctly ta stimulate
the production of meat in the Southern
Siates, All these things should give us
courage and hope for the futurs., The pres-
ent and burning question now, is how we
shall make a Hving.

“If the above suggestions are followed
out with striet economy In personal and
farm expenses we feel sure that better
times will come. We submit this as an ear-
nest appeal from this convention to every
cotton grower in America, to him person-
ally and individually. In place of any for-
mal resolution, We urge on them to hold
meetings In every county at once and enter
into county organizations, auxillary to the
State and national organization effected
by this convention. We invite the co-opera-
tion of all merchants, bankers and loan
companies in influencing the cotton grow-
ers in the adoption of the recommenda-
tions here made and we hope that the
newspapers of the Bouth will keep this
address before the people auntil the crop is
planted.”

NO COMPULSORY ARKITRATION.

Carroll D, Wright Explains the Sirike
Commission Bill.

WASHINGTON, Jan, 10.—Newspaper dis-
cussion of the arbitration bill introduced In
the House as one result of the investiga-
tion by the sirike commission has given
rise to certain impressions which Commis-
sioner Wright has thought best to discuss
in & terse letter to Representative McGann,
chairmamn of the House committee on la-
bor. He says:

“I notice that several newspapers in the
country have been very persistent in their
attempt to convince peopile that the arbi-
tration bill drawn by Mr. Kernan and my-
self at the reguesi of your committee pro-
vides for compulsory arbitration. The re-
sult of this deception is that several labor
organizations and others interested in the
passage of the measure are opposing it,
when, if they knew the facts in the case,
they would take no such action. The bill
does not provide, In any sense, for com-
pulsory arbitration. The attempt is also

e to convince employes that the bill
is nmot oniy compulsory In its nature, but
compulsory as against employers and not
employes. There I8 no truth whatever In
this position, but the effect of this par-
ticular deception is ito secure the antag-
onism of railroad corporaticns. Another
viclous attempt is to convince workingmen
that should any member of an incorpor-
ated body engage in a strike or other la-
bor controversy such action on the part of
individuals would work the forfeiture of
such charter as the organization may have
secured. There ig no such provision in the
bill, but the deception ig Injuriously affect-
ing the pending measure.”

Muxt Ablde by the Decision.
PITTSBURG, Jan. 10.—The miners' dis-
trict conventlon to-day developed a strong
sentiment against allowing the miners to
work for anything they pleased until the

annual meeting at Columbus next month
and the result of the day’'s discusslon was
the adoption of a resolution announcing
that the miners were ready and wjlling
to abide by the decision reached I'v the
joint conventlon of miners and operators
two weelks ago. The resolution adopted
at that meeting was one presented by W.
P. Rend, calling for an arbitration board
composed cf three miners, three operators
and u-uaf- reputable citizens to investigate
the condition of the district.

¥Food Tfor Starving Miners,
COLUMBUS, 0., Jan. 10.—Governor Me-
Kinley to-day caused $800 worth of food
tc be shipped 1o certain miners in the
Hocking valley, who are reported by their
committee to be in a state of starvation.
Nelsonville, during the night, raised $£00.

CINCINNATI, Jan. 10.—The Chamber of
Conmmerce to-day appolnted a committee
of five, of which W. T. Perkins is chair-
man, to receive contributions and dis-
tribute rellef to starving miners in the
Hocking valley.

MeGregor Re-Elected.

ST. LOUIS, Jan. 10.—The convention of
the Stonemasons’ International Unfon has
adopted the proposed constitution without
change. Delinquent members and unions

were granted until the last week of next
June, when the semi-annual reports of the
officers are made, The officers elected are:
President, John McGregor, of Indianapolis;
vice president, R. D, Williams, of Toronto,
Ont.; secretary, George W. Jones, of Pitts-
burg; treasurer, R. D. Mackay, Denver.

Wire Drawers Locked Ount.

SALEM, O., Jan. 10.—For refusing to ac-
cept o 2-per-cent. reduction in wages, the
wire drawers of the Salem wire nail works
were ordered by Superintendent Baackes
to-day to take their tools from the mill
and were locked out. The men insist on
the company Keeping faith withh them by
paying the scale of wages which they say
wus agreed upon. It is stated that the
company will bring in new men to fill the
places of tne local men.

