chiefly in Sugar and Chicago Gas, the
combined sales of which were greater ‘than
those of all the rest of the list. St. Paul
and Rock Island were the only other stocks
in which trangactions exceeded 5,000 shares,
The covering of short contracts in Chicago
Gas was continued, sending the stock up
1% per zent., to 78, After 11 o'clock, Sugar
which had advanced 4 per cent., was ham-
mored by the beiars and broke 15, to §94.
T'he general list also gave way a fraction,
but steadied somewhat at noon, mainly by
veason of Lthe absence of any selling pres-
gure, The Cordage shares were sold down
1'% for the common stock, 2% for preferred
and 1 for guaranteed.

May. Export sales reported from St. Louis,
small receipts, liberal buying and a bullish
Cinecinnati Price Current summary all alded
in the aacvance.

The mark=t for wheat started with a
jump, The Cincinnatli Price Current said
that the gquantity of wheat in farmers'

Public Moncy for Public Henlth.
To the Rditor of the Indianapolis Journal:

I read, with interest, the letter of Dr.
W. J. Carter, of Marion, Ind., in the Jour-
nal of the Tth inst, urging an appropriation
from the incoming Legislature of a sum of
money for the purpose of producing the
new remedy for diphtheria, anti<toxin, and
putting it within easy reach of every doctor
in the State. It is surprising that in this
day of clvilization any humane appeal of
this sort is at all necessary. The figures
furnished by the Doctor, both to the effl-
cacy of the treatment and of the frightful
mortality of diphtheria are no doubt easily
accessible to all inquiring minds. Yet In
our governmental function we are slow to

see the one or note the other. Questions
involving public morals and health, as a
rule, receive either a very scant considera-
tion by legisiators or are jignored alto-
gether, partly because such measures are
not generally backed by vigorous personal
appeals, and partly because direct opposi-
tion iz alwave made against such enact-
ments, either from motlons of personal
galn, or from that old-time conservatism
which frightens at experiments and abhors
progress. In questions of public morals
and public health our legislators are slow
to act, and the Doctor may not be at all
surgrised to find, at the end of the term,
nothing at all done upon the line of his sug-
gestlons; that, even if the matter should
chance 10 come up, there would be *"'Wil-
llam Barnacles” by the dozen, with plans
“how neot to do it,"” and with loud vocifera-
tions that “there was no percedenizs.” In
the meantime, death stalks abroad, the
mother weeps, the father's head s bowed,
while with ediét. proclamation and appro-
priation the war against Texas fever and
pleuro-pneumonia s \'lxoro:':alé waged.
