CHURCH AND SCIENCE

TOPIC DISCUSSED BY CARDINAL GIB-
BONS IN A CATHOLICU PAPTER.

He Says There Can Be No Conflict Be-
tween Truibs of Religion and
Those Demonntrated by Sclentists.

BALTIMORE, Md., Jan. 11.—“Cardinal
Gibbons will have the first ariicle in the
first number of the Catholic University
Bulletin." Thus spoke a professor of the
university who came to this city to-day on
@ special mission from Washington, The
Bulletin will be a guarterly, conducted by
the professors In the interest of the univer-
wity, The subject which Cardinal Gibbons
treats Is “The Church and the Sciences.”
1t is in part as follows:

S“The opening of an American Catholic
Universtty was significant in many respects.
1t was egtlrely in accord with the traditions
of the church, which, after endpwing bar-
barian Burope with Christianity and civil-
ization, rounded out this double progress
by establishing centers of learning. It was
Ris0 the worthlest movément which the
episcopate of this country could have ralsed
10 seal the first century of the Catholie
hierarchy In these United States. Hopes
have been reallzed In dn Institution whose
rurpoae_ it Is to glve the Catholics of Amer-
ca, clergy and ty aliké, the fairest op-
portunity to bring forth and enjoy the fruits
of higher education.

“Thie measures adopled by Pope Leo for
the restoration of Thomistic philosophy
and the promotion of scientific pursuits
are due not to impulsive enthusiasm, but

rather to a protracted far-sighted pru- -

dencé. He reallzes fully the actual needs
of cathollelsm. We cannot longer content
ourselves with the Enowledge of what is
belng done in the various departments of
science; we must contribute and share in
the work. Otherwise, our Catholic youth,
obliged to seek elsewhere their, scientific
Information, will ingensibly come to look
on the non-Cutholic teachers us the sole
epresentatives of progressive knowledge,
or can we complain Iif, through a lack
of proper exertlon on our part, the honor
which should belong to the church Is given
1o others. The world, protest aus it may,
stlll bows to autherity. and the might of
muthority In the domain of sclence belongs

0 those who acquire the right to speak
oy personal research.

“As Catholics, we know of a certainity
that no real conflict can arige between the
truths of religion and those which science
has solldly - demonstrated. But - this con-
vietlon must be brought home to those
who are outside the church, and who judge
her rather by what her members do than
by what they write* or say, in favor of
sclence. Such critics, If they truly deserve
the name, must recognize merit wherever
they find it, and at least respect Cath-
olicity, though they may not admit ts
supernatural claims, Once this resgpect is
compelled by the work of Cathollc scientists
apologies, in the usual sense of the term,
will be needless.

“In order that the honor of the church
may be completely vindicated, it ig neces-
sary, ahove all, to Jdo away with the mis-
taken idea that Catholics are not free to

ursue sclentific research. After what has

'n sald concerning the relations between
the church and sclence, it may appear su-
yerfluous to Insist on the liberty which she
allows her children. However, there is, in
many candid minds, a lurking suspicion that
Catholles ave kept in constant fear of run-
ning up against a barrier of some sort, of
being checked, g0 to speak, by theological
inhibitlons. And, if by this i3 meant that
the church I8 ever vigllant for the preser-
vation and priority of faith, we not only ad-
mit that such s the case, bhut we Insist,
moreover, that this is the only course which
an Institution founded by Christ o spread
hiz doctrine, to consistently follow. On the
other hand, we deny that in its solicitude
for the falth once delivered to the saints,
the church interferes with the legitimate
actlon of science.

“A  conclusion which, though apparently

d on fact, runs counter to dogmatic
truth, is not the verdict of sclence itself.
It is the finding of certain scientists who
go out of their proper sphere Into that
of speculation on matters beyvond their
reach, The church does not ask sclence
to furnish proof of her tenets, nor does she
pretand to fix the principles and methods
whiech secience shall follow. But, In return,
#he c¢laims the right to use her authority
concerning things . which properly perta‘n
to her mission as teacher. The church, far
‘from neglecting scientific advance, ses a
higher value on it than do those who are
swept (o and fro by every new current
of opinlon. She makes more allowance
for real progress than those who ars now
its loudest champions. And It is her pur-
Poae. declared so often by the wvolce of

o0 XIII, that Cathelics should make the
hast use of thelr freedom to further the
interesis of sclence, and thereby to honor
her and help her to glorify the Father
of Hghts, To all of us she says: ‘For this
s your wisdom and understanding in the
sight of natlons.'”

