NATIVE DIRAMATISTS,

American Writers Succeed Best Wheoe
Adapt French Plays.
New York Letter in Philadelphia Press.

We hear very much said nowadays about
the development of the native drama, but
the experience of the managers and public
this winter, here at least, Is not very en-
couraging. One of the successful farces is
by Willlam Gillette, who also plays in it,
and it i¥ making a great deal of money.
Yet it is only an adaptation from a French
farce. The only new American play pro-
duced during the season here was Augus-
tus Thomas's *““New Blood,"” and that was
a dismal fallure. Mr. Bronson Howard is
at work upon 4 new play. Yet Mr. Howard
narrowly escaped failure with his latest
American play, and he has really achieved
money-making success with only two
AdAramas, “Shenandcah’ and "“The Henrl-
etta,” at least In recent vears, although, of
course, his "Banker's Daughter,” plaved
twenty yvears ago, brought him a consider-
able fortune. It iz very doubtful, however,
whether the “Banker’'s Daughter'” would
succesed now 80 well as It did in the seven-
ties, since it is pluin that soclety plays
have had their day, at least in New York
city.

Foreign plays are the only ones that are
commanding fuccess at our theaters., The

iay to which Sardou lent his name, “*Mme,
ans-Gene,”” seems llkely (o have a most
successful run hers, and some of the man-
agers who had an opportunity to secure
that play for a song are not a little disap-
pointed that they did mnot accept the
chance.
