Eastern.

The last half of the year 188, which Is

At the
point the recent accident occurred the rails
welgh aixtr-seven pounds to the yard; had
it been laid with an elghty pound rail he
says the same accident, under similar switch
conditions, would have occurred.

_The fast limited of the Vandalin and the
Pennsylvanlia, recently put on, is drawing

He yesterday purchased one aof the
largest steam shovels manufactured and
will now have two of these appliances. Ha
intends to fill this year three miles of tres-
tles and spend a large sum of money in re-
newing bridges. During the dull time tha
equipment of the road was fully maintained
and but few roads ares better provided with
power and cars, consequently no money
will neaed be expended in that direction.

COUNTY OFFICERS' PAY

ARGUMENT FOR THE OFFICIALS BE-
FORE THE HOUSE COMMITTEE.

i

Preu-_,ldﬂn G: M. Founiain and Secre-
tary A. R. Tecker Discuss the
Question of Compensation.

The House commitiee on fees and salaries
of county officers granted a hearing on
Wednesday evening. Mr. J. M. Fountain,
president of the county officers’ organiza-
tion, appeared in behalf of that body, and
sajd:

I am present by invitation to talk with
you In regard to compepsation for county
officers. It 18 a question that has agitated
legislative sesslon for years, and shoukd now
be egeitled for a long time o come.
to you as president of the County Officers
Association, which has been so0 vilified by
the press, but which I hope will soon be
recognized for its true worth as an asso-
ciation that benefits the people as well as
its members. 1 wish to say to you, gentle-
men, that I have been a newspaper pub-
lisher for flfteen years, and am now, and

[ have myself, perhaps, been guilty of attacks

on assoclations and societies, but I can say,
with all candor, I have never known g. more
senseless crusade, and without cause, than
that which has been practiced by the press
of this ¢ity against the County Officers’ As-
sociation. This crusade has begun, as I have
sald, without the shadow of an excuse, Then
some one handed a reporter a circular sent
out by my friend Mr. Workman, and firom
it held up a skeleton streaked with gold.
The circular may have been unfortunate in
Its wording, but Its intentions were all
right, and [ belleve It is so tzken by'all
members of the association, which includes,
I believe, avery county officer in the State
(and if not I will be glad to have you name
one who is not a member). One of the
papers of this city has stated that Marion
county was not in the assoeiation, but such
is not the case, for Marion county was rep-
resented at our meeting for organization
and said they were with us and would do
all they could to see that a just and equit-
able law was enacted, and 1 firmly believe
that they have been misquoted in saying
they were not in sympathy with and not
members of the association. The circular
alluded 4o called for an assessment
of 1 per cent., which would be a large sum
it ald gent in, but let me say the vast ma-
ority threw ihe notices in the waste bas-
et. The assessments have been made for
years. At the biennial meeting held in this
city, Dec, 19, for the election of officers for
the ensuing. two years the question of ex-
panse of officlals came up, and members of
the older committee sald it was usual to
assess 2 per cent., and some insisted on
this rate, as we are to hold a meeting of
five days at some point in the State in June,
and they said that there was only 8750
raised two years ago at the 2 per cent. rate.
I objected, and said that I belleved the same
amount could be raised at 1 per cent., and it
would be ample to defray all expenses of
officinl attendance, hall rent and other nec-
essary expense, and if not we could collect
enough in June to make up the deficiency,
and then, also, the salary law of 1881 had
been held to be unconstitutional, and I be-
lleved it necessary to have officers look
after bills introduced, call on members of
the committee and peint out inequali’ies,
and if possible have u new law passed that
would just to all, gnd the officers grad-
ed on a basls where compensation would
Justify good and efficient work. My point
was carried.

NO APOLOGIES TO OFFER.

