| CALL FOR A MBETING TO TAKE AC-

TION ON POPULAR RACING ABUSES,
-

Trouble at Cineinnatli Predicted for
This Season's Ball Club=—0Other
Sporting News,

BALTIMORE, March 10.—Sldney W. diles,
sdcretary of the Cleveland Driving Park
Company of Cleveland, has sent out a call
for a convention on Monday, April 9, in
that cily to organize the American Sporting
League, similar to that which exists in
England. The call ask=s each sporting ae-
soclation to send one or more delegates,
and says: *““The object of the league will
be to promote racing and all legitimate
sport, honestly conducted; prevent legisla-
tion hostile to its interests and to eliminate
the so-called winter tracks and other evils.”
In a letter accompanying the call Mr.
Glles savs:

“All sportz are
legislation until in some States trotting
and running tracks are being closed

or abandoned. That abuses on race tracks
exist no one can deny. All honest sport is
1m.ere~sl‘m1 in ‘the suppression of these
abuses."” .

WHITE OAK, N. AL, March 10.—At 32
a'clock this mogrning fire broke out in the
change room of the hoist house of the Old
Abe mine and in a few minutes the strue-
ture, a large and well-bullt one, was a
mass of flames, [t was completely
stroyed together with the wood amd
smith shops, The mill, sixty feet away.
escaped without damage. The wood work
of the shaft was burned out and the holst-
ing machine destroyed. The damage runs
high up into the thousands,

The most distressing feature is that some
men are Imprisoned in the dark depths
and their fate I8 unknown. There is little
around for hope that they have escaped

DESPERADOES BURNED

HORSE THIEVES CORRALLED IN A
CABIN, WHICH IS THEN FIRED.

Posse of Man Hunters Stand on the
Outside While the Vieiims Are
Hoasted to Death.

LITTLE ROCK, Ark., March 10.—A sps-
cial from Enterprise, I. T., says that a
posge in pursuit of two men who had sto-
len thirty horses in the Choctaw Nation
followed the thleves for three davs, finally
surrounding them ten miles east of that
place, The thieves refused to surrender,
and kept firing, having dismounted from
their horses and taken to the woods. The
posse pressed them closely, and the fight
was kept up for two ar three hours, both
pursued and pursuers firing as rapidly as
they could load their revolvers. One of the
posse, in tryving to head off the thieves, re-
ceived a bullet in his arm, shattering it,
causing him to fall from his horse. Finally
the entire party massed and charged the
two criminals, forcing them to take refuge
just at the edge of the woods in a cabin.
Here the thieves barricaded themselves and

deflantly proclaimed that they would not be
taken alive. After repeated efforts to In-
duce them to give up the house was set on
fire. Still the men Inside refused to come
out, although the roof was a mass of
flames. They still thréatened death to any
of the posse who ventured near. At last
the frame of the bullding fell in, burying
the desperadoes in the ruins, and they were
roasted to death in the burning bullding.

MADGE YORKE'S SLAYER.

Removed from Hoapital to Prison and
Doctors Are Indignant,

PHILADELPHIA, March 0.—James B.
Gentry, the murderer of actress Madge
Yeorke, was removed in an ambulance this
morning from the German Hospital to
Moyamensing prison. When the ambu-
lance arrived at the prison with Gentry
and the physicians they were escorted to a
low, narrow cell with two cots in it. One
of the cots was empty., The other was oc-
cupled by a megro conviet with epileptic
fits. The doctors were indignant and, de-
manded permission to take the murderer
back to the hospital on the ground that
the police had misrepresented the condition
of affairs. The prison authorities refused,
asserting that they had signed the papers
which delivered him to the police officials
and that he was now beyond the jurisdic-
tlon of the hospital people. Gentry, while
at the hospital, was given every luxury he
_quite pleasant surround-
ings. At the prison all this is changed,
The doctors declare Gentry will never live
to stand trial if he has to put up with the
prison fare.

COST HIM HIS LIFE.

[U'pon the promise that Todd would
never dgain show himself Clark told him to
g0, as he did not want to give the case pub-

livity. At a late hour* last night, however,
Todd went to Clark’s house and called the
latter up. Clark ordered him away, but In-
stead of goiug he drew a revolver in a men-
aclng manner, and Clark shot him. Todd
ran ahouy a block and fell dead, At the in-
guest hell this morning the coroner's jury
exonerated Clark.

