MATTHEWS IN A NEW HOLE

BOLD ATTEMPT TO DEFEAT THE
WILL OF THE PEOPLE.

Ily Turning the Clock Rack Tries to
Defeat the Statehouae Custodian

Bill, hut Meeta Disaster.

FIERCE ELEVATOR FIGHT

MYROX K1AG A TOOL IX THE HAXDS
OF THE GOVURXOR.

Backed by Tim Griffin, He Attempt
to Force Hia Way Into Repre-

sentative Chamber.

Governor Claude Matthews, or at least
the men under him, with his sanction, re-

sorted last night to the most contemptible
methods known to political history, and as
a result there was the bitterest hand-to-ha- nd

fight ever known in the legislative

halls of Indiana and it is remarkable
Indeed that there was no loss of life. Dig-

nified tnen fought like tigers, clawed and
pounded each other and yelled for re-

volvers and clubs. Private Secretary
Myron King will awake this morning sore
in every part of his body, while Mr.
Adams, the brainy Republican from Parko
county, is bruised In a fashion that will
perhaps keep him in his bed for several
days. Tim Griffin, the custodian, fought
like a madman for his situation and was
willing to brain a dozen men if he had the
means to do the braining for the sake of
tne dollars that would have come to him
within the next two years, had Mr. King
reached the Speaker's desk before mid-

night, according to the clock's legitimate
method of telling the hour.

But the bill did not reach the Speaker's
desk until after the hour of midnight, al-

though it was within a few feet at that
hour, according to the time fixed by the
Governor's minions down in the basement,
where Mike Cain and his whisky bottle bad
reigned supreme for sixty days. Demo-

cratic ward heelers and thugs, headed by
M. D. Tounta, who nrtce cut a ftmall figure-i- n

local politics, backed the Governor's
private secretary and battled with the per-

sistence and brutality which characterized
the old elections in the southwest part of
the city, when the Democrats were in con-

trol. George Dun, a man who has been
lobbying about the Legislature and has
made himself obnoxious to the members,
Democrats and Republicans alike, was al-

most crushed to death by the elevator, in
coming to the aid of Tim Griffin and the
private secretary.

For two days it has been boldly heralded
that Governor Matthews, he whom his
friends had claimed to be a man higher in
morals than his party, would seek to de-

prive the Legislature of its constitutional
right of passing a bill over his veto, by dis-

graceful tactics; no more nor less than pre-

senting the veto within three minutes of
midnight, so that it would be utterly im-

possible for the Legislature to even'call the
roll before the constitutional hour for ad-

journing arrived. But this was not enough.
The Governor remembered the actions of
his enemy, Greene Smith, by Which that
much despised gentleman clubbed his way
into an enriching office by bulldozing and
browbeatingi Republicans. He evidently con-

cluded to go Greene Smith one better and
forever enroll himself thereby on the im-

mortal Hats of Democratc rowdy states-
men.

Mike Cain (and how the seven Republican
Senators must relish the mention of his
name this morning), was in the secret, for
it had been announced that he was the
only one in the building that could control
the electric clock that furnishes time for
the House and Senate. The evident plan of
the Democratic conspirators was to stop the
clock "at ten minutes to twelve, and it re-

mained at this point on the dial for fully
ten minutes, In order to deceive the Legis-

lature as to the time which yet remained
for it to consider 'the veto. The veto was
to start from the Governor's office down
stairs within three minutes to twelve and
when it reached the House, so the plan was
formulated, the hands on the electric clock
were to give one bound and leap past that
minute pqint which marked the expiration
of the Fifty-nint- h Assembly's life.

FASHION'S KING DEAD

WORTH, THE DRESSMAKER, GOXE

WHERE STYLES NEVER CIIAXGE.

An Englishman Who Long? Dictated
to Women the Dresses and Man-

tle They Sbonld Wear.

PARIS. March 10. Worth, the famous
dressmaker, died to-d- ay of congestion of
the lungs.

Charles Frederick Worth was born n
Bourne, Lincolnshire, England, ire 1823. At
the age of thirteen he was apprenticed to
a printer, ril parents desiring that he learn
that trade, iaut he evinced a strong hostility
to handling type and abandoned the print-
ing office after he had served about seven
months. He then went to London, and,
through the assistance of a friend, secured
a position in a draper's (dry goods) shop
which position he left to enter the employ-e- nt

of Swan & Edgar, drapers, where he
became a favorite. He first conceived the
idea of designing fashions through con-

versations with the buyers of Swan '& Ed-

gar, drapers and frequently made sugges-
tions which the heads of departmens were
not glow to see in-- ' a favorable light. The
more he talked with the buyers the more he
resolved to go to Paris anu soon began the
study of French. When about twenty-on- e
years of age he went to Paris and shortly
after his arrival In that city secured a posi-
tion with Gagelin & Co., and in a few yearsa
was placed at the head of a department. In
his new capacity he inaugurated many new
departures. While in the employ of Gagelin
& Co. he received medals for displays at the
London and Paris expositions. Later he
established the firm of Worth & Beberg,
and in 1870 founded the famous house of
Worth. His fame as a dressmaker abound-
ed, and among theiinany admirers of his
skill was the Eucenie. for
whom he made a great many elegant
dresses. It has been said that while Paris
rules the world in fashion, the man who
ruled Paris M. Worth was a Lincolnshire
(England) lad. so that really it was an
Englishman who was .the arbiter of, the
world's fashion. n
The Paris correspondent of the London

Dally News reports conversations that she
had with M. Worth, who claimed an aver-
age gain of 11,000 from supplying to a
prominent Fifth-avenu- e (New York) lady.
Every dress that he furnished a royal lady
to be worn at a drawing room brought du-
plicate orders from American customers.
Nobody knew better than he how to dis-
guise defects. He hated lean women and
refused hundreds of applicants who did not
credit his art. He was a despot. Those
who submitted paid heavily for his despot-
ism. Continuing, the correspondent said:
"I think he was genuine and very honest.
He was obliged to take the world as he
found it and to deal with rich) fools ac-
cording to their follies, but he neve de-

sired more business than he and his son
could personally manage. He remained a
stanch Protestant. "He must' have left a
great fortune." 1

Governor Porter, however,
settled the matter by stating in an inter-
view that he would not resort to such a
questionable method. Instead he presented
his veto in time for the Legislature to act
upon it, and the Legislature passed the bill
over his veto.

