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With twenty indictments filed in one
day against members of the New York
police, including an Iinspector and five
captains, the surviving members are
probably wondering whose turn will
come next.

Transporting negroes to Africa Is the
old story of carrying coals to Newcas-
tle, and a good deal more foolish. The
negroes now in Africa should stay there,
and those who are fortunate enough to
be in this country should do likewise,

England is not slow to demand a big
Indemnity from Niceragua for the in-
sult offered her in the expulsion of Mr.
Hatch, but before Americans make
haste to pralse British backbone, seif-
resaect, courage, ete., It is well to re-
member that Nicaragua is a small,
weak government and easily bullied.

Some lawyers are of opinion that the
Supreme Court will hold the income tax
law wunconstitutional. Such a decision
might Invelve very important results.
The question of the constitutionality of
an Income tax has never been passed
upon by¥ the Supreme Court. If the
present law is unconstitutional former
ones were equally so, and suils may be
brought to recover the hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars collected under the law
from 1863 to 1871,

The statement of the cnp‘taln of the
Spanish cruiser which fired on the Al-
llanca differs from that of the Amerl-
can captain in two, important particu-
lars. Captain Crossman said the Al-
lianca was six miles from shore, while
the Bpaniard says she was but a mile
and a half. The latter also says that
when first hailed the Alllanca raised the
British flag. This is denied by Captain
Crossman and other officers of the' Al-
lianca, but the discrepancies show the
necessity of a thorough investigation.

. Postmaster-general Bissell seems to be
in a very self-complacent mood on the
eve of his retirement from office. He
. says: “It is very gratifying to know
that one's work has proven in a large
measure satisfactory when 8o many peo-
ple are directly interested in the results.”

. This recalls the fable of the fly which

thought it caused the motion of the big
revolving wheel on which it sat, No
doubt Mr. Bissell has tried to do his
Jduty, but the machinery of the Postoffice
Devartment was all in good running or-
der before hg left Buffalo, and the
wheels would have gone round just the
game if he had not been sitting at his
desk.

Pollice Superintendent Byrnes does not
geem (o have won the admiration of the
New York grand jury which has been
fnvestigating charges against police-
men, That body means Byrnes, of
conrse, when it says in its report: “The
foct that the executive head of the force
“has accumulated a considerable fortune
as a result of favors granted in the per-
formance of official duty may well have
caused demoralization of the force un-
der his command. The distinction be-
tween such favors and direct gratuities
{8 not one that his subordinates are
likely to appreciate.,”, The Lexow com-
mittee, for reasons of.its own, handled
Byrnes tenderly, but these reasons,
whatever they may be, are not in force
with the jury. There will be suspicions
that Parkhurst had an influence over it.

Some allowance ecan be made for
glerical errors in the closing hours of
a legislative session, but it is not easy
to condone one that makes a law of a
bill that never passed one branch of the

~ General Assembly. The House journal
shows that the bill to prohibit fishing in
any of the lakes In Indiana between the
1st day of April and the 15th day of

" June was defeated by a vote of 16 veas
to 56 nays, yet it was Indorsed as having
ypassed, and after being slgned by the
officers of both houses was filed in the
office of the Secretary of State, Al-
though the law is not one of great im-
portance, It will prove irritating, and
the large majority against it in the
House shows that the feeling against it
was very declded. Some provision ought
to be made to preveni measures from
acquiring the force of law through
clerical blunders.

Ohic women will have the privilege
of voting for school officers this year,
and there is an effort on the part of
those who advocate equal suffrage to
bring out a large vote In order to re-
futy the charge that as a class women
do not care for the ballot. In some quar-
ters this i= Hkely to be successful, much
interest - belng manifested, while in
others there {s a dlscouraging indiffer-
ence,  The truth probably is that in
most places the schools are operated in
a way to give general satisfaction, there
is no especial demand for a change in
methods, and consequently no reason
why the women should exerr themselves
to elect new officers, even those of thelr
own sex. If educational matters had
been neglected and there was no hope
of betterment save through the ald of
women the case might be different.

