Regenta, and reports
having found the latter vessel sunk near
Bajo Aceitanos, not far from the Straits
of Gibraltar. Only twenty inches of the
Reina. Regenta's masts were above water.
The Alfonso XIII at once returned to the
scene of the wreck with a number of dl- -
vera ana diving appliances In order to re-

cover the bodies of the crew of the sunken
war ship.
, The Iteina Regenta was reported missing
on March 13. She had just conveyed from
Cadiz to Tangier the returning Moorish
mission to Spain. The cruiser left Tangier
on March 5 for Cadiz, and her whereabouts
has not been definitely ascertained until
to-da- y. Pieces of one of her boat? and
semaphore flags were reported to have been
picked up along the shore near Ceuta and
Tarifa. So soon as the reports of the disas-
ter became current a number of Spanish
and British war ships put to. sea in search
of her.

FIVE INDICTMENTS AGAINST INSPEC-
TOR WILLIAM W. M'LAIGHLI.V.

Captains Siebert, Price, Devery, Don-ohu- e.

Murphy, Carpenter and Ste-
phenson Among the Victims.

NEW YORK, March 19. All the police
officials against whom indictments were
found yesterday by the extraordinary grand
jury were placed under arrest when they
went to police headquarters this morning.
Among the indicted men are: Inspector
William McLaughlin; Capt. Jacob Siebert,
Union Market station; Capt. J. J. Donohue,
West Twentieth-stre- et station; Capt. M. J.
Murphy, West station;
Capt. James K. Price, MacDougal-stre- et

station; Captain Stephenson; former police
Captain Win. S. Devery; wardman Edward
Glennon (dismissed); wardman Edward S.
Hill, formerly under Captain Price; ward-ma- n

Burns (jumped his bail.) Shortly be-

fore 10:30 the indicted men gathered at po-
lice headquarters. After being placed under
arrest they were conducted to the district
attorney's office by Inspectors Williams and
McAvoy. The former had in his care In-
spector McLaughlin and Captains Siebert,
Donohue, Price and Devery. The others
walked by the side of Inspector McAvoy.
Superintendent Byrnes said that the indict-
ments which had been handed to him were
all that had been found.

In the corridor the captains talked ex-
citedly with their chief, but all professed
ignorance as to what evidence they could
have been indicted on. When it was an-

nounced that all the prisoners were wanted
in the court of Oyer and Terminer, where
District Attorney Fellows waa waiting to
fix the amount of the bail, the men filed
Into line, and, headed by Inspector Wil-
liams, entered the court room. Inspector
William W. McLaughlin was the first called
to the bar. The inspector, pale and trem-
bling visibly, was addressed . by the. clerk,
who said: "There are five indictments
against you." Justice Ingraham was
handed the papers in the case, and upon the
recommendation of DistriGt Attorney Fel-
lows the bail was fixed at $20,000. The bail
of the first charge was fixed at $10,000 and
on each of the other four at $2,500. The bail
in the case of John J. Donohue was fixed
at $2,500; Michael J. Murphy, $10,000. Ex--
Captain Devery's ball was fixed at $10,000.

In the case of in Stephenson no
warrant was issued, aa he is now under
$25,000 bail pending a new trial for bribery.
There are three indictments against Henry
W. Schlll, one for bribery, one for perjury
and one for extortion. On the first two
charges bail was made at $5,000 each and in
the latter $1,000. Captain Seibert was held
in $10,000 and Captain Price in $2,500 for ex-

tortion. Edward G. Glennon, who is under
indictment and out on $5,000 bail,, had $5,C00

bail added. James Burns is also under in-

dictment, and District Attorney Fellows"
said he had good reason to believe he would
appear to give ball. The amount was not
fixed. Carpenter 13 not on the force now

THE INDICTMENTS.
The indictments against Inspector Mc-

Laughlin allege that the offences were all
committed when he was in command of the
old slip station the First precinct. Each
indictment contains five counts four for
bribery and one for extortion. The first
four counts allege that certain sums were
paid to McLaughlin and received by him
as a bribe, on the understanding that he
was to protect the giver from police in-

terference.
The indictments against Captain Donohue

and Price charge them with attempted ex-
tortion in that they endeavored to obtain
money from Jared Flagg, jr., by threaten"
ing to prosecute him tor renting flats for
immoral purposes.

Captain Murphy is indicted for accepting
a bribe of $50 on April 1, 1890, from Robert
Payne, who formerly kept a concert hall
In Eighth avenue, to protect Payne from
police Interference.

There Is one Indictment against Captain
Seibert for accepting $25 on July 15, 1890,

from Augustus W. Barney, keeper of the
Magnolia Hotel, to protect "him from police
interference.

