- MYSTERIES IN BOOK OF JOB.

lfl'ofmnr Mounlton's Lecture Course
on Literary Study of the Bible.

The first of a series of lectures on the'
Mterary study of the Bible, by Professor
Richard Green Moulton, was begun yester-
day afterncon in 8t. Paul's Episcopal
Church before a large and attentive class,
The lecturer spoke without notes and at-
tracted confidence and attention by his clear
views and wonderful memory, quoting hun-
dreds of lines out of the book of Job with
the fluency of a master, as he is, In orig-
inal discourse. Hia reading served to open
. floodgates of light into the story of Job
and the psychical, ethical study of this won-
derful character. The form of the Book of
Job, the lecturer said, is a dramatic para-
ble set in a fram of epic narrative., Its
subject is the mystery of human suffering.
The eple narrative exhibits Job in his pros-

ggﬂy as perfect, but a council is held in
ven at which the spirit of evil proposes
1o test his perfection. The first test is the
Tuin of property and family, but Job is un-
ved: the second is personal affliction, but
ﬁ still s unmoved; the third test arises
the long continuance of the suffering
ring which Job's three friends visit and
sit by him on the ash heap, while a crowd
of spectators stand around below. Job's pa-
tience turns to complaint, and the poem
contributes the first solution of the myvstery:
Suffering presented as God’s test of good-
ness, the test being the severer as the
winess is sound enough to stand it. Job's
rlends offfr as the second solution the (dea
that all suffering is a judgment upon sin.
Job does not pretend to be sinless, bur he
knows that no sin of his can explain the
total ruin that has come uBon him. Now
the poem brings in Elithu, who adds a third
golution to the mystery: Suffering |s one
of God's volces by which he warns and re-
stores man, While Ellhu Is still speaking
there comes up a storm, in which the volece
af God is heard as a whirlwind, brlmgl_:}:g
out the fourth solution of the mystery: o
wnole universe is an unfathomed mystery,
and the nood in it is just as mysterious
an the ey God rebuked the three friends
because they had not spoken t of Him,

A RUB AT PAGAN BOB|

MINISTER MILBURN PAYS HIS
SPECTS TO THE INFIDEL.

RE-

Proclaims Against Sunday Baseball,
in Which n South-Side Pas-
tor Also Joins In.

Infidelity and Sunday baseball occupled

the attention of Rev. J. A. Milburn, pastor
of Second Presbyterian Church, yesterday
morning. A large audience heard the re-
marks of the pastor upon the two very
pertinent topics. As a type of the infidel,
Mr. Milburn selected the agnostic Col
Robert Ingersoll. He prefaced his remarks
in this direction by the statement that he
would not attempt to answer the assertions
of Colonel Ingersoll. He would simply hold
the man up to view as a type of broadness
s0 broad that 1t became narrow. In his
comments upon the recent lecture delivered
here by Colonel Ingersoll, the pastor sald
in part: -
“The narrow churchman Is not the only
bigot nor is he the only intolerant, Where,
for instance, will you find any such intol-
erance, any such conceit, any such bom-
bastic self-assertlons as in the speech of
a2 man who exults in his doubts, as in the
speech and manner of a man who has gotten
g0 far along In life and who i= so swollen
with his own self-importance, that he has
no need whatever either of Savior or a
God, who thinks that he can get along
vastly better without than with Jehovah,
the Infinite One, and who feels himself
entitled to sit with self-complacent criti-
cisms upon Isalah, Ezeklal, Moses and the
prophets. I ‘have met narrow men in the
church, and they have distressed me, I
have met narrow men in the church. and
my whole being has often shuddered under
their opiniosativeness, and the arrogance
of their dogma, and the intolerance of
their creed. But, my friends, the arrogance
and intolerance of the Pharisees of the
Christain church are a mere Insignificence,
& mere cipher, as compared with the monu-
mental wvanity, the co'ossal self-assertion
and the Infinite inflation of the man who
not only snaps his finger at the hopes of
his brother man, but who shadows God
Almighty in the deepness and the darkness
of his wvanity and self-conceit. Where can
you find more intolerance than in the man
who speaks with a sneer of the faith that
has made thie world great, of the faith that
has made soclety what it is to-day, of the

faith that has humanized the race, of the
faith that has beautified the human spirit?
Where can you find a more bitter mani-
festation of the bigotry than in the man
who speaks of his brother's faith and of
Almlghtg God with contempt and with
a sneer? And yet this Is what the world
calls breadth, this what the world calls
a board and liberal man. Maybe so: but it
Is a meagre and shallow broadness ard its
speech is the speech of intolerance. The
broad man, when We is {00 broad becomes
narrow in his broadness, like the narrowest
g; n;arrow sectarlans—he Is a Pharisee, a

Eot.

