Such a thought as
being under the Influence of liquor never
occurred to me In the remotest connection
in reference to Mr. Cleveland until I-- heard
of the charge made by the Methodist
preacher.

BRYAN A LUCKY MAN.

By a Shelby County Decision He Is
Saved from Extradition.

The case of David C. Bryan Is again in
the hands of Governor Matthews. At 7
o'clock last night Judge Buckingham,
the Shelby county Circuit Court, examined
the petition of the State of Illinois asking
for the custody of Bryan, and charging
that the arrest of Bryan in Shelby county
for carrying concealed weapons was the
result of a conspiracy to. defeat the requisi-
tion from the Governor of Illinois. De-
tective Amstein, who arrested Bryan, and
attorney Fowler, of Chicago, representing
the State of Illinois, were present to , urge
their claim. Bryan's attorneys, ex-Jud- ge

Harper and James L. Mitchell, were also
before the court.. . Judge Buckingham, after
hearing from both sides, dismissed the pe-

tition. He said that he could see no fraud
in the arrest of Bryan by the Shelbyvllle
authorities, and he was convinced that theproceedings were regular.

The attorneys returned to this city at 11
o'clock last night and , detective Amstein
went on to Chicago. Attorney Harper in-
formed Governor Matthews of the result of
the Shelbyvllle hearing, but the Governor
made no comment. He declined to say what
he would do. Bryan's attorneys hoped to
get him out of jail at once, but Sheriff Wo-ma- ck

said, at midnight, that the prisoner
would remain in his custody until thismorning at least. Attorney Harper said
last night that his client would certainly
be a free man to-da- y.

RAKING OP GOOD SOUP.

Mis Cralsr Given Some Valuable In-
formation on Thl Point.

, The pure food exposition was all in readi-
ness for the public yesterday, after the
Sunday's rest, but the inclement weather
prevented the usually good attendance in
the day time. At night there was a big
crowd. The weather, however, had no ef-

fect whatever on the interior appearance,
as the electric lights were turned on and
everything was as bright as though the ' sun
were shedding his bright rays. The young
lady attendants spent the afternoon in pay-
ing short visits to one another's temporary
homes and in munching the good things
which were lacking other samplers.

The lecture by Miss Craig on the subject
of soups was better attended than might
have been expected under the circum--
stances, her lecture room being comfortably
filled. A number of the delicious soups
were made for. the women, and all were
allowed to test Miss Craig's practical abil-
ity as a cook by the tasting. Among the
dishes prepared were potage a la rein, to-
mato soup, cream of chicken and bouillon.
In part. Miss Craig said:' "Nothing is easier than to make a good
soup if one knows how and has the will to
do it. The art is quite easy, and the making
of a good soup Is, I think, the duty of ev-
ery good housewife. . Every great dinner;
in fact, I may say, every dinner of the
least pretension In the most civilized coun-
tries begins with a soup. In treating of
soups it must be understood that the tradi-
tion that they can be made from notuing
is exploded. They require a variety of
good, fresh material. By this I don't mean
expensive cuts of meats, but I mean fresh,
good meats and vegetables, and, if you use
wine, let it be eherry of an excellent qual-
ity. The basis of every fat soup Is meat,
made into stock or broth, called by the
Frenchman "la grand bouillon." The best
way to make this stock is by slowly cook-
ing In a closely-covere- d vessel. The best
proportions are one pound of meat to one
quart of water. To this we add carrot,
turnip, onion with two cloves stuck in it,
bouquet of parsley, thyme or bayleaf.
Cook for four or five hours, strain, remove
fat and serve as bouillon, or use as a basis
for all fat or meat soups. Soup Is the
food of children and old age, and should al-
ways be as nourishing as possible. Be
sure to keep the soup pot clean and well
aired. Soups nnade from your meat and
vegetables want to be used quickly or they
will ferment. Never let your soup grow
cold in the vessel in which it was made.
Stoneware keeps it the best. Browning
your vegetables in a little butter improves
the color and flavor of your soup. The
Englishman wants the real turtle, chicken
and mutton broth. The Frenchman takeseverything in the soup that is good. Every
French cook book will give you about 350
soups. Our list of lean soups gives us
many that are very delicious. They are
made of the different lentils, vegetables,
ccrealines and fish. In this soup we use
flour, eggs and cream. Housewives remem-
ber that no soup is good half cold. So, in
order to please the gentlemen, see that the
soup Is hot.
