Rolfe's Tribute to Nethersole.

then. I hope that you intend to give us
other Shakspearean interpretations in
future visits to Boston. I expect fresh tri-
umphs for you in the field of dramatic lit-
erature.”

Mantell Sent to JIail.

Robert B. Mantell, the actor, was ad-
judged guilty of contempt of court and an
order for his commitment to jail was
gigned by Justice Beekman, in New York,
Baturday, because he was in arrears of
alimony to his divorced wife to the extent
of £52,. He has kept beyond the jurisdiction
of the court for nearly two years for fear

of arrest. Business on the road being bad,
Mantell was s=elzed with a desire (o play
in New York, in the hope of retrieving his
fortunes. With this end in view he applied
to the court for a reduction of the alimony
to $25 a week, agieeing to make up the
balance to his wife in weekly installments,
Justice Beekman ‘says that nothing short
of the most convincing proof of Mantell's
inabllity to pay the sum affixed by the
court would justify him in interefering.
Mantell, he says, is amply able to pay the
alimeny. “It s doubtless a galling bur-
den,”” he continued, *‘but it s the result
of his pwn misconduct.

She s an acknowl-
edged charming woman, but only fairly
capable 'as an actress. When she reads
a paper hefore the Professional Woman's
League in New York, her ability is sald
to afford a treat to her auditors.

PENSARY ASK ADDITIONAL HELP.

Talk of Turning City Dispensary Bus-
inexs Over to Medieal Colleges
Revived—Finance Meeting.

The Board of Public Works Is =eriously
considering the advisability of adding one
more clerk to its force. There iz more
work in the office than it ig possible for two
men to do, but not enough for three men.
The new clerk will oe assigned th the as-
sessment roll bureau, but will spend a part
of his time In the board’'s office. There is
a large demand for copies of improvement
gpecifications, which the board deems nec-
essary to heed. A charge will be made
for this work and the new clerk will at-
tend to it. The receipts will he turned
into the city treasury. Tt has been rumored
that the present clerks had violated the
recent order of the board and had fur-
nished specifications to contractors. An in-
vestigation proved there was no truth in
the rumor. The e¢lerks furnished blanks
and the contractors made thelr own copies
of the specifications.

Dr. Lambert, superintendent of the Clty
Dispensary, is making an effort to have four
internes assigned to duty at the dispensary,
At present there are only three, and the
work is se great that they cannot properly
attend to it. The Board of Health is con-
sidering the matter, and may make the
recommendation to the City Council. It
would require an appropriation of &00 to
add one man to the foree. The old talk
of abandoning the Cily Dispensary and
allowing the free practice to be attended
hy the medical colleges has been revived,
alsn. The colleges are willing, and have
been furnishing free service in a great
many cases, but it is argued that it would
be impossible for the colleges to properly
attend a case if a visit to the residence
was necessary. It iz only for the clinies
before the classes that the colleges take
free cases. The new Indiana college will
have & large f(ree dispensary in connection
with it

BEEF IS VERY DEAR

STEAKS NOW COST NEW YORKERS
22 to 25 CENTS A POUND.

Jump of 10 Cents in Three Weeks—
Weatern Cattle Alleged to Have
Been Cornered by Chieago Filrma,

NEW YORK, April 10.—Meat is dearer
to-day in New York than it las been for
twenty-three years. Three weeks ago por-
terhouse steak retalled at from 22 cents
to 2 cents a pound and sirloin at from
16 cents to 18 cents. To-day the consumer
must pay for similar cuts of porterhouse 30
cents to 36 cents a pound and for sirloin
22 cents to 24 cents a poumnd. The New
York representatives of the Chicago firms
of Armour & Co., F. C. & E. C. Swift and
Neizon Morris & Co. all assign the same
reasons. The following statement made by
T. A, Adams, the New York manager for
the Bwifts, gives the views of all three
of these firms: “By a careful canvass, made
on Jan. 1, 1885, the number of cattle in

this country was estimated to be 32,308,000,
or 1,951,000 less than appearsd in the réports
for Jan. 1, 1884, The business depresgion
during the past year, forcing a quick real-
ization on the part of cattle owners, and
the short corn crop- account for the de-
crease in a very great measure, and the
decrease accounts for the present high
prices in the dressed-besf markets, which
will prevatl until the summer grass-ruon
cattle reach this market, which will be
about July 1. The idea that the dressed-
beﬂfl firms have cornered the market is ab-
surd."”

The jobbers give a different reason.
What they have to =ay is summarized in
the following interview, which was given
by Joseph Ferris: ‘““For the present price
of meat, Armour & Co.,. Nelson Morris &
Co., Schwarzschild & Sulzberger and one
or twe other Chicago dresged-beef houses
are responsible. They have a corner on the
cattle of the West, and they can regulate
the price as thev see fit. It is easy for
them to say that the supply has decreased.
It has so far as the ordinary observer can
gee, but the real reason s that fewer llve
cattle reach the stock yards of Chicago,
Kangas City and St., Louls than there did
a year ago, or three monshs ago, or three
weeks ago, because the greal wholesalers
hold the cattle on the ﬁm:ln? Troundu.
It is & harvowing tale those dealers tell
of the decrease In the number of cattle on
account of a shortage in the corn crop.
There was a short corn erop In Kansas and
Nebraska, owing to a drought. But there
was nothing the matter with corn in lowa,
Miseouri and Illinols, and it is from these
States that the meat for New York comes,
The magnates gay that the price will re-
main as it is, or go higher, untll the sum-
mer run of grass cattle reaches this mar-
ket. 1 tell you that the price of meat will
remain where it i= just as long as the
firms who control the cattle crop care to
hold it where it js."™

The hotel and restaurant Kkeepers are
feeling the rise in prices in meat keenly.
They cannot very well raise prices to their
customers, A well-known restaurateur
said: *If the present meat prices continue
I will have to go out of the business Ir 1
serve many meat orders a day."”
