LIGHT RECEIPTS

CHICAGO GRAIN MARKETS WERE
FIRM AND RANGED HIGHER.

Whent and Corn Advanece 1-S¢ Each,
Oais 1-d¢, While Provisions
Also Made Advaneces.

CHICAGO, April I.—Owing to light re-
ceipts the grain markets, although wvery
dull, were firm and the result of the day's
trading was an advance of i each in
wheat and corn and e in oats, Provi-
sions were fairly active and higher, clos-
ing with a gain of 15¢c in pork and .02%c
in lard and ribs.

Wheat opened quiet and steady at the
point where it left off yesterday. For May
7% was bid and a few lots brought 1-16c
over that. The general feeling during the
remainder of the forenoon strengthened a
little on the bull side, but there was ab-
sence of orders from the outside and also
of desire to trade among local operators.
The guietness of the trade was its most
noticeable characteristlic. Flu&Guations
were confined between H4wec and 55%WEHYc.
The resistance to any further decline was
ercouraged by the figures of the day’'s move-
ment, The primary markets receipts
amounted to only 162,000 bu, coempared with
2000 bu a rear ago and the export clear-
ances from Atlantic sea ports to 448,000 bu,
Including wheat and flour. The receipts at
Minneapolis and Duluth were only 174 cars,
compared with 200 ears on the correspond-

ing day of last year. The Liverpool mar-
Keie was steady, but Paris was quiet and
weak. Berlin and Antwerp were about
unchanged. The inquiry for round lots of
wheat jor Eastern and foreign shipments
was renewed again to-day, but the views
of buyers and sellers differed and none
was sold. Some No. 2 spring brought oc
over May price. The closing price for May
was bhlge.

Ccrr was vory much reglecied, but was
upheld by the small receipts and the firm-
ness of wheat, To-day's receipts were 73
cars and 195 cars are estimated for to-
morrow, Liverpeol sent rather higher quo-
tations. That market is becoming firmer on
the disappoiniing news from Argentine
about the corn crop of that ¢ountry. It
iIs now said that instead of a surplus of
30,000,000 or 40,000,000 bu from the new crop
there will not be 1o exceed 13,000,000 bu
available for export. The range of price
for May here was 45%¢c and 457§¢, with 46%c
the opening price and 45%c the latest.

In oats, as in wheat and corn, few fea-
tures were developed. Trading consisted
principally of exchanging from May to
June at a very small difference. The feel-
ing was firm with corn.
