- The managers of the May music festival
re much encouraged over the prospects for

the great aeries of entertainments that are
to begin In Indianapolis next month. They
are receiving so many letters of Inquiry
about the festival as to show a general
Interest in It throughout the State, and
even, in. adjoining States. Already ar-
rangements are being made by a large
party atColumbus, O., to come here to the
festival. Another is coming from Louis-
ville, Ky., and numerous parties are being
organized in various Indiana cities. The
secretary has received a letter saying that
seventy-fiv- e people , will come up from
BhelbyVllle to 'enjoy . the "Wagner night"
concert. One of the purposes of the fes
tival is to bring people hero from other
places, and this promises to be accom-
plished thl3 year to a greater extent than
ever before. The musical papers through-
out the country are causing a general
recognition of the fact that the Indianapolis
festival this-yea- r will be the greatest one
elven in. America a distinction that la an
enviable one, considering , the character of
the-festival- s given in tho East. -

The festival books, which are attractively
printed, will be ready for distribution early
this week, and can be had free of charge
upon application to Mr, Kelsey at the Big
Four ticket office. The book this year has
forty-eig- ht pages, exclusive of. the cover,"
and contains portraits and biographical
ketches of all the principals engaged, Mr.

Mollenhauer, Mme. Melba, Mme. Nordica,
Watkin Mills, Ben Dsivies, Mrs. Julie L.
Wyman, Mrs. Gertrude May Stein, Miss
rtose Stewart. Mr. William H. Clark, Mr.
William H. Rieger, Mrs. Jennie Patrick
Walker, Mr. Arens and Mr. William H.
Bherwood. In addition to these, all the
shorter choral works are printed in full,
together .with . sketches of the composers,
and the argument and a full synopsis of
Ealnt-Seans- 'a g.-ea- t Biblical opera, "Samson
and Deulah," wuich is to be the principal
choral work given. Ben Davies as Samson
and Mrs. Julie L. Wyman as Delilah are
to have the principal parts In the repre-
sentation in this city, for which they are

specially fitted. Mrs. Wyman studied it
under Saint-Sae- ns himself, and she is sing-
ing It In nearly all the Eastern festivals.
Bhe Is a contralto of tine powers. There is
no soprano part of importance In "Samson
and Delilah'

All the principal artists who are to sing
at the Indianapolis festival are now on a
tour of the country wun the Boston festival
orchestra, which is also to appear here,
with the exception of Nordtca and Melba,
who are singing with the Abbey, Schoefel
& Grau Grand Opera Company. This tour
began at Montreal, Canada, April 1, and
the cities to be visltea Include Boston.
Gloucester, Mass.; Bedford, Mass.; New
Haven, Conn.; Springfield, Mass.; Provi-
dence, R. I.; Hartford, Conn.; Rochester,
N. Y. ; Cleveland, O.; Toledo, O.; Columbus,
O. ; Syracuse, N. Y., and Indianapolis. The
orchestra and artists have all received high
commendation in the cities in which they
have appeared.

Melba and Mme. Nordica continue
their triumphal sway wliu the Abbey Grand
Opera Company. Inis organization began
a two weeks engagement in Boston last
Monday. In the parlance of the day, Eames
and the other great singers of the com-
pany do not appear to be "in It" with these
two. Melba sang twice during the past
week and on each night me speculators ad-
vanced the price of Beats to double the
amount' advertised, and even then therewere not. enough 10 supply the demand. In
reference to one performance a leading
critic of Boston said. "If the love of ap-
plause is a dominant trait in-th- mental
make-u- p of Nellie Melba, she will never
forget the events of last night. She has
been considered great as Lucia heretofore,
but last night's triumph establishes her aa
theonev peerless song queen of the present
day. It Is doubtful if the 'only' Patti eversang with greater artistic and vocal suc-
cess the great aria in the maa' scene,
Oh," gioja chc si sente. For this Melba
received an ovation bo heartfelt and spon-
taneous that she was compelled to repeat
the number, and before the vast audience
had begun to suffer from sheer muscular
exhaustion the great songstress had ap-
peared eight times before the curtain to
bow her acknowledgments. It was an oc-
currence .which no one present will ever
forget.

