RARE AND CURIOUS BUGS.

Capitan, 2 to

Tradesman

How New Ones Are Found and How
Rare Specimens Are Secured.

New York Evening Sun.

Where 4o the new bugs come from and
how are the rare specimens securcd? ‘This
question was asked of Professor Beuten-
muller, curator of the department of
entomology at the American Museum of
Natural History.

“They are collected by amateurs for the
most part,” he replled. *“Of course, there
are professional collectors all over the
world, who make a business of looking
high and low for insects, but a far greater
number make collections for the love of
the thing.

*A special aptitude for bug hunting is
necessary. The most essential qualification,
perhaps, is keenness of observation, but
this is not all by any means. The hunter
must he thoroughly conversant with the
habits of the insects for which he is search-
ing. He must know where and how they
live, and at what time of year and day
they can best be secured. Some species,
for instance, live only in ant hills, others
under certain Kinds of bark, under stones,
or in decayving animal or vegetable matter,
They frequently show no traces of their
whereabouts to the uninitiated.

“New species are discovered by the thou-
sand every vear. The supply, however,
varies greatly from year to year. An insect
that is extremely rare one season may
be a drug on the market the next—and
vice versa. Some are local, also, while
others are widely distributed.

“Variable conditions of temperature, hu-
midity and weather generally are responsi-
ble for some of these insect vagaries, but
others seem to follow no law whatever,
The collector simply has to
chances,

“The prices of Insects are as varlable and
fluctuating as those of rallroad shares,
They are regulated by the law of supply
and demand, and depend chiefly upon the
rarity of the specimen. Some species are
s0 scarce that only one or two are found
in a lifetime. but If we knew where to look
we should probably find more, and, then,
of course, they would cease to be so valu-
able

“This Goliath beetle,”” sald Professor
Beutenmuller, holding up a wicked-look-
ing object six inchea long, armed with
a palr of tremendous nippers, “ls a case
in point. It was once extremely rare. 1t
was first found in Africa, and untll that

MONEY TO BURN.

One Version of the Origin of a Slang
Phrase Now Very Popular.

Slang words or phrases, mJny of them
destined to become parts of language
proper, are more dificuit to trace to their
origin than the world-old words which
have come to us through the changes of a
score of languages, Some of them are the
chance expression of a happy thought;
some are resurrections in strange form of
obeolete speech; some are mistakes or
slips of the tongue made In public places
which have sprung into sudden pularity
by virtue of the amusement which they
created; others are combinations of other
slang, such as the word kidnap, which is
merely an abbreviation of the phrase to
nab (lay hold of) a kid (child)

Other slang is the outcome of a de-
termined effort to force a new word into
the language, as In the case of the word
quiz, which, on a wager in Edinburgh, was
put in the mouths of all men simply by
making it up and causing it to be posted
on all the bill boards of the city. Btill
others of these foundlings of are
the outcame of an originally legitimate de-
gcription of some peculiar event coming
In time to acquire a meaning greatly broad-
ened. Of this class is the phrase *“‘money
to burn,” now =0 common.

The origin of this phrase, or at least one
origin of it, was a consultation over a
business transaction held In Rochester
s0me years ago. One of the parties inter-
ested was Mr. F., a prominent merchant of
that city, who was as well known for his
interests in wvarious ocharities as for his
sound judgment and business ability. To
these qualities he joined a simple, straight-
forward nature and a hearty dislike of all
ostentation. To Mr. F. there came Smith-
son, a promoter, with a scheme in which
he had interested many of the wealthy men
of western New York, and in which he
very much desired Mr, F.'s support. The
merchant listened to the promoter’'s rather
bombastic descriptions of the futurc sure to
result from the carrying out of his
project and offered him a cigar. Smithson
twirled the cigar between his fingers as he
outlined the profits which would accrue to
Mr. F. if he would invest a certain sum.

“You will need a large sum of money to
start with,” observed the merchant.

“Oh, yes,"” replied the promoter in an
off-hand way; “I expect to put in a big
proportion on my own account.”

““Then you have enocugh now to begin
with?' asked Mr. F., extending a lighted
match to his wvisitor to light his cigar.
The visitor declined the match with a ges-
ture, and, putting his hand In his pocket,
pulled out a handfull of bills, one of which
he twisted up and thrust into the gas light.
Then he lit his cigar, held the bill until
it was burned down, and toseed it on an ash
receiver.

“You see how much money counts with
usg,”” sald he grandiloquently,

The merchant rose. **That was a $10 bill,
wasn't It?" he asked.

“I believe so0.,"” replied the promoter.

“RBeen in Tlochester long?" asked Mr. F.

“Not very,"” said the promoter. “Why?"'

“This is a_ hard winter,” returned the
merchant. ";\!ﬂny people are without sguf-
ficient food and clothing. Our hospitals
and charitakble organizations are crowded
and in debt. And with these things so,
vou consider money no more than to make
i foolish and wicked display with it. You
can do no business with me. 1 bid wyou
good night."

The cresifallen %rcmoter's expostulations
were courteously but firmly put aside and
he left the place. When 1t became known
that Mr. F. had refused to invest in his
project others withdrew and the plan fell
through. A year later Mr. F. was dining
at one of the hotels in this city when
Smithson entered with a gentleman whom
Mr. F. and the others with him knew.
This gentleman brought Smithson over to
the ecirele and iIntroduced him. When he
came to Mr. F. the merchant sald:

“We need no introduction. I know Mr,
Smith=on. He has money to burn."

It so happened that the promoter had only
a few days before come into possession
of a large sum, as a rumber of the men
present knew, *and the phrase, ''he has
money to burn” struck them at once. They
were from all parts of the country, and
the saying went with them to Boston, St.
Louis, Chicago, Washington, and other
cities, to drift back evidentually, as all
slang that has anything more than a loral
meaning does, to this city, where it was
heard In the streets, read in the news-
papers, and spoken from the stage. It was

“information to burn,’”' or anything else,
whether inflammable or not, *‘to burn,” and
in some localities it was altered and came
out in such guise as **he has money to
singe a wet dog.”
