A large number of union iron molders
will In all probability refuse to go to work
this morning, although no general strike
of molder3 has as yet been ordered by the
union. Another meeting was held last
night, and It was resolved that the union
men should not work for wages lower than
those demanded In the new schedule, which
has been presented to the various firms.
The resolution, however, docs not prohibit
the men from returning to- - work in those
shops where the desired scale of prices is
recognized. Vice President Valentine re-

ported last night that he had visited the
remainder of the firms, and that several
had spoken favorably of the demands of
the union, saying that the men deserved
better wages, but that at present It is im-
possible to give them what they deserve.

According to the resolution there will be
a number of good workmen who will not
return to work this morning, as It is known
that several of the firms will absolutely re-

fuse "to give the prices set by the union. A
great many of the men in attendance at
the meeting list night spoke as if they
were already on a strike, as they seemed
to understand that they need expect no
raise from their employers. Those who are
refused tho prices set by the union will re-
ceive $7 per week from the union while they
are out of work.

J. 11. Alfree, of the J. R. Alfree Company,
was asked last night wh.it action he would
take with reference to the resolution adopt-
ed by the molders.

"We have never recognized the organiza-
tion in tho least." sail he. "and we will
hardly betrin now. Wo have a number of
men working for us who are receiving f2.S."
and $50 a day, as asked by the union, and
several others deserve the raise and will
In all probability receive it, providing they
ask for it as Individuals and do not join
any strike movement. As for the demands
of tho union, wo will siniplv Ignore, them."

"What will you do when the men demand
the raise in the morning, stating that they
will not return to work unless it is grant-
ed?"

"Thoso who wish to return to work may
do so. and thoe who wish to quit have
that privilege."

John L. Ketcham, of the Haugh-Ketcha- m

iron works, was also asked as to what ac-
tion his company would take in regard to
the matter. He replied that the company
had discharged most of their men, as they

Another Daring Enterprise That Will Save Dollars to the Consumer!

The three monument regents created under
the law ousting the old commission were
yesterday appointed by the commission con-
sisting of Governor Matthews, Secretary of
State Owen, Auditor of State Daily and
Treasurer of State Scholz. The regents
who are to complete the monument are
General Lew Wallace, General Fred Knef-
ler and Major G. V. Menzles. The last Is
a Democrat and an intimate friend and
counselor of the Governor, whose attor-
ney he is In prison litigation. The appointi-
ng; board was in session for about an hour
and heard a statement from Attorney-gener- al

Ketcham. The latter stayed only long
enough to learn that G3orge J. Langsdale
was not to bo elected and then he retired.
The appointing power canvassed the names
of Mr. Langsdale. Daniel M. Rar.sdell, John
K. Cleland, Major Mulkey, a Mexican war
veteran, living in Bloomington, William II.
Kngll?h and the gentlemen who were se-
lected. Governor Matthews announced that
he had asked, Mr. English to allow his
name to be used for reappointment on the
board as one of the resents, but Mr. English
declined, saying that he thought the board
should bo composed of new men entirely.
The result was especially pleasing to Mr.
English. lie said last night that no better
board of regents could have been selected.

The new board will meet to organize in
the near future, it is said, providing that
those appointed signify their acceptance.
General Lew Wallace and Mr. Menzles were
not In town and it is not known whether
they will accept or not. It wa3 thought,
however, about the Statehouse that they
would, though General Wallace once refused
to take a position on the old commission.
It is known that Major Menzles was not a
candidate and was rather adverse to be-
ing appointed. It Is generally taken for
granted that General Knefler will be tho
president and administrative bead of the re--
pwicy. His home is in thH city and he has
always taken a lively interest in the monu-
ment. He was se?n 'ast nisrht nnd said:"I did not know that I had been selected
as one of the regents until General Foster
called at my house after supper to tell nieof it. I was not a candidate and have not
sought the place. The idea of serving as
a regent is one I have not thought of andI cannot now say even that I will accept.
But if I accept I will try to follow tho law
and will us? my influerce to cause the mon-
ument to be as great a work of art as the
world ever saw. I have a. deep interest in it.
as all soldiers have, but I cannot as yet
fety anylhing about details."

General Knefler was born In Hungar, in
l$3i, and came with his parents to Amer-
ica in early boyhood. His parents settled
In Indianapolis In 1S.V), since which time
General Knefler, except when at the front
during the war, has been a continuous res-
ident. Ho was a deputy in the olllce of
John C. New, clerk of the county, and was
reading law at the same time. The war
breaking1 out, he was one of tho Mrst to
enlist, becoming a lieutenant I.i the
Eleventh Indiana, which had Lew Wallace,
row hi colleague on tho monument re-
gency, for its colcnel. He was shortly pro-
moted to the rank of captain for gallant
service and later became colonel of tho
Seventy-nint- h Itegiment. He won a brevet
brigadi?r gnral3hip. H was for many
years a partner with John Hanna in the law
business afr the var. General Knefler
was appointed pcnslo-.- i agent by President
Haves and was reappointed by President
Arthur, serving eight year?. This is the
only ofllce he has held. He has been promi-
nent in local politics as a P.epubliean. He
is a man of rositiv character and clearly
defined opinions. Ilia friends declare that
be is well fitted for the charge that sierra
likely to be his in large measure as pres-
ident of the bord. He is a wide read ton art subjects and has made himself famil-
iar with the great monuments of the world.
