MR. CAIRNS'S THREAT

MAY CALL CUT ALL MINERS IN THE
P1TTSUIHG DISTRICT.

Camps to Be Established if the Men
Obey the Order Break In the

Ranks of Ohio Strikers.

PITTSBURG. May 9. President Cairns,
of the Miners' Union in this district, an-
nounced to-d- ay that he would probably call
out all the miners in the Pittsburg district
Inside of a week. He included in this all
the mines now paying the union price. He
proposes to have the miners camp about
the mines of the New York and Cleveland
company at Plum creek and those of the
Pittsburg and Chicago company at Snow-de- n

and Finleyville. Mr. Cairns said: "An
agreement has been entered into with the
Illinois operators to establish an equitable
mining scale all over the country. The Illi-
nois miners have been granted the sixty-nine-ce- nt

rate, with the check-of- f system,
whereby the miner. will in reality only
receive 60 cents, and the S cents will be
paid to the miners in this district to carry
on the strike. It has become a matter of
national Important to etop the work in
the Plum creek and Snowden mines. They
are the stumbling blocks to a settlement
everywhere. We expect to establish a fairrate of wages, and the Illinois operators
hope to get control of lake trade by this
move. With the money we get from the
Illinois miners we expect to establishcamps about the Plum creek and Snowden
mines, so that the nounion men will have
to paas through our camps in order to go
to work, and we can win them over. There
will be about five thousand men in eachcamp.

OHIO. MINERS.

A Few Have Decided tt Return to
Work at Sixty Cents.

COLUMBUS, O.. May 9. The Columbus
& Hocking Coal and Iron Company to-da- y

received a message from its superintendent
at Straitsville stating that the miners in.
mass meeting declined to return to work
at 60 cents, the company having agreed to
use Its coal in its Straitsville furnace ex-

clusively and to continue paying 60. cents
until a settlement of wages could be ef-
fected. This decision will put the furnace
out of blast. Its employes out of work and
leave the miners also idle. The Incident
shows the feeling of the Ohio miners In
this valley with reference to the call oftheir State officers to stop work May 1 and
await further orders, as they give thisamong other reasons when they refused theoffer of the company.

High authority, which cannot be given
here, makes the statement important that"hunger will drive some of the coal min-
ers to accept last year's prices, which"'
many of the operators are willing to pay,
and when they do this an agreement "is
only a question of a few days." Fifty men
near Buchtel applied in a body to a town-
ship trustee for aid. but were informed
by the county infirmary directors that, from
lack of money, it would be Impossible to
give any relief whatever.

A dispatch from Massillon says: The
miners employed In the Krause mines helda meeting and decided to resume work atthe sixty-ce- nt rate until the State price
per ton has been established. Many of the
miners feel that districts in the State will
establish their own prices, and have asked
the local operators to pay 60 cents for the
ensuing year. State President Ratchford. of
the miners' organization, stated, however,
that there is no. possibility of the districts
adjusting the respective rates, even though
some operators have expressed a willing-
ness to pay in excess of 60 cents. "I have
in my possession," said he, "a letter froma number of Ohio operators who are desir-
ous of starting their mines at last year's
rate and others offer 70 cents, but no re-
sumption will take place in any district or
mines in the State until the scale is slgrtbd."

A dispatch from Pomeroy says: The
miners' strike In this district is practically
ended. The miners at several mines have
concluded to stand the reduction of one-four- th

cent a bushel and have gone to work
at the one and three-fourt- hs cent rate. It
is believed that all the mines will resume
next week. On the strength of the pros-
pective immediate resumption three large
contracts for coal were made to-da- y. By
reason of poor work last year the miners
are not in a financial condition to main-
tain a prolonged struggle.

Miners Returning; to Work.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

SHELBURN. Ind., May 9. The miners of
Currysvllle and Star City have notified the
operators they would resume work to-morr-

on last year's scale. From the most
reliable source, it Is gathered, that Jackson
Hill, Hymera and Alum Cave men will re-
turn to work when notified by the miners
from the other mines. Shelburn miners
will not return to work on account of per-
sonal grievances among themselves In re-
gard to one of the members, who they claim
will not comply with rules of the organiza-
tion.

In the Flat Top Region.
ROANOKE, Va., May 9. Dispatches from

Pocahontas to-d- ay say that all is quiet In
the Flat Top coal region. There was some
firing at Cemetery Hill last night, but no
damage was done. The night force of men
employed by the Southwest company is
slightly smaller than before and no Hun-
garians are at work. The day force is
larger than it was yesterday, but no new
men have arrived to take the places of
the striking miners.

RESTORATION OF "WAGES.

General Movement In that Direction
lieKun nt l'tttnburjr.

PITTSBURG, May 9. The Amalgamated
Association of Tin, Iron and Steel Workers
and the Merchant Bar Iron Manufacturers
National Association have entered Into a
combination to secure for the Iron workers
of the country better rates of wages and
for the manufacturers fair competitive con-
ditions against the mill operators of the
Pittburg district who have been working
their employes at low wages. An associa-
tion of manufacturers has been formed,
principally outside the Pittsburg district,
to secure remunerative prices for iron prod-
ucts and incidentally to give the wornmen
better wages than are now paid, which are
admittedly too low. At tha Youngtown
conference between the amalgamated asso-
ciation and the Valley iron manufacturers
an agreement was entered into by the Mer-
chant Bar Iron Association and the Amal-
gamated Association to advance the present
puddling seal 10 per cent., provided the non-
union and under-scal- e mills of this city
could be forced to pay the same price. The
strike In six mills of this city at the present
time Is the result of this agreement. The
Pittsburg puddlers are not only striking for
present scale rates but, If successful, will
make it possible for all the Iron workers in
the country to secure an advance of 10 per
cent, on the $1 puddling rate. The manu-
facturers may be willing to grant a much
higher advance if they can secure a uni-
formity of labor cost throughout the coun-
try. The Cleveland convention will proba-
bly propose a puddling rate of fl.5 per
ton and possibly 5o. The finishers are to be
advanced also, but not in proportion to the
puddlers. Should the plan Kucced. upfard
of fifty thousand Iron workers will be bene-
fited.

