The
Union Pacific, however, showed that it had
no intention of demoralizing rates and it
moreover made out a very seitrong case in
backing up its assertion that the cut in
the east-bound rate between Denver and
the Missouri river was due more to the
fine work of some competitors of the 1Unlon
Pacific than to anvthing done by that line
itself. It agreed entirely with the resolu-
tion providing that the markets should he

Board of Works Wrestling with Cir-
cus PFoster Question=Sidewalks | n-
der Private Contract.

According to the plans being male by

City Engineer Brown for the White river
interceptor it will pass through Greenlawn
Cemetery.

In an opinion by the
city attorney it is stated that wherever
graves are distarbed it will be necessary
for the board to make an entry of the fact
in its daily minute record, giving all the
circumstances, and when the remains
are replaced after the sewer is
laid under: .the « grave another 1=
ord must be made showing the fact. In
view of the fact that there will be several
hundred graves disturbed this will entail
a large amount of work on the board's

force, and just how to do it has been the
question. It is probable that the board
will draw up the proper forms for the
entries and have blanks printed, which
will be filled out with the names and dates,
and after the entire work is compieted the
records will he bound in volumes as a part
of the minutes of the board's meeting.

CIRCUS BILLS STILL THERE.

Order to Remove Them from Arcade
Fence Hasx Not Been Obeyed.

The Board of, Works Is still unsuccess-
fully endeavoring to have the circus posters
removed from the fence that has been
erected in the street In front of the site
of the new Arcade building. Yesterday
contractor W. P. Jungciaus was before the

board and gexplained that the fence was
under the control of Dickson & Talbott, and
that he had nothing to do with it. He was
told that either the posters or the fence
must he removed. There i8 a question ol
the board's right to order the posters re-
moved, and its order may not be obeyed,
it is argued that the fence has been erected
for the proper protection of the bailders
against action for damages by any per-
song who might sulfer accident if there
were nothing to compel the public to Kasep
away from the work, and that the owners
have a right to use the walls for posters
or signs in the same manner that they
might use the side of a bullding. hie out-
come is doubtful. -

Cement Walks and Sewers Ordered.

The %".r.ml of Works yesterday took final
action n the following Iimprovements:
Brick sidewalk on the east side of Alvord
street, from Malott avenue to the Big
Four railroad tracks; cement sidewalks on
Ohio street, from Mississippi to YV est
street; cement sidewalks on Maryland
street, from 1linols street to Capitol ave-
nue, and cement sidewalk on east side of
Meridian streei, from Madison avenue to
Merrill street. _

The board also granied the petitions and
orderei papers prepared for the following
improvements: Cement walks on 1 dell
streel, from the canal to the Michigan
road;: a local sewer in the first alley west
of Illinois street, from Merrill to Nor-
wood street, and cement walk on the north
side of Stoughton street, from Keith to
Windsor stroet,

Resolutlons wege adopled for local sewers
in Buchanan, Sullivan, Beaty, Greer and
Bismarck streets and adjoining alleys.

Setile Fined Seven Dajys' Pay.

Last night the Board of Safety heard the
charges of Saimuel J. Rice against patrol-
man Jesse J. Settle. Rice charged Settle
with exceeding his authority and acung
maliciously In arresting him on a charge
of loitering. The board found that Settle
had acted without proper investigation in
making the arrest, but decided that he had
not been prompted by malicious motives.
He wus fined seven days' pay. Some time
ago Settle noticed that Rice was in the
habit of loafling about a certain corner most
of the time, and one day asked him what
he did for a living. Rice told Settle it was
none of his business, and Settle arrested
Rim for loftering. On the itrial of the case
Rice's good character was conceded by the
defense. It was shown that Rice i= a
painter, and at that season work was
gearce and he had little to do, but that

This
is a depa.ture that will be appreciated by
the men. Otherwise the buildings are very
much like those now in use,

Street Sprinklers Docked.

Two cases of fallure to properly sprinkle
streets were reported vesterday by Sprinke
ling Inspector A. O. Ewan against Fuerhing
Bros.,, one against F. H. Harting, one
against 8. P. Hamilton and one against the
ity Sprinkling Company. In each case the
contractor is docked two days’ pay. It is
the intention of Mr. Ewan, acting under
the board’'s instructions, to hold the con-
tractors to the letter of their agreements
this vear and requires that all s=treets be
Kept in proper condition.

Want Part of the Street.

A petition was filed with the Board of
Works vesterday asking for cement side-
walks on New Jersey street, from IFort
Wavne to Massachusetts avenue. The plat
filedd with the petition shows a three-foot
lawn next to the curb, a seven-foot walk

and about twelve between the walk and
property line for lawn purposes,

Wiil Keep Alabama Street Open,

The Big Four and the Union railways
were vesterday ordered to repair the cross-
ing of their tracks at Alabama street and

make it 0 that it can be used by reEons
who want to drive through under the via-
duct. They were also ordered to keep the
crossing clear of cars.

Old Landmarks Condemned.
The Board of Works vesterday, on the

It is
the place formerly occupied by Sag Dinnin
as a saloon,

THE IRON MOLDERS' TROUBLE.

A Hundred Men Out of Work in Con-
sequence of the Union's Stand.

There is little change in the iron mold-
aers’ strike situation. Ancther meeting was
held last night, and those men who are
out of work were reported to the union,
and will be cared. for. There are only a
few shops where the schedule presented
by the men has been accepted, and as a

consequence almost a hundred molders are
out of work, a& it was resolved at the
meeting of the union Wednesday night that
union men should noet work for less than
the prices determined in the new scale of
wages. The union feels that the affair
cannot properly be termed a strike, as
those who can get the prices asked are to
go on with their work, and about half of
the union molders are at work. It is re-
ported that almost thirty-five nonunion
imen also quit work yesterday morning,
without even being solicited by the union.
They have not applied for membership in
the union, and probably will not, but they
feel that the prices asked by the union
men are but just and they are standing
by what they feel is right. Yesterday
morning s=ome work was sent from the
foundry of Chandler & Smith to the shops
of Potts & Sons, where nonunion men were
«till at work, and they refused to do the
work and left the shop, it is claimed. Only
the shops which employ men by the day
are affected by the strike, as the men in
the piece work shops are still working and
are receiving fair pay. The union men say
thev will not work unless the prices which
they ask are granted, and the bosses say
it 1s impossible to accept the new schedule
at present. They claim that they will im-
port workmen, but the union men say
that does not worry them, as they claim
tood workmen cannot be secured at the
prices which the foundries are paying.

Attack from Another Quarter.

A movement entirely independent of that
take'r by the county auditors and treas-
urers= is said to be on foot to try to have
the fee and salary law declared unconstitu-
tional.
