CHICAGO, May 10. Wheat lost "sc to-d- ay

on liberal realization sales. The expectation
of the government report prevented heavy
trading. July corn closed 2c lower. July
oats c lower, and provisions finished at
slight declines.

Wheat opened easier, chiefly because of
the predicted drop in temperature, and in
about forty minutes from the opening the
price of July wheat was down to 64c, com-

pared with 61c at the end of yesterday's
session. Extreme nervousness characteri-
zed the trading all the forenoon. There
were a few buying orders at the price last
quoted, but sellers all at ence became so
conservative that none could be bought un-

til buyers advanced their bids to 61'4c. It
had more than one downward reaction after
that, during which it was not so difficult to
buy at 64c, but the feature of the fore-
noon's business was Its quick fluctuations
over, a narrow range. The opening trades
were at from 6P2c to 64c, with sellers
more eager than the buyers at those rates.
The foreign, markets sent higher quota-
tions, but not surllclently so to equal yes-

terday's advance here, and that was consid-
ered a weak point to start with. The Min-

neapolis and Duluth receipts were 143 cars.
The primary market receipts were 102,000

bushels. The export clearances from Atlan-
tic ports comprised U2.00O bushels of wheat
and flour together. There were reports
from St. Louis confirming all they had pre-
viously advised of drought, but there were
other reports. from the same place stating
that the damages reported were being con-
siderably exaggerated. The government re-
port to be issued this afternoon exercised
a restraining influence on the traders. There
seemed to be no advance tips about it, but
the general impression was that it would
not differ materially from Thoman's report,
as published in the Prairie Farmer, ten
days ago. which reduced the condition 2.6
per cent, from that given by it on the pre-
vious month. A somewhat similar reduction
given by the government would make its
report show a condition of about 78.5 per
cent. The foreign markets all closed higher,
but the realizing continued until the close.
The prices were about the lowest near the
end. and after selling at 63Vy6i?bc July
closed at 63c.

Corn ruled rather weak, and a moderate
amount of business was done. The offerings
from country stations were heavier again,
and receiving houses were alarmed In con-
sequence of that bearish character. July
opened at the highest price of the day,
from 51c to 50"gC, as against 51c at the
close yesterday. After a decline to 50t
snVac and a reaction to 50c It dropped again
to 50i2e and closed at 3oc. Receipts here
were 201 cars, and estimates for next day
are 230 cars. Primary mavnet receipts were
161.000 bushels, againsd 230,0o0 bushels a year
ago.

Only a comparatively small business was
transacted in oats. The feeling was weak
and prices lower. The excellent prospects
for the coming crop were very influential in
causing country people to forward selling
orders. The arrival of new oats on this
market Is reported to be about two weeks
earlier than usual, and a new supply is ex-
pected during the forepart of July. A heavy
crop Is also predicted throughout the coun-
try. June started at 2SVfi29e. sold at 20c,
down to 28'2c. and closed at 2S'2'S2Sc. July
ranged from 2Sc to 2S',2c and closed at 28'2
fr2Sc.

Trade In provisions was exceedingly light.
Fluctuations were narrow, and there was a
general Indisposition to trade. Hog receipts
were about as expected.

NEW YORK, May 10. R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review of trade, which Issues to-

morrow, will say: The event of the week
is the demoralization of foreign exchange,
caused by enormous sales of bonds sbroad.
Besides a sale of $10,000,000 of Manhattan
and ether railroad bonds through the syn-
dicate, large purchases on foreign account
have been recorded for some .weeks, so
that the acgrepate probably exceeds J5O.000,-00- 0

since the sale of governments. Safety
for the summer means much for all busi-
ness, and the syndicate deems it so fully
assured that it distributes 40 per cent, of
the money advanced by the associates,
which relieves a large amount to stimu-
late operations in securities and products.
Crop prospects also have greatly Improved,
and this Is of still higher importance, as it
will do much to determine the character
and volume of all business after summer
uncertainties are over. In addition, busi-
ness Is reviving, though the gain in great
industries Is retarded by many strikes.
Sales of wheat for the week have
been 34.000.000 bushels, against 95.000.Oft0

bushels the previous week and 81,000.000
bushels the week before. Sales of cotton
were 542,009 bales, against 1,046.000 bales the
previous week and 1.192.000 bales the week
before. But Thursday brought new activ-
ity. Wheat had fallen 2 cents, but rose
2 cen(s that day. Western receipts are

bushels, against 1.261.764 bushels lastyear, and Atlantic exports, flour Included.
1.615,051 bushels, against 2,21 1,041 bus!Ws
last year. In thi;ee weeks since the rise
In wheat these exports have been 5,160.121
bushels, against 7.849.971 bushels last year.
Pork has fallen 25 cents per barrel; lard.
20 cents and hogs, 30 cents per 100 pound.
Cotton is lower, and receipts, in spite of
a bad prediction of great decline, still ex-
ceed those of 1892.

