Indianapolis Takes the First Game
with Kansas City.
Indianapolis is in front aga:n and all the
baseball enthusiasts In the city rejoice in
conscquence, Motz's men earned the
coveted position by defeating Kansas City
yesterday with comparative ease. It was a
fine crowd that welcamed them home, two
thousand people being at the grounds, and
nobody regretted Boing out either. Cross
was in the box for Indianapolis and was
up to his usual fine form, the visitors get-
ting but ten well scattered hits off him,
three of which were scratches. He was
steady as a clock, giving only one base
on balls and he and McFarland kept the
base runners so close to the corners that
the Kansas City score shows no stolen
bases. Captain Manning presented a pitcher
new to Indiapapolis in the person of a
Young man named Stultz. Indianapelis
warmed to young Mr. Stultz in commenda-
ble fashion, hitting him freely throughout
the game. It is true that several of the
hits were on the lucky order, but, at the
same time the pitcher was touched up very
freely, and it is only by an unusual clr-
cumstance that Indianapolis failed to add
three or four more runs in the ninth in-
ning. The game was comparatively free
from errors, McCarthy having the only oae
for Indlanapolis, and (hat an excusably
wild throw in the eighth inning.

VICTORIA'S BIRTHDAY.

-

It Marks n Great Epech in English
History=A Long Reign.

Chicago Times-Herald,

The Queen of Great Britain and Ireland
and Empress of India will have attain®d her
seventy-sixth birthday on the 24th inst.,
and on June 20 following will have com-
pleted the MHfty-eighth year of her reign.
It has been one of the greatest perlods in
the world's history and marks a physical
and intellectual progress unparalled in time,
Above all it is the most brilliant epoch in
the history of the British Empire, ever to
be renowned for the splendid galaxy of
great men and women it has produced.
Among these no name will stand forth
more illustrious or more jmperigshable than
that of Victoria 1. As sovereign and woman
her life has been open as the day, to be ob-
servedd of all men, and it has been from the
beginning pure, honest and unsullled. As
wite, mother and Queen she is peerless
among woinen,

The eighteenth birthday of the Princess
Victoria, when she came of age, wus cele-
brated with great pomp and festivity on
the Z24th of May, 187, All England rejoiced
in the prospect of a youthful sovereign,
who must inevitalily soon be called to the
throne, for the “sailor king”' Willilam 1V.,
was enfeebled by age and disease, A few
weeks later he was fast approaching his
final hour. Junc 13, 1837, he received the
final consolations of religion at the hands
of the Archbishop of Canterbury, and at
2:2 o'clock on the morning of the 20th he
mssed to that state which king and sub-
;m't alike must enter and ceased to be
King of Britlsh Empire. He died
Windsor Castle, and ere his body was cold
messengers were dispatched to Kensington
Palace to inform the Princcss that she was
Queen,

The méssengers were the Archbishop of
Canterbury and the Marquis of Conyngham,
chamberlain of the palace,

Few scenes In Victoria’s long reign are
more pleasing or more affecting than those
in which. she heard the news «f her acces-
glon and recelved the allegiswve of the
Ministry and the lords of the privy council

The messengers left Windsor a. 3 o'clock
in the morning and arrived at Kensington
Palace, in London, at 5. ine princess was
sleeping in her mother's room, which had
alwayvs been her custom, an! was sum-
moned hastily; she entered ihe presence of
the messenger wrapped in & Gicssing gown,
with slippers on her nakel feet. Conynham
told her their errand, and addressed her as
“vour Majesty.,”” She put out her hand,
and they kissed it in homage, and through-
out the recital of the news behaved with
admirable se!f-possession and modesty, As
they departed she said to the archbishop:
“1 ask your pravers on my behalfl.” An
hour or two later lLord Melbourne, the
Prime Minister, who was soon to acquire
an influence with her which he never
abused, and which was of antold value in
the way of her education Iin =statecraft,
called and prepared her for the opening act
of the stately drama now to begin. He had
prepared her speech to the great coungll,
which was to assemble at 11 o'clock in The
reception room of wie palace, There were
assembled the great oftficers of State, the
Prime Minister and the lord high chancel-
lor, the Archbishop of Canterbury and
York, and her uncleg, the dukes of Cum-
berlamd and Sussex, With these were to
he seen Cabinet Ministers and great peers
of the realm, the Duke of Wellington, the
Earl of Lansdowne, Sir Robert Peel and a
great number of others, the most famous
and powerful of her subjects,

