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WORK OF BAPTISTS

STATISTICS FURNISHED BY THE
AMERICAN PUBLICATION SOCIETY.

Three Chapel Cars Engaged in
Spreading the Gospel and Another
Ready for Dedication.

SARATOGA, N, Y., June 1.—The Amer-
ican Baptist Publication Society began its
seventy-first anniversary to-day. Owing to
the absence of President Samuel A. Cro-
zer, of Upland, Pa., the address was made
by Vice President Rev. George E. Horr,
Jr., of Boston. The annual report of the
board of managers of the American Bap-
tist Publication Society was then presented.
A synopsis follows:

Baptist Publication Society, No. 2—The
sales for 1894 were $407,807.48; those for
1806 are $532,763.53. All other receipts amount
to $19,946.80. BSix thousand seven hundred
and sixty dollars have been transferred
from the profits of the publication depart-
ment to the missionary department. In
the *missionary work of the society a def-
fcit of 3$3.888.04 is reported. This added to
the deficit of last year gives a total deficit
in the missionary department of $18,401.58.
The entire amount received the past year
for Bible work was $5,24.84, and for mis-
sionary work $112,608.78,

Baptist Publication Society, No. 3—Sixty-
three new publications have been issued

during the year, making fourteen more
than last year. Of these 362,250 coples
have been printed. The entire number of
books, pamphlets, periodicals, tracts, elc,
new and old, printed during the year is
34,917,810 copies, During the year there have
been issued 33,635,000 caples of different peri-
odicals. The number of importunate ap-
peals from all parts of the continent has
greatly increased during the last year of
floods, fires, failures of crops and depressed
business. Many who in ordinary times
are self-reilant now ory for aid.
Churches, schools, pastors, missionaries and
State conventions plead and urge great
and present needs. Many are asking for
appointment. It is most painful to find
diminished resources when needs are great-
est, This society is necessarily and always
missionary. For seventy years it has been
a missionary society. For fifty-three years
it has been a missionary Sunday-school so-
ciety, and bas alded more than six thou-
sand Baptist Sunday schools by grants.
It has organized more than ten thousand
new Sunday schools. For Afty-four years
it has been a missionary colporter society,
and has employed 2,393 missionaries and
workers, going from nouse to house over
our land. They have visited 1,289,167 fam-
ilies, held 6,76 teachers' institutes, preached
866,015 sermons and addresses, held 119460
prayer meetings, baptized 24,97 persons,
It has organized 1,147 churches. For forty-
seven years it has been a missionary Bible
society, and has distributed over three mii-
lion copies of the Scriptures, and in twenty-
two dirferent languages. Three cnapel cars
have been at work during the year: one
is in Arkansas, one in California, and one
in Minnesota. Thousands otherwise un-
reached have heard the gospel. Chapel car
No. 4 is bulit and wiil be ready for dedi-
cation at this anniversary. The annual
amount received during the year for Bible
work was $1,2428. To meet the needs of
Bible work until Bible day, in November
next, §40,550.76 remains. The American Bi-
ble Soctety has adopted, published, and now
circulates a rvevised version of the Scrip-
tures in the Danish language, which seri-
ously, as we believe, perverts the last com-
mission of our Lord Jesus CChrist and
teaches doctrines contrary to the intent of
the Scriptures and the faith of evangelical
Christianity. Matthew xxvili, 19, is made
equivalent to the reading, “‘'make disciples
by baptizing them,” etc. The following
table shows the amount of missionary work
done:

€EN. PEREZ'S ACCOUNT OF VARIOUS
ENCOUNTERS WITH THE SPANISH.

Letters from Mnaceo and Marti—The
Latter Said to Be Still Alive—
Rebels Defented.

NEW ORLEANS, June 1.—J. N, Polhe-
mus, secretary of the League of the Cuban
Republic, in this city, has furnished the
press of this city with a baich of corre-

spondence received from insurgents’ head-
quarters in Cuba, under date of April 30,
including a letter from President Marti, of
that date,

Being questioned as to the death of Mr.
Marti, Mr. Polhemus stated that there were
many. reasons why he did not believe that
such was the case, “First,” he said, “"Marti
was not, when last heard of, in the dis-
trict im“which he was said to have been
k‘weﬂ. If he had been there it would have

‘meant a march of six.v-five leagues from
where he was last heard from; second,

nothing has been said of the ring which his
mother gave him and which he alwavs
wore, for I know it well; neither regarding

the marks of chains on his body. Further-
more, if it had been Marti, his body would

not. havé been immediately buried, but
would have been brought to Havana for
public view, and as a conclusive proof to
me that he is not dead, I would state
that Gen, Martinez Campos has not, as

yet, publicly stated that he was sure of
Marti's dea‘h. Furthermore. none of the
officers or country people in the vicinity
where he Is supposed to have been Killed
could know him, for he has been out of
Cuva for almost a score of yvears and when
he did live there he was a stripling and
has been much changed. No, everything to
me points to his being alive. Remember
that they publicly stated that Jose Maceo

was dead, but we all know that he is still
battling nobly for Cuban independence.

