Silver and the atIonul Platform.
To the Editor of the Indianapolis' Journal:

In discussing the silver question we must
not lose sight of the Republican national
platform of 1H32, and the difficulty of re-

treating from the position then deliberately
chosen by the representatives of the party.
The declaration in that platform, touching
silver, is as follows:

"The American people, from tradition and
interest, favor bimetallism, and the Repub-
lican party demands the use of both gold
and silver as standard money with such re-

strictions and undr such provisions, to be
determined by legislation, as will secure the
maintenance of the parity of values cf the
two metals, ao that the purcnaslng and
debt-payin- g power of the dollar--, whether
hilver, gold or paper, shall be at all times
equal."

"Silver lunatic" as I am, I do not ask
anything stronger or more explicit in the
platform than this. All that 1 now wish to
do is to protest against an abandonment of
the principles and purposes here declared.
It seems to me that the Journal and other
leading Republican papers have entirely de-
parted from th!s declaration of our national
platform. Notwithstanding Mr. Carlisle, at
both Covington and Memphis, declared him-
self In the plainest words in favor of the
use of gold only as a measure of value,
with silver as a subsidary coin redeemable in
gold, the Journal commends his speech as
an able and a sound exposition of financial
truths; and the St. Louis Globe-Democr- at

purposes to have the Memphis speech cir-
culated next year as a Republican cam-
paign document. How does all this comport
witn the declaration that "th Republican
party demands the use of both gold and
silver as standard money?" Is there no
tilfferenco between "standard" mcney and
subsidary money redeemablo in gold? Does
"standard money" have to be redeemed?
Does not the term "standard money" mean
money with which subsidary money Is to
be redeemed or kept good?

let us look at the platform a little
further. It declares that the parity between
sold and silver should be secured by legis-
lation. This certainly does not mean legis-
lation by the British Parliament or the Ger-
man Reichstag, but legislation by the Amer-ca-n

Congress, the only deliberative body
on earth that has any jurisdiction over our
finances. We have, then, a platform which
declares in favor of gold and sliver as
"standard money," with a parity to be
fixed and maintained by congressional leg-
islation. This was constantly the policy of
our country' up to 183. Tho most serious
question that ever confronted a political
organization is. can the Republican party
now abandon this policy to follow Mr. Car-
lisle and Mr. Cleveland into the camp of the
gold monometalbsts? If Mr. Carlisle, the
most bitter and unrelenting foe the Repub-
lican party and its principles ever had. is
now to become its leader and furnish it
campaign literature, it will become a ques-

tween the close of yesterday's session and
the opening this morning. Hotter than
ever, drier than face powder and a continu-
ation of such conditions predicted for an-
other forty-e.'s- ht hours at least.

"Total failure of wheat crop" was re-
peated again and again from some of the
best wheat-raisin- g counties of Illinois, Indi-
ana and Missouri, and from Ohio and Michi-
gan the reports were only a few degrees
less alarming. That the market did not
more fully respond to the disastrous news
was owing to the fact that the majority
of the traders refused to believe it. The
price of July when the market opened was
anywhere from 79c to 79'c, or about lc
per bushel higher than it closed yesterday.
It kept within a "range of 78c and 79c
during the greater part of the session, with
quick recoveries eyery time It got below
79c. The prediction of the signal service
bureau is for fair and hot weather to-nig- ht

and Sunday in Indiana, Illinois, upper and
lower Michigan, Wisconsin, Missouri, Iowa,
Kansas, Nebraska and Minnesota. With
that before them the traders, although un-

believers in extensive crop damage, did not
care to go home short. Tho following mat-
ters, however, prevented the believers in
crop damage of an unusual destructiveness
from becoming too enthusiastic on that ac-

count. Tho visible is not expected to show
more than from one million to 1,500,000 bush-
els decrease, but guesses this season are not
very reliable. The week's clearances of
wheat and flour from both coasts amounted
to 2,426,000 bushels compared with 2,734,000

New York speculators were the
sellers here to-da- y. They do not appear to
be moved by the prospect of the red winter
wheat In their elevators being at a premium
over the hard spring they are now valuing
so highly. The failure of the red winter
wheat crcp will certainly bring about the
change in the prospective values suggested
if It approach the extent now predicted for
it. The price remained very steady and firm
in the last forty-fiv- e minutes at around
79c, and that was the valfe at the end.

The corn market was firmer and a little
higher on account of the hot, dry weather
predicted for the next forty-eig- ht hours,
and the strength was not disturbed by any
estimated heavy receipts, as for several days
back. The prices paid at the opening of the
market were the highest for the day, and
closing trades were at the bottom of the
range and c above the latest quotations of
the day before. July opened at 53c and
closed worth 52c.

Only a fair business was transacted in
oats. Orders were not very urgent, and
sellers did not seem overanxious to dispose
of stuff. A firm feeling existed, and values
at the close were from c to He higher.
The strength was due mainly to sympathy
with wheat and corn.

The receipts of hogs were liberal, the
quality poor and prices lower, with a large
supply estimated for the coming week. Pork
was most affected, showing a loss of 30
cents at one time, but closing only 12Vic
lower than yesterday. Lard. and-ri- bs were
steady, and show losses of .05c and .07c,
respectively.

Is a safe one. In the South and West a
very marked reaction against national freecoinage has set in under the diffusion of
information through the various soundmoney agencies, and the best Judges of
sentiment and politics in these sectionsagree that the silver kings can make no
further progress in their efforts to .create
a government market for their product.
There is a quasi-conservati- ve element among
us who have clung to the hope that a set-
tlement might be reached through estab-
lishing International bimetallism; but the
hopes of that class are fading' before thegrowing evidences of the Improbability of
bringing about such an agreement; if not
also from growing misgivings whether suchan arrangement would prove equal to pro-
viding for a present annual world product
of $200,000,000 of the .metal and
possibly of a yearly increase in
r'Udon. England's disposition in the

matter has been shown this week by tho
Chancellor of the Exchequer's emphatic
public declaration that, under no condi-
tions whatever, would the British govern-
ment sanction any departure from the
historic gold standard policy of the na-
tion. From the opposite political party
came authoritative warnings to Mr. Ral-fo- qr

and Lord Salisbury that the Conserva-
tives would oppose any concessions to-
wards bimetallism. This materially lessens
the hope of England supporting a double
standard policy; and. as England goes,
so Germany will follow, if not even France
also. Clearly, therefore conference cr no
conference, international bimetallism Is now
surrounded "with greater doubt than ever
as a settlement or tnis question. A rec-
ognition of that fact will tend to greatly
clarify the Issue in this country, which
must later confine the choice of our people
between the gold standard on the. one Fide,
and the single silver standard vvilh fice
coinage on the other side. In reality, this
should settle the question; though the
fanatical stubbornness of the sllverites may
help to keep the issue in politics for some
time longer. In the meantime, it is cer-
tain that no legislation favorable to silver
could be enacted so long as tne presidency
is in Its present Incumbency.
