Herbert appealed to the legislative branch
of the government to authorize the en-
largement of the number of enlisted men
by two thousand, pointing- - to tho number of
ne- - ships that will be completed and
turned over to the navy In the course of
a year or two as the basis for his appli-
cation. Tho appropriation committees,
however, uw fit to cut this number down
to one thousand additional men. Now
the battle ships Maine, at the New Yorknavy yard, and the Texas, at the Norfolk
yard, will be ready to go into commission
this summer. To man these two ships
about seven hundred men will be required,
and as the Lancaster is also to go into
service as a practice ship, threo hundred
men must be assigned to her. Thus the
entire additional one thousand men allowed
by Congress will be absorbed. Meanwhile
the b!g battle ships Indiana, Oregon, Iowa
and Massachusetts are rapidly approaching
completion, and there will be no sailors to
place on them unless the department shall
put out of commission some other ships
and transfer their crews to the new ves-
sels. There are already lying at the Mare
Island navy yard several war ships that
the department could put to good, service
If they could be manned, and it is said
that many of the ships now in commission
are manned with crews far below their
natural quota, thus imposing unduly heavy
tasks on the few men employed and tend-
ing to foment discontent among them. It
it probable; that when Congress meets
again the Secretary of the Navy will be
obliged to make a prompt appeal for more
men or to allow our war ships to remain
idly tied up at their docks when they are
needed for foreign service.

HONG KONG. June 7. AdvKs from
Formosa indicate that chaos is rapidly
giving way to order now that the Japanese
troops have reached Taiphfu and established
headquarters at that p ln:. The natives of
Formosa, are submitting readily to the
rule of the Japanese. The Japanese loscs
duriug th military movements In occupy-
ing the Island amount to only fisht men.
The Chinese carried away millions of dol-
lars' worth of property from the Chinese
f. rtifications during the firing which fol-
io,vtd the detention of the steamer of ex-Gover- nor

and ex-rres:d- Tang-Chin- g,

who was making an effort t esvaie from
the island. Seven were killed and seven-
teen wounded on tho steamer as a result
of the firing. Th? German gunboat litis
replied to the bombardment from the forti-
fications on the Formosa shore and thu
native gunners deserted their position.
The forts were quickly silencM. According
to all reports thlrtrcn natives were killed
by the cannonade of the litis.

Captain Johnson, of the schooner Greenltaf,
from New York, arrived here to-di- y, and
substantiated the story told by Captain Ias-ser- e.

Captain Johnson says that when he
crossed the bar at 8 this morning the gun-
boat was cruising slowly four miles oft the
bar, apparently on the lookout. The gun-
boat answers the desctiption of the l'alo.

The r'ew Cabinet Of&eer Once n Re
publican, Xest n Greeleylte nnd
Later a Democrat An Able Jarist.

WASHINGTON. June 7.-Pr- es!derft Cleve
land late this afternoon announced tho fol-
lowing Cabinet appointments:

For Secretary of State RICHARD OL-MC- V,

of Massachusetts.
For Attorney-gener- al JUDSON" HAR-

MON, of Cincinnati.
The announcement of the transfer of At

torney-gener- al Olney to the head of the
State Department created no surprise,
as it has been well understood for
several days that Mr. Olney would succeed
to the first rlace in the Cabinet, made va
cant by the death of Secretary Gresham.
It is probable that Mr. Olney to-morr-

will take tbe oath as the head of tho State
Department. Tho President at one time
contemplated other changes in his Cabinet,
and a rearrangement of several portfolios,
and In this connection consideration waa
given to the transfer of Secretary Smith to
the Department of Justice, but this and
other transfers were finally abandoned, and
the Tresident concluded that the simplest
plan woujid be merely to fill the vacancy
caused by Mr. Olney's promotion.

