PEOPLE OF OMAHA WANT BET-
TER MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT.

Addreas Signed by 1,000 Citizens That
Calls for a Vigorous Nonpartisan
Movement Against Rings,

OMAHA, Neb., June 28.—The demand
for municipal reform in Omaha became =0
pronounced to-day that the businegs men
and citizens, regardless of party feelings,
united in the publication of a proclamation
calling for the organization of a move-
ment looking to the introduction of busi-
ness methods in the city government. The
embers of public indignation have been
fanned for several months by the alleged
corruption now existing In local munici-
pal affairs, Mouths ago it was noticed that

city money was being used by speculators,
contractors and others with political Influ-

ence. The matter became so flagrant two
weeks ago that the School Board de-
manded an investigation of its funds, The

next day City Treasurer Bolin fled from
the city, leaving a note that he was going

to commit suicide, Officlals located him in

hiding. Developments showed that many
members of the City Council and other
politicians owed the city from $100 to £2,000
each. The only security the treasurer had
was a slip in the cash drawer -indicat-
Ing the amount due the city on the 1. O. U,
The cash was missing to the amount of
$30,000, Since then this has been reduced
two-thirds by the 1. O. U.'s beilng taken
up.

The Council, in the face of the situation,
refused to depose Bolln, though many citi-
zens were demanding his arrest. A week
after his defalcations were made public
Bolln resigned. The Magor frequently sent
names of ciuzens to the Councll to suc-
ceed Bolln, but that body refused to con-
firm the nominations. In the meantime,
Bolin was left in office. After turning
down many of the most rellable citizens of
Omaha, the Council, at 10 o'clock to-night,
after a week's delay, confirmed J. H. Du-
mont as cit treasurer. These develop-
ments contributed so powerfully to the
general demand for reform that a procla-
mation signed by 1,000 of the most promi-
nent citizens of Omaha, representing all
political parties, was published to-day call-
ing on citizens generally to join with them
in a vigorous non-partisan ctizens’ move-
ment for muncipal reform. The A. P, A,
which is now a controlimg factor in local
politics, is not mentioned in the proclama-
tion, though its wording carriec the infer-
ence that war is to be made on the A. P,
A. as well as all other organizations of its
character.

MURDERED EIGHT MEN,

“Bad” Tom Smith Executed in Ken-

tucky After Confessing.

LEXINGTON, Ky., June 28.—“Bad"” Tom
SEmith, a member of the French faction in
mountain warfare, and the murderer of
eight men, was hanged at Jackson, this
afternoon. He was baptized In the Ken-
tucky river at 8 o'clock this morning, in
the presence of an immense throng. Peo-
ple were camped along the river bank al}
night awalting the event. Excursion trains
were run to Jackson this morning and hun-
dreds of mountaineers arrived on foot and
horseback. The execution was public, the
scaffold being erected in a hollow near the
jail, and the view from the sur-
rounding hills was almost un-
obstructed. Smith broke down
just before noon and confessed. He asked

for time to make peace with God for the

crime, for which he feit he had not been
forgiven, and the execution was postponed
until afternocon. He mounted the scaffold
at 1:30 o'clock, and the drop fell at 1:45
o'clock. Smith confessed on the scaffold to
the murder of Rader and five others, and
said he was the hireling of B. F. French,
of the French faction, In every murder,
exgept that of Rader.

No mountain deSperado has killed more
men in Kentucky than “Bad” Tom Smith,
He murdered Joe Hurt in 1883, the Combs
brothers and Eversole in 1888, Ambrose
Amburg, Robin Connett, Jacob McKnight
and Ed Campbell in 1889, In September,
1894, he resisted arrest in Jackson, where
to-day he paid the life penalty. Town Mar-
shal H. C. Hurst, jr., and deputy Manns
attempted to arrest Emith and a number of
his cohorts, and a fight followed, in which
Smith was shot in the left arm, breaking
the bone and severing an artery, from
which he came near bleeding to death.
After getting from under the clutches of
the law this time, he went to live with
Mrs. Catherine MecQuinn, a well-to-do
woman of bad repute. At her house Dr.
Rader was killed one night by Smith. He
was captured and tried. Smith tried to
charge the murder of Dr. Rader to Mrs.
McQuinn, his paramour, but the court
found him gullly. He was jealous of
Rader.

