HOW IT WAS DONE,

Fisher's Pitehing, Finely Backed Up,
Won a Brilliant Game,

When Hatfield hit down to Newell and
the ball lodged in Motz's hands a second
before the runner reached first in that
ninth inning yesterday the two thousand
people at the ball grounds cheered the
hardest carned victory Indlapapolls has
had here this season. It was a battle royval
from start to finish and a magnificent zame
of ball., Every play was watched with al-
most breathless interest by the spectators,
and they had many a chance to =shout.
Thus far this season there has been no
real up-and-up fight between pitchers seen
here, but yesterday Fisher and Hastings
were pitted agalnst one another and the
battle was a hot one, the Indianapolis man
getting the best of it 'and landing the
game for his team. He was given superb
support, only one error marring the score,
and that cost nothing. Just nine of Man-
ning's men reached first base, three on

balls, four on safe hits, one ¢n an error
and one on a life, Only three of these
men reached third, Hines, who scored their
only run, Bergen and Klusman. There
was some of the finest infleld work of the
season done during the nine innings and
Newell deserves much of the credit for
several fine stops at critical times. Glen-
alvin, despite his error, accepted several
ugly chances, while Manning, Connaughton
and Hatfield let nothing get away from
them. Bergen's bad throw counted for
nothing, as hits enough followed to earn
the run. Hines had a couple of great
<atches in right, robbing McFariand of a
home run In the ninth. This catch was the
sensational one of the game.

There was a general feeling from the
=tart that the game was going to be hotly
contested, and after the first inning every-
body looked for just what came—a l?ltch-
ers’ battle. It was seen that both Fisher
and Hastings had great speed and were
out for the game with every ounce of
steam on. Hogan made rather an In-
auspicous opening by striking out, but the
erowd shouted when Newell was hit on
the leg, and “whooped it up"” still louder
when he stole second., Canavan reached
firat on balls, but McCarthy spoiled the
prospect by hitting into Hatfleld’'s hands
and forcing Newell out at third. Motz
flew to Hines. Newell and Motz cared for
Manning- in good style, Bergen struck out
and after Connaughton got a base on balls
he was easily caught stealing second. Then
the people knew they were in for a great
fight, and they didn't lose a
single point from that on.
With one out in the second, Klusman was
given a basze on balls, Nichol flew to Hogan
and Hatfield forced Klusman out at first.
Newel! was the first man on either team to
get a safe hit. With two out in the third
39 hit a heauty to center, but Canavan
went oot from Manning to Klusman. When,
with one out, Motz lifted the ball to left for
three bases, there was the wildest enthusi-
asm seen for some time. Roat hit to Con-
naughton, who seemed dazed by Motz's big
start fyr the plate, and who held the ball
=0 long that Roat beat the throw to first.
McDermott called him out, however, and
Glenalvin hit into Klusman's hands.

Bergen opened the last half of the fourth
with a slashing two-bagger to right, and a
tie seemed certain. Connaughton sacrificed
him to third, but Hines hit to Roat and
was thrown out at first, Bergen not daring
to come in. Klusman struck out. The game
ran along in this fashion until the seventh,
when, with two ouot, Glenalvin hit to Con-
naughton, who fell in fielding the ball
“Glen” beating his high throw out.

Fisher retired the side from Connaughton to
Klusman. The third and last run for In-

The Frenchman {s a formidable an-
tagonist for McLeod under the handicap
conditions. He is a wrestler of long-estab-
lished reputation, and weighs just about the
same as the Californian, though he is a
little shorter in stature. Some years ago he
promised to be the werld's champion in the
middle-weight elass, but could not keep his
weight low enough to stay in that class, so
he became a heavy-weight wrestler, As
McLeod will have lively work before him,
no time can be wasted on the mat, and the
audience at English's next Friday night
will see the livellest match from start to
finish that was ever Kknown here.

SHOWING AS EXPECTED.

Conch Courtney Says Several ®em-
bers of the Crew Have Malaria
- ==VYalkyriec Wins a Good Race.

LONDON, July 6.—A reporter had an in-

‘terview at Henley to-day with Charles E.

Courtney, the coach of the Cornell crew.
He sald: “We may as well tell you the
truth. Five of the men are sick, and 1 am
discouraged. During the past few days all
our prospects have seemed to vanish. The
boys are trobuled with pains in their limbs
and drowsiness, and the food they partake

of does not seem to nourish them. Hager,
who pulls near three, and Fennell, who pulls

near five, are the worst sufferers in this
connection. The worst of it is that Fennen,
who has been the life of the crew, keeping

them jolly and light-hearted, is now sick
and glum. I am sick myself, but I say

nothing, in order not to discourage the
boys. Our time over the course has fallen

off seventeen seconds, and it is too late to
use substitutes if we hope to win. 1 at-
tribute the trouble to the sudden changes
of weather, and, if I must admit it, I have
had a touch of malaria. Nobody ever
worked harder than myself to insure suc-
cess, but fate scems to be against us, Even
Fred Colton, the coxswain, as bright a
man as ever steered a boat, is suftering
from depression, I have talked with sev-
eral experts in boat racing regarding our
condition, and they all say Henley is not
a good place to train, and 1 am beginning
to agree with them,” X

The Uornell crew started practice at 10
o'clock this morning. They looked discour-
aged, somewhat lifeless, and were not
nearly in as good form as they were ten
days ago. But in spite of this, the men
made an excellent showing, pulling over
the course in seven minwes and four and
one-fifth seconds. After this'Mr. Courtney
sald: **We did well enough this morning,
but Hager, Fennell and Freeborn were
completely dono up at the end of the first
half mile, and the other five pulled the
boat, I ask nothing more than that the
boys were as fit as they were ten days ago.