WON'T TRUST DANIEL

VOORHEES WILL NOT BE PERMIT-
TED TO FRAME A CURRENCY BILL.

He May ilold Meetings of the Finance
Committee, but the “Conservatives”
Will Formulate the Compromise,

MR. CLEVELAND DISPLEASED

HE IS DEXNOUNCING THOSE WHO
VOTED AGAINST CARLISLE'S BILL.

Extra Session to Be Called If Nothing
Ia Done by the Present Congress
—New Measure Probable.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 10.—There was a
Iaull in the currency discussion to-day. Mr,
Carlisle takes his defeat deeply to heart.
As pointed out in these dispatches he was
hoping for the passage of his currency bill
in the House as a vindication of his policy
and his erusghing defeat hag cast him down.
He still hopes for something, but knowing
that the new bill must be brought with
the ghaod will of the silver men he shudders
at the prospect of broaching thg subject of
concession to Mr, Cleveland,

The center of activity has been trans-
ferred to the Senate., Mr. Voorhees has had
his finance committee in speclal session and
to-night the distinguished chalhrman walks
around wrapped In mystery, Mr. Voorhees
refuses to make public the action of his
committee. The “Tall Bycamore” gives
every symptom of zoing through the same
furce that marked the period of tariff legis-
lation in his committee. 3Ir. Voorhees and
hia finance committee will be permitted to
hold its meetings day after day. Mean-
while the little band of *“conservatives’
who dictated Mr. Voorhees's tariff bill to
the committee will eventually give him the
currency bill which he will be told to pre-
gent to the Senmate. Mr. Faulkner and the
friends of the Faulkner compromige held a
meeting this afternoon. It is this gathering
that will do the real work, while Mr. Voor-
hees's committee holds formal sessions, At
this conference the situation was reviewed,
It was decided not %o crowd matters. 1f
there §s any disposition manifested by the
administration to show a conclllatory spirit
toward the silver men, the Faulkner bill
will be introduced, and Mr. Voorhees will
be told to push it promptly through his
committee.

At present Mr. Cleveland is bitterly in-
ceénsed and is reckless In his words ef de-
nunciation of the Democrats who voted
against him yesterday. He is unwilling to
acknowledge himself beaten. Several Cab-
inet officers are authority for the statement
that he has a message ready (o be sent to
Congress if he can be persuaded that he can
accomplish any results thereby. He is de-
termined to call an extra session if noth-
ing is done this session. The success of
the plan of the Demogcratic Senators who
favor the Faulkner compromise depends
entirely on Mr. Cleveland, If he will ac-
cept-their dompromise”® s ocan have a cur-
rency bill in a fortnight. If he refuses to
accept thelr terms there shall be no legis-
lation. As an evidence of their growing
strength they point, not without amuse-
ment, to the complete flop of Senator Vest
whio on Tuesday denounced the compromise
as “rot” and on Wednesday, after the defeat
of the currency bill in the House, announced
a bill providing the ldentical remedles, but
more liberal to silver.

NEW BILL, PROPOSED.

To Be Sprung in the House in About
Two Weeks.

Assaciated Press Dispatch.

WASHINGTON, Jan., 10.—Notwithstand-
ing the reverses suffered by the Cariisle
currency bill in the House of Representa-
tives yesterday there s to be no aban-
donment of the effort to secure currency
legislation. It is stated by a gentleman
conversant with the facts, that a new
ineasure, having executive approval, will
be introduced In the House in about two
weeks. This length of time will be allowed
to elapse in order that confusion and ex-
citement attending the siruggle over the
first bill may be allayed and a new start
made under more favorahle conditions. It
is probable that Mr. Springer will not di-
rect the course of the new measure, as
the desire will be to urge it along new
lines and with new leaders, with a view to
separating it as far as possible from any
loss of position attaching to the old meas-
ure. This general plan is not the expres-
slon of a hope or possibility on the part
of sanguine adyocates of currency legisla-
tion, but is the result of a careful survey
of the situation by those in a position to
inaugurate a policy. It will be a surprise,
however, to most of the Democratic mem-
bers of the House, including members of
the committee on rules, as the opinion
is general that the reverse of yesterday
closes all prospect of currency legislation
and ends all efforts in that direction. The
lines on which the new measure will be
framed are not definitely known. To some
extent it will follow the old bill, with
such changes as the experience of the re-
cent debate showed to be desirable. It is
pointed out that the vote of 124 to 129
is an adverse majority of only flve, 2o that
a change of three votes would show a
majority supporting the bill. Under these
circumstances it {8 felt that concessions
can be made securing the adhesion of a
number of members whose oposition has
be=n based on specific objections, It is
gaid, however, that thee will be no con-
cessions in the nature of a surrender to
the silver element If it pushes its demands
to the point of remonitizing silver at a
ratio of 16 to 1. It is sald that coneillation
of this radical element is not deemed nec-
essary, although there will be every desire
to accept the assistance of those silver men
who will aid, In an emergency, even though
the result is not a full realization of their
theories, While this general plan Is well
defined it has not vet been communicated
to the House leaders and s not therefore
a subject of comment among them.