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FIRST DAY FOR BILLS

SEVERAL SIMPORTANT MEASURES
E LEGISLATURE,

Mres. Enmd;-,l)nv‘ld-on, of Perua, Nomi-
nnted for State Librarian—Bill 1o
Investigate Green Smith.

The first bills of the sesslon were intro-
duced in the Legislature, yesterday, and
referred to committees. A State Librarian,
Mrs, Emma Davidson, was chosen in Re-
Publican caucus, and steps taken to cut
down expenses several thousand dollars
less than those of the Democratic session
two years ago. These were the principal
features of the day. At half past 4 in the
dafternoon the House adjourned to meet
Monday afternoon at 2 o'clock.

It was shown that a Republican Legis-
lature will be prompt in honering the debts
of the State incurred in suppressing dis-
order and rlot. Representative Merritt in-
troduced a bill appropriating $45,512.08 to pay
the expenses of the militla during last
year's strikes, The bill making an appre-
priation for a soldiers’ home at Lafayette
was presented to both houses,

The number of employes under the joint
bill prepared by a committee will be about
ecighteen less than at the last session and
this will mean a saving to the State of al-
most $5,000. The House also abandoned the
old custom of buying copies of the Revisad
Statutes for members. It developed that
there was no authorized revision of the
stalutes since 1881, and the book containing
the revised acts, unauthorized, up to 1893,
costs $18, If copies were bought for all the
members of the Legislature the cost would
be $2,40) at the wholesale rate.

The Republlean joint caucus in the after-
noon furnished the most excitement of the
day, the race between Mrs. Emma L. Da-
vidson, of Peru, and Miss Nancy Baker, of
this city, for the BState Librarian noming-
tton being a very close one, More than a
majority of the seventy-two candidates for
this position failed to have sufficient
strength to get their names before the cau-
cus, and it was readily seen from the first
ballot that Mrs. Davidson and Miss Baker
were the real contestants, the former ob-
taining the coveted place by a very small
majority on the fourth ballot. The vote on
this ballot was: Mrs. Davidson, 55;. Miss
Baker, 46, Had it not been that a Speaker
was chosen from the Marion county dele-
gation, Miss Baker would probably have
been nominated. Geography was a faclor
against her,

The joint caucus did not convene until an
hour after the time announced, and the
Democrats, who were waiting for a session
of the House were compelled to walk
around the corridors for several hours, It
was one of the few caucuses ever held
where outsiders were allowed to remain,
Mr., Merritt very thoughtfully suggested
that the press be allowed to remain in the
room, a« the caucus had nothing to con-
ceal, and a resolution to this effect met
unanimous approvihl Even a few Demo-
cratic membels who had strolled into the
chamber were undisturbed, although Sena-
tor Boyd called attention to the fact that
the caucus was for Republicans. An hour
or two was wasted In discussing the man-
ner of presenting candidates and the voting
of proxies. It was decided to have no speech-
es, although Mr, Thayer wanted to know
which candidates were ‘‘soldier's widows
and which graduates of semlinaries.” A
resolution of Mr. Hamrick's that all candi-
dates recelving but one vote on a bailot
should be dropped, was carried, but it was
not observed *o any extent. Senator Boord
swanted the' youngest member of the Senate
and the youngest of the House 10 act as
pages, but as no one seemed willing to con-
fide his age, the members went up to the
secretary's desk and deposited thelr bal-
lots. Messrs, Merritt and Moore, of the
House, and Messrs. Shively and LaFoi-
lette, of the Senate, acring as tellers. Sena«
tor Wishard had two proxies which he had
been urged to vote, bur he referred the
matter to the caucus, which decided to al-
low only members present the privilege of
casting ballots. Then a motion to adjourn
was sprung, but it was lost by a & to
vote. Mr. ‘T'haver sald he had heard there
was a combination on foot which would not
hold over night. In presenting the names,
Mr. Holloway, of Vanderburg, referred to
‘Miss Baker as “the daughter of an Indiana
Gevernor,” and this brought a proteft rrom
Mr. Merritt, it having been decided that no
reference should be made to the candidates,
except to give tLheir postoifice address,
When Mr. Leedy, of Marion, nominated

fiss Lizzle Carver, of Martinsville, the

Representutive living in that town said he
wanted it understood that Miss Carver was
not a candidate from his bailiwick. He an-
nounced that he would “suffer no fraud in
the caucus.” Miss Carver now lives in this
city, having removed here from DMorgan
county, The following are the names of the
candidates presented and their vote on the
first ballot: Emma M. Fitzgerald, of Jeffer-
son county, 2: Emma Hanna, of Plainfield,
4: Ida May Davis, of Huntington, §; 1. B.