Now gentlemen, I do not offer this as an
apology for the circular, which I never saw
until I'iread it in the papers; the officery
not being expected to pay any expenses.
I have no apology to offer for the associa-
tion; we court investigation from legitimate
sources, but my experience as a newspaper
man has led me 1o avold newspaper contro-
versy. Newspapers can do many things
which individuals cannot, for they speak to
thousands while we address each other, and

they are feared for their power. They can
do much good in the world, vet they often
do incalculable harm unless held in check
by prudent publishers, not so enterprising
as to publish things to the world and in-
vestigate them afterwards. Now, I wish to
rencll a circular, which it seams the press
don’t care ‘to publish. We had ihtended fo
give to your conslderation a bil¥ which tife
assoclation thought fair and equitable, and
to let the subcommittee and members of
our assoclation know what we thought of
dolng. Meetings were called in each con-
gressional district as follows:

It is the just and equitable law, However,
as the parties Incurring expense pay It and
no others. & law of 1891 was unfalr in
every way. Iwas neither based on popula-
tion, service required, or equity. It seemed
to be a g0 48 you please’ measure with-
out investigation, as salaries were given
as Representatives interested encugh to go
over the bill saw fit to apply them.

ILLUSTRATING THE POINT,

As toa bill on population nurely let us see:
We will take Ohlo county, with' the least
population of any county in the State, and
say the clerk should have §$1,000 salary,
Ohlo county, with an approximate popula-
tion of 6.0 would take a per capita of al-
most 17 cents. This rate would give Marion
county a salary of 33570 and St Joseph
§9,850, or more than the fees collected, and
in either case will not do as to the larger:
counties. To show further the fallacies of

the law of 1861 we will make a few com-
parisons. Let us take:

Allen county, with a Superior Court and
separate cireuit; population, 75,000; vote, 15,-
00); fees collected, $10,000; four deputies and
five In term at a cost of $3,750; bond, $50,000;
93 civil and 162 probate cases; salary, $6,600,

Madison county, soon to have a Superior
Court and with a separate circuit; popula-
tion, 65,000; vote, 13.000; fees coliected, ¥10,-
000; four deputies and five in term, at a cost
of $2,200; bond, $40,000; 1,55 clvil and 391 pro-
bate cases; salary, $3,300.

Vanderburg county, with a Superior Court
and a circuit with Posey; population, 64,000;
vote, 12,800; fees collected, §9,40; two depu-
ties; 1,300 civil and 184 probate cases dock-
eted in 1804; bond, $12,000; salary, %5,400,

St. Joseph county, soon to have & Superior
or separaie court and a circuit with La-
Porte; population, 58,000; vote, 1L800; fees
collected, 3$8,600; three deputies; 1,037 civil
and 287 probate cases docketed in 1894; bond,
$0,000; salary, $5,550.

Martin county, in a c¢ircuit with Daviess;
population, 14,0; vote, 2.950; fees colleoted,
§1,000; no deputy; bond, $15,000; salary, $1,100,

Starke county, in a eircuit with Pulaski;
population, 11,000; vote, 2,181} fees coliected,
$1.500; one deputy, $i&0; bond, $,000; salary,
1,000,

$L.0 :

Glbson county, in a circult with Pike and
Duhbois; population, 31,000; veote, 6,200, fees
collected, $3,200; one deputy and two in term
%a cost of $1,200; bond, $10,000; salary, $2,-

Clinton county, in a circult by itself; pop-
ulation, 85,000; vote, 7,000; fees collected, $5,-
000: three deputies at a cost of §1,700; bond,
$10,000; salary, $2,500.

These comparisons- are given, not to show
any vounty in & bad light, but to show the
fnequalities of the old law and to warn you
against a repetition of them. I have these
statistics from a Jarge number of counties,
and the manner in which they were gath-
ered was as follows:

We have subcommittees of five members
from cach class of ofcers, that Is, five au-
ditors, flve tréasurers, ete. The chalrmen
of these committees constitute the executive
committee. Eath member of the execulive
committee sent a guestion blank o every
officer of his kind in the Stater For in-
gtance the clerk sent the following questions
to clerks: ;

“What was theg;opulatlon of vour county
in 18807 Populati of your county In 18547
Vote of your county'in 1807 Vote of your
county in 18047 Days court sesslons in 15907
Days court sessions in 1887 Probate cases
docketed in 1880?