LIEVED TO BE IN GOOD FAITH.

Correxpondence Shows the Mikndeo

Will Stop at Nothing Short eof
Opening China to the Werld.

LONDON, March 10.—Official coples of the
notes passing between the peace envovs of
China and Japan, together with tiatwlale-l
coplez of the credentials of the' envaoys,
have been received in this city. The corre-
spondence opens with the note of the
Japanese Foreign Minister accrediting the
Japanese commissioners, and, translated, is
as follows:

“Viscount Mutsu Munemitsu, Junii, first
class, off the Imperial Order of the Sacred
Treasury, his imperial Majesty's Minister
of State for Forelgn Affairs, has the honor
Lo annowc2 to thelr excellencies, the pleni-

potentiaries of his ilajesty, the Emperor of
China, that hig Majlesty, the Emperor of

y Japan, has appoinmted his Excellency Count
the !

Ita Hirobuni, Junti, graml creas of
Imperial Order of Pautlwonia, his imperial
Majesty's Minister FPresident of State, and
the undersigned as hiz plenipotentiaries to
conclude with the duly authorized pleni-
potentiaries of China preliminaties of peace
and has confided to them- full powers for
that puirpose, (L. 8S)—Viscount Mutsu
Munemitsu, Minister of State for Forelgo
Affairs."”" J .

The credentials of the Japanese commis
sioners are as follows:

“Mutsuhito, by the grace of heaven, Em-
peror* of Japan and seated on the throne
occupied by the same d¥ynasty from time
Immemorial, to all to whom these presents
=hall come, greeting: With & view to the
restoration of peace Dbetween our empire
and that of Caina in order to malntain
the peace of the Orient, we, reposing special
trust and confidence in Count Ito Hirobuni,
Junti, grand cross of the Imperial Order of
Paullownla, our Minister Presldent of
State, and Viscount Mutsu Munemitsu,
Junii, first ciass, of the Imperial Order of the
Sacred Treasure, our Minister of State for
Foreign Affairg, and having full knowledge
of thelr wisdom and ability, do hereby
name them as our plenipotentiaries. We
have given to our plenipotentiaries full
powers (o meet and treat, either separately
or conjointly, with the plenipotentiaries ot
China, and to conclude and =i prelimi-
naries of peace. We shall examine all stip-
ulations which our sald pleaipotentiaries
may agree on, and, finding such stipula-
tions proper and in good and due form, we
shall ratify them. In witness whereof we
have hereunto set our signature and caused
the great seal of the empire to be aflixed.

“PDone at Hiroshima the 21t day of the
first month of the twentyv-elghth year of
Meijl, corresponding to the two thousand
five hundred and hfty-fifth year fru:q the
coronation of the Emperor Jimmu. Coun-
tersigned, Count ito Hirobuni, Minister
President of State.”

THE CHINESE LETTER.

The following translation sént by the Chi-
nese envoys is the letter of credentials from
his Imperial Majesty, the Emperor of
China, to his Imperial Majesty the Eme

peror of Japan: a

“The Emperer of Chinid sends greeting te
the Emperor of Japan: Our two empires be-
ing in the same continent hitherto there was
no cause for dislike, but lately, on account
aof the Corean affair, we had to resort o
arms, which has resulted in loss of life and
destruction of property, This was an un-
avoldable step. Now, through the mediation
of the United States government, both na-
tlons will appoint plenipotentiaries with full
powers to meet and treat and ‘smlfactonly
settle the matter in dispute. For this pur-
pose we appoint Chang Ven Hoon, president
of board rank, member of the Tsung-Li-
Yamen, senlor vice president of the board
of revenue, and Shao Yu Llen, of the first
rank and acting governor of the Hunan, as
our plenipotentiaries with full powers 1o
go to your country, trusting your Majesty
will receive them so that the said pll?.!l‘ll-
potentiaries may discharge their dutles.

As translated by the Japanese governmment
the above order reads: “We decree we do
appoint Chang Ven Hoon, holding the rank
of president of a beard, minister of the
Teung-Li-Yamen and junior vice president of
the board of revenue, and Shao Yu lLien,
an officer of the button on the first rank
and acting governor of Hunyan, as our
pleniotentiaries to meet and negotigte the
matter with the plenipotentiaries appointed
by Japan. You will, however, telegraph to
the Tsung-Li-Yamen for the purpose of ob-
taining our commands by which you will
abide. The members of your mission are
placed under your control You will carry
out wour mission in a faithful and diligent
manner and will fulfill the trust we have
repose in you. Respect this, Seal of the
imperial womymand."