At
periods he seems to Improve in a very grati-
fying degree, then he suffers a sort of re-
lapse. A close and very intimate friend of
of the Secretary, in conversation with the
Journal correspondent to-nig- said that
while the general condition of the Secre-
tary of State during the past several weeks

an apparent improvement, there
was a phase of his trouble which was puz-
zling and discouraging. He added that
while the physicians of the Secretary were
disposed to give out a cheerful report, they
feared he was suffering from catarrh of the
stomach; The doctors have discovered some
stubborn feature of the physical ailments
of the Secretary.

; It has become the common practice of
the medical fraternity here to conceal the
real condition of distinguished patients to
such aa extent that the public feels but
little faith In their daily bulletins of re
ported Improvements. The attending phy-- ,
sic lan s seem to regard It as part of their
professional duty to give to the public flat-
tering hopes of the recovery of their dis-
tinguished patients. The case of President
Garfield is not so remote as to be for-
gotten. Almost up to the very last the bul-
letins of the doctors encouraged the public
to hope for the recovery of the martyred
President. Subsequently came tne cases of
General Sheridan, Mr. Blaine and otherpublic men who might be mentioned. Now
it may be absolutely true that Secretary
Gresham is suffering from some temporary
trouble which will yield readily to proper
treatment. But the doctors themselves are
to blame if even the personal friends of
the Secretary admit a degree of anxiety
which the physicians claim is not warrantedby the Secretary's condition.

The doctors report the usual "Improve-
ment" to-da- y. but add that the Secretary-i-s

still confined to hia room. Mrs. Gresham
has returned from Chicago.

A BUFFALO MURDER.

Trial of Clarence and Sadie Robiaaon
for Ktlllitfc Montgomery Glltba.

BUFFALO. March 11. The trial of Clar-
ence and Sadie Robinson, indicted for
murder in the first degree for the kill-
ing of Montgomery Gibbs, a young law-
yer, a year ago, began to-da- y. Mr. Gibbs
was walking alone on a residence street
bordered with mansions brilliant with
lights about 10 o'clock in the evening. Sud-
denly three pistol shots rang out in quick
succession and Gibbs was found dying
from a bullet wound in the head, lying
in the driveway leading to a fashionable
residence.. He expired without uttering a
word. His assailants had vanished and left
nothing as a clew to their identity. Ru-
mors soon connected Gibbs's name with
some of the families in the Immediate
vicinity and hints of love affairs were
rife, much to the annoyance of many in-
nocent people. The theory that he was as-
sailed by footpads was hardly credited.
His watch and money had been untouched.
A reporter found what he thought were
the footprints a woman near the spot.
No arrests were made until several months
later the Buffalo police received word
from the police of Cleveland they had
Clarence Robinson under arrest and had
wormed out from his "pals" a charge
that he wan implicated in a Buffalo mur-
der.

of the house, where he entered the flexed
hack and was driven furiously away oy
his faithful female friend.

This story is all purely imaginative, and
the true story of Captain Howgate's escape
has heretofore escaped publication. It is i

'simple and bare as compared with the
beautiful romance Just outlined that it al-

most seems a sin to spoil such a rare bit
of fiction. As a matter of fact, there was no
collusion of any sort, and Howgate's daupn-te- r

was as Ignorant of the fact that he had
left the house as the deputy himself. There
was no closed carriage outside and tit
clambering over gutter ppouts to reach the
street. According to the statement of Capl.
Howgate to a personal friend, borne out by
the statements of others of the family, ha
had no Idea of escape when he went to the
house to get some personal belongings ex-
cept perhaps a vague hope that something
would turn up that would gtvo him an op-

portunity to get away. Wh-- he asked the
deputy to allow him to go upstairs alone to
taKe a bath heeally had no settled plan
of escape. As he left, the parlor in wnI--

the deputy was seated he started Hrxt for
the stairs leading to the upper part of tha
house, then noticing that the door in tha
front of the house was partly open he wnt
to It, pulied it wide open ami looked out.
He hw no one he aimperted of being con-
nected with the marshal's office, and, gain-
ing hope and courage, walked out on the
broad veran.ta on the front of tbe houe.
Ha looked in through the window and saw
the deputy marshal with his back to tha.
street. He then went down the front step
with a bold and fearless tret and walked
straight up Thirteenth atreet until h
struck the open country far out beyond tha
boundary. Then he kept on walking for tea
months afterward, a tramp of the mon
ordinary character, often without food or
shelter and suffering keenly for the neces-
sities of life. The stories of his receiving
assistance from friends and allies who had
profited bv his course are aa wild its the
stories of "hi escape. He left in batik only
fJWOO, which tha wife and d.vj-ht-- r rirw
upon. Beyond this it Is not likely that h
had a cent. Five years ago he atarted hi
book store in New York, but up until tht
time his wanderings had earned htm to
every section of the country.