- Whaere there Is nothing affecting them

personally to be amended or reformed,
female voters will not go to the polis in
a body, and in that respect they will be
following the example of their husbands
and brothers.

GREAT BRITAIN AND NICARAGUA.

Another opportunity has offered for
the administration to make an interna-
tional blunder, and its aptitude in that
direction renders it highly prebable that
it will embrace the opportunity. The
Washington dispateh announcing that
jhe British government has demanded
from Nicaragua a cash indemnity of
$75,000 for the recent expulsion of the
British consular agent at Bluefields,
together with the appointment of a
corimission to adjudicate damages to
other British subjects, and that a
British war ship is now on her way to
Nicaragua to enforce the demand, is
accompanied by the following statement:

The administration is evidently about to
he ut In a position where it must
lay down a new construction of the Monroe
doctrine, or else abandon all concern in the
future of the smaller republics of Central
and South America. On the whole, it is
more probable that the President will inter-
pose 10 secure at least an amelloration of
the terms of the ultimatum by an appeal
to the British government, representing the
great hardships that 1t would work to Nic-
aragua under the present depressed condi-
tion of her finances to prefer a demand for
80 large an Indemnity as $7%,000.,

This government has no right whatever
to protest against Great Britain demand-
ing iIndemnity and reparation from
Nicaragua, and Iif the administration
offers even a mild protest it will get
snubbed and be politely requested to
mind its own business,

The extent to which the American
people have been miseducated, misin-

formed and misled in regard to the im- |

port of the so-called Monroe doetrine is
amazing. The prevalent idea, even
among those who consider themselves
well informed, is that the Monroe doc-
trine pledges the United States to the
maintenance of a sort of political pro-
tection or guardianship "over the west-
ern hemisphere, and that any sort of
European Interference in the affairs of
North or South America must he re-
sented by this government. This is far
from being the case. The so-called Mon-
roe doctrine is not susceptible of that
construction. Following is the declara-
tion as It appeared in President Mon-
roe's message in 1823:

We owe it to candor and to the amicable
relations existing between the United States
and the allied powers to declare that we
should consider any attempt on their part
to extend their system to any portion of
this hemisphere as dangerous to our peace
and safety. With the existing colonies or
dependencies of any European power we
have not interfered and shall not interfers;
but with the governments which have de-
clared their independence and maintalned
it, and ose independence we have, on

eat consideration and just prineciples, ac-

nowledged, we could not view an inter-
position for oppressing them or controlling
in any cther manner their destiny /by any
European power In any other light than as
a manifestation of an unfriendly disposi-
tion toward the United States.

As there was a disposition at the time
to misconstrue the declaration the House
of Representatives in 1825 passed the
following resolution:

That the United States ought not to be-
come a party with the Spanish American
republics or either of them to any joint
declaration for the purpose of preventing
interference by any of the European pow-
ers with their independence or form of gov-
ernment, or to any ¢ompact for the pur-
pose of preventing colonization upon the
continents of America; but that the people
of the United States should bLe left free to

vact in any crisls In such a manner as their

feelings of friendship toward those republics
and as their own honor and policy may at
the time diMtate,

This was a distinet declaration that
the so-called Monroe doctrine Zid not
bind the United States to any uniform
policy, but that in every case the gov-
ernment should be left free to act as
occasion might require., The idea that
the United States is pledged to exercise a
surt of police proteetion or big brotherly
guardianship over the entire western
hemisphere is aksurd, belittling and in-
defensible.

If Nicaragua had expelled the United
States consul at Bluefields this govern-
ment would have a right to demand a
cash indemnity for the insult and to en-
force the demand at the cannon’s mouth.
Great Britain has the same right, and
no one can doubt she will enforce it.
Any protest by the United States will
either evoke a pronounced snub or be
treated with polite contempt, just as a
like protest from Great Britain would
have heen by this government when it
demanded indemnity and reparation
from Chili for an insult to the flag and
the Kkilling of American sailors.

There is a possible phase of British
aggression in Nlcaragua that might call
fo,: some action o9n the part of the
United States, \'li.. such an establish-
ment of British power as would threaten
the control of the prospective Nicaragua
canal. That would be a more serious
matter, but there are no indications of
it at present.