Ex-Capta- in Devery is Indicted for bribery
and extortion. The specific complaint is
that he took $100 from Francis W. Sea-gri- st,

jr., on May 30. 1S94. Seagrist was at
that time tearing down a building in De-
very's precinct.

Ex-Capta- in Carpenter entered the court
soon after the other cases had been dis-
posed of and was admitted to bail in $10,000.
He is indicted for receiving $1,000 from Wil-
liam Harms on March 1, 1891, to protect the
members of the Retail Liquor Dealers As-
sociation from e Interference. A wit-
ness against Carpenter is police captain
Max. F. Schmittberger.

Ex-Capta- in Stephenson is indicted for
accepting $100 on Feb. 1, 1892, from William
F. J. Prelle, president of the Retail Liquor
Dealers' Association of the Fifth Ward, to
insure police protection to members of the
association.

an Glennon, formerly under
Captain Devery In the First precinct, is
Indicted for accepting a bribe of $100 on
May 30, l&M, from Francis W. Seagrist. jr.
Glennon took the bribe for himself and in
the indictment he is charged with taking
one for the captain and for extorting from
Mr. Seagrist by threatening him unless he
paid. Police Captain Creedon Is a witness
in this case.

There are three Indictments against
patrolman Schlll. The first is for taking
$15 from Albert Chick, keeper of a saloon
and hotel in Seventh avenue which was run
as a house of assignation. The second is
perjury in falsely swearing before the grand

- jury early in its session that he did not
know Frank Webb and Virginia Jansen and
that he had no knowledge of a transaction
between them and Anna J. Ripley, other-
wise known as Mollie Ripley, relative to
the sale of a house of prostitution kept by
the Ripley woman at No. 202 West Fourth
street. The third indictment is for at-
tempting to extort money from Jared Flagg,
jr., by threatening him with arrest for rent-
ing fiats for immoral purposes.

BLOW AT THE GAME

HARVARD FACULTY DETERMINED
TO KILL FOOTBALL.

Resolution Adopted Tliat Declares
Asratnst Intercollegiate Contests
Various Sales of Trotting HorSes.

. CAMBRIDGE, Mass., March 19. The Har-
vard faculty, at their meeting, to-da- y, again
took a firm stand against intercollegiate
football contests and to-nig- ht it looks doubt-
ful If the crimson will be represented by an
eleven on the gridiron next fall. The mo-

tion adopted this afterno6n was worded as
' 'follows: '

"The faculty having received and consid-
ered a communication from the committee
on the regulation of athletic sports, dated
Feb. 25, 1895, remain of the opinion that no
student under their charge should be per-
mitted to take part, in intercollegiate foot-
ball contests." ,

The communication referred to was a
statement prepared by the athletic commit-
tee, appointed by the college corporation, to
have supervision in such cases as this. At
a former meeting the faculty recommended
the abolition of 'intercollegiate football to
the athletic committee. The latter replied
by suggesting certain, modifications of the
game, instead of its utter abolition. The
recommendations proposed that all games
be played on the home grounds of the com-
petitors; that the sale of tickets be limited
to graduates and under-graduat- es for them-
selves and their guests. Reform in the rules
Of play was also proposed. As regards inten-
tional rough play the advisors express theconviction that nearly all the players in
college teams desire to play In an honorableway, but that more effective legislation is
needed for the detection and summary pun-
ishment of the exceptional player of a vicious
and ungovernable . temper and to this endthey recommend am additional umpire andan increase in the powers and responsibili-
ties of all jthe officials. Another meeting ofthe faculty will be held Aug. 2. when final
and decisive action on the question i3 an-
ticipated.

Tne action of the faculty was emphati-
cally condemned in student circles to-nig-

as much because it ignores the authority ofthe atheletic committee as because it seemsto indicate a desire to crush out the sport
It appears to the students in the light of abody who are, for the most part, unfamiliarwith the game, disregarding the recommen-datlon- si

of weii-vers- ed athletes who havethe interest of Harvard at heart as deeply
as the faculty have. -

The faculty members are most reticent inspeaking about the matter. One member,however, said: "In my opinion the votemerely expresses that the faculty is un-
changed in opposition to the game.

Formal Iletrothel of the Dnke of
Aosta. and Princess Helene.