“And what an instance we have had of
Lthis very fact in the last week. Last Tues-
day night I went to hear Mr. Robert Inger-
soll, and several impressions were made
very vividly ug\an my mind. The first im-
pression was: What a wonderfully gracefuol
rhetorician he was. The second one was,
how hopelessly illogical were the processes
of his intellect. The third one wae, how
hopelessly this man who stands before the
world as an expondent of large thinking,
af what is called liberality of thought; how
hopelessly, how pitifully, how painfullg in-
tolerant he was despite what Is called his
liberality and catholicity. I have nothin
to say against Mr. Ingersoll as a man.
am wlilling to belleve that he 13 honest
and sincere in his hostile attitude toward
those thlnﬁ that the average man, even
though he a skeptic, honors and reveres,
I am willing to belieave that. he thinks he
is doing a work of good and not of evil
for his fellow-men. Nor have I anything
to say touching the criticilsms that he brings
Indiscriminately against all priests and all
ministers of the fospel. We deserve, no
doubt, a great deal of eriticlam. We have
wften blocked progress, we have often
been dogmatic, insolent and self-important
and deserve rebuke. Nor have [ any thing
to say touching his criticiam of the church
in s0 far as the church has done evil rather
than good, ang co-operated with the devil
in his designs rather than with God Al-
mighty and our Master. Every fair minded
Christian is willing to admit that the church
has done wrong and Mr. Ingersoll conlrib-
utes no light to that proposition when he
:lmgly reiterates it with a sneer and a
coff.

“The int I wish to make is this point of
the intolerance of what is called the broad
and comprehensive, the large and liberal
mind. Here {8 a man who feels that he
has a cause of action against the word of
God, and gets up to argue his case as a
State prosecutor would get up to argue a
man into the State's prison. After dispos-
Ing of the Old Testament as mere supersti-
tion and idolatry, and after throwing a bit
of sop to the mob by saying that the gen-
erous and courteous Abraham, if he lived
in the present time, would be in the peni-
tentiary, he comes to the New Testament
and savs that it is worse than the old.”

Mr. Milburn dwelt briefly on the manner
in which Ingersoll set about to prove his
assertion. He admitted that no Christian
has a right to hold in his heart one feeling
of unfairness toward any human being who
is unable to behold in Christ the Redeemer,
but he deplored the language of the agnos-
tic who not oply attempted to prove .Jesus
a mere man, but sought to prove Him to be
an inferior Kind of man. Ingersoll accused
the Nazarene of being the founder of a re-
Hgion that has been the enemy of everyv-
thing good. Continuing, Mr. Milburn said:

‘Do you know any Christian that shows
s0 meagre a spirit as that? Do vou know
any Christian, no matter how fierce and
bitter may be his bigotry, who shows a
more contracted and a more limited ca-

city to reason than that? I don’t. I

now of no finer exponent of this fact than
i'\;{r." Ingersoll's argument against the Bi-

e.

On the questlon of Sunday baseball Mr.
Milburn =saild:

“The devil's arguments are never nar-
row; they are never ({lliheral; they are
never ungenerous, When the devil is try-
ing to dethrone a man he does not pursue
the poor policy of trying to make the man
feel mean in his own eyes, He magnifies
him and Inflates him with great notions
and with great emotions, and then does his
work. I want to make a special applica-
tion on a question that is belng agitated
Just now in regard to a free, liberal and
cosmopolitan kind of Sabbath. Our fathers
used to think it was a right and proper
thing to set apart the Sabbath to the serv-
ice of God. But now what is our Sabbath
like? Nowadays our Sabbath must be very
broad, a day on which we can do almost
anything we wish. 1 read that Indianapolis
has so expanded in its notions within the
last decade or two that it is going to en-
gage In baseball playing on the Sabbath
day. Well, let me say that I, for one, am
sympathetic with baseball. 1 think it is a
delightful game, and I believe that every
citlzen in Indianapolis would be Improved
if he would indulge himself occasionally in
this game, but there is a statute in this
State which prohibits ball playving for pay
or any kind of reward upon the Babbath
day. And now if we are going to keep the
saloons closed after 11 o'clock at night, and
if we are going to put thieves in prison be-
cause they disobey the laws, ther 1 =ay
we should not discriminate against wrong-
doers, dnd, therefore, must make the man-
agers of our baseball association stand
square up to the letter of the law. They
have no right any more than any other
man has to defy either the letter or the
spirit of legislation. They have no right to
make a bid for anarchy. Let us.have base-
ball, but let us have honest baseball, and
above all legal baseball; baseball that will
not offend the consciences of the grder-
loving men and women of this city.