Nordica's personal triumphs were little,
If any, less than those of Melba. The dis-
tinction that she la the greatest of Ameri-
can singers, and the greatest singer of Wag-
nerian music in the world. Is one that isnot now seriously questioned. It was es
pecially lor the latter reason that she was
engaged for the great Wagner concert inIndianapolis, when she will sing, among
other numbers. ;Elsa's Dream," from "Lo-hengrin," which has made her famous.Nordica Is in great demand for the spring
concert, oratorio and festival "events allover the country, but she will be able toaccept only a few of the proffered engage-
ments, as she is going abroad in May tosing in the London grand opera season.

The advance sale of season tickets for theMay festival will begin May 3. one weekfrom next Friday. The first two hours ofthe sale will be exclusively for guarantors
of the festival fund, they being entitled to
this precedence on account of their incur-
ring a possible financial liability. At noon
the general sale of season tickets, open to
all. will begin, and wil! continue the re-
mainder of that day anti on Saturday,-th- e

sale of seats for single performances not be-
ginning until Monday, May 6. The prices ofseats will be substantially the same as lastyear, there being a slight advance In sea-
son tickets for certain parts of the house,on account of the extra concert to be given.For season tickets the prices for the frontpart of the lower floor will be $8 and for

. the rear $6. Ticket for the front row ofthe balcony for the season will be J10 each,and for the rear rows f8. Season ticketsfor the gallery will be $1 each. The pricesof seats for single concerts will be Jl.fcO and2 for the lower floor and 92 and 50 forthe balcony. The admission to all parts ofthe house for the afternoon concerts willbe $1. The directors hope for a large ad-vance sale of season tickets, for upon thiswill largely depend the financial success ofthe festival. The expenses this year aseso much larger than ever before, on accountof the great number of famous artists en-
gaged, that It will take very large receiptsto cover them. .

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your home must be right. It Is to be one
of the factors in. your social success. It
must be located in the "society belt," must
be substantial, with more regard to interior
than to exterior beauty, and must be fur-
nished In good taste. You must see to It
that from dining room to assembly room It
Is what It should be. The pictures must be
few but good, . the tone of walls, rugs
and draperies must be quiet and harmon-
ious and the .' taste displayed in
bric-a-br- ac rather severe. The dining room
appointments must be complete, in hand-
some and plain style. Silver is useful only
for forks, knives and spoons; cut glass
cannot b? too plentiful, so long as your
father will stand the expense, and don't
make the mistake of having gaudy china.
Effusiveness is permitted only in the fur-
nishing of your own boudoir, and there
It should be of a very delicate kind.

Another important factor is your method
of dressing, if you have no taste you
had best put yourself at the mercy of . a
good dressmaker, and then you won't know
how to wear the gowns she creates. Ydu
can acquire good taste by assiduous study.
Don't let your dressmaker cover you with
lace, or ribbons, or gimcracks of any kind.
Plain, large effects are always more strik-
ing. If your form is good never let them
induce you to wear anything that is not
trim about the waist. - Much Jewelry is
an abomination. Your party gowns must
b simple and the nearer you cling to pure
white effects the better. White will make
a girl look innocent whether she Is or not.
Whether your party gowns should be se-
vere in their modesty or not depends en-
tirely upon what success you have had
with the massage and various 'beauty pro-
cesses" upon your neck and shoulders.

Your "coming-out- " party should not be
given until you are well- - prepared for it,'
You may need some further social train-
ing after Ueaving school which can be ac-
quired by .visiting school friends. In the
Intervals at home you can judiciously ex-

tend your acquaintance by having your few
Indianapolis friends bring other friends,
boys as well as girls, for social calls, and
when they come make it as attractive for
them as possible with good refreshments,
possibly a little music and bright conver-
sation. Don't, for heaven's sake, either
at this stage or hereafter, kick over all
your prospects by falling in love, and you
are very apt to do it if you are not care-
ful. Don't go driving with any boy, and
don't let any male person make love to
you. except at a respectful distance, or get
"brotherly" or be ''spooney" In any wise.
Only one boy In a hundred can keep It to
himself when he gets his arm around a
pretty girl, and . you will not ; be lucky

. enough to strike him. Once It Is known
that you have been hugged ever so little
or kissed ever so lightly every girl "in our
set" begins to detest you. and, - what Is
much worse, every mother becomes alarmed
for the safety of her sons as well as her
daughters. It is a ' social crime to be
found out, and you are pretty certain to
be found out.