President William J. Smith, of the Ameri-
can Flint Glass Workers' Union, in lls- -

cus?ins the industrial situation said: "The
movement to secure better wages will not
be conlined to any one trade, but will be
made by all. The time has come and the
worker will have an inning. The restora-
tion should be nude and It will be the best
thing that can happen in this country at
the present time."

Attitude of the Bishops Is Dividing
the Country Into Two Camps

Sentiment of Mcnraguans.

LONDON. May 10.- -A dispatch to the
Chronicle from Paris says the gowrnnent
will be unable to much longer ignore the
rebellion which Is gaining ground all ever
France a rebellion of the church against
the state. The attitude of :hc bishops is
making a great impression on the bublic
mind, and the country is being divided into
two camps. Only one bishop has had the
courage to advocate submission to the law,
and he was promptly extinguished l.y his
metropolitan. The strangest part of the
affair is the apparent turn-abo- ut of the
Pope. It Is an open secret that his Holi-
ness will not withhold the papal benediction
from those who think it their duty to re-

sist the Droit d'Accrolssement. The As-

sumption fathers, who are the. proprietors
of sixty religious papers, are printing mil-

lions of sheets advocating a l'outrance. The
Socallists are Jubilant over the prospect of
a war wdth the church.

The Anti-Revoluti- on Bill.
BERLIN, May 9. The debate on the anti-rcvolutl- on

bill, which is now up for its
second reading, was continued In the
Reichstag to-da- y. The Prussian Minister
of Justice, Dr. Von Schoenstedt, said the
government attached the greatest im-
portance to the adoption of the proposal of
Herr Von Levetzow, late President of the
Reichstag, which partially substitutes the
government bill for the proposals of the
committee which has had the anti-revoluti- on

bill under discussion, with the result
that a number of amendments have been
Incorporated in it which have, in the opin-
ion of the government, weakened certain
provisions of the measure. Dr. Von Schoen-
stedt urged the mejnbers of the Center par-
ty to agree to Herr Von Levetzow's mo-
tion, saying that otherwise they would play
the Socialists' game. Continuing, tho Min-
ister of Justice said that recollections of
the Kulterkempf had clouded tho vision of
the Centrists in committee, and that it was
easier for them to yield now than on the
third reading of the bill.

McnrntcunnN "Want n Protectorate.
(Copyrighted, 1893, by the Associated Press.)

MANAGUA, Nicaragua, May 9. Many
prominent Nicaraguans, some of them being
in high official positions, are openly favoring
the establishment by the United States'of
a protectorate over Nicaragua, or the in-
corporation of the country into the great
republic. They declare that peace and pros-
perity would then result, the wonderfully
rich natural resources of Nicaragua would
be developed, and a financial system be or-
ganized by which all of the country's just
debts would be canceled. '

Trouble in Salvador.
SALVADOR. May 9. An undoubted con-

spiracy exists against President Gulterrez,
backed by Vice President Alfaro and a ma-
jority of Congress. Congress is annoying
the President In every possible way, the lat-
est move being to hang up the appropria-
tion bills for running expenses. Many of
the most prominent military officers have
resigned their commands. It is reported
that the troops at Santa Tecla have. been
paid, which ended the trouble there. A
quantity of revolutionary circulars have
been seized by the government detectives.

Meantime Waller Is In Prison.
PARIS, May 9. The United States em-

bassador, James B. Eustis, has not received
a reply to his note to the Foreign Office
here regarding the trial by court-marti- al

e to twenty-fiv- e years impris-
onment of Mr. .John T. Waller, formerly
United States consul at Tamatave. But M.
Hanotaux. the Minister for Foreign Affairs,
has promised, on receipt of the necessary
documents from Madagascar, to give thequestion the fullest consideration.

Sainoan Rebels Still Delimit.
SAN FRANCISCO,, May 9. The steamer

Maricopa brings the following advices from
Samoa, dated April SI: Tho rebels are
still defiant, but show no1 signs of making
an attack on the government. A fire inApia on April 2 caused a loss of $100,000.
The British war ship Wallaroo left April
7 and has not been replaced. Business is
badly depressed.

Cable Xotcs.
It was rumored at the Berlin Bourse yes-

terday that ex-Ki- ng Milan, of Servia, had
either committed suicide or been killed by
an assassin, but it-- subsequently developed
that the rumor had been set on foot merely
for speculative purposes.

The report that the illness of Sir Fred-
erick Leighton, president of the British
Royal Academy, who is in Algiers, had
taken a serious turn, and that his recovery
was looked upon as extremely doubtful, is
erroneous. On the contrary. Sir Frederick
is rapidly recovering.

SHOT BY A DETECTIVE.

Old Soldier Fatally Wounded In n
Chicago Police Bureau.

CHICAGO, May 9. Alexander Nichols, an
old soldier recently discharged from the
army, was fatally shot this afternoon, and
James B. Leckle, the superintendent of an
alleged private police bureau, is locked up
charged with the crime. The shooting took
place In Ieckle's office in the McCormack
Block late this afternoon. Leckie denies
the shooting, but Nichols is positive in his
assertion, and the known facts seem to
substantiate his story. He claims that
Ieckle agreed for $1. to give him a job
as night watchman, but that he never got
the situation, nor could he get his money
back. He finally offered to fight Ix?ckie

the money, and when he called at Leckie's
office this afternoon the latter shot him
down.