The Industries were distinctly gaining
when strikes began, which have spread
quite wddely. Garment workers in several
cities and Pocahontas coke workers are
still out, with several thousand woolen
workers near Providence, other woolen
mills and furnaces in the Shenango and
Mahoning valleys, which were making 25,-- 00

tons per week, have stopped, as well as
the Illinois steel works, the largest Western
concern, so that .works are directly affected
which produced 23 per cent, of the entireoutput. The Amalgamated Association
also proposes a struggle over the new wage
scale. The output of Iron still exceeds the
consumption, but has fallen 1.5S0 tons
weekly In April to J56.554 tons In May.
Bessemer pig has been raised to $10.90 at
Pittsburg, and the general demand for fin-
ished products does not equal the recentoutput, but is distinctly Increasing, bars
and sheets soiling more largely, thouah
structural specifications are disappointingly
slow. The most noteworthy gain is In
orders for steel rails. 30.000 tons for th
Pennsylvania and 50.000 tons for a Western
road. Coke production still lessens.- - 6.732
tons for the week and 36.356 tons, or 23 per
cent. In the past three weeks. Tin has been
raised to 14.4 cents and copper to 10
cents by increasing demand.

Sales of wool for the week are less than
in 1892. but larger than in the past two
years, though prices do not rise. Rather
more demand appears for men's woolen,
but cancellations are also more numerous,
and imports of woolen goods, wdth with-
drawals from warehouses, were1 about $19.-COO.C- CO

in the first quarter of the year,
against about $5,000,000 last year. Cotton
goods continue strong, mills beins well em-
ployed, and they hold heavy stocks of raw
cotton bought at low prices. The failures
this week have been 227 in the United
States, arrainst 266 last year, and thirty-fou-r

in Canada, against forty-tw- o last
year.

HrndstreeCs Review of Trade.
NEW YORK. May 10. Bradstreet's to-

morrow will say: The present week brings
distinct and, in some Instances, even more
pronounced evidences of improvement In
business, notwithstanding the Increase of
the waste of industrial discontent and
strikes for higher wages, always the ac-
companiment of an upward tendency to
prices. Sole leather is up another 2 cents,
and prices of shoes are following. Gal-
vanized Iron and wdre nails arc higher, as
is Bessemer pig, about 10 cents; sugar,
cent; print cloths, 1-- 16 cent, and wheat
flour, 15c. In addition prices have remained
firm fcr lumber, tin and cotton, and while
no actual advances are announced for steel
billets, live cattle and rice this week, the
tendency in each Instance is upward. The
heavy drop In wheat prices early in the
week prevents wheat quotations from show-
ing a net advance, notwithstanding the
sharp up turn in the past few days. Iarge
receipts of hogs have put prices down 5
cents, and lard and pork have followed.
Exports of wheat and wdieat flour from the
United States, both coasts, and from Mont-
real (flour and wheat) amount to 2.S05.0O0
bushels this week, against 2,555.000 bushels
lart week, 2.815.000 bushels in the week ayear ago, 2.712,000 bushels 'two years ago.

bushels in 1892 and 1,041,000 bushels
in the like week in 1891.

Bank clearings a week ago Indicated that
the tide of trade at the South was rising,
nnd this week's telegrams confirm it. Tne
South sends to Bradstreet more encourag-
ing reports than for a long time. Some
little gain in demand for either dry goods,
plantation supplies, or In collections (whicri
Is most significant), is announced by two-thir- ds

of all cities reporting. At the West
previous gains are maintained, and confi-
dence in an enlarged volume of business
increases. At Chicago and St. LouU whole-
sale dealers report a volume of business
larger than last week or the week a year
ago.