Asked whether she wonld he accompanied
or would enter the room alone, she said she
would go in alone. When all the Lordis
were assgeribled the folding doors were
thrown open and the youthful queen en-
tered. She wore a plain mourning robe,
her hair dressed in close bands about her
forehead and in a tight coil at the back
of her head. But her aspect and demeancr
won the unbounded admiratjon of all pres-
ent. Few of thoze presen: had ever seen
her save perhaps at a distance, for she had
boen brought up and educated in great se-
clusion, and now her solf-poesession and
serenity struck them with amazemeent.
She bowed and read her speech in a clear,
unfaltering and sweetly musical voice, and
then took the oath for the sacurity of the
Church of Scotland. Next the privy coun-
cilors were sworn, the roval dukes of
Cumberland and Sussex first by themselves,
As those two venerable men, her uncles,
knelt before her and swore allegiance she
blushed to the eyes and kissed them both
cordially. It was the only instance during
the long ceremony that she showed em-
barrassment, dand her eves revealed the
tenderness of her affectionate nature as
she arose from her chair out of regard
to the infirmity of her Uncle Sussex and
moved toward him with outstretched arms.

Her deportment charmed every beholder,
and the Duke of Wellington declared that
had she been his own daughter he could
not have desired to see her perform her
part better.

It was a fortunate thing for the Queen,
for Greal Britain also, that Melbourne was
Prime Minister at the time of her acces-
sion. He was a whig, but not a partisan,
and hiz impartiality was often =0 great that
some of the keenest of his own party fol-
lowers called him a tory at heart. To his
hands was committed the first initiation of
the Queen In her constitutional duties. He
was no longer young, but was not old, and
gshe gave him her confidence. He was as
pasgsionately fond of her as he would have
been of a daughter, and he always treated
her with a sort of parental care, and at
the same time with respectful deference,

The marriage of the Queen soon became
a prominent question, and it was Lord Mel-
bourne's duty (o ascertain, if possible,
whether she had formed any thoughts on
that subject for herself. As a matter of
fact, she was already In love with her
vouthful ecousin, Prince Albert of Saxe-
Coburg, but he was three months her
junior and far from being matured. Noth-
ing had been spoken between the cousins,
but in the respective families the idea had
long been maturing tha. this young couple
should marryv. How widely thiz fact was
known is now difficult to say, nor would
it be a matter of grave consideration to
the statesmen of England, for royal mar-
riages had been rareiy based on affection
or personal cholce, but were usually cone
sideredd as affalrs of state.

Pc-nderlnl_z over the subject, lLord Mel-
bourne at last broached it to the Queen,

“Was there,”” he asked with some trepi-
dation, “any individual of the other sex for
whom she entertained a preference beyond
all cther men?”

Startled and confused the young Queen
blushed and inguired whether the informa-
tion was wanted as a matter of state policy.
His lordship repllied that unler no other cir-
e;lmstances would he bhave asked the ques-
tion.

*“In that case,” said Victoria quite solemn-
lv., “there is one person for whom I enter-
tain a very deecided preference.”

“Will your Majesty pardon me for asking
nis name?

“The Individual T mean,” said the Queen,
“is the Duke of Wellington.”

There must have been a twinkle in her
eve when she said this, but it bafled Mel-
bourne for the momeni. Many months did
not elapse before It was no =ecret that the
destined husband of the Queen was to be
Prince Albert,

Meanwhile preparations for the coronation
were golng erward. and this magnificent
spectacle occured on the I8th of June, 18N,
A few days more than a vear after the
daeen’s accession.

On Feb, 10, 184, the marriage of the Queen
to Prince Albert took place and a néw ca-
reer of hapiness and love was opened be-
fora her. The world knows the story by
heart, How the Prince vear after year
grew In popular favor, amdl what a useful
and prudent statesman he became; how all
partios came to value his werth, disinterest-
edness and noble virtues; how he took part
in advancing the arts and sciences, and
how on more than one occasion his far-
geeing statesmanship =aved England from
errroilment with other nations,