“Under date of April 30, Gen. Pedros
FPerez, commanding department of Guantan-
amo, reports:

“March 18.--A Hght at Hermitano with
but small loss on either side.

_“April 16,—~Had a fight at Guayabal de
Yateras; some loss and wounded on both
sides.

Major General Maceo, in a report to the
commander-in-chief, says: "“On the 24th of
April, learning that yourself and Marti
and other members of our cause were in
the vicinity of Arroyo Hondo, about twelve
leagues from where I was, I at once de-
tached part of the men under my command,
assing three miles from Guantanamo,
n full view of the Spanish forees. At noon
the following day, when my command had
halted for dinner, the outposts were driven
in by the skirmishers of the enemy, who
were coming on at a double-quick. They
occupied a'higher position than ours, and
well wooded, The nfirst regiment of
Limones was deploved in !llno of battle, and
began to fire, detaining the enemy’'s ad-
vance, In the meantime Maj. Modesto Rio,
at the head of another division, turned the
enemy's flank after crossing a brook which
separated us. The enemy made a vigorous
resistance, and 1 ordered a general attack
with all the forces at my command, and
after two hours' hard fighting, during which
time my cavalry did most effective work,
the enemy was finally driven back, leaving
the greater part of their dead on the field,
toward Guantanamo., Their dead num-
bered fortv-two and over sixty-five wound-
ed. 1 managed to secure a good quantity
of arms and ammunition. Among their
dead was a captain and sergeant, and sev-
eral officers badly wounded. [ regret to
have to report to you the death of Major
Arcil Duverger, who was killed in turnin
the enemy's flank; also, three more, anc
gix  wounded, not dangerously.'” Maceo
closes his report by calling special atten-
tion to the bravery of a number of officers
under his command.

“LUnda date of April 30, General Maceo, in
his report, makes mention of the capture of
fifty men who occupled block forts at the
village of Ramon De lLas Vaguas; also s=e-
cured a large amount of ammunition, arms
and equipment., When we left the town, at
4 p. m., the fort was destroyed by my or-
ders. During the afterroon we were attack-
ed by the Spaniards under Major Tejerizso,
and after a stubborn fight succeeded In driv-
ing them from the field. They left a portion
of their dead and wounded in our hands.
We also took a number of prisoners.

“The letter from President Marti, under
date of April 20, states that Antonio Maceo
has 6,000 men, and gives the number of men
under other leaders and their paositions,
showing that the insurgents now under
arms and well equipped number about 5,000
men. The Presiden: concludes as follows:
“*I have issuerd notices of the eiection of con-
stitutional government, and to do all which
will give my Cuba the dignity and respect
she escerves in the races of the world.
Unite our people; make them one; do not
dismay, do not belleve the rumors you may
hear about us, do not believe the canards,
but have faith and wait. The courier is
waiting. Good-bye. Work: do not stop. All
together, let us secure our independence,
let us secure a country: let us secure the

right to call ourselves freemen."”
MACEQO'S ARMY ROUTED.

The Cuban Leader's Forcea Twice De-
feated by Spanish Soldiers,

HAVANA, June 1.—Colonel Zamora, in
the neighborhood of Arroyo Cacao, attacked

a band of four hundred insurgents led by
Antonio Maceo. The troops lost one ser-
geant and one bugler killed., The loss of the
insurgents Is not known, as they carried
away their Kkilled and wounded, Later
Maceo's insurgents attacked a detachment
of soldiers at Esternon, but after five
hours' fighting the Insurgents were com-

elled to retire with a loss of seventeen

ead and wounded. Major Arminan has
been engaged with bands of insurgenis
commanded by Zayas and Castillo in the
province of Santa Clara. Several insurg-
ents were wounded. The bands dispersed
and sought refuge in the woods. Another
band of insurgents has been ralsed in the
neighborhood of Camajuani, near Santa
Clara, capital of the province of «aat name,
The troops in and about Santa Clara have
combined to pursue the insurgents in that
province. The report that Amador Guerr,
the insurgent leader, has been killed in an
engagement between the insurgents and the
regiment of Igabella the Catholic, between
Bavamo and Manzanillo is confirmed. The
‘nsurgents have burned a sugar planta-
tion and several houses at Cuatro Caminos,

Marshal De Campos has promoted Ser-
geant Girban to the rank of lieutenant be-
cause of his bhrave defense of Esteron. It
is reported that next September, at the
ecanclusion of the heated term, fully twenty-
five thousand soldiers will be dispatched
from Spain for Cuba.