The appointment of Judge Judson. Har
mon, of Cincinnati, as Atomey-genera- l,

came in the naturo of a surprise. His name
had not even been canvassed as among the
possibilities. There is the best of author-
ity for the statement that the President
had several men under consideration, and
the portfolio of Justice might have Leon
had by Mr. James C. Carter, of New York,
who was counsel for the government in the
Bering eca tribunal and the income tax
cases, and Mr. Frederic R. Coudert, cf
New York, had they been disposed to ac-
cept It. Secretary Carlisle knew Judge
Harmon personally, and both admired and
respected his ability. It was he, probably,
who fir6t presented his name to Mr. Cleve-
land. Ex-Govern- or Campbell, of Ohio, a
close friend of Judges Harmon, also warmly
supported him. and tha President also se-

cured from ex-Gover- HoaJly, of Ohio,
who Is now living in New YorK. and whoso
law-- partner Harmon was, most favorable
reports as to his ability and standing.
After canvassing the situation thoroughly
the President offered the portfolio of Jus-
tice to Judge Harmon by wire this after-
noon, and Immediately on receiving a fav-oralb- le

reply announced the appointments.

The Nevr Attorney-Genera- l.

CINCINNATI, O., June 7. When, the ap-

pointment of Judg Judson Harmon became
known here thi3 fj'tcrnoon attorneys. from
the courts and th?ir odces rushed to the
oflico of Harmon, Colston, Goldsmith &,

Hoadly to congratulate the new Attorney-gener- al

and ask for a date for a farewell
dinner from the bar. Judge Harmon said
he received a letter from President Cleve-
land to-da- y and replied to it by wire, but
he had no knowledge of his appointment
until it was announced in press dispatches.
He went to Columbus to-nig- ht on profes-
sional business, and does not know when
he will go to Washington.
Judge Harmon i3 not enly recognized as one

of the foremost lawyers and jurists of this
State, but also as one of the most popular
citizens. He was lioru near thl3 city, forty-nin- e

years ago, has always lived here, and
Is known by all. His father. Rev. It. F.
Harmon, was a Baptist minister, well
known throughout the Ohio valley. Judge
Harmon graduated at Dennison. University,
a Baptist institution, at Granville, O., in
1806, and began the practice of law in Cin-

cinnati in 1SC9. He was a Republican, until
1ST2, when he Greeleyizcd. As a Democrat
he was elected Common Pleas Judge on the
Tilden ticket in 1ST5. He was elected Su-

perior Judge In 1S78, re-elect- ed In 18S3, and
when ex-Gover- George Hoadly went to
New York, in 1SS7, Judge Harmon resigned
from the bench to become tho head of the
firm of Harmon, Colston, Goldsmith &
Hoadly, which represents several railroads
and other large corporations, and wdth
which firm he will continue his connection.
When Judge Harmon resigned, in 1SS7, Gov-

ernor Foraker appointed Judge William
Taft, now United States Circuit Judge, and
formerly Solicitor-genera- l, to the vacancy.
Mrs. Harmon 19 an accomplished lady, the
daughter of the late Dr. Scobey, of Ham-
ilton. They have three daubers, Mrs. Ed-ma- n

Wright, Jr., of Philadelphia, Miss
Elizabeth, a recognized society leader, and
Marjoria, the youngest of the family, who
Is fourteen years old.

Tho last time I taw President
Cleveland was in Columbus, at the time of
the Thurman banquet, six years ago. i his
morning I received a letter from Mr. Cleve-
land atKinc me if 1 would accept the posi-

tion of Attomey-scnera- l. As I did not want
to reply without consulting my law partner.
Judge Colston, who Is n New York, 1 im-

mediately telegraphed him. and, securing
his consent, at 2 o'clock telegraphed Presi-
dent Cleveland that I would accept. I have
not received any official nctittcation of my
appointment."

THE STANFORD SUIT.

Judge MrKlsiIrk'a Argument in' lie--
lialf of the Government.