Suspicions Death of a Girl.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., June 22 —-The coro-
ner is investigatirg the mysteriour death of
a seven-vear-old girl, the daughter o! ¥rs,
Bertha Ader. The girl died unattended by
a phyvelcian and in a way suggesting poison,
The girl's life was insured for $150 in an in-
surance company which makes a specialty
of children. Mrs. Ader, who is now Mrs.
Willlam Hopp, has had three husbands since
December. The first husband, Jacob Ader,
died last January, and a few weeks later o
five-veair-old child died. Both were
in she same company., The widow shortly
after married Edward Creary, who proved
to be addicted to drink. She soon secured a
diverce, amnd a =short time ago married

William Hopp.

Regulnrs to Canmp with Militia.

CHICAGO, June 28, —General Merritt has
recelved an order from Washington to di-
rect the two troops of cavalry and the
BElghth Artlllery battery at Fort Sheridan
to leave July & for Camp Douglas, Wis,
to go into encampment with the Wisconsin
militia®*at that place, and to order the six
companiesz at Fort Wayne, Detroit, to camp
with the Michigan militia at Island lake on
Aug. 7. The order for the Fort Sheridan
troops to go to Camp Douglas was first is-
sued two months ago, and a week ago It
was révoked, and now again renewed. The
command will march two hundred miles,
and ten days’ rations will be issued for the

LUDICROLUS OUTCOME
CRATIC EDITORS'

OF DEMO-
MEETING.

They Dodge the Silver Question and
Adopt a Series of Meaningless Ren-

olutions Labeled Humorous.

TALK OF A STATE MEETING

MATTHEWS THROWS COLD WATER
ON THE SILVER MOVEMENT,

i

He Doesn't Think the State Comimite
tee Will Listen to the Cry of the
Free Coinage Radicals.

Special to the Indianapollis Journal

MARMONT, Ind, June 28.—The Demo-
cratic Editorial Assoclation was called to
order, at 9 o'clock, in the large sitting room
of Lakeview Hotel by President Boyd, of
the Washington Democrat. He read a
telegram from Thomas Taggart, speaking
for the Marion County Board of Tax Re-
view, sending greeting and® personally re-
gretting that he could not be present.

The committee on credentials reported
fifty-five editors present. Of these Mr.
Wellman, chairman of the executive com-
mittce, sald that twenty-three were for no
action indorsing Independent free coinage
and twenty-two for such action. He called
the contest a drawn battle.

The first work of the convention was to
hear a letter read from J. G. Shanklin, of
the Evansville Courier. In his letter Mr.
Shanklin expressed regret that he could not
be present in person to advocate free andd
unlimited colnage. His argument for such

'legialation‘ did not depart from the conven-

tional lines except in its reference to Sec-
retary Carlisle, whom he tried to convict

of illogical conclusions and of Republican
practices. The twenty-two silverite editors
liberally applauded the letter,

A lengthy addgess by J. P. Dunn, of ‘the
Indianapolis Sentinel, was next heard. Mr,

Dunn was heard with most respectful, even
profound, attention, and made some telling
hits in favor of a stable currency.

The anti-silver editors showed their ap-
preciation of Mr. Dunn's researchful dis-

cussion by tremendous applause, in which
the other side generously joined, for the
mast part.

*
J. B. Stoll, of South Bend, then read a
paper on the subject, “The Path to Vie-

tory.” It was a plea for a search for some

common banner, if party strength is to be
conserved. The address received especially
marked attention,

Then came the report of the committee
on resolutions, and the assembly braced it-
gelf for matters of intense interest, The
first resolution read embraced a memorial
of Eli W. Brown, late of Frankfort, a
commendation of President Boyd's address,
recommending that an effort be made to
widen the membership. The financial sub-
ect was reserved for treatmen! and read-
ng by W. C. Ball, editor of the Terre
Haute Gazette. The tenor was humorous
thr:)lughoui. The preamble and resolutions
read:

“Whereas, There appears to be a large
and wvaried assortment of opinions on the
money question among the members of
this association, and each one seems 1o
think all that is needed to bring his broth-
ers into full agreement with him is further
study of the question on their part, and as
each and all are doubtless correct in this;
therefore, be it

*Resolved, That, as In the regular pur-
suit of their profession the several mem-
bers of this association are frequently
compelled to form and express opinions on
intricate and perplexing questions without
such opportunity for consideration of them
as is frable, and as they desire, it is
a positive pleasure to them, in their col-
lective ca mcltt; as this association, to not
be compelled by any present exigency to
make formal declaration of principles,

“Resolved, That nothing should be done
any day that doeg not have to be done on
that day, and that can be done better to-
morrow.