Mr. Springer spent =ome time this morn-
ing with President Cleveland and Mr. Car-
lisile, meeting them separatelyv. When Mr.
Springer reached the House later he would
not go into detalls of the private con-
versations with the President and the Sec-
retary further than to say that there would
be no abatement in the effort to securs
currency legislation.

SENATORS CONFER.

Republican Members of the Finance
Commitiee Agree vn a Poliey.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 10.—Senators Mor-
rill, Sherman, Allison and Aldrich, Repub-
lican members of the Senate finance com-
mittee, held a conference at 11 o'clock to-
day in Senator Sherman's commliitee room
for the purpose of deciding on a line of
policy in case there should be an effort to
take up the currency question In the Sen-
ate, The cuference was decided on after
Chairman Voorhees lssued his call for a

meeting of the full conniliee at 2 o'clock
to~day. They argued that no definite and
finzl conclusion could be reached until some

measure had been brought to thelr atten-
tion by the Democratic members of the
committee, They will not suggest a bill
themselves nor suggest anything looking to
the perfection of a bill. Furthermore, they
will suggest to the Democratic members of
the committee, if called on for suggestions,
that in view of the report thal Secretary
Carlisle has been in consultation with lead-
ers of the House with a view to the revival
of his currency bill in the House In modi-
fled form, It be the better plan to post-
pone any effort to do anything In the Sen-
ate until there may be opportunity to
ascertain what will ba the result in the
Housge, The discussion among the members
of the committee indicated a general dis-
position to leave the Initiative to the Dem-

crats because the latter are in the ma-
jority. .

DEVOID OF RESULTS.

Meeling of the Senante Commiiiee on
Finance—=Vest's Measure,

WASHINGTON, Jan. 10.—The meeting of
the Senate committee on finance was held
to-day in accordance with the call issued
vesterday, but was devoid of results, un-
less a vague promise that there should De
a bill for consideration by Saturday may be
accepted as such. The Republican members
made the point early in the proceedings
that talk was of comparatively little value
as long as there was no legislative propo-
sition before them, The force of this sug-
gestion was admitted by the Democratic
members, but they explained that they had
condidered it as a waste of time to formu-
late a bill until there should ve some com-
parison of notes among all the wommittee
members, and an intlmation on the part
of Repablicans as well as the Democratic
gide as (o what they would agree to. To
this it was replied that the Republicans
felt that the responsibility did not rest
with them, but with the majority party.

The committee was informed duarihg the
meeting that Senator Vest had a bill in
contemplation, and there was a positive
promise that it would be completed in
time to permit its being printed for the
use of the committee Saturday. It is un-
derstood that any bill which may be intro-
duced at this time will be tentative and
that this principal purpose will be to afford
the commitiee a base of decislon. There
was also Incldental reference to the reve-
nue necessity of the government, but the
Democrats did not indicate any willingness
to interfere with the tariff at the present
time, expressing the opinion that there
was no immeaiate prospect of a deficlt.

It i understood that Mr. Vest has
changed his plans somewhat with refer-
ence 1o the details of his bill, and that his
present purpose is to provide for the re-
demption of all greenbacks and treasury
notes by issuing coln certificates therefor
to be redeemed in gold or silver, at the
discretion of the government, so long as
the gold reserve does not fall below §i00,-
000,000, and that when it is below that
amount the redemption shall be in sllver
and for the unlimited coinage of silver, the
depositor of silver bulllon to receive sil-
ver dollars from the mint ati~the market
price and the government to retain the
seignlorage,

IRON MINE OWNERS COMBINE.