49 and Miss Baker 37, only 97 veotes being
cast., On the fourth baliot, Mrs, Davids=on
had 53 and Miss Baker 45, the others all
dropping out. There was much intevest as
the tellers tallfed the vote, first Miss Baker
being in the lead and *hen Mrs, Davidson
overtaking her, the result being In doubt
till the last few ballots were taken from
the hat. A cheer followed the announce-
ment of Mrs. Davidson’s victory and that
lady appeared a few minutes afterward and
thanked the caucus and the “good old Re-

blican party.’

WILL INVESTIGATE GREEN SMITH.

Commitiee to HBe Appointed
with Drag-Net Powers.

The Senate had a half hour’s session )es-
terday morning previous to joining the
House for the purpose of listening (o the
reading of the Governor's message. The
proceedings opened without prayer and the
reading of the journal was dispensed with.

The first roll call for the introduciion of
bills and resolutlons resulted in a fair har-
yvoaat, The most important document pre-
sented was a joint resolution introduced by
Senator Haggard, providing for sundry in-
vestigations. By the terms of the i1c¢solu-
tion the committee is to consist of two
members of the Senate and two of the
House, who are authorized to securec the
services of an expert, and the Secretary of
the Senate Is authorized to issie his war-
rant for payment of the services of the ex-
pert upon the certificate of the committee.

The prime motive of Senator Haggard's
resolution is to let the light of day in upon
the methods that have been in vogue in
the office of the Attorney-general during its
incumbency by Green Smith. it will be re-
membered that an attempt was made to in-
vestignte the Attorney-general's office two
yvears ago, but the Democratic majority pre-
vented it, and this is intended to be an in-
vestigation that will investigate. The reso-
lution authorizes the committee to n.ake a
thorough and complete examination of the
books, accounts and vouchers in the Attor-
nev-general's office covering the period
from Nov. 15 158%0, to Nov. i35, 354, The
committee is to ascertain what sums were
actually collected; what amount cf funds
were transferred from one fund to another
in the several counties of the Siate; the
amount of fees deducted from actual collec-
tions and for transferring moneys f{irem one
fund to another in the several counties, and
the actual collections from all sourzes. The
committee is to find what amount of fees
was pald to the Attorney-general on war-
rants drawn by the auditor of State on ac-
count of funds transferred by hkim from
one fund to another in the several coun-
ties. The committee is also ro report what
were the Attorney-general's office expenses
and what were the allowances and salary
paid to the deputE.' Attorney-gensral.

The committee is to take a ovk into the
office of the State Statistician and report
what were the expenditures on account of
allowances, salaries and expenses from Nov,
15, 1830, to Nov. 15, 1884, The Deparrment of
Public Instruction also is on the list, end
the commitiee is to report all about fees
collected, salaries paid and o whom, etc.,
from March 15, 1831, to date.

The investigation will also reach the of-
fice of the Audltor of State and ascertain
the amount of tax and Insurance fees col-
lected, what amounts were retained as per-
centage and what salaries have i len paid
to deputies and clerks from Jan, 26, 15881, to
Jan. 25, 1895. In the office of the Secretary
of State the committec is diracted to find
out what amount of fees have been collect-
ed and what amount of P-ar-'ﬁn!.l'.:o has
been retalned; also the number ¢l copies of
the Revised Statutes of 1881 =old ond the
number of coples on hand.

The committee is directed to make in-
quiry and careful examinailon into the
general appropriation account of 1583 and
report whether there were any Jdouble or
erroneous appropriations, or any appropria-
tions for which there were 1o services ren-
dered. It is also authorized o make any
other investigations on the general lines
described that it may deem proner.