The same comparison will hold true as to
auditor, treasurer, recorder and sheriff. I
give this to show the nature of the siatis-
tica gathered from the officers of the vari-
ous counties, each officer having been sent
a blank similar to that glven. My knowl-
edge of the people in the various countles
teaches me, and probably does vou, that lo-
cally the people want their officials to have
good salaries, while they would keep sala-
rles down In neighboring counties. Of
course, this is selfish, but humanity is prone
to selfishness,

SEYSTEM I8 NEEDED.

A haphazard law, such as the one of 1891,
will never be satisfactory. A permanent
law must have some systematic rule to
grade the offices as to business of the cpun-
ty. Under this law, also, I will say T am
satisfied there are numergus larger coun-
ties where the salaries are much less than
the fees, where, when the salary is collect-
ed, the official never issues a fee hill, and
the county is no beifer off than before the
law was enacfed. T speak from a business

and political standpoint when I ask, would
vou, gentlemen, issue a fee bill against a
friend and personal acguaintance unless
there was some incentlve for so doing?
There should be some Iincentive for the
clerk, sheriff and recorder to collect fees,
for the auditor to loan the gchool funds and
for the treasurer to collect dellnquent taxes,
The offieial cannot be placed on a per cent,
of the collectlons more than wn population
alone, for in some ecounties the fees are
barely enough to cause good serviee as (it is.

Dyunty ofticers ars not a set of rascals,
2= h&s been all but charged. They are gen-
erally from the best men In the community,
It takes an energetic, reliable man to com-
mand a nomination in most of the coun-
ties and to give the required bonds. Then,
I believe, statistics will b=ar me out in
the statement that the per cent. of the
defalcations is fully as small as in other
offices or in any other responsible positions.
If salaries gre placed too low then this class
of men will not accept office. I am free to
confess T would not be the clerk of St. Jo-
seph county had I npot expested a declded
increase in salary. I could clearly see that
fees turned in to the amount of $5,500 en-
titled the clerk to a larger salary if he em-
ployed competent deputies and enough of
them to glve the people good service.

Let me again repeat that we are not here
to influence legislation in the ways implied
by the press. We have no lobby, and, in
fact, I have In every way possible taken
pains to advise county officers to remain
away from Indianapolis for fear the charge
of lobbying might be preferred. Our asso-
ciation is not for “revbnue’ alone. The ex-
change of ideas has peen of great ald in
simplifying books of record and causing less
expense to the counties. The associatlon
should be encouraged, and it would be econ-
omy for each couniy to appropriate sums
to defray the expense of every officlal in
the courthouse to our convenfion in June,

To make a law sarisfactory to the peopls
at this time {s my wish, but to be too lavish
or too niggardly is to be avolded. We hope
this committee will take iato consideration
what the people expect of the officials; be
honest with ali, and I believe that you will
not only formulate a bill that will stand
the test of the law, but merit the confldenceé
of your constituents. We do not want a
partisan law, or retallation will come, but
see that all officers of the same grade are
itreated alike. Give ‘compensation enough,
s0 that the olucer ean give proper care to
his duties and do justice to himself and the
people. ;-

[' will say, In conclusion, that if, In the
preparation of a bill, you éan use any of
the statistics we have they are at your serv-
ice, or if any member of our association can
give you desired mformation we will be glad
to have vou call on us.

Now, gentlemen, T make the same request
of yvou that I did of the Senate commities
Jast Wednesday evening—that you put me
on oath and ask any question that yvou wizh,
Mr., Workman, secretary of the agsociation,
and others of the commiitee are present,
and will be glad to answer under oath any
questions, they having made themselves
thoronghly aecquainted with the statistics of
not only the auditors” and (reasurers’ of-
fices, but of the sheriffs’ and recorders’ as

well.

" R, TUCKER'S REMARK.