Translation-——Japanesge memorandum. ““His
Imperial Majesty's plenipotentiaries have
the honor to announce that the full powers
wahich they have just communicated to_ the
plenipotentiaries of his Majesty, the Em-
peror of China, (‘nmud,\-‘ull the authority
which his Majesty, the Emperor of Japan,
has confided to them in connection with
the negotiation and conclusion of peace. In
order to avoil, as far as possible, any
further misunderstanding, the . Japanese
plenipotentiaries desire reciprocally to be
categorically informed In writing whether
the full powers which have been communi-
cated to them by the Chinese plenipoten-
tiarieg, but which they have not as vet ex-
amined., embody all the authority -conflded
by his Mafesty, the Emperor of China, to
the Chinese plenipotentiaries In connection
with the negotlations and conclusion of
peace.

“Hiroghim, the first day of the second
month of the twenty-eighth year of Meiji.”

Tnelish translationr accompanied by the
Chinese original—"‘To the plenipatentiaries
of his Majesty, the Emperor of Japan: We
have the hgonor to state that vou handed to
ns on the Tth day of the firsal moon of the
twentv-first yvear of Kuang-Su, your com-
mission from your imperial majesty and at
the same time a memorandum 1‘1_whh-h
vou ask of us a written reply réespecting our
tull powers. |

“We beg to state in reply that our com-
missions, handed to you at the same time
in exchange, embody full powers given by
ouir imperial majesty for the negotiation and
conchasion of peace with authority to con-
clude articles to that end and to sign them.
In order to insure the more prompt execu-
tion of the trealy we may agree on we shall
wire the terms for Imperial sanction and
fix the date for signature; after which the
same shall be taken to €hina for examina-
tion by hiz imperial Chinese Majesty andd
being proper and in good and due form, will
e ratified. ‘ -

JAPAN NOT SATISFIED,

The following speech was addressed hy
Count ito to their excellencies; Chang Yen
Hoon and Shao Yu Lien, at the conference
of the 20 of February, 1805:

““The measure which my colleague and
myself find it necessary at this moment to
adopt, is the logical and mevitable result
of a situation for which we are in no wise
responsible. China has hitherto held her-
self almost entirely aloof from other pow-
ers and while she has in some instances en-
joved the advantages accraing to her as n
member of the family of nations, Bhe has
perhaps more frequently deniaed the respon-
=ibillty of that relation. She has pursued
a policy of isolation and distrust and con-
gequently her external relations have not
been characterized by that frankness and
good faith which are essentlal to good
neighborhoaod. .

“Instances are not wanting in which
Chinese commissions, after having formal-
ly agreed to international compacts, have
refused to affix their seals. and cases might
be sighted in which treaties solemnly con-
cluded, have been unceram stously amd w Jth-
out apparent reason, repudiated, These un-
fortunate occurrences ftind a suflicient ¢x-
planation in the fact that China was not
on those occasions seriousiy In carnest, but
beyond thal it might be said with truth
that the officials who were deslgnated to
carry on negotiations had not been clothed
with the necessarv authority for the pur-

ed as es=sential to such powers, it even fails
to indicate the subject on which yvour excel-
lencies are to negotiate; it does not author-
ize vour excellencles to conclude or sign
anything; it is silent on the subject of the
subsequent imperial ratification of your ex-
cellencies’ acts. In short, it wounld seem

TOLEDO SCHOOL BURNED.,

Loxs of RIS000 Caased by n Laborn-
tory Explosion.

TOLEDO, ., March 10.—The Toledo high
school building, a four-story brick structure,
cccupying the square bounded by Madison,
Adams, Michigan and “Tenth streets, and
one of the best appointed educational insti-
tutions in this part of the country, was al-
most completely destroyed by fire between
1 and 2 o'clock this (Monday) morning. It
was a little before 1 o'clock when a loud
explosion that blew out part of the east
wing of the building starviled the few psiles-
trians who happened to be on the street, A
moment later fire burst out from the heart
of the structure and spread so rapidly that
before an alarm could be given, the main
part of vhe building was doomed. The entire
fire department was called onut and managed
to save the Bcott manual training depari-
ment, which is situated at the north end
of the bullding. The explosion probably was
caused by chemicals in the laboratory. The
loss is estimated at 3150,0% with what insur-
ance is not knowrn.