THE UNHAPPY FRENCH WIDDW,.

According to a writer in the New York
Sun the lot of a French widow in her
own country is not a happy one. If her
husband dles without a will and there
are no children all his property, even
though it may have been held in com-
mon during his lifetime, goes to his
relatives, If he dles without a will,
leaving both widow and children, all the
property goes to the children. In such
a case the mother may live on the in-
come with her children if their guardian
will permit, but if he sees fit he may
forbid this, and she will be compelled to
earn her living or otherwise vrovide for
herself, no matter how large the estate.
She has the right to retain any prop-
erty whick was hers at the time of mar;
riage, but even this is looked upon
covetously by unscrupulous guardians
and relatives, and she is not infrequently
deprived of it in one way and another.
As if this financial injustice were not
enough. she is put under the same soclal
restrictions and disadvantages that are
placed upon young unmarried girls. Un-
less she have daughters to be chaperoned
she is not free to attend dinner parties,
receptions or other entertainments which
make up social enjoyments. Neither is
she free to receive callis from men
to visit or entertain any but the most
intimate family friends. In short, she (s
practically dead to soclety uniless she
shouldd marry again, and without in-
fluential friends interested in her wel-
fare she s not likely have oppor-
tunity for this. The social freedom and
independence of widows the
United States 1is great that
the regret of a certain young woman
that she had not been born a widow
was not without reason. As contrasted
with the life of a French widow the
privileges of the American woman whose
husband has died are bright indeed. 1If
French widows of the upper class can-
not emancinate themselves by emigra-
tien to this country their more fortunate
sisters might show their symbathy by
helping tom‘mueuorl.te their lot as they
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have the widows of India. It is true
that the French women are not incin-
erated upon the funeral pyres of their
husbands, but from the American point
of view they might as well be burned
as to be buried alive. There is room
here for another reform organization of
busy and benevolent American ladies.

AN UNJUST SLUR.

An AL P. A paper, in commenting on
St. Patrick's day observances, intimates
that Irish Americans have not con-
tributed enough to the establishment or
prosperity of American institutions to
justify them in making =o conspicuous
the celebration of a distinetively Irish
anniversary. The slur is both ill natured
and untrue. Without disparagement to
other nationalities, it can be truthfully
asserted that Ireland has contributed her
full share toward establishing and main-
taining American institutions. The
traces of Irish blood can be followed
through thousands of patriotic channels
from a period long before the revolu-
tlonary war, during that struggle and
the formative period of the government
down to the present time. History
shows that of the colonial governors
prior to the revolution twenty-five were
of Irish birth or extraction. Of the
eighty-three soldiers who bore commis-
gions of major or brigadier generals in
the continental armv nineteen were na-
tives of Ireland or of Irish parentage.
Irish Americans furnished their full
quota of private soldiers in the war of
the revolution ar- the war for the Unlon,
and it would be impossible to enum-
erate all who have held high and honor-
able positions in American politics. An-
drew Jackson was of Irish descent, Gen.
Phil Sheridan of Irish pareutage, Gen.
Grant from the maternal side had Irish
blood in his veins, John A. Logan's
father was Irish, as was Admiral Far-
ragut’s mother, and Admiral Rowan was
a native of Ireland. The list might be
indefinitely proionged of men of Irish
birth or extraction who have served
the country honorably in civil life or on
battiefields from Bunker Hill to Appo-
mattox, while in business and commer-
cial life their influence has been as po-
tent and beneficial as that of any other
nationality. American character and in-
stitutions are composite, and it is nar-
row and unpatriotic to attempt to dis-
criminate among their various elements
on national lines,

PROTECTION TO FOREIGNERS.