LONDON, March 19. A special dispatch
from Paris to the Daily News says that
the betrothal of the Duke of Aosta and
Princess Helene, at Chantilly, last night,
was conducted with the utmost ceremony.
Owing to the recent death of the Count of
Paris, all present were attired in deep
mourning. The ceremony of betrothal was
preceded by a walk in the park; after which
all assembled in the salon of the Chateau
Chantilly. The princesses alone were seated.
The Duke of Aosta entered the salon and
approached the Countess of Paris, the
mother of Princess Helene, and said that
he had the happiness to believe that he
had won Princess Helene's heart and that
his wishes would be crowned if the Countess
would consent to their marriage. King
Humbert's consent, he added, had already
been obtained. The Countess replied that
she was happy to confide her daughter's
happiness to the Care of a prince, who
she personally, esteemed and whose august
house was already connected by marriage
with the house of France. The Duke then
kissed the hand of the Countess and after-
wards kissed Princess Helene's hand and
led her to an embrasure of a window,
there they exchanged rings.

The Duke and the Princess had been
previously engaged, but it was thought due
to the dignity of both houses that a formal
demand be made for Princess Helene's
hand. The acceptance of the proposal was
immediately telegraphed to the Italian em-
bassy in Paris. Nobody would be sur-
prised to hear that the Cabinet promoted
the betrothal In order to please the mem-
bers of the Right and as a step towards
a break-u- p of the triple alliance. The
Daily News correspondent declares that
the wedding will be celebrated at Turin in
April and that the ceremony will prob-
ably take place in the Delia CIsterna
Palace. .

German Colonial Estimates.
BERLIN, March 19. The Reichstag

adopted the colonial estimates after a heat-
ed debate. Dr. Kayser, director of the
Colonial Office, defended Baron Von Wiss-man- 's

administration of German East
Africa, which Chancellor Von Caprivi cen-

sured last year. Bebel, the Socialist leader,
attacked Von Scheie, ,the retiring Governor
of German East Africa, and of the colonial
officials, against whom he made serious
charges. Mr. Kayser declared the charges
to be utterly unfounded, and Von Bieber-stei- n

defended the members of his depart-
ment. The latter said that anonymous ac-

cusations should be repelled until Bebel
gave the names of his informants. Bebel
and Richter continued to demand, without
avail, an inquiry into the charges which
they brought against the Colonial Depart-
ment.

Moraes Anxious to Make Peace.
IjONDON, March 20. The Times prints

the following dispatch from Rio de Janeiro:
President Moraes is anxious to pacify the
state of Rio Grande do Sul, but he objects
to -- establishing a .precedent by ordering
the withdrawal of the government of the
state, Dr. De Castilhos. Senor Carlos Car-valh- o,

the foreign minister, intends to offer
his services to President Moraes to pro-
ceed to Rio Grande do Sul to conduct peace
negotiations.

The Brazilian government last week
signed a treaty with the Argentine repub-
lic, agreeing, to remain neutral in case of
war. ,

Telegrams from Montevideo to-da- tf an-
nounce another victory of the revolution-
ists in Rio Grande do Sul.

Waiting1 for a. Chance to Growl.
LONDON, March 19. In the House of

Commons to-d- ay Sir Edward Grey, in reply
to a question of Mr. Hugh C. F. Luttrell
representing the 'Tavistock division of
Devonshire, who had asked for Information
regarding the case of W. H. Bickard, who
was sentenced to death for taking part
In the rebellion at Hawaii and whose sen-
tence was subsequently commuted to im-
prisonment for thirty-fiv- e years and a
line of $10,Ct)0, said that so soon as thenecessary papers were received the govern-
ment would consider whether it could in-
terfere in order to obtain mitigation of the
sentence,

A Colombian Discovery.
COLON, Colombia, March 19. Letters

which have been found on the rebels who
were captured at the time of the recent at-
tack upon Bocas Del Toro when the Mex-
ican bandit, Catarino Garza was killed, dis-
closes the fact that certain high officials
in Nicaragua contributed funds apd arms to
the rebels who were engaged In the attack
on that place. For instance Senor Cabazas
gave the rebels the sum of $1,000 and fifty
rifles. It is also believed that another at-
tack upon Bocas Del Toro is contemplated.

Newfoundland May Join Canada.
LONDON., March 19. The parliamentary

secretary for the colonial office, Mr. Sydney
Buxton, in the House of Commons to-da- y,

replying to a question put, by Sir George
Baden Powell, member for the Kirkdale
division of Liverpool, said that New Found-lan- d

and Canada had agreed to take part'
in a conference at Ottowa looking to theentry of New Foundland into the Dominion
of Canada.

Priest Expelled.
SAN JOSE, Costa Rica, March 19. Four

priests have been expelled from the country
as suspected of revolutionary tendencies.
Two more, suspected of intent to assassinate
President Yglesia-- , have been arrested. Re-
lations between this country and Nicaragua
are becoming strained, and difficulties are
regared aa imminent.

Insurrection Suppressed.
BUENOS AY RES, March 19. A dispatch

from Quito says that the insurrection in
Ecuador has been suppressed and that the
leaders have been arrested.