“Permit me to say in connection with this
matter that of all people en this earth the
American people need rest on the Sabbuth.
They have excitement enough, nervous
wear anc tear enough: they are pushing
and straining far too much. Our business
men are too active; they are wearing
themselves out, killing themselves by c¢ar-
rying on their backs too oprressive a
weight., The one thing that as a natlon
America needs to learnr to make us truly
great |s a sense of lelsure and the art of
repose. This is the distinctive essence of
the Sabbath day. It does not necessarily
mean going to church twice or even once a
day, It does not necessarily mean submis-
sion to eccleslastical authority, it does not
necessarily mean austerity or.rigidity or
gloom—it simply means repose and calm,
the one breathing spell In the week when
the groaning world rests by the whyalde.
8o, in the name of humanity, 'f not fin the
name of God and His church, let us insist
that our mad liberality shall not destroy
this priceless heritage, the Fabbath day,
thiz day of rest and calm. Le' us save In-
dianapolis from this stigma, let us save our
fair city from the evil repute that now
rests upon the citles of Cioncinnati, Kansas
Clty, Bt. Louls and Miwaukee. Let us give
the man of toll, the artisan, the cierk and
every citizen a half holiday during the week

S p——
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through all the s and summer months
at noon on Saturday =o that everyone shall
have an o rtunity to indulge himself or
herself in the delights of baseball. Let us
stand by the old Babbath, let us stand by
the calm and sweetness and beauty of this
dear old day which has done more to dig-
nify and civilize this earth than all the fret
and the fury and the storm and the stress
of the other six combined.”

CONTEMPT FOR INGERSOLL.

Dr. Ellison Alse Refers to the
Apostle of Unbelief.

In his sermon yesterday morning Rev.
Dr. Ellison, of the First Baptist Churcnh,
referred to the recent lecture of Robert
Ingersoll in this city in such a manner
as to show the extreme contempt in which
the Doctor holds that gentleman. While the
name of Ingersoll was not mentioned, yet
it was easily understood to whom the ref-
erence was made. Mr, Ellison was preach-
ing from the text, “Ye must be born again.”
He. stated that the people of the highest

culture In Jerusalem believed in Christ,
and the religion which He raught. "“So it
is in the last fifteen hundred years,” said
he. “The first order of minds in this time
have bowed in divine submission to the
Christ incarnate and had faith in His
teachings. You may take it in all the
greatest walks of life and it will always
prove to be the same. Take first the world
of literature, and the three master minds,
Milton, Dante and Shak re, have all
been bellevers in Christianity. Wellington,
Napoleon, Grant and Moltke, the greatest
of all soldiers, have been the same. As
representative statesmen, Bismarck an-d
Gladstone, Handel and Hadyn, as musicians,
and Angelo and Raphael among the great
painters, have all been helievers in the
teachings of the Bible. Those who reject
these teachings cannot be c¢lassed with
the first order of minds. They may be
witty and brilliant, but they® cannot be
ciassed with these named. Every man
ought to be a bellever in the Bible, but I
do not condemn a man because he Is not.
If he comes to me and tells me honestly
and seriously that he differs from me, then
I can and do respect him;: but a man who
goes upon a stage and before an immense
audience of people who have paid high
prices to hear him, ridicules that greatest
of all books, is far below contempt."”

AGAINST SUNDAY EASEBALL.

Mr. Roberts, of Fletcher-FPlace,
Speaks Aganinst the Evil.
Yesterday morning Rev. R. Roberts, of
Fletcher-place M. E. Church, took for his
subject Sunday baseball, His text was from
the twenty-sixth verse of the ninth chapter
of Nehemiah: “Nevertheless, they were dis-
obedient and rebelllous against Thee, and
cast Thy law behind their backs." His ser-
mon dealt with the moral and legal sldes
of the question. From both views, he said,
the playing of baseball on Sunday would be
wrong. He compared the people who were
clamoring for Sunday games with those who
were opposed to them, much to the disad-
vantage of the former. In the class op-
posed to the game as proposed for Sunday
he named the police first and then the mem-

bers of the Board of Safely. Then he
named in order the ministers of all the
churches and thelr memuvers, the Sunday
school workers, parents, and, in fact, the
best citizens, regardless of whether or not
they are connected with any church.

On the other side he named the few '‘so-
called" good citizens, who favored it as the
lesser of several evils, pleasure seekers who
care nothing for the morals of the city,
those who expect to make money from the
game, and the roughs and toughs of the
city. This comparison was not very favor-
able to the game.