When you have extended your acquaint-
ance sufficiently your "cofning-out- " party
may be given, for you can invite all your
young friends and so many of their moth-
ers as you know. Your mother should fol-
low this with a "luncheon," and if you
can persuade your" father to give a quiet
dinner also, so much the better. After

tthis ; your 'beauty, , your - vivacity
and your ability to keep - the
conversation going will be the controlling
factors in your success. You must be able
to talk well about nothing In particular.

: If you are silent you will bore the men you
meet, and if you talk about anything of
moment, such as the theory of the latest
novel, some, scientific discovery or any of
the greater things of life, you will frighten

-- mem. jtememoer, mat iney are iiea up
all day with the sordid details of business
and scarcely get time to read the papers,
much less books. . .

If you "take well" your way is easy.
Be a bit domineering In matters pertain-
ing to "our set." Never let your taste
in music, in colors or in what is "the proper
tnmg" be questioned. The others will sub-
mit with a meekness that is beautiful to
behold. Rush new fads rather strongly.
Just now you should go In for athletics,
such as bicycling, fencing and tennis. Never
appear on the streets in the business part
of - town outside your carriage, and don't
be green enough to go shopping in the aft-
ernoon. Never go to a charity ball of any
sort unless you 'are sure that a number of
"ous set" will be there. Then, after you
are there, see that "our crowd" has a
rather hilarious time together to let the
"queer people" present know that you
don't care a cookie what they think ofyou. : Don't neglect to give each unknownyou see a wondering stare as though you
were rather curious to know what reason
he or she has for living. At the beginning
of a party talk to as many young men
as you can until your card is filled. If It isa quasi-publ- ic affair, or until you have
made numberless engagements ahead if it
is a private dance. Then have all the new
men you see, If they are well authenti-
cated, brought up and Introduced. If they
don't ask you for dances they are "sticks"
and you are well off with slight acquaint-
ance. You may let the rest of the word
believe you arc a little bit lively if you
enjoy it, but it would never do tb let the
mothers of "our set" think so. It doesn't"go" to be too gay in Indianapolis. Afteryour "coming-out- " party, when you give
.any sort of a function. Invite only your
Intimate friends and those to whom you
are Indebted and their guests from
abroad. If you invite other people whomyou have met, merely because they are
"swell," they are apt to come and then
make fun . of you for asking them; you
must remember that the early education
of a good many people "In society" has
been neglected, and, until you come to
know them well, it is difficult to distin-guish the people of gentle breeding fromthe upstarts.

Always object to "new people" unlessthey be young men. They are likely to
bring In daughters, and girls are already
too plentiful. Don't indulge in gossip, par-
ticularly of the scandalous kind; marriedwomen olaim a monopoly of this and are
rather Jealous of their rights. Don't drink
wine and smoke cigarettes; there la no
fun In either, and the results have usually
proved disagreeable and sometimes disas-
trous. Don't powder as long as you canget along without It; It Is sure to ruin your
complexion in a few years. Nothing should
induce you to use rouge or pencil; It Is
sure to be detected.

Your love affairs must be of the head,
not of the heart. The minute you tamper
with love you begin to deal with an un-
known quantity. Your flirtations should be
judiciously selected. Those with married
men must be of the mildest sort, nothing
but an occasional glance or conversation.
Even then he may consider you a fool and
his wife will hate you and manage to haveyou cut, off some receiving list or other.
Don't waste any time with boys; you grow
to the marriageable age much faster thanthey. They are all right to dance with,
but further than giving you the appear-
ance of popularity they can do you no good.
Exercise care in the selection of a hus
band. If you are rich you need not look
for riches, but they never come amiss. Se-
lect some man of serious purpose In life;
he Is apt to pursue his purpose and let

have your own way after marriage,rou are not rich the best match you can
make is to marry some man, bachelor or
widower, older than yourself, who has al-
ready achieved success and wealth In his
profession or business.

THE SCHOOL OF SOCIETY.