Rumors of another action near Manzan-
ille have been received here, but no details
as 'to the result of th» conflict have yet
reached the Havana officials.

HOT WAVE STILL ON

WHOLE COUNTRY SWELTERING IN A
NINETY-DEGREE ATMOSPHERE.

Possibility of a Water Famine Causes
the Loeal Water Company to Put
a Check on Sprinkiling.

The possibility of a water famine has
caused the Water Company to take steps
to husband the available supply. While
it iIs not thought there is any danger of
the supply failing® the company deemed it
best to look to the future and yesterday
issued orders that the fire department must
not use the fire plugs for sprinkling the
streets in front of the engine houses, If
it does not rain within the next weck it is
probable that the supply of the street
gprinklers will be cut off. For several days
the company has lowered the pressure dur-

Ing the ecarly evening to prevent the use
of water for sprinkling lawns. It is con-
trary (o the contracts of the company 1o
use water for this purpose except for three
hours each day and that during the day
time. Most people do their sprinkling in
the evening and a large nuntber allow the
water to run all night. ‘ihe lowering of
the pressure has been the means of stop-
ping the evening sprinkling. l.ast evening
many persons after trying to wet their
lawns, shut off the water in disgust. The
could not get a stream that would reac
a dozen feet from the nozzle. In most
houses the pressure was not sufficient to
take water to the second floor, thus, In
many cases cutting off batn tubs and
closets.

At the Water Company’'s office it is said
there is no immedidate danger of the supply
of good water giving out and no danger of
a famine, for water could be secured from
the river at any time. OQa account of the
possibility of a fire calling for a large
amount of water it was thought best to
limit the conaumption so0 as to revent
the necessity of opening the seal valve
opening into the canal, which, if done,
would make the water unfit for domestic
use for several days,

The weather indications are not favorable
to an immediate change in the present
condition. At the weather bureau it was
learned that there is nothing to indicate
a chinge in the near future. The drought
is general, reaching all over the country,
but geems ta be the most severe in Indiana
and Illinois, where crops are suffering to
a great extent from the lack of rain.

One Prostration Yesterday.
Walter Hanson, a laborer living at No.
06 East Eleventh street, was prostrated by
heat yesterday while at work in West In-

dianapolis, He was taken to his home in
the city ambulance. At the time it was
thought his case was serious, but last
night he was resting easily.

THE HOT WAVE.

New Yorkers Sweating in Tempera-

ture of 102 Degrees.

NEW YORK, June l.—Instead of abating,
the torridity which came upcn this city
Thurzday increased to-day, and to this dis-
comfort was added a greater degree of hu-
midity than prevailed durinﬁ the two pre-
ceding days, At 2 o'clock the signal office
reported 92 degrees, but people on the
streets were confronted with the figures
102. Numerous prostrations are reported,
some of which are likely to result fatally.

The forecast is for continued high tempera-
ture Sunday.

Excessive Heat in Pennsylvania.

LANCASTER, Pa., June l.—Ninety-eight
in the shade was the top temperature here
to-day and several cases of heat prostra-

tion are reported. The Peﬁnsylvanla rolling
mille were compelled to shut down on ac-
count of the exXcessive heat.

PITTSBURG, Pa., June 1.—The heat was
so intense to-day that the iron workers
had to suspend operations.’ There were
many cases of heat prostration. The
thermometer registered 1w degrees,

Kentucky Colonels Sweltering.
LOUISVILLE, Ky., June 1.—To-day was
the hottest day of the year, the thermom-
eter reaching 9% degrees at 2 o'clock this

afterroon. No relief is in =ight for to-mor-
row and the heat promises to equal if it
does not surpass to-day’'s record.

SCALE FINALLY AGREED OXN.