. SAN FRANCISCO, June 7.-J- udge McKIs-slc- k,

special counsel for the government,
made his argument in the smlt against the
Leland Stanford estate, to-da- y, in the
United States Circuit Court. He endeav-or- el

to demonstrate that the debt which
was created under the act of Congress of
1S92 was merely a statute limitation, and
not a condition, as the Stanford counsel
contended. He showed that each stock-
holder is liable for the debts of the cor
poration. He arsued that the railroad had
entered into a contract with the govern-
ment, and as a result certain liabilities
were created. The lailroad had accepted
the land grants and agreed to pay the
bonds on maturity. The government nai
exacted the railroad's pledge that it would
maintain the road in kooJ condition, trans
port the mails for certain fixed sums and
pay into the treasury of the United States
a certain percentage of the dividends In
order to redeem the bonis when thev ma
tured. Counsel argued that Congress had
imposed a personal liability. I no govern
ment was not dealing with an inanimate
body, like a corporation, but with the
scockhoU'.'rs themselves.

GUILTY OF EXTORTION.

Kx-Poli- ce Inspector McLaughlin, of
New York, Convleted.

NEW YORK, June 7. The case of Tolice
Inspector McLaughlin, on trial before Jus-

tice Barrett, charged with ex.tortion, was
given to the jury at ll:.r0 to-nig- ht. During
tho evening session of the court District At-

torney Fellows summed up for the prosecu-
tion nnd Justice Barrett charged the jury.
The defense took sixty-si- x exceptions to the
Judge's charge. The jury returned a verdict
of guilty of extortion. Colonel James, the
defendant's attorney, moved for a new trial
and also for arrest of judgment. The hear-
ing of this motion was nxed for Monday,
June 17, at K) o'clock. Colonel James also
requested that the commitment bo made to
Ludlow-stre- et Jail instead of the Tombs
prison. Justice Barrett refused" this motion.

The charge against McLaughlin was the
extortion of money from Francis W. Fea-gYl- st.

a tmilder who wished to violate a
city ordinance by constructing sidewalks in
front of buiUinK in course of construction.
Sa;rist. in his testimons. said that he had
paid for protection. Justice Barrett, in his
charge, siid the mass of evidence put in
by the prosecution has been given to prove
that a criminal association existed between
McLaughlin and Sergeant Burns a number
of years.

CAREY, O., June 7. During the storm
of Tuesday night George Passett, a farmer
residing eight miles south of here, was sit-

ting on his front porch reading when he
was suddenly startled by a fla?h. and a
bolt of electricity passed through his foot,
tearing: his shoe off and burning the llesh
very badly. The current also passed
through his body, and from his body to the
earth, tearing a hole In the --round two
feet in diameter. A current also passed
through the house, very badly shattering
it and shocking the inmates into insensi-
bility.

Dr. Plummer
Uryan. of Chicago, presented the saluta-
tion of the General Assembly of Presby-
terian churches of the North, in which
he took occasion to denounce Dr. Rriggs.

WASHINGTON, June 7.Consul Stephan,
at Annanberg. Germany, writes the State
Department that it 13 reported that the
manufacture of dolls has been introduced in
the prison for men at Untermaasfeld and is
being worked by J. G. Reinlienbach. of
Grlmmenthal. The consul does not know
whether this man exports dolls to the
United States, but says that a great many
are sent to this country. The prison-mad- e
dolls, tho consul thinks, could be imrorted
into tho United States so much cheaper
than they can be made here that it is ex-
pected that an attempt will be made to send
them here. Mr. htephan sugge.-t-s that
methods be taken to prevent such importa-
tions. He says the whole question of prison
tnado goods is being much discussed in the
German press since in the British Parlia-
ment a desire has been expressed to exclude
from importation all German goods of prison
origin. Mr. Stephan expresses tho belief
that a great many prison-mad- e goods are
sent to England from Germany and to the
United States as well.