“Resolved, That if one does not really
have to cross a swollen stream at once, if
the bridge spanning it is shaky and in neced
of repairs, and is being repaired, and if,
besides, the stream is falling and gives
promise of being in such condition that it
may be forded or crossed dry-shod before
one needs to be on the other side, it is the
{:urt of wisdom to camp under the olive
yranches in the shady grove on this side
of the river. i

“Resolved, That we denounce everything
the Republicans have done or left undone,
which shows there is no health in them,
and point with pride to ali Demoeratic pol-
icles and achlievements that we are proud
of individually and collectively. As both
lists are too long for enumeration at a
session limited to two davs, the members
are advised to fill It in at their leisure, and
are ;mrewt:h given leave to print from time
to time.

“Resolved, That Lake Maxinkuckee is
a charming summer resort, and that the
band which plays on one of the boats is
without a pier, and ought to be until it has

much time to practice as the members
y this association propose to take for a
study of the financial question."”

Frequent interruptions of laughter oec-
curred, and the resolutions were adopted

amid loud clapping of hands. Adjourn-
ment speedily followed. There were after-

ward mutual congratulations on the suc-
ces={ul dodging.

Andrew Monaghan, a Fort Wayne editor,
was angry. He charged G. W. Shanklin
with being in complicity with the men who
had thwarted the sentiment of 16 to 1, made
conspicuous by buttons and badges worn
on the coat lapels of geveral members., He

sald that Mr. Shanklin had printed an ed-
itorial sayving that the silver idea was not
vet ready for party promulgation, and yet
he, in the face of this, had sent a letter
to the association demanding that such
action be taken. 'Monaghan said he had
been fooled once by Shanklin, but would
not be again. The Fort Wayne man talked
with much emphasis. The assoclation,
however, closed the session with the har-
mony which Mr. Bell, before readiag the
resolutions, said he spelled with a big H.
The =iver men were not saltsﬂer; with
the result of the morning, and & meeting
was called this afternocan to arrange for
further action. 1t was only attended by
eight or ten, who would say but little of
wﬁat was done. A committee, consisting of
A. W. Clark, of Greensburg, W. L. Slink-
ard, of Bloomfield, and Josiah Gwin, of
New Albany, was appointed to confer with
Senator Turpie, with a view to houding a
State convention of Dewmocratic believers
in free silver. It will be held in Indian-
apolis, and the call will be signed by as
many as can be induced to enter into the
plan.

WOULD BE FOLLY.

Andrew D. White's View of One of
the Demands of Silverites.
SYRACUSE, N. Y., June 2 --Andrew D.
White, ex-minisier to Russia, has re-
turned to his old home here. 1ln an inter-
view he said he knew nothing about pol-
itics on this side now. Since leaving Rus-
sia he has traveled through Germany and
as far south as Sicily, and he had, there-
fore, missed many of the American papers.
In regard to the silver guestion Mr. White
sald: *“My opinion as to the silver ques-
tion is that while it would be a good thing

if we couid get the nations of the world to
make an agreement which would resalt
in a larger use of silver, and while many
of the leading men in foreign nations,
among them Mr. Balfour, who has just been
made the head of the Ministry in the Brit-
ish House of Commons, are entirely in
svmpathy with us in this respect, ami un-
lees we have some international arrange-
ment of that kind it would be folly for us
to undertake unlimited colnage of silver.
In fact, at this moment our country Is
really the richest in the world., It has in
it every element of prosperity. The Rus-
sians who came back from the Chlecago ex-
position, many of whom I saw, were full
of wonder at the enterprise and progress
of the country. They never tire of talking
about it. Nothing has ever been seen like
the progress of this Nation since the world
began, and yet here we are waiting, dal-
lving and hanging on, with capital afraid
to come out and labor insufficiently em-
ploved, simply because of this uncertainty
about the circulating medium. If that were
removed, if confidence were restored, I be-
lieve that all the other questions in the
way of prosperity would be adjusted speed-
ily and we should enter on & new career
such as we ourselves hardly dream of.