Three Bilg Concerns Preparing to
¥Fight the Rockefeller Company.

DULUTH, Minn., Jan. 10.—The details of
what Is to be one of the biggest combi-
nationg in raw materials in the United
States are now under consideration. The
probabilities are that within a few weeks
a combination will be effected that will
induce a reasonably good price for three-
gquarters of the Bessemer iron ore mined
in this country. There will ba but three
companies in the deal. These are the Min-
nescta Iron Company, the giant of them all,
with an expected optput this year of 400,000
tons at its lower mine and 600,000 tons from
its Chandler mine, both on the Vermillion
range; the Norrie, of the Gogeble, which
put out this year nearly a million tons, and
the Colby group, also of the Gogeblc range,
which has been put into such a shape that
it can come well up toward the capacity of
the Norrie. Theése three companies will
mine fully three-quarters of the Bessemer
output of the country. The expectation Is
that sale of the ores of these companies
will be made chiefly by one firm of Cleve-
land brokers, and the idea is to put the
price for the next season’s delivery at about
$3.50 per ton, instead oi 3250 to $2.9, the
prevalling prices of the last season. The
combination will even then be selling ore
for less than the same quality ever sold
with one exception, in this country.

There is sald to be no guestion that these
three producers have a grip on the Besse-
mer market, and while the Rockefeller in-
terests on the Messaba and Pewable, Lake
Superior, Lake Angeline and Cleveland of
the lower ranges would undoubtedly like te
join in the deal, they are not Hable to be
invited. The reason that draws the big con-
cerns into this deal is sald to be the opinion
of the Rockefeller organization that it holds
the long end in iron afairs. The other com-
panies think it Is a good time to remove
this impression, and so no attentton will be
paid to the Messable ores in the combina-
tion.

MORGANFIELD IDENTIFIED:

The Aquin Creek Express Robber in
Court Again at Cincinnati.

CINCINNATI, Jan. 0.—Charles Morgan-
field, accused of the Aguia creek express
robbery, was brought before Judge Wilson
to~day, who succeeds to the Criminal Bench
owing to the fllness of Judge Evans. The
prisoner objected to the court as preju-
diced, because the judge was the attorney
for the Adams Express Company, anrd also
an owner of its stock., The judge overruled
the objection, stating that he never owned
a dollar of stock of that company, and had

done no legal business for it for twelve
yvears. A long hearing of witnesses to
identify the prisoner followed. Critchfield
and Murray, the passengers on the robbed
car, =sal!d he was the same man who de-
manded thelr money. Mr. Weimer, of
Washington, D. C,, identified the prisoner
as the companion of Searcy at his house
Sept. 28 and 29 last. Mrs., Weaver and her
son Willie testifled that they saw him with
Searcy at Calverion, Va., Oct. 13, where
the two men had dinner. Searvcy called the

risoner Morgan. Thomas C. Hockley, of

ap{_;gjlatu;(\ck, Va., also identified him as
the companion of Searcy, who took supper
at witness's house Oct. 14, the day after the
robbery. Morgan had a chill, and took
some quinine. Mr. Smith, of Front Royal,
‘also saw the two men Oct. 14. All the wit-
nesses were closely cross-examined, and
the hearing was not ended when court ad-
journed.

AN UNHOLY WAR.

Archbishop Elder Gives Reasonx for
the Anti-Secret Society Ediet.

CINCINNATI, Jan. 10.—Archblshop Elder
to-day promulgated the order agalnst Odd
Fellows, Knights of Pythias and Sons of
Temperance and accompanied the text of
the order with a statement of reasons why
good Catholics should obey. The fact that
the reasons for the order are not under-
stood, he says, is no excuse for disobedience
any more than it is for vielation of civil
law when the reason of' the enactment is
not understood., Just as the State must en-
force its laws for the preservation of order,
so must the church anforce such rules as
are essentlal for the welfare of souls., He
went on, however, to state some of the
reazons in this case. One *was that to be-
long to these orders made Catholics imore
tolerant of Free Masonry, which has long
been declared inimical o the church. An-
other was that in the case of the Knights
of Pythlas pagan is selected to be treated
as a saint,

A Corn “Cormner” Case Di.‘t'llll,‘cl.