The resolution caused a flutter on the
gside of the minority, which saw on the in-
stant that the long-delaved opening up of
the books of Attorney-general Smith was at
hand. Senator Stewart wanted to exrend
the scope of the resolution so0o as 1o go back
through the accounts of Attorney-general
Michener. Senator McCutcheon thought
that Senators Shiveley and Duncan were the
proper men to appoint on the ciymmittee,
but the Lieutenant Governor salil tha. he
would want time to consider the appoint-
ments, The matier by common congent
went over until Monday.

Several bills were introduced. Senator
Wishard introduced a bill appropriating
$105,000 to defray the expenses of the ses-
sion, and the rules were suspenled and the
bill passed.

HAGGARD'S SOLDIERS' HOMYE IiL.L.

Senator Haggard introduced a bill appro-
priating $150.000 for the erection of a home
for destitute soldiers, sazilors and marines,
and their wives and widows., at Battle-
ground, near Lafayette. The bill provides
for a governing board of filve members, to
be appeinted by the Governor, net more
than three of whom =hall be appointed
from the same political party. The board is
to appoint a commandant at a salary of
$1.200 a year and an adjutant at a salary
of 31,000, who are to be selected from the
soldier element. All destitute soldlers of
the State who have bheen honorably dis-
charged are Lo be eligible to admission. The
hill was referred to the committee on be-
nevaient institutions.

Senator Shiveley introduced a bill provid-
ing that the Senate sball have one door-
keeper and seven assistants at ¥ a day; one
paper folder, one cuspldorean and one
sweeper at $ a day: the President of the
Senate one page for himself and the prin-
cipal =ecretary, and the Sepate three floor
pages at &2 a day. It is provided that each
of the following groups of committees shall
have one committee clerk at $ a day: (1)
Finance, cities and towns and the city of
Indianapoliz; (Z) fees and salaries and banks
and corporationg: (3) judiciary and the or-
ganization of courts: (4) benevelent institu-
tions. prisons and elaims and expenditures;

NO MORE FREE PASSES.

WHAT SOME SENATORS THINK.

\'lew"l on Charitable Innl_t-lio-- und
Fee und Salnry Laws.

“There will be no change in our pro-
gramme as originally announced,” =aid one
of the most prominent and influential Sen-
ators, speaking of the charitable and cor-
rectional institutions. *“We will perfect and
pass our bills as pledged In the State plat-
form, and we will require the Governor (o
make the nominations before the adjourn-
ment of the Senate so that we can pass
upon them. If he selects the Republican
memberas from well-known amd able Re-
publicans ali will be well; but if he does not
he will drive us to assoclate other State
officers with him to make the appeintments.
Two years ago Governor ‘Malthews prom-
ised to appoint a Republican on the Sol-
diers’ Orphans’ Home board. The man
whom he appointed, is that sort of a Re-
publican who has always supporizd the
Goverpor, and during recent visits at the
home, he has talked enthusiastically of
Governor Matthews's presidential aspira-
tlons just as any ardent Matthews Demo-
crat would. We do not propose to have that
kind of Republicans to represent the party
in the boards."”

I think,” =aid another Senator who I8
deeply interested in the charitable and
penal institetions, “that there Is a growing
feeling on the part of members, who heve
given attention to the matter, to put the
two prisons under one board, and the four
insane asylums under another. This would
naturally insure a more capable class of men
for trustees than would be obtained in
making so many boards—men big enough to
have a policy and to dietate the manage-
ment—to be something more than the pas-
sive supporters of guperintendents and
wardens.”"

“l think we all feel that the Legislature
must pass a fee and salary bill,” zald a Re-
publican Senator, “because ft must be evi-
dent that the people all are in earnest about
the matter, and more so now that the Su-
preme Court has made the declston it has.
The trouble with a fee system is that every
officer will construe the law and it becomes
no system. The salary law should be basedl
upon the business of the different offices
amvd, above the cost of the clerks necessary,
the incumbent should have a liberal com-
pensation, but not a competency for the
rest of his life. A man should not be ex-
pected to assume the responsibility of a
counly office for two or four years at a
compensation which wouid be reasonable
in a permanent business. How can it be ar-
ranged? Take the office of recorder. 1t can
be easily ascertained how much work is
done in a year. Make an allowance for
the number of clerks absolutely necessary
and te it add a liberal compensation for
the recorder.

WILL MOVE SOUTH.

Big Coitten Factories Preparing te
Leave the Bay Siate.