Mr. A. R. Tucker, secretary of the county
officers’ organization, was present, and

| spoke as follows: «

In being permitted to appear before you

| as one of the representatives of the County

Offcers’ Aassociation, I take it for granted
that you only wish such statistics or data
of information as may assist you in formu-
lating a fair and just fee and salary bill,
and one which will not be only just and falr
to the county offlcers, but equitable and falr
to the taxpayers of Indiana, and one,
which through the increase in population
and labor required, may so adjust itself to
the 'i;ncreu.s«. of population and labor re-
qulred.

II have been for the past two yvears an act-
ive me:mber of Lhiz assoclation, and having
visited nearly every county in the State, in
the Interest of sald assoclation, I can say
that no offiper with whom 1 have talked
in the past asked for an Increase In his
salary, except from just and honcrable
motives. The law of 1 was not bazed upon

an equltable basis, neither do I belisve that

the county officers pay the bill, and the
taxpayer,
transact, is relieved of that burden of tax-
ation. A stralght salary bill compels at
least two-thirds of the population to pay
the expense of the number for litigation in
our courts, .

I believe the proper course to pursue in
this matter would be to combine the two
measures to some extent. By such act the
litigant and the taxpayer would each bear
their proper portion of the necessary ex-~
pense of carrying on the business of their
respective countles, paying each officer a
certain salary equal to the demands made
upon him to attend to the legitimate du.t-l‘ga
in behalf of the interest of the county
then to establish certain fees for each of-
ficer, and requiring =ald officer to collect
the fees, and in consideration of said col-
lection of fees giving the officer a certain
per cent. of said fees for collecting the
same, turning all the receipts over, less a
certain per cent., into the county treasury,
to reimpurse the county for the aa.ll:ﬁ
pald to said officers, and to enforce _
collection of fees and the proper accounting
for sald fees, Makey it the duty of the
fCounty - Commissioners of the several coun-
ties, on the first day of their regular term
in March, June, September and December
af each yvear, to require said officers to file
a complete report of all fees collected and
uncollected to date, said board of commis-
sioners to issue their receipt or order for
the immediate collection of all unpald fees,
and upon the neglect of said officer to en-
force said collections, deduct the same from
His salary by order of the board. By such
proceeding you will remove the offite from
the political pandering of the county of-
ficial and the political deadbeat, which each
county and political party has to contend
with.

Different sectlons of the State require al-
most different grades of salaries, if based
only on population, while, if hased on the
business transacted, they would be equal-
fzed. To illustrate, taking the auditor's of-
fice, over one-third of the counties of the
State have neither free gravel roads nor
ditches; taking the central and northern
part of the State, there is a great number
of free gravel roads and ditches, which
makes a great deal of extra work for the
audttors. Tax duplicates have to be made
for each road, and the proper distribution
of the same, sometimes requiring from one
to two extra men in the office, and to re-
celve and file ditech petitions, and make the

roper entries, and advertising and sale of
he same, and superintending thelr con-
struction if it becomes necessary
to advertise and sell the same,
To do justice to the office and taxpayers,
a bill should be passed based upon popula-
«tion and business done in each office. Each
office can be so regulated that all extra
work ean be paid from its own fund, with-
out distressing other funds,

To secure the proper efforts in man
ing the school funds belonging to the State
soma compensation should be allowed for
the proper care of such funds., The law giv-
ing a per cent. for the handling and man-
agement of the same is a good one, I think.

The greatest objection to the law of 1801
is the irregular and partial rating between
copunties of about the same population, tak-
ing into consideration the business done in
their respective countles. Take into consld-
eration counties lying along the Ohio river,
which are hilly, rocky and rouzh; there are
no free gravel roads or public draing; in
the southeastern tier of counties we find
their roads and ditthes do not require the
work that s present in the rest of the
State, more especially the central part of
the State: also, in some counties of large
population there is comparatively a small
amount of litigation, while in some counties
where population 8 comparatively small
there Iz considerable litlgation. These ars
facts/ which I think should be taken into
consideration in framing a just and equit-
able bill, which 1 believe you will