SIX MARINE HEROES.

Mednals Presenited to a Crew of Life
Boatmen at New York.

NEW YORK, March 10.—There was an
interesting event on the saloon deck of the
big liner Teutonic, to-day, when her com-
manden, Capt. John G. Cameron, presenteds
medals to the six men comprizsing the crew
of the Jifeboat that went to the rescue and
saved the lives of the nine men, the crew
of the foundered schooner Jerrn Reeves,
in midocean, on Feb. £ last. Immediately
afier muster the crew of the big ship were
called to the saloon deck amidships. In
the circle formed by about 150 grizzled sea-
men the six. heéroes stood to reoceive their
rewanril. Captain Cameron sajd:

“My men, it gives me great pleasure and
satisfaction to be able to-day to fittingly
reward those of you whom duly called In
an hour of need, and who courageously re-
sponded. Deede of daring on tha deep arve
all too Infrequent nowadays, and when a
company of men, willing and anxious to
endanger their own lives to save those of
their frellow-men, puat out in a frall life-
boat in a stormy ocedn to Succor some poor
diztressed crew it I= but just that these in-
trepid fellow= shoulkd be rewarded for their
sacrifice. It is my pleasant duty this morn-
ing to prove to.vou, my men, that the peo-
ple of New York appreclate noble efforts
and unfaltering courage.””

During this little addrezs the rough com-
pany of mariners who surrounded the skip-
per of the Teutome were wvisibly affected.
Captain Cameron then announced the name
of Fourth Officer Ortin. Mate Ortin was
in command of the lifeboat that put out to
the rescue of the Reeves crew., To him he
presented a gold medal, suitably inscribed,
and in a few words explained that the Royal
Naval Reserve, of which he was a4 mem-
ber, was justly proud of his noble showing.
Then a¢ each name was calledy the five
members of the lifeboat crew shuffled for-
ward and ench received a silver medal,
similar in design and inscription. These
men were Willlam Fitzpatrick, John Zeed,
William MeLaughlin, David Jones and Al-
fred Hawley.

After the presentation the crew loudly
cheered Captain Cameron and their mates,
The medals were the gift of the Life-sav-
ing Benevolent Association of this clty.

INTERESTING ECLIPSE

DURING TRANSIT THE LUNAR DISC
WAS BEAUTIFULLY COLORED.

Clear Sky at Chicago alntl in the West,
but East and Sounth Observations
Were Not Satisfactory.

e ——

CHICAGO, March 10.—The eclipse to-night
was viewed at the Northwestern University
observatory, in Ewvanston, by Director
George W. Hough, Professor B. . Annis
and others. The moon entered the pe-
numbra at 7:30 o'clock. The first contact,
that is, when the limb or outer edge of the
moon entered .he shadow. took place at 7:45.
By the time the moon was in half eclipse
the sky about the moon was clear from
even , the trace of eclouds, and Professor
Hough phorogeaphed the lunar disc in par-

tlal eclipse, lLater he secured gix photo-
graphs at various points of contact. The
total eclipse took place at 852, The third
contact, when the moon began (o emerge,
waelalat. 10:27, and the fourth contact occurred
at 11:25.

After the first hall hour the sky was re-
markably clear, and the moon presented a
keautifvl pleture of delicate colors, varying
from light yellow or gelden to dark red cop-
per. The eclipse was a most satisfactory
oneé to thdse interested in astronomy.

Ohservations Unsatisfactory,

WASHINGTON, March 10.—Preparations
were made at the observatory and other
places In Washington to observe the total
eclipse of the moon to-night, but owing to
the fogginess of the weather and the goanti-
ty of cloud=s in the sky no accurate views
could be made. Even the exact gime of the
beginning and ending could not be learned,
There were a greal many people in the
streets watching the progress of Ahe eclipse
when the moon was visible between the
rifts of the c¢louds. It was normal! in every
way, offering no features of especial in-
terest.