The recent riot in New Orleans, In
which a British subject was wounded
by a stray shot, and the lynching of
several Italians in Colorado have called
attention anew to the fact that there
is no adeouate provision for the protec-
tion by the general government of
foreigners against local mobs. In both
of these cases the ministers of the coun-
tries whose citizens were Iinvolved re-
quested the Washington authorities to
extend the desired protection., and in
both they were given to understand
that the federal government had no
power to interfere in such cases beyond
urging the local authorities to do their
duty. The circumstances were precisely
similar to those attending the massacre
of Italians in New Orleans four years
ago. President Harrigson, in his annual
message of 1891, referred to that event
as a “"most deplorable and discreditable
incident.” After referring to the diplo-
matic correspondence to which it had
given rise he said:

HSome suggestions growing out of this un-
happy Incident are worthy the attention of
Congress, It would, 1 believe, be entirely
competent for Congress to make offenses
against  the treaty rights of foreigners
domiclled In the United States cognizable
in the federal court=. This has not, how-
ever, been domne, and the federal officers
and courts have no power in such cases Lo
intervene either for the protection of a
foreign citizen or for the punishment of his
slayers. It seems to me to follow in this
state of the law that the officers of the
State charged with police and judicial pow-
ers in such cases must, in the consideration
of international questions growing out of
such Incidents, be regarded in such sense
as federal agents as to make this govern-
ment answerable for their acts In cases
where it would be answerable if the United
States had used its constitutional power to
define and punish crimes against treaty
rights.

In view of recent eventis and of the
pcesibility that similar occurrences may
happen in the future, involving perhaps
even graver complications, it would be
well for Congress to consider this sug-
gestion. It is the suggestion of a law-
yer, and it proposges a remedy that could
be applied without a change of the Con-
stitution. If Congress would give
United States . courts jurisdiction of
offenses against the treaty rights of
foreigners temporarily residing in the
United States the national authorities
could aect promptly, as President Harri-
son said, “either for the protection «f a
foreign citizen or for the punishment of
his slayers.” This would be easier than
amending the Constitution, and, as a
remedy for the present situation, quite
as effective, It seems strange that while
the federal government has entered into
many treaties with foreign governmenis
guaranteeing protection to their sub-
jects domiciled in the United States,
Congress has made no attempt to in-
sure such protection.

The Western Mail, a paper published
at Cardiff, Wales, has in its issue of
Feb. 28 a report of a meeting of the tin-
plate trade held at Swansea on the
Thursday previous. The report says:

After an explanation that the board was
called Into existence at the request of the
workmen, and that it was approved by a
large number of makers, the varicus mat-
ters affecting trade were discussed. It was
reported that the men at 397 mills were
prepgied to hand In notices on Monday
next to enforce any decislon the board
might come to. Replies from a further
number of eighty-five mills were expected
to be glven at the men’s council on Satur-
day at Cardiff. It was resolved, first, that
the production of plates in the tin-plate
trade be assimllated to the demand; sec-
ondly, that each individual works reduce
the make by one-third the output, based on
576 boxes per mill per week, work not to be
concluded before 8 a. m. on Saturday.

This shows that the manufacture of
tin plate in this country has become
firmly enough established to have a
marked effect on foreign production.

The Chicago Tribune refers to the
Monroe doetrine, “by which the policy
of this government has always been de-
termined whenever the rights of an
American government have been threat-
ened by Europe.” During the civil war,
when Mexico was invaded by France
and Austria with the avowed purpose
of establishing a monarchy there with
Maximilian as emperor, United States
Minister Motley, at Vienna, asked Sec-
retary Seward for instructions. Mr.
Seward instructed the minister not to

interfere. Followlng is an extract from
his dispateh:

THE NEW ROAD LAWS

FULL TEXT OF TWO MOST IMPOR-
TANT OF THESE MEASURES.

Logannaport Does Not Like the Water
Works Law—Numerous Demands
for Certified Ceoplesn.

Deputy Secretlary of State Wright is Kept
busy these days answering letters about
the laws that were passed and telegrams
demanding to know why he does not for-
ward the certified copies asked for. It would
take fifty stenographers, he says, to keep
up with the procession in this regard. The
water works bill, which crept through the
Legislature without much public interest in
the question, has now aroused a strong in-
terest in nearly every city in the State.
The law applles only to cities of less than
14,000 population. It includes Mr. Wright's
town, therefore, the census on which the
question turns having given Logansport a
few hundred less than 14,000, This was not
desired by Logansport, and things are said
to be mightily upset there.