He sald It would be no worse to permit all
kinds of business, manufacturing of furni-
ture or selling of dry goods, than to permit
baseball to be played on Sunday. His prin-
ciple argument was based on the fact that
it would be a violation of the law to allow
it, and because it would compel many per-
sons to work on Sunday who otherwise
would spend the day qulietly at home or at
church, The law, he said, is sufficient to
stop the game, and if it does not do so those
who are charged with its enforcement would
be the ones held accountable, He called
upon all the members of the church to use
their Influence in working upon sentiment
which would make the game Impossible on
Sunday.

CHURCHES AND POLITICS.

Rev, Mr. Mackintosh Declines to Dix-
cuss the Sunday Saloon Question.
The Good Citizens' League asked the min-

isters of the city to speak upon the saloon

question and the Bunday-closing question
yesterday, and many of them did. Rev,

G. 1. Mackintosh, of the Fourth Preshy-

terian Church, did not, however, and be-

fore his morning sermon he explained
briefly his reasons for not doing so. He
sald he belleved that the churches should
take no part in politics. He believed it
would Le better for the churches to keep
clear of all political questions, as history

shows when the church has become in-
volved in political questions, it is to its
detriment. He sald that there are several
different conditions of people @n this city,
repregenting different opinions. Some be-
lieved Saturday was Sabbath and some be-
lleve that Sunday as a day of rest does
not make it necessary for everybody to at-
tend church., Many of this country's pop-
ulation come here from other countries,
and they have been taught to believe that
this is a land of freedom. The way to
bring about the observance of the Chris-
tian's Sabbath is to educate these people
to the Christian’s idea. The church should
uge its influence to bring about a more
healthy condition and to get people to ob-
serve Sunday, but Mr. Mackintosh fdid not
think it was the church's place to make
persons holding opposite views conform
with those of the churches. Mr. Mackin-
tosh spoke upon the subject for about five
minutes, after which he made no further
reference to the subject.

Evangelist Coombu's Sermon.

Last night Rev. C. W. Coombs, an evan-
gelist, preached at the Sixth Christian
Church. The services were opened with a
song service, followed by a solo by Mr.
Hackleman. The evangelist took for his
gubject “The Old and the New Religion.”
He compared the religion of the vears
gone by and that of the present day, laying
especial stress upon the fact that years ago
religion was consgldered a luxury for the
rich man and was inaccessible to the man
who was born without title or fortune., “If
Christ were to come to the world now,” he
gaid, ““the people of the T'nited States would
crown Him king, but would not accept His
counsel. If He were to run for Mayor of
Indlanapolis He would not get 25 per cent.
of the votes cast."” To-night Mr. Coombs
will speak on *“Religlous Delusions.” This
church has received twenty-two new mems-
pers in ten days, ten of them yesterday.

' TALES FROM A SLATE

POLICE STATION INCIDENTS WHEN
PRISONERS ARE “CHALKED"” UP.

Humorous Remnarks of Some of the
Bibulous Gentlemen — Harrel-
House Row Products.

The slate at the police station, upon
which is the register of all persons arrested
in the city for twenty-four hours, presents
a varied assortment of names and crimes
at the close of the day. The name of the
fastidious gentleman arrested for driving
His blooded horse through a down-town
street faster than five miles an hour is ar-
rayed with that of the barrel house loafer.
All is equality on the slate, and first come
is first served there. A& each prisoner is
brought in he i=s led up to the desk, behinad
which sits the turnkey, Al Taffe occupying
the position by day and John Lofg by
night, both being veterans in the service.
The name of the prisoner is placed upon
the slate, followed by his offense, age, na-
tive country, color, and the name of the
officers who arrested him. The prisoner is
then searched, and any valuables which
he may have are deposited in a large safe
and credited to the priscner from whom
received. This iz done to prevent the other
prisoners from robbing their companions
in durance vile.