I have heard my first bit of instruction
criticised so severely by my best friends
that it is with no small degree of timidity
that I again venture upon the treacherous
sea of truth. I don't see why one isn't fully
privileged tcr write one's observations of
"society" just the same as she would her
observations In natural history. One is
Just as Interesting as the other to people
who have not been over the ground. The
purpose of this particular talk is to give
information and advice to the socially am-

bitious girl. In one sense this is a little
more difficult, than the instruction of the
young man, for so many more and such
serious problems present themselves, but,
on the other hand, it is made easier by
the fact that the "social sense" is so
much more 'keenly- - developed in the girl
than In the youth. I presume this is given
us as 'compensation, in some measure, for
the fact that social success, or failure Is
a matter of so much more magnitude to
us than to the men. When they are barred
out, or, being , in, are cast , out, they can
go in for work or travel or take to drink,
but a young .woman can do nothing but
be wretched. Then - the way of the girl
is so much narrower. 7 In her social prog-
ress, as in her womanly reputation, one
false move means shipwreck, irretrievable
forever. But If I continue in this strain
I shall fall upon that old topic of the
world's injustice to woman, upon which
my husband has been kind .enough to fre-
quently declare me a crank.

The person who can discover precisely
what It is that makes a girl "go" socially
will have something more sought after
than Dr. Koch's consumption cure. Money,
of course,, plays its part, but I have seen
girls "worth their weight In gold" sit out
three or four dances In succession. Beauty,
vivacity and the ability to dress well un-

doubtedly have much to do with it, and
yet I have known plenty of girls with
all three ' of these to gradually drop out
of "society." ! Another curious fact I have
noted Is that occasionally a girl will "go"
beautifully in one city and prove a flat
failure in another. Not Infrequently a
young woman will come here to visit and
bo the reigning belle during her stay, and
you will have difficulty In learning her ad-

dress When you go to her own city. On
the other hand, you will sometimes go
on a Visit and be dumfounded to find the
town In a social furore over the beauty
and accomplishments o( some Indianapolis
girl you have never heard of. Again, you
will often be surprised to learn that some
girl whom you have known here as a
"wallflower" has, since her marriage and
removal, become a great social leader in
her new home. This is a social principle
so well recognized that it Is quite the usual
thing for rich New Yorkers to break Into
New York's "exclusive circles J through the
London, Philadelphia or Boston door.

Tho "socially ambitious" among girls In-

cludes pretty nearly all of them. Even the
girl whose success is practically assured by
the high social standing of her parents and
her own beauty, regards her "coming-out- "

party as an event or importance hardly
secondary to her marriage. But upon this
fortunate creature I have no time to
waste; it la the girl or rattier her mother

who has obstacles to overcome that I
would aid. 1 take it that you are in one
of tnese various situations: Your parents
have grown rich elsewhere and have come
here to live, or they have lived here all
their lives and, having made money, are
ambitious to give you the best in life, or
you are poor and have come here to live
with well-to-d- o relatives. Otherwise you
might as well not try. If you have lived
here all your life and are poor you have
probably dreamed of the fairy prince thatnever comes, but you have formed no seri-
ous intention of assaulting the gates of
"exclusive society" and are fairly content
with the quiet circle in which you havegrown up. It is better so, for the pleas-
ures of tne "Endeavor" meetings, "progres-
sive euchre" and "The Hyperion Dancing
Club" contain vastly more of tranquil hap-
piness than does the hidden struggle tor
social eminence, where every slight means
poignant grief for your good mother and
not a little heaviness for your own dear
heart. The . ."society reporter" will . not
hunt you up. It is true, but you can get
your name in the paper by writing her a
neat little account of your party, and really
you would be surprised to know how many
of our "society leaders' do that very same
thing. I m constrained to believe thatmany of them get their first literary prac-
tice in this way..

If your father has amassed means andyour mother has acquired social ambition,they have doubtless looked well to your
future. If they have been unable to them-
selves form the social connections they
desired for your sake, they have probably
taken good care that you should form no
friendships, If not useful ones. They haveprobably sent you to the Classical Schoolor St. Mary's before you acquired any girl
friends at the public schools, and thenthey have sent you away to some girls'
"finishing school," taking care to send you
where the daughters of some of the "bestpeople" of Indianapolis were being polished
off. If you have been wise In your gener-
ation you have formed a warm friendship
with at least, one of these and have hadher at your home to spend the day when-
ever you, could.