Okio Miners Will Return to Work at

51 Cents a Ton.

COLUMBL'S, O., June 1.—The Ohlc miners
and operators to-night reached an agree-
ment on the wage question. The price for
pick mining in the Hocking district is to be
51 cents a ton, based on a €d-cent rate in the
thin-vein mines of the Pittsburg district,
the other districts of Ohlo to occupy the
same relative position which they did April
3, 1895, In case an advance is secured In
the Pittsburg district a propertionate ad-
vance is to be made i Ohio and a board of
seven miners and seven operators is (o be
appointed to determine whether such an ad-

vance has been made in the Pittsburg dis-
trict, with authority *o call in a disinter-
ested party in event of a failure to agree.
All miners are to be reinstated without
prejudice. The agreement is to be submit-
ted to the miners of the State for their ap-
proval or disapproval., and though there
will be some opposition to it, a finral ac-
ceptance by the miners is regarded as in-
evitable. The agreement is not made for
any specified time.

Railway Trailnmen.
GALESBURG, 1., June 1.—The rconven-
tion of the Brotherhood of Railroad Train-
men to-day adoptad a syvetem of State legis-
lative boards to look after legislation friend-
Iy to railroad labor in the several States.

The grand master and first vice grand mas-
ter were given greater authority regarding
the disposition of funds. The convention in-
dorsed the policy of the grand officers dur-
ing the last vear by which strikes were
avoided and the men lived up to their con-
tracts with railroad companies, It adopted
the Cedar Rapids plan of federation, com-
bining brotherhoods of engineers, firemen,
conductors, trainmen and telegraph opera-
tore. The salariegs of the grand officers
were reduced. The selection of oflicers will
come off Tuesday, and the indications are
that P. . Morrissey will be elected grand
master.

Pittshburg District Miners at Work.
PITTSEURG, June 1.--The condition of
the miners in this district has improved
scmewhat within the past few dayvs, inas-
much as the mines are pretty generally

being started up at the rate of 5 cents
in cash. While the men stiruck for the
sixty-nine-cent rate, they concluded, when
the strike collapsed, to take the owners’
offer—60 cents: but now the operators, as a
rule, have concluded to allow 55 cents cash,
which in reality is equivalent to 6 cents,

Ten-Per-Cent. Increase.
RBEADING, Pa., June 1.-—The Reading
Iron Company to-day restored the wages
of its five hundred tube works employes

to what they were in 1883, This is equal
to a 10 per cent. increase.

ONCE HAPPY LAND OF CHINA.

Miseries That Civilization Will Bring
Upon the Flowery Kingdom.

The Republique Francalse publishes an
interview with u Chinese schelar who lives
in Paris and is the author of a volume on
the Parisians.

“You wish to know,” said he, *the opin-
ion of our philosophers and sages in regard
to the effect of tne war just ended upon
the condition of the Chinese, Well, T will
give it to you. I put aside all the humilia-
tions of defeat, and place myself upon more
solid ground. The war has robbed us for-
ever of our tranqullity and our happiness,
We were happy, and led simple lives; but,
by bringing to us what vou may call the
‘benefits of civillzations,” the Japanese will
destroy our traditions and our hereditary
virtues, confuse our customs and mode of
living, and make us, like themselves, am-
bitious, restless and eager for conguest,
And what will we gain by that?

“You fancy that the Chinese are ignorant,
poor and wretched, but you must remember
that happiness exists in the idea that one
forms of it. In other words, a man is
happy when he believes himself happy,
when he confines his desires to the few
jovs which are within his reach. The peas-
ant who eats his rice at the close of his
day's work is satisfied with his fate, pro-
vided he keeps his eves away from the
riches of others, and closes his heart against
covetousness, The evil sentiments of envy,
jealousy and social hatred have never yet
penetrated our papulation. I assure you
that vou wrong the poor Chinese. They
are gentle, mild, good humored, honest,
scrupulous, loyal, sympathetic and charit-
able. You may have read the accounts
of certain cruelties and barbarities, but
they belong to the laws of war, which are
equally barbarous in all countries. In a
condition of peace, when iheir quietude is
not disturbed, the Chinese are of marvelious
benignity, which is only equaled by the
gentleness of their wives, | fancy that I
know the Parigian ladies, but I do not
hezitate to say that the Chinese women
are superior to them. In the first place,
our ladies have little feet. They are good
natured and devold of all coquetry. They
have a deep sentiment of modesty, and
their existence passes along without disputes
and without guarrels. The woman who
makes scenes (8 unknown in our favored
climate. Our women are contented with
the dresses that their lords and masters
give them, and they never run up bills with
dressmakers or modistes. Moreover, lux-
uries in China are not costly. A furnished
house with all the modern improvements
can be rented for 60 francs a vear, For a
few cents a dayv you can have the most
sumptuous dinners,

“The victory of the Mikado means the
disappearance of our golden age. He has
thrown down our walls. Now, the walls
of China were symbolical; they sheltered
the country against the winds from with-
out. 1 mean those winds that bring with
them pests and civil war.”™