Three Torpedo Ilonts to Ue Unlit.
WASHINGTON, June 7. Circulars will

be issued by the Navy Department in the
course of a few days inviting bids for the
construction of three torpedo boats au-

thorized by the last Congress. The plans
for the boats have been completed. The
minimum speed must be not less than
twenty-si- x knots per hour, although It Is
expected from the amount of steam power
to bo supplied that this limit will be sur
passed by perhaps two knots. The new
boats will be of ISO tens burden. 170 feetN
long and seventeen feet broad. This is ten
feet longer and one foot broader than the
loats last contracted for with the Colum-
bian Iron worns of Raltimore. They will
have triple expansion engines and three
boilers, giving: S.'JCJ horse power. For their
construction Congress has apnropriated
fl73,iJOO each, but as $23,000 must be re-
tained in the case f each boat for Its
equipment with torpedo tubes and ordnance,
the limit of the available appropriation Is
only J150.C0O each

Cha nRes In Drill Regulations.
WASHINGTON, June 7. General Ruger,

since his arrival in Washington, has been
devoting his entire time to work on the drill
regulations and the manual of arms, making
the movements suitable for the new gun
which has been adopted for tho use of thearmy. It has been found that the important
changes made in the regulations necessitate
generall3' a revision of the phraseology of
the entire tactics, so that a large percentage
of the changes are verbal. It is expected
that the National Guard will adopt the reg-
ulations as soon as they are promulgated
by the War Department. The guns used by
the army and the National Guard are diffev-en- t

but it is expected that the regulations
can be adapted to the use of the latter with-
out material changes.

Civil-Servi- ce Exnininem Iln-- y.

WASIINGTON, June 7. The examiners of
the Civil-servi- ce Commission are very busy
just now. Thero are about two thousand
sets of examination papers of all kinds in
the ofTlce to be marked, while from five to
six thousand more are expected In a few
days from the examinations held for clerks
and carriers all over the country. The omce
force consists of. thirty examiner?, bi't a
number of these have to be assigned o
other work from time to time, causing de-la- vs

in finishing the papers. The full force
can mark from eight hundred to one thou-
sand r&Pr8 a week, but at the best, the
recent postomce examinations cannot all be
marked up before Aug. 1.

One of the principal speakers
was Mayor Charles A. Schlercn. of Brook-
lyn, N. Y., a delegate from New York and
New Jersey Synod, who sjoke on the neg-
lected field In large cities, of the limited
number of churches of his faith In his city
and who recommended the establishment of
fifteen missions In the greater Now York
circle.

The report or. home missions says:

"Whilst banks have suspended, manufac-
turer ceased operations, mercantile and in-
dustrial enterprises been driven into bank-ruptcy and thousands of wage earners de-

themselves and family a livelihood, the
board has been able to meet all its obliga-
tions with its usual promptness, and thatupon work from a to lo per cent, greater
than for the preceding biennium.

ganization of the active and devoted women
of our church, which Is scarcely sixteenyears old, has made remarkable progress In
numerical strength. In benevolent giving, in
missionary activity and in enlarging the
scope of its blessed ministry.

"Throughout the past two years the aux-
iliary societies, with warm hearts, and
busy hands, and open purses, have minis-
tered to the comfort and usefulness of many
of our missionaries and their households,
especially in the Western Ktatcs. Individual
gifts th amount contributed by individu-
als anl not credited on tho apportionment-w- as

$1,9:.72. which was $524.72 in excess of
the amount Riven In the former biennium.
Tho amount received from Sunday schools
for the two years has been a little over
121,000. an Increase of about $6,000 over the
preceding two years. The missions on the
roll durinjf the biennium which, with a
few exceptions, received aid for the whole,
or part of the time since April 1, num-
bered 1C3.

The New England States
have, within the last few years, come under
our notice as a mission Held of much im-
portance and of Increaflns magnltuJe. The
large towns and great cities of the Empire
State offer to our General Synod rare op-

portunities to prosecute the work in them
with every prospect of rich success. The
city of New York, with its environment of
Brooklyn. Jersey City and Newark, pre-
sents a hld of surpassing importance and
of vast proportions. At least a dozen mis-
sions should be planted in tho midst of the
immense population among which is a large
percentage of our own people. More than
twice as many missions are located in Penn-
sylvania as in any other State. If we pass
westward in the sreat belt of States lying
between the Ohio and Mississippi, includ-
ing Ohio. Indiana. Illinois and Michigan,
wc find stores of cities and towns that pre-
sent excellent opportunities for engaging
much more largely in home mission work
than we have ever been able to do. it is