DEMOCRATIC “GOLD BUGS.”

Resolutions Adopted by County Com-
mittee of New York.

NEW YORK, June 28.—The first meet-
ing of the full county committee of the
New York State Democracy since the elec-
tion of last November was held last night
at Cooper Union. It was a sort of “rally”

to hear a discussion on the free-silver
question by President Charles &8, Falrchild,

Johp Dewitt Warrer and James P. Archi-
bald. The following resolutions were
adopted:

“First—That we condemn the legisla-
tion which for a generation has forced
upon us an unsound cyrrency, from the

fiat legal-tender greenback to the depre-
ciated silver, by which of late our in-

dustries have been paralyzed.

“Second—That we denounce as undemo-
cratic gevernmental interference with the
standard of values which commerce has
adopted. We brand as dishonest the sure-
ly futile attempt to give forced circulation
to anything or dictate the rate at which
one metal shall be valued as compared
with another,

“Third—-That we can tolerate no com-
promise with any proposal to debase the
currency commerce in which wages are
aid, and the savings of which have been
nvested in the belief that equally good
money would be paid when the investments
should become due.

“Fourth—That we demand of Congress
such modification or repeal of our present
laws as shall permit our people to provide
themselves with safe and elastic bank-note
currency, thusz paving the way for both
greénback retirement and the relief of
the United States treasury from all re-
sponsibilities not involved in its legitimate
functions—the collection and disbursement
of federal revenues.” .

General Bushnell Interviewed.

NEW YORK, June 28.—Gen, Asa 8. Bush-
nell, the Republican nominee for Governor,
is at the Holland House. General Bushnell

YALE IS INVINCIBLE

HARVARD DEFEATED AGAIN IN TR
GREAT "VARSITY BOAT RACE

This Time the Wearers of the Hiae
Finished Nearly Ten Lengths Ahead
of Those Who Wore the Crimson.

THE COURSE ROWED IN 21:30

AT NO TIME WERE THE CAMBRIDGE
MEN DANGEROLS COMPETITORS.

Almost Tired Out at the End of the
Four Miles, While the New Haven
Athletes Appeared to Be Fresh.

NEW LONDON, Conn., June 28.—The
oarsmen of Yale to-day defeated the men
of Harvard for the thirteenth time since
the annual contests were inaugurated be-
tween the colleges at Springfield on June
3, 1876. The race was rowed under favor-
able conditions and was a fair test of mer-
its, in which Harvard was beaten by & sec-
onds, or nearly ten lengths. The distance
was four miles on the Thames river, down
stream, from a point below Gale's Ferry
and extending to the big rallroad bridge at
New London. The official time was: Yale,
21:30; Harvard, 215,

The pharse, “Yale has won,” has become
such a monotony in college athletics that it
is hardly possible that to-day's result will
startle anybody. Amid acres . masts and
spars, forests of fluttering flags and Jlaly-
rinths of scurrying crafts of all kinds,
Yale's brawny young glants pulled their
shell gver the finishing line with an easy-
going stroke that bespoke confidence that
Harvard could not, under any circumstances,
beat them out. About the gray old bridge
that spans the river Thames at the finish
line of the long 'varsity course there was a
floating city, a carnival of colored stream
that would rival Tintoretto, Though all

day rain-filled clouds had threatened to mar
the enjoyment of .the spectators, yet so lar

did the blue predominate that even the

heavy clouds broke away soon after noon

to let a gleam of blue sky peer through as

an omen as 1o the result of the day's sport.
From early in the afternoon the river

was a moving mass of color, changing in
kaleidoscople form about the narrow ma-
rine lane left for the college crews to strug-

gle in for supremacy. When the sun came
out about an hour before the race was

called it turned the dark gray water into &
pale blue, on which you might caich gleams
of the great reversed groups of gaudy flags
and bunting, mirrored on the dancing
waves. The hillsides and the bridge were

masses of moving brilliant bits of blue and
crimson; pretty girls were everywhere,
decked In the color of their favorite col-
lege, and they frescoed the boats and the
hilisides, streaming in groups of color and
trying 10 be heard above the tooting and
bac;ung and filing of the multitualnous
craft.