CHICAGO, Jan. 10.—The Board of Trade
case of lamson Bros. & UCo., to recover
$40,000 zgainst Bowden & ("o., which was de-
cided in favor of the defendants in the
Superior Court, was affirmed to-day by the
Appellate Court. This was the suit arlsing
out of a corner in No. 2 corn on the board
in December, 1888, in which the plaintiffs
were caught. They clalmed that they pald
58 cents & bushel for corn, which was then
at the market price of 32 cents a bushel,
under duress by reason of the market hav-
ing been cornered.

CHICAGO, Jan. 10.—-The Chicago Live
Stock Exchange won a decided victory to-d
when the suif of the Attorney-general to for-
feit its charier was decided v Judge Clif-
ford’s court. Judge Clifford declared that the
by-laws of the exchange for the regulation of
its busginess and de the mannsr in
which the members

are valid. About a year ago, the exchange
adopted & rule limiting the number of
agents of solicitors which any firm could
employ in Iliinois, Michigan, lowa, Wiscon-
gin and Minnesota to three in each Siate.
Willlam J. MclIthany, representing flrms
opposed to thess regulations, filed throuzh
the Attorney-general a petition for a writ
of quo warranto against the exchange, al-
leging that the rules sdopted were in re-
straint of trade and therefor Illegal.

BEFORE THE GRAND JURY.

Captain Schmittherger Said to Be
Telling All He Knows.

NEW YORK, Jan. 10.—Capt. Max Schmitt-
berger, whose confessions was one of the
sensations of the Lexow committee's ses-
sions in this city last month has bee. be-
fore the grand jury the last two days. His
counsel, Wlilllam F. Howe, is quoted as
saying: ‘“‘Schmittberger is telling the grand
jury all he knows. That means far more
than he told Senator lexow and his asso-
ciates. It is needless to say that his evi-
dence is most important. His talking with
such entire freedom now i8 a result of an
agreement reached between him and Mr,
Lexow. The Senator protected him on con-
dition that he toid all. That is what he is
row doing. Just who his new testimony
implicates, I cannot say.” The under-
standlng is that the captain's statement
Implicates many captains and even higher
officers, whose names he has hitherte not
mentioned.

HEAVY LOSS BY FIRE

TORONTO SUFFERS TO THE EXTENT
OF OVER TWO MILLIONS.

Three People Jump from Windows
and Are Cnught in Blankets—~Chi«
cago Girls in Peril,

TORONTO, Ont.,, Jan. 10.—A few min-
utes before 7 o'clock this evening a blaze
was noticed in Osgoodby's publishing house,
next to the establishment which was de-
stroyved in Sunday’s fire, In the top flat
were care-taker Cavan, his wife, Elizabeth,
who was suffering from nervous prostra-
tion as the result of last Sunday's fire,
and a tralned nurs2 All means of escape
by the stairway were cut off and there
was no time to walit for the fire escape.

So a number of blankets and mattresses

were held by the people below and the
frightened occupants of the upper story
were told to leap for their lives. The care-
taker's wife jumped first, and fell into a
mass of telegraph wires, rolled over and
was caught on a mattress. Then the nurse
leaped and was caught in a blanket, last
of all the care-taker made the desperate
jump and he, also, was caught. They were
taken to St. Michael's hospital, They are
&ll terribly injured, but the doctors think
there is a chance of all recovering,

The flames ate through the block south to
Welling street, burning the large fur estab-
lishment of Duneit & Co, Next, the Cor-
ticello silk warehot se was consumed; R, H.
Gray, white underwear; Brierton & Co.,
manufacturers’ agents; Bolsseau & Co,
wholesale clothing; R. Darling, wholesale
woolens were the next victims., The flames
then leaped across the streets to the south
side of Welllngton and destroyed Hart &
Riddle's printing establishment and badly
acorched Wylde, Qrassett & Co.’s dry goods
house. At this time it was feared that the
whole southern portion of the city would
be destroyed and telegrams were sent to
Hamilton, Whitby and Kingston asking for
assistance, but before they started the re-
quest was countermanded as a rain storm
set in and prevented the flames from
spreading. The loss is estimated at $2,375,-
000.
Thiz afternoon a plece of the wall of the
burned Globe building collapsed. Ell Bow-
der was carried down with the brick and
fell sixty feet in the cellar. It Is feared he
will die of internal injuries.