NEW YORK, Jan. H.—A special dispatch
from Bosion to the Ewvening Post says
there has been presented in the House a
petition from the Merriemac manufactur-
ing corporation for leave to increase its
capital stock to $3.600,000, and to do busi-
ness outside of the Siate or *‘in any vart
of the United Stiates,” as the words of
the petitipn have it. On Wednesday a
similar petition was presented in the Boot
manufacturing corporation, which s one
of the larges: cotion coneerns in New Eng-
land., As Wednesday. was. the first day on
which petitions were presented to the Leg-
islature, it looks as If the cotton mills
were getting ready to adopt this policy.
The first to make this move was the
Dwight mills, of Chickopee, which got the
desired permission froin the Legislature,
and has since decided to locate in Georgla.
There are three motives which tend to
bring about this removal of mills from
the Narth, Probably the first of
ail is the cheapness of manufaciuring
where the raw material js close at
band and where the supplies of coal are
also nearer. Then there is the lower price
of labor in the South and the fear of
hostile labor legislation in the North. The
movement on the part of the Boot and Mer-
rimack mills is practically that of the same
body of men. The president of each corpor-
aticn is Augustus l.owell, of Beoston, and
Arthur T. Lyman, one of the most influen-
tial of Boston's business men, is a director
in each. The Boot mils have total assets,
according to taelr report of condition on
Dec. 7, 1384, of 22,567,840, 0f which 3$106,360 is
in land and water power; $89%000 is in build-
ings and 841,923 is in machinery. The capi-
tal stock is $1,2n000. The Merrimack mills
have $400,000 in land and widter power, $M90,-
(0 in bufldings, $700,000 fn machinery, and
$1,427.000 in stock in process of manufacture
(by the s=tatement of June last), and thelr
capital stock i= 32,500,000, The mille are
sltnated in Lowell, and are as well-known as
any in the country in their Jine of business,
as their owners are at the head of this
branch of New England industry,

CHINESE CITY TAKEN

KAIPING CAPTURED BY JAPANESE
AFTER FOI'R HOIURS' FIGHTING. x

Two Hundred Celesiinls Killed and
an Unknown Number Weounded—
Turkish Ontreges Confirmedd.

YORKOHAMA, Jan. 1lL.—An official dis-
patch received here to-day states that the
division of the Japanese army commanded
by Major General Nogi commenced an al-
tack on Kaiping at half past 5 o'clock yes-
terday morning. The fighting continued
for four hours, at the end of which time
the town was in possession of the Japan-
ese, The Chinese fled toward Haishaksal,
with the Japanese in close pursuit. The
first Japanese army, while moving dis
headquarters to Shen Yuen, was warmly
welcomed by the inhabitants, who mani-
fested a strong desire to remain under
Japanese tule,

Dispatches from Kinchow says that
Japanese scouts report that a large force
of Chinese is moving down to support the
Kaiping force, which has retired towamnls
New Chwang. At Kaiping the Chinese
numbered 3,000 men and they had twelve
gung. About two hundred Chinese were
killed. The number of wounded Chinese
ig not known. About 150 prisoners were
taken. The Japanese casualties are not
stated.

The Japanese are steadily advancing on
Chin-Chow. The Chinese are retiring slow-
Iy to the great wall, where, it is expected,
they will make a stand. Heavy snows im-
pede the progress of the armies. Several
skirmishes have occurred and in their re-
treat the Japanese have left numbers of
their wounded behind them.

Japan’s Conditions for I"ence.

LONDON, Jan. 12.—The Standard's Ber-
lin correspondent telegraphs that he hears
that Japan has formulated her conditions
for peace with China. Approximately, the
condltions are the independence of Corea
under Japanese suzirainty, the cessation
of certain Chinese islands, the razing of
the Taku forts, the deprivation of Port
Arthur and Wel-Hia-Wel of their char-
acter as naval ports and their dismantling,
the demolition of all forts in the way from
Corea to China and admission of Japan's
right to prescribe the number and type of
China's men-of-war, the payment of a
heavy Indemnity, and, It possible, the ne-
gotiation of a Chinese-Japanese alliance,

Why Chinn Can't Win Battles.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal

TERRE HAUTE, Ind,, Jan. 11.—A letter
received in this ecity from Rev., W, F.
Walker, a former Indiana M. E. clergy-
man, now at Tien-Tsin, China, dated Dec.
8, says there .is no danger at that point
for the missionaries, who are al! there.
“The people are very qulet,”” he says,
“and treat us nicely. Our chapel is open
five days of every week. The Japanese
claimed they would be In Peking Nov.
20, but it looks as iIf they ever do get
there they will not reach us before spring.
The Chinese are in a bad way, because
they have no disciplined troops and no
digciplined generals. It seems not to bhe
generally understood that in all battles up
to this time there has been but little more
than haif as many Chinese soldiers en-
gaged as the enemy had, so of course
they have been beaten. This is because
the Chinese generals are all equal and
cannot agree to do anything together. Each
general has his own plans, and while one
may be advancing another is retreating,
and they are so envious and jealous that
when one gets into an engagement the
other will stand by and let him fight it out
himself. Tn any event, the war will prove
to be a much needed lesson for China.”

A DBlue-Blooded Jap.

CHICAGO, Jan. 11.—One of the Japanese
nobdlity, the young Count Yanagoswa, ac-
companied by a retinue of tuters and
friends, reached the Auditorium this morn-
ing and will leave for New York this even-
ing. The young man belongs to one of the
oldest families in ‘'the little empire, and
has graduated from the University of
Kiota. He has studied under some of the
leading diplomates of Japan since his grad-
uation, and is now en route to Heidel-
berg, Germany, to take an advanced
course at the university.

FIENDISH TURKS,

Bonsts of Soldiers Who Took Part in
the Armenian Atroefties.

LONDON, Jan. 11.—The Speaker will, to-
day, publish the following from its Constan-
tinople correspondent; ““There is no doubt
about the essential facts of the Armenian
outrages. The* official reports from the con-
suls at Van, Erzeroum, Sivas and Dlar-
bekir have not been published yet, but they
confirm the most horrible statements, In
addition to the reports of Armenians and
the Catholic and Proteatant missionaries
in Sassoun, we have the Iestimony of
Turkish regulars who took part in the out-
rages and who, since their return, have
boasted freely in public places of their
deeds. There is no doubt that they exag-
gerate, For instance, one boasted
that he had ripped open twenty
pregnant women; while another (e-

clared that he took part in the
massacre of girle and women, their blood
running a stream from beneath the doaor,
It 1s needless to accept such statements
literally, but theyv prove that such things
are done with the Sultan's full approval,
Hundreds of these staten=nts agree on the
essential points. The [=ature of the situa-
tion which constitutes the gravest pessible
danger is that these men were rewarded,
and Turkish officiale everywhere under-
stand that the Sultan will rewa.;d them: for
similar treatment of the Armenians, Alarm-
ing reports reach me from varifous ports
of Asia Minor and northern Syria of the
aggressive activity of <ilicluls azailnst
Christians. Ilven foreign resilents are in
great danger. If the powers o anvthing,
they should azt yurickly. 1t will 12 & fotal
mistake if Burope s ~ontented 1o s=ecure
the rights of Armenians in Armainia and
neglect the millions of Armenians oulside
the province.”

TO PROFVITIATE THEIR GOD,

Sacrifice for Which Eight Rusxsians
Were Punished.

PETERSBURG, Jan. 11.—The trial
has been concluded at Viatka, capital of the
government of the same name, of eleven
persons belonging to the sert kuown as
Votiaks., They were accused of human sac-
rifice in order to propitiate the wrath of
their evil God, Kourbad. The prisoners be-
long to the village of Starai-Moultana, sev-
eral of them being among the leading in-
habitants. One of the prisoners was seventy
yvears old., According to the evidence fur-
nished the trial, in
last, in aorder to prevent, a4
they claimed, a recurrence of famine,
they invelged a beggar into the house of
one of the prisoners, Moses Dimitrieff,
where the beggar's throat was cut. The un-
fortunate man was afterwerds bLeheaded
and then his healdless trunk was hung
up to the ceiling of Dimitrieff’s house and
five incisions were made In the body. The
blood from these Incislons was caught in
dishes by the prisoners and the heart and
lungs of the dead man were extracted in
order to be used in the idelatrous rites of
the Votiaks, The body was afterwards
thrown into a «dltch by the highway. Three
of the prisoners were acquitted, some of
them were sentenced to penal servitude for
life and others were deported to Siberia.