The principal object of the observation
at the observatory was to make correct
calculations as to the diameter of the moon
by observing the time of occultation of fixed
stars, There were, however, only sgix of
such occultations, and the cloudiness pre-
vented any advantage being taken of these.

New Suntellite Neot Visible.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., March 10.—The as-
tronomers at the Harvard Observatory
were disappeinted in their obgervations of
the eclipse this evening. The heavens were

cloudy, and little or no satisfactory results
were obtained, ‘Thre Bruce photographing
instruments were exposad all the evening,
but there is little hope of any result, and
the astronomers were given little chance
to study the new s=satellite which has been
reportéd to exist somewhere near the disc
of the mgon,

The chief interest in the eclipse at the
Flarvard observatory was the study of the
occulations of the stars, thereby hoping to
determine more (definitely the moon’s orbit
and possibly its diameter, but the cloudy
weather made this study of little value,

Disnppointment at Columbina.

. NEW YORK, March 10.—The eclipse of
the moon was not to be seen here to-night
in a satisfactory way. Thick fleecy clouds
obscured the phenomenon and disappoinied
many persons who had gathered at various
points to witness the eclipse. Prof. J.
K. Rees, of Columbia‘College, did not, as
expected, make any observaiions at the
college, and no special scientifie data were
obtained in this clty.

Too Cloundy at Omnha.
OMAHA, Neb.,, Mavrch 10.—It was partially
cloudy here thiz evening. and only falr ob-

servations of the eclip=e could be obtained.
The astronomers at Creighton College were
unable to obtain anything satisfactory from
a ecientific standpoint.

Observations nt Halifax.
HALIFAX, N, S, March 10.—The sky was
perfectly clear to-night, affording an unin-
terrupted view of the eclipse dof the moon,

which began at 10 o'clock and endedl about
midnight. Astronomers at different points
maide ohservations which they declared to
by highly satisfactory.

Perfect Views of Totnlity,
NASHVILLE, Tenn., March 10.—Clauds
early in the evening obscured the moon.

Later the sky becAme clear and at totality
and afterward perfect views were had.

Not a Glimpse at Cincinnanti,
CINCINNATI, March 0.—Clouds pre-
venled the astronomers at the I‘Inr-llnmnl!

Observatory from getting a glimp=e of the
eclipged moon.

Clear Sky at Pueblo,
PUEBLO, Col,, March 10—Not a clouad
phecured the sky in Colorado, and the lunar

eclipse was observed most satisfactorily.

SATOLLI'S NEW MOVE

HIS FAND NOW APPEARY IN A\MER-
ICAN TEMPORAL AFFAIRS,

An Order that Will Further Increase
suspicion on the Part of Many
Protestantis,

THE POPE AND THE STATE

SILGGESTION FOR RELIEF OF CATHS
OLIC CHURCH IN GUATEMALA.

Sees No Constltutional Renson
Agninst I nited States Having Ofi-
cinl Relations with Rome.

SAN FRANCISCO, March 10.—Private ad-
vices received here give an interesting and
important communication - from Mgr. Sa-
toll to officials of Guatemala concerning
that country's following the course of
Nicaragua In sending to Rome an envoy
extraordinary and minister plenipotentiary.
In the course of the document reference
is made as to the propriety under the United
States Constitution of official relations be-
twean Washington and Rome and an inter=
pretation given of that feature of the Cone
stitution relative to the separation of church
anid state, Mgr. Satolll's letter was written
while negotiations were pending about four
months ago.- It refers at length to diMi-
Guate=
mala and suggests that certain changes de-
sired by the government should be accom-
panied by an equivalent of serlous advan-
tage to render less burdensome the condi-
tion of the church in Guatemala. The doc«
ument theén says: .