The Secretary of State received several
letters yesterday asking if the bill relating
to the close season in lakes for fish, as pub-
lished In the morning’s Journal, was cor-
rect. It was correct, and was printed from
a certified copy of the law as obtained from
the Secretary of State. The laws given be-
low are certified to he correct by the Secre-
tary. They relate to the roads of the State.
There are six or seven laws passed on this
subject, but these two, as printed, are those
about which the Inquiries principally cen-
ter. Senate enrolled act No. 205, amending
the act of March 2, 1883, concerning the
construction of free gravel, stone or macad-
amized roads, and declaring an emergency,
reads as follows:;

Section 1 (as amenaed). The County Com-
missioners of any county in this State, when
petitioned therefor by fifty frreehold citi-
zene of any township or townships contigu-
ois to each other, including tnerein any
incorporated towns or citles of less than
thirty thous=sand (30,000) inhabitants in such
county where any such road or roads are
to be improved by grading, graveling, pav-
Ing with stone or macadamizing material,
shall submit to the voters of said town-
ship or townships, at any regular spring or
fall election, or at any special elections
which may be called by the Board of Coun-
ty Commissioners when no spring or rall
electlon i2 near at hand, giving at leasgt
twenty days' notice In a newspaper of gen-
eral circulation published In said county,
if there e any, and by posting up written
or printed notices thereof (which posted
notices shall be sufficient In counties where
no newspaper is published) In each voling
pracinet in sald township or townships,
town or city, the question of ‘bullding such
road or roads in such township or townships
in such county. At such electlon each voter
who i3 in favor of the construction of such
road or roads shall inseribe on his ballot,
“Bullding of road—Yes," and each voter op-
posed thereto shall inscribe on his ballot,

their compdetion; and provided, further,
that s=aid viewers =shall not be required to
ASSess (amages to any person or persons
except minors, idiots or lunatics, in ¢onse-
quence of any appropriation of any private
property for the making of sald improve-
ment, unless the owner or owners thereof,
or Lheir agents, shall have fille«l a written
application with the viewers, giving an ac-
curaie description of the premises on which
damages are claimed by them within ten
days after the completion of the survey of
#aid road or roads by the said viewers and
engineer; and provided, further, that all ap-

lications for damages shall be harred un-
ess they are presented as above specified;
and provided, further, that any person or
persong feeling aggrieved by the assess-

If
any part of the road or roads is to be new
road or roads thev shall be described with
a definiteness as will enable any practical
land surveyor to locate them: provided,
further, that the petitioners shall pay all
costs of election,

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, That Bec-
tion 2 of the ahove entitled act to be amend-
ed to read as follows: Section 2. If the
sald petitiorers desire to have improved
more than one road or part of road, which
are disconnected, it shall be lawful for them
to include descriptions of all of sald roads
or parts of roads In one and the same peti-
tion, and all of s=said roads and parts of
gaid roads shall be voted upon as a unit
If two or more petitions are pending at the
same time they shall be voted upon at tl‘n.-
same electiovn.

For the purpose
of raising money to pay for such construc-
tion the Board of Commisgioners shall issue
the bonds of the county for the full amount
of the contract in denomination not less
than fifty dollars each, in ten equal series;
the first series payable in one year, the sec-

And provided further,
that any taxpayer of the township or town-
ships where sald roads are who may render
any service or labor or may furnish any
material for the construction of sald roasds
may, if he shall so elect, demand of the
contractor a certificate stating the value
of the amount of serviece or material fur-
nished, and if any such certificaie shall he
jssued the county treasurer shall recelve
the same, and it shall act as a quietus
against a similar amount of taxes against
the property of sald taxpayer, and all such
certificates shall be deducted from the con-
tract price for the sald construction of the
sald road or roads by sald contractor.

Sec. . Be it further enacted that
tion 7 0f the above entitled act be amended
to read as follows: Section 7. All roads
built under this act shall be free of toll
and shail be kept In repalr the same as
other frea gravel roads constructed under
the other laws of the State are repaired.