There are, as a rule,
made during the morning. Here and there,
perhaps, the detectives find a man for
whom they have been searching, and oc-
casionally a loiterer or fast driver is sent
in, but the majority of the prisoners do not
begin to arrive before 1 o'clock in the
afternoon, continuing until 1 the next
morning. From § o'clock in the evening
most of the calls which are made for the
wagon are to bring in a drunk or some
vagabond who makes it a peint to get in
the way of a police officer in order to get
a night's lodging. The “drunks" present
all the stages of intoxication, from the man
who has had only enough drinks to make
him comical to him who has to be dragged
from the wagon to the cell, unconscious
from liquor. At about half past 8 o'clock in
the morning the prisoners are lined up and
taken to the Pollce Court, where they are
given a hearing. For a few hours after
they leave the cell room is empty, but it is
not likely to stay so for long. In all prob-
ability the detectives bring in one or two
men, and perhaps one or two are sent in
on warrants which were placed In the
hands of the officers at early morning roit
call. By 2 o'vlock several fast drnivers,
loiterers and violators of city ordinapces
have been brought in and have either glven
bond to appear in Police Court or have
been locked up with the other unfortu-
nates. During the afterncon several “vags™
have arrived, but only one of the lot wilil
probably attract attention. He is a fuli-
blooded Weary Watkins, having all the
characteristics of that class of traveling
gentlemen, This cpecimen had ventured to
the heart of the elty at the imminent risk
of being offered some work, and while
walking aiong East Washington street the
pictures of the great flowing *Chicago
bowl,” displayed in front of the barrel
houses, had proven too much for his re-.
sisting powers, and not being in a financiai
condition to pay for several of the drinks
after he had enjoyed them to the fulles:,
patrolman Rinker, the guardian angel of
the “‘barrel house row,” was called inand
the hobo placed under arrest. He is not
affected by his incarceration, but imme-
diately hunts for the soft side of the {iron
bunk in his cell and is soon sleeping as if
he were in his accustomed box car,

Some time later an excited little German
was brought in by a sergeant, charged with
carrving concealed weapons. He had been
found with a revelver in his possession, and
not being able to explain to the satisfaction
of the police officer, was arrested. He as-
serted that the affair was an outrage, and
was loudly exclaiming against being put
into the ceil room. 2

“You here, I should not go, I haf nothing
done; you should mot so do. [ do nothing
but work.”

By the time he had made his last asser-
tion the poor fellow was near the hobo,
who had slept peagefully through the clank-
ing of the eat iron .oors, but @&s the
word “work’” struck his ears he jumped
from the bunk with a look of geauine hor-
ror in his eyes. He gazed at the lierman,
down whose chegks the tears were buegin-
ning to sourse, and then he daciled that
he had been dreamling  about work.

REAR ADMIRAL BROWN THINKS IT
SUFFICIENT TO MEET ALL COMERS.

Senior Officer of the Navy im the City
—Tninks There Will He
No Trouble.

““We are ready to meet all comers,” re-
plied the Admiral. *“We have one of the
best navies in the world, both as to ships
and personnel, I do not think any of the
present questions will result seriously, and
I think they have been greatly overdrawn,
but should the worst come we are In ex-
cellent condition. We have some of the
finest war ships anoat and there are a num-
ber of others building. In case of necessity
work upon thesge could be hastened and
they could be put in service In a very short
time, But there is not going to be any
trouble.””

““How many first-class war vessels has the
government '

“Oh, I couldn't tell that off-handed. I
would want to write the answer to that
question, for there are several of them and
it would be impossible for me Lo name or
count them all now "

“Where are the majority of the vessels
now stationed?”

“The big squadron is down in the West
Indies. e other vessels are in different
parts of the world, many of them being
near the east coast of thi= country. Affairs
in the naval department are running along
in much the usual manner, and no special
preﬁaratlons for trouble are being made.”

The fact that Admiral Brown was granted
a leave of absence seems Ip indicate that
the government is not anticipating trouble.
While in this city the Admiral will epend
nearly all of his time with his brother.

A New York Company Will Ask the
Privilege of Handling Garbage.

Dr. Hays, president of the Board of
Health, has been in communication with
the health departments of other cities and
the companies having the disposition of gar-
bage and night seoil in other plaves. As a
result he has some interesting information
upon the question, as well as a proposi-
tion from an Eastern firm which, if ac-
cepted, will be highly advantageous to the

city. This company has the contract for
disposing of garbage and night soil in one
of the New York city districts and in other
places. The proposition which they offer
to make to the city is backed by a suffi-
cient guarantee that the work will be prop-
erly done. The company is a prominent
ope and has the reputation of being relia-
hle. In the letter to Dr. Hays the man-
agers of the company say they will make
a formal proposition to the city of Indian-
apolis to dispse of all night soil and gar-
bage without one cent of cost to the city.
They will erect a building, where the ma-
terial brought to them can be treated chem-
ically. The company Is engaged in the man-
ufacture of fertilizers, and for the fertilizer
which it can obtain it offers to destroy all
garbage and night =oil of this city. Dr.
Havs will call the attention of the other
members of the Board of Health to the
letter which he has recelved, and also bring
the matter before the Mayor's cabinet.