The number of excursion boats, privuiz
yachts and other salling craft has rarely,
ever, been exceeded, and It is a matier for
further congratulation that so thoroughly
was the course policed that no very serous
accldent occurred, except the smashing by
the referee’'s boat of one of the napntha
launches that hupg on the starboard of a
private yacht., The steamers and yachis
were not allowed o go very far up the
stream, 80 they gathered about the finigh in
a dense squadron, extending for nearly a
miie above the bridge. There were two or
three of the large sound steamers, packed
from stem 1o stern with human cargo, pres-

SCENES AT THE START.

Crews never responded more promptly to
the referee's warning to be ready than did
Yale and Harvard to-day. Scarcely had the
whistle blasts of the referee's boat Nora
died away than the Harvard lads emerged
from their boathouse at Red Top, bearing
their shell. On the same instant, up at
Gale's Ferry, the men from Yale trudged
down the float from their boathouse with
their shell. Both crews were in their seats
and they pushed away from the float at

almost the same moment. Harvard rowed
with a slow, sweeping stroke up across
the starting line and uhemy boat lengths
above it, when ther turfied close in shore
and walited for Yale's crew to pass them
as they did on their way w0 the starting
line. Yale having sed, Harvard came
out from shore and paddled down to the
gtarting line, where she paused with her
stern held by a man in the Harvard stake
boat. Meanwhile Yale had dropped into
her position on the west side of the course,
Harvard having the eastern pl:ce on that
course, The reteree’s boat was lying along-
gide of the line. The observaticn train,
with [ts screaming throngs, was almosg
above the crewg on the bank and the steam-
ers and tugs cAreened along down the line
waiting the start of the shells to take
up their courses.

Promptly at 4:83 the signal
and both crews caught the water at the
same moment, Harvard started with a
quicker stroke, but the Yale boat soon
forged ahead, rowing about forty strokes a
minute, while Harvard was doing forty-one,
Jennings, who was substituted for Hollis-
ter in the Harvard crew, rowed remark-
ably well and the critlce who watched his
work from the referée’'s and press boats
were loud In praise of his rowing. The
Yale men, who were on the west side of
the river, rowed evenly and their shell shot
through the water very smoothly, while
Harvard's craft sagged between strokes. It
was quickly seen that No. 4, In the latter's
hoat, was oin%c\-ory poor work. He turned
on the catch fore the rest of the crew,
When the half mile mark was reached
the Yale boys had a lead of two lengths
and they slowed down to a stroke of thir-
ty-flve, but the wearers of the crimson
gtill kept their stroke above forty. The
water was smooth and the conditions were
everything that could be desired for a good
race. The body work of the sons of EN
was excellent, while that of the Harvard
crew became worse and No. 4 was splash-
ing badly when the first mile was ended,

YALE ROWED LIKE A MACHINE.

At the mile Yale had increased her lead
to three leagths and the men were rowing
lilke a machine, When they passed the one
and one-half mile mark they had not

The
wind changed clightly to the south, which
made the water a little rough. Both
crews spiashed a good deal over the ons
and a half mile line, but the Yale men
soon recovered even stroke of thlirtye
seven and the Harvard men were unable
to cut down the three lengths' lead at tre
two mile mark. The Yalg boat wus
steered by Coxswain Clark as straight as
an ATTOW, but the Harvard coxswain
seemed 10 lose control of his bhoat. At the
two and a half mile fag the boat's course
changed and it made n big turn, losin
fully a Jength before belng straightene
At this polnt It was plainly seen tha
Yale would win In eas
fashion, as she Increasei{ her lealdl oon-
stantly, though gradually. The body swing
of the crew cortinued regular and steady,
The Harvard men secmed to swing ouf
of the bhoat.

The cheers and toc ing of whistles now
began In earncst and the Yale cry was
heard from both sldes of the river. Hare
vard's stroke was increased to forty-one,
but Yale kept pegging away at thirty-seven,
a8 the third mile was finlshed. When the
three-mile flag was reached Yale had a
lead of five lengths and was gaining
steadily. A stretch of rough water was
met here and both crews splashed con-
siderably, but, as before, the Yale mon
ot tmci into thelr =swing In good shape,
ne Harvard boys were lacrking 'n steadls
ness and failed to act together. They held
on bravely, although certsin defeat w
practically unaveldavle.