MANY LIVES PERILED.

Fire in the Chieago Industirial School
for Girls.

CHICAGO, Jan. 10.—Over 100 girls were
driven from their beds at 6 a. m, to-day by
fire which damaged the upper story of the
Chicago Industrial School for Girls, at
Prairie avenue and Forty-ninth street. None
of the girls was Injured, but several are

likely to die from exposure. Measles ‘had
been epidemic in the school and about
twenty-five of the pupils were ill They
with the others were compelled to rush to
the street in scant attire, and the conse-
quent exposure is deemed extremely dan-
gerous by thelr physiclans. The fire, which
resulted from a defective furnace pipe,
was extinguished with slight damage to the
bullding.

Womnn Buarned.
OMAHA, Neb., Jan. 10.—The residence of
ex-Councilman A, Thieman was destroyed
by fire this morning and Mrs, Thieman per-

ished in the flames. Thieman jumped from
a window and saved his life but suffered
a broken leg and was otherwise injured,

Horse Collar Factory Hurned.
ST. JOSEPH, Mo., Jan. 10.—The horse
collar factory of the Wyeth Hardware and

Manufacturing Company burned to-day.
Loss, $150,000; fully insured.

Elevated Road Acclident.

BROOKLYN, N. Y., Jan. 10.—An engine
and traln of empty cars on the Kings coun-
ty elevated road, while switching at the
terminus of Liberty and Snedkeker avenues
to-day, crashed through the bulkhead, a
switch having been left open. The engine
and one car went over and fell to the
street, while the second car hung half
way over, but did not fall. The engineer
and firemen fell with the engine, bhut none
of the guards was Injured. The fireman
lay under the engine and was not released
for fully an hour. He Is supposed to be
fatally Injured, waue the engineer s not
so seriously hurt. The name of the engl-
neer is Frank Fisher and of the fireman
Frank Bauman.

FIGHT FOR AN OFFICE

TURNEY ADDS A NEW FEATURE TO
THE TENNESSEE CONTEST.

He Wanis Permission to Go Nefore
the Legislature and Show He Was
Eleected Governor.

SURRENDER IN CALIFORNIA

REPUBLICANS WILL PERMIT BUDD
TO BE INAUGURATED TO-DAY.

Governor Aligeld on Federal Inters
vention in Strikes—Lee Mantle for
Senator from Montana.

NASHVILLE, Tenn., Jan. 10,—A new
move was made In the gubernatorial fight
this morning. When the Senate met a pe=
tition from P. Turney asking to be al-
lowed to appear before the joint convene
tion of the two houses, “to contest the re-
turns and to show that I was elected and
that H. Clay Evans was not,” was read.
This was in the nature of a surprise to
many and that such a petition was to be
presented wWas not generally known, No
action was taken on the petition,

There was but a short session of tha
House, the chief interest centering around
the Senate, where a lively debate was in
progress all day upon Senator Butler's
(Rep.) resclution to fix a day for the meet-
ing of the joint convention to canvass and
announce the vote for Governor., Senator
Beéine " (Dem.), offered a’ substitute, whichi
petitions the convening of the joint conven-
tion untll an examination into alleged
frauds and irregularities shall have Dbeen
made during this sesslon of the Leglsia«
ture. The debate was opened by Senaton
Butler and generally participated in by
Senators of both parties. The Republicaiy
argument, outlined by Senator Butler, ia
that the Constitution of the State provides
that returns sent by sheriffs to the Speaken
of the Senate shall be opened, canvassed
and announced In the presence of the
meémbers of both houses in joint convens
tion, and that no objection can be made
agalnst the correctness of the result shown
by the *“face of the returns.' The Demo-
cratic Benators contended that the face
of the returns is only prima facle evidence
and the correctness of the returns can be
assalled, and an investigation had if al-
leged frauds are proved; that all proper
corrections must be made and announced
by the Speaker of the Senate. The debata
was along these lines and was quite ani-
mated at times and attracted a larege au-
dience, the House adjourning to attend.
When the BSenate adjourned the debata
had not ended and will be resumed to-
morrow morning.