“In the first place allow me to reflect that
to re-establish diplomatic relations between
the Holy See and your government a ‘con-
cordat’ would not be necessary, but thag
they could be re-established and maintalned
without it. Besides, it Is well to reflect thal
the Holy Father enjoys always In fact and
by international right the prerogatives of
soverelgnty. In the second place the separa-
tion between the church and the state
(sanctioned by the constitution) excluded
the action of one power over another in
sivil matters in regard to the church and
n religious matters in respect to the state,
but does not exclude official relations be-
tween the one power amd the other unless
by separation is meant the Inevitable hos-
tility or open wrong of the civil power
towards the church and its ministry. It Is
also to the point to consider that many
nations (although they have in thelr consti-
tutions the sald principle of separation bes
tween state and church) maintain neverthe-
less amicable reports and relations with
the Holy See, and I can also add that al-
though the Holy See has no diplomatic re-
ports with the empires of China and Japan,
it has certainly found no official obstacle
in their diversity of religion. And the con-
dition of the Catholic Church in the United
States, in whose Constitution was inserted
the article of separation of the state from
any religions sect, cannot escape our con-
sideration, I might abmost say, our sensa
of surprise. If up to date no official relas
tions exiét between the government and
the Holy See it is because the grc:ut mi-
jority of the population {g anti-Catholic,
In the meantime the church here is attaiu-
ing possibly greater development and lib-
erty than in other states. :

Besides this direct reféerence to the United
States, it is sald, that Mgr. Satolli's argu-

ment as to the propriety of official relations

‘hetween Guatemala and Rome applies also

to the United States, as he states that
the constitutional provision of both coun-
tries is the same respecting church and
state. As to the concern of the Pope for
the church in Central America, the docu=

ment savs: )

“I am happy to state that the Holy Fa-
ther, with mueh pleasure, learns that the
ancient violent prejudices and cppositions to
ihe church are dally disappearing. More-
over, I must assure you of the lively con-
cern of his Holiness to see¢ the condition
of the Catholic Chureh in your state, the
great importance of which in Central Amer=
fen i well known, Improved, Therefore,
the Holy Father regards as the greatest ims
portance, religions and civil, the gooid exist-
ence of friendly relations, and he is not
averse to making all sudh concessions ad
may be compatible with the doctrine of tha
church, with the svelfare of the faithful
anid with the prosperjty of your country.
And, theresore, his Holiness congents 10
proceed to the nomination of an apostolic
administrator to the see of Guatemala, who,
being s stranger to every faction, and with-
out personal preoccupation, should put in
order the religlous affairs of the vast arch-
diocese, which has been s0 many years
without its urgent needs, The apostolic ad-
ministrator should be a European, selected
from among notable prelutes or monks, and
of tried piety and prudence: heing such, he
should more readily succeed in his difficult
mission.”

Speaking of the desirability of réendering
less burdensome the condition of the churei
in Guatemala, Mgr. Satolll says:

“Apropes of which allow me to recall to
vour consideration the numerous aig:--rm-!

to 1884, and other dispositions up to 1887
decrees amd dispositions of law, more_or
Joss gravely prejudicial to religious Ilhcvﬁ_\'.

and evervwhere: decrees and laws that with
mature examination must be recognized as
exceptional, possibly accounted for by tem-
porary circumstances, or thal Lthe govern-

Church, in Guatemala In those times, was
helleved to be: because otherwlse it would
be impossible to understand how such de-
crees anid laws accord with the separation
of the church from the State honestly and
rationally coneidered, And, therefore, with
the Constitution established as the immuta-
ble basis of the Republle of Guatemala it
will not be difficult 10 become convinced that
the laws and decrees referred 1o above
should be at least modified, or in the matier
of these laws and decrees there should be
some amicable adfnstment with phe Haoly
See. The Constitution and government
wonld 1thus receive a most noble seal amd
guaranty for the future through the desired
agreement betwesn the government and tha
Holy See; an agreement that harmonizes
excellently with the declared separation be-
tween the church and state, and an accord
that would bring peace to the soul of the
population of tiuau-l:r_mln. that is for the ¢
groater part Catholle.

The communication closes as follows:

“T have belleved it expedient to promise
the above expresscd consideratbons, and
thifs fulfill the duty imposed on me by the
Holy S2¢ (o beg you to refer 1o your govern-
ment the Intentlons of the Holy Father, and
hig anxiety to improve, In a way, the condi-
tlons of t%w church In Guatemala, to sue-
ool to the full satisfaction of your govern-
ment and to great advantage of all the
republics, religious and civil, Finally, accept
the confidential communleation that the govs
of Nicaragua has wlready sent to
Bome Mr. Dr. Modesto Barrios, as s
envoy extroordinary and minister plenipo-
tentiary to the Holy Sez for the purpose of
initiating and completing with the greatest
expeadition the wood relations between the
spme government and the Holy See. 1 hope
that your government of Guatemala will
not allow much time to pass before takKing
the same resolution.”