Se¢. 6. Be it further enacted that Section
8 of the above entitled act be amended to
read as follows: Section 8. After the pay-
ment of the cost of construction of said
road or roads should there be any surplus
collected or due on delinquent taxes for
that purpose it shall be paid to the trustee
of said township and be by him kept and
used as a fund for the maintenance of the
roads of his townshlp. )

Sec. 7. Be it further enacted that Section
10 of the above entitled act be amended to
read as follows: Section 10, ‘The board of
county commissioners shall have power to
permit amendments to be made to the peti-

of viewers, and to extend the time to the
viewers to make their report anda to con-
tinue the hearing from time to time so as
to subserve the ends of justice.

It shall be the duty of the board of coun-
ty commissioners to appoint a competent
superintendent, to be governed by such
rules and regulations as the commissioners
may impose, to supervise the construction
of such road or roads, He shall be a resi-
dent of one of the townships in which the
roads are located, and his compensation
shall not exceed 3150 per day for the time
actually employed, and he shall render an
account of h's time to the commissioners
quarterly at the regular term of their court
subseribed by oath.

FREE GRAVEL ROAD REPAIRS.

Knrolled act No. 335, H. B., amends sec-
tions 5104 and 5106, R. 8., of 1881, which act
has been amended a number of times, The
Legislature of 1892 passed certain amend-
ments to it. These sections are now made to
read as follows, with an emergency clause,
the subject matter of the bill being the re-
pair of free gravel roads, and the making of
the board of county commissioners a board
of directors of such roads:

See. 1. That by virtue of their office the
commissioners of each county in this State
are hereby constituted a board of turnpike
directors, under whose management and
control all free turnplkes in such county are
hereby exclusively vested. It shall be the
duty of such board of directors at their
first meeting after the taking effect of this
act to divide the free gravel roads of such
county Into three systems, and as near as
possible to cover the same number of miles
in each system, Safd systems shall, as far
as practicable, Include entire roads, but
where this cannot be done, roads may be
divided and part Included in one system and

art in another, Sald commissioners shall

»v lot assign one of their number to each
of sald districts. And such commissioners
shall have charge of the district or system
so assigned to him. He shall have author-
ity to employ for such system A superin-
tendent, who shall be a real-estate owner,
and who shall reside in the district as-
signed to sald commissioner, and who
ghall have charge of the repalrs
In such district and the employment of the
necessary labor and the purchasing of ma-
terial to keep said system in repalr. It
shail be his duty to oversee and superintend
the labor employed and see that falthful
work i8 done and time put in by such la-
borers. He shall give preference to the
emplovment of labor for such repairs, when
the same 1s equal in character and price to
‘that to be had elsewherg, to the real estate
owners and laborers along the line of such
froe roads. Said superintendent shall re-
celve as compensation for such services the
sum of & per day out of the gravel road
repair fund for each day actually employed
in directing and superintending the repairs
on such free highway. He szhall give bond
in such sum as sald commissioners shall
determine for the faithful performance of
his duties as such superintendent, for the
honest employment of labor and making of
contracts for materialg, Such superintend-
ent shall keep a strict account of all labor
employed and all materials purchased, with
the names of the parties employed and per-
sons from whom sald materials are pur-
chased, together with the price thereof,
and shall make a seml-annual report there-
of to the board of commissioners. Sald re-
port to be made in June and December of
each year, which report shall be recorded
in a book to be kept by said board for that
special purpose, which shall be open for
examination to all persons interested, on all
proper ocraslons. Sald superintendent shall
give writlen orders or certificates of the
amount due any laborer, employe o person,
which order shall be presented by the Psr—
ties enfitled to receive payment thereol to
the board of commissioners, and the same
shall be audited by them and paid out of
the gravel road repair fund as other claims
are oridered pald by sald board, provided:
That when, In the opinion of the board, the
interest of any free turnplke requires they
may enter upon any lands In said county
and take the gravel or other material neces-
sary for the repair of such turnpike, and
shall give a certificate to such owner or
owners of such material so taken, which
shall state the value thereof, together with
the amount of damages to such lands b
reason of the removal of such material,
and the county auditor, upon the presenta-
tion of sald certificates, shall Issue an order
upon the county treasurer for the amount
s0 certified, who shall pay the same out of
the turnpike fund; provided, further, that
in case sald owner or owners are not satis-
fied with the value so certified by =aid
board, he or they shall have the right to
appeal to the Circuit Court of said county,
subject to all the provisions of the statutes
now In force relating to the condemnation
of material for road purposes. :