To-night there is much activity shown by
the leaders and managers of both sides.
Rumors have been afloat that from nine
to thirteen Demociatic legislators had
promised to vote for the seating of Mr.
iBvans without an investigation and con-
test of the ret g, and Democratic man-
agers have been busily engauged In running
thege rumors down. They say there 15 no
truth in them. Conferences and meetings
behind closed doors by both parties are
going on to-night and there is much hust-
ling bring doene by the. at.eel ring commilt=
tees.

ALTGELD'S MESSAGE.

Felderal Aunthorities and the Courts
Severely Arralgned.
SPRINGFIELD, Ill., Jan. 10.—The biens
nial message of Governor Altgeld was sub-
mitted to the Thirty-elghth General Assem-
bly of Illinois to-day. It is a very lengthy
document—nearly twenty thousand words.
In the beginning the Governor devoles
much space to a review of the condition
of the various State institutions and makes
numerous recommendations. He speaks in
terms of highest commendation of the worlk
of the Illinois National Guard during the
teoubles of the past year. Taking up the
question of the great strike he reviews
the many reports which have been made
and =ays the placing of the United States
troops on duty in Chicago, under the con-
ditions that existed, presents a question of
the most far-reaching impeortance. *“Tha
old docirine of State's rights,”” says the
Governor, “is in no way involved. XNobody
for a moment questions the supremacy of
the Union. The great clvil war settled
that we should not have anarchy. It re-
mains to be settled whether we shall be
destroyed by despotlsm. If the Presidens
can, at his pleasure, In the first instance,
gend troops into any city, town or hamled
in the country, under pretense of enforce
Ing some law, his judgment being the solg
criterion, there can be no difference what«
ever in this respect between the powers off
the Presldent and those of Emperor Wile
liam or the Czar of Russia. II the acts
of the President are to stand unchallenged
and thus form a precedent, then we have
undergone a complete change in our form
of government, and whatever semblance wa
may have in the future our career as &
republic is over. We will have a rapldly
increasing central power con'‘rolled and
dominated by class and corporate interests.
It is a matter of speclal regret to many of
our patriotic citizens that this blow at
free Institutions should have been struci
by a President who was placed in power
by a pariy that had made local self-gov-
ernment a cardinal principle for more thamn

a century.”

“Government by Injunctions’™ is dealt
with severely by the Governor, who says
the usurpation of power on the part of
the fedetral juldiciary has assumed a formx
which is destroying the very foundations
of republican governmenl. These injune-
tions, he says, are a very greai convenicnce
to corporations, when they can be had for
the asking by a corporation lawyer, and
these were the procesa of the court to
enforce which the President sent federal
troops into Chicago. Governor Altgeld
speaks of the numerous arresis for ““con-
tempt of court” made under these injunc-
tions, and of the fact that the federal gov-
ernrmeni:, In spite of having at hand In
Chicago the compleie machinery of justice,
found It necessary to retain anolher at-
torney, and he an employe of one of the
rallroads involved in the strike, and adds;
“Never before were the United States gov-
erpment and Lthe corporations of the coun=-
try so completely blended, and never be-
fore was the goddesa of Jjustice made &
mere handmaid for one of the combatants,
1t is evident that if the Autorney-general
of the 1United States did not outline and
aldvise the policy that svas pursved it re-
celved his approval and was
carried out throuzh his asslst-
ance, When the interstate-commercea
law was taken Into court by lhe
ratiroads a few years ago, these same fed-
eral judges proceeded to hold section after
section to be unconstitutional until they
had made the law as harmless as a dead
rabbit. Then, after having nulllfied an act
of Congress intended for the protection of
the people they turned around and made of
it a club with which to break the backs
aof the men who toil with their hands, 1
both the Constitution and our past ex-
periences are to be digsregarded and the
federal courts permitted 10 2ot up this new
form of government it will be equally prop-
er for the State courts to do =0 and we
shall soon have government by injunction
from hend to toe, All affairs will be regu-
iated, not by law, but by personal pleasura
prejudice or caprice of & multitude o
Judges,

“The marked feature of the age. says
the Governor, “has been consolidation., As
they grow more powerful these trusts get
beyond the contrel of the governmeat,
Prompled by the lnstinet of self-preserva-
tlon, the laborers of the couniry ure (ry-
ing to form combinations. Trust wagnates

are opposed to this and the feds cour
that bave mmwnuﬁhns