Provided, further, that a notice of such
appeal shall be filed in the Circuit Court of
suid county within ten days after the de-
livery of sald certificate,

PURCHASE OF TOLIL: ROADS.

The following is the new law, containing
an emergency clause, which relates to the
purchase of toll roads:

Section 1. Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of the State of Indiana, That the
board of commissioners of any county In
this State, when petitioned s=o to do by one
hundred freeholders of the county, may pur-
chase any or all toll roads in said county
and pay for the same as hereinafter pro-
vided,

See. 2. Upon the filing of such petition
said board shall make an order directing
that the road or roads nawed in such peti-
tton =hall be appraised, for that pur-
pose shall appoint one ser, and re-
quest the judge of the Ch Court of sald
county to appoint another, the company
or corporation owning sala . ad or roads a
third, whose duty it shall be to appraise
such road or roads as hereinafter provided
and report such appralsement to said board
of commissioners: Provided, however, that
where such petitlon asks for the purchase
of more than one road, the company or cor-
poration owning each road shall have the
right to select one appraiser, who, with
those selected by said'buard and said judge,
shall appraise the road owned by the cor-
poration appointing him.

Bec., . Such appralsers, in making an
appraisement of any such road, shall value
it at its falr cash value, taking Into consid-
eration the manner of its construction, its
condltion as to repair and its net annyal in-
come, to be determined by the average
amount thereof, for the flve years next prea-
ceding such appraisement, as shown upon
the books of such company. which average
income théy shall also report,

Bee. 4. After the return of such ap-
praisement, which shall be filed with the
county auditor, such audltor shall convene
sald board In speclal session, if it is not at
the time in session, and shall notify the
pregident of the company owning the road
of the time of such meeting, and If sl
board and such company Cca&n agree upon
terms, sald board shall make an order upon
thelr records for the purchase of <uch road
or roads, setting forth the price and manner
of pavment, and which price shall in no case
exceed the appraised wvalue thereof, nor
shall the amount be such that if loaned out
at 7 per cent, interest it wowd yield o great-
er sum than the net annual income, to be
delermined as above provided and reported
by such appraisers,

Sec. . Whenever an agreement to pur-
chase any toll road has been entered Into
a= herein provided the purchase money may
be palid in whole or in part out of the gen-
eral funds In the county treasury, not oth-
I erwlse at:pru':;-rmti-.l or needed for other pur-

poses, and Iif the funds In the treasury that
can be nsed for such purpose are not sufh-
clept said board may issue tne bonde of the
connty In the usugl form, bearing 6 per cent.
fnterest, amd 1o an amount sufcient to per-

fact such purpose, and falllng due at such

tion of the sald fifty freeholders or report .

times as they shall determing; not exceeding
ten voars, and sell them in the market o
procure the amount required; or dellver tha
same to the vender of snco road in payment
thereaf.

Provided, however, that no money shall
be paid or bond delivered to such vender
until a4 conveyance has been made of such
toll road.

He Will Start Ot i Ormanise

Leagues in the Sinte=What
¥ He Says.

The executive committee of the Indiana
Good Cltizens' League has lssued a circulag
to the citizens of the State asking support
of the leaguc's effort for good government,
and pledging support to the enforcement of
the Nicholson hill, The appeal is signed by
5. E. Nicholson, author of the bill, and
president of the league. Satisfaction Is ex-
pressed over the passage of the bill, which
is called a triumph over the liguor traffic
and a vietory for good government and
purer polities. It says that the passage ol
the bill shows that the best citizens are
taking an active part in legislation. The
co-operation of all Is asked, in the efforts
of the league to work in the lines set
down. The league will be nonpartisan and
vet not hesitate to promote the interest of
both men and partics, if it shall becone
necessary to secure the objects of the or-
ganization. The league stands ready 10
resist every mavement of the liguor powaor
“so far as it seeks (o dizregard law, Influ.
ence legislation, or Iall the public con-
sclence into Inactivity.'”” The league will
insist upon purity in politics and endeavor
to get honest and honoravle men L actend
all primaries and ke an active part in
politics. The circular says the motives of
the league are honest and the members
have no axes to grind. It urges toat coun-
ty organizations be {ormed throughout the
State, to the end that s work ocan be-
come more effective. All Christian or-
ganizations are asked to interest themselves
in the work. Mr. Nicholson will go at nork
at once organizing the '<ogue In all parts
of the Btate and promote the work of the
league. The key notée of the cireular 1w
found In the following:

“Political parties have been censurad in
the past, and justly, too, for truckling to
corrupt methods and for giving audience to
the depraved and vicious, but when it is
known, that in the main, good citlzens
have keep aloof from political afMairs™and
allowed designing Rollt!clans and eelfish
aspirants to make their power maniflest, it
must be concluded that the blame s not
altogether with the party organization. It
is gratifying 1o know that the better ele-
ments are beginning to see and appreciate
this fact and their power s already begin-
ning to be felt throughout our commons=
wealth., To organize amnd crystalize this
sentiment Into effective, practical activily
all over the State, the league will use its
best endeavors. The league will not waste
its time on glittering generalities, but In
every munlelpality where It is possible to
use positive means to gain desired ends,
these means and agencies will he at once
appropriated.” :

Mr. Nicholson, president of the league,
sayvs:

“I have accepted the presidency of the
league at the earnest solicitation of a num-
ber of the best citizens of the State, 1 real-
ize the difMeculties that will confront us and
the criticisms that may be made by ene-
miea of the work, or by persong who o
not understand the purpose of the move=
ment. But knowing full well that such a
union of cltizens as is contemplated In the
cireular letter Is necessary to retain the
good work of the past two wmonths, I can-
not do otherwise than accept the position.
Our greatest difficuity will be In having to
resist the susrlclons of many well-meaning
people who will hold alvof to seo what di-
rection the movement will take, but ‘o
these 1 desire to say that the work of the
Jeague is only what it appears to be on jis
face, as set forth in the letter of the ex-
ecutive committee. Any man who signed a
?etltlon for my bill recently or who was
riendly to It (and theré were thousands of
them who had no opportunity to sign), may
properly become members of the league,
Any citizen who belleves in the enforce=-
ment of the law, who believes the better
element should be active at the primaries
and thereby make His influence be felt in
the nomination of good men, who believes
in the elevation of our citizenship, who be-
lleves that the Liguor League should be re-
sisted so far as it may seek to be a politieal
factor, may Sroporlr become a member of
the lea;iuo. ur organization will use anil
honorable means to accomplish these things,
with the aim In view of elevating political
methods and beliefd and bring to the front
an efficlent element that has heretofore bean
largely dormant.

“Recognlzing the fact that men are rpar(l-
san, we have sought such a unlon of ofti-
zens as will make it8 Influence felt in the
parties greater than ever before. Public sen-
timent I3 aroused just now, a fact which
makes necessary such an organization as
this. Unless there be a central organization,
embodying the common ideas as held by the
good ‘cltizens everywhere, thls public senti-
ment In favor of better government and
fewer laws will be largely lost and in some
gommunitiss die out altogether., Every coun-
l‘)_; needs to have an organization and when
that is accomplished, there will be effectiva
means for carrying t;‘t;ythn purposes of this
league, No one who 8 seéen the recent ap-
peal of the Liguor League, In its State or-

n, can doubt that that power intends ro

a factor In the next campalgn. To offset
this influence and preserve what we hava al-
ready gained, no one should fall to see tha
union of opposing eclements {8 neces-
sary. To this end we ark the ocurnest coe
operation of the good people throughout the
State, not that the pergonal interests of any-
body are to be advanced, but that tha peo-
ple and the State may be made hetter by
the existende of the league.”
