Under the
téerms of this circular it is said that the
agents of the Erie road are at liberty to
#¢ll tickets to the convention at Boston via
New York, which will allow the holder to
stop over in New York, and thus allow a

scalp on that portion of the ticket between
New York and Chicago. This is virtually
putting in a one-fare rate for the round
trip between Chicago and Boston, good until
the time for the expiration of the Christian

Endeavor tickets. Assistant General Pas.
senger Agent Buskirk, of the Erie, yester.

day refused to talk about the matter in any
way. The other lines have as yet taken no
action in the matter.

Control of Freight Rates.

The last issue of the Railroad Gazette
contains a Jong article on the president's
agreement, entered into last weéek, and in

the article republishes the interview given
in the Journal on Friday, with M. E. In-

galls, president of the Chesapeake & Ohlo
and the Big Four. The Gazette says: “As
Mr. Ingalls is generally understood to have
been the cause of the failure of the recent
Chicago agreement, this utterance is an in-
dication. of the spirit of one president,
which §8 quite signifieant. This interview
contains two expressions which strike key-
notes, one of the way to get an agreement
and one of how to use it, “The presidents can

control,” etc, We should say, rather, that
the event shows that they have the mind.
Every one knows that they can control.
The trouble is that they do not wish to.
Presidents have joined their traffic officers
in the belief that they must cut rates to
get business; this has caused all the trou-
ble. True, we are still speaking of individual
presidents, but so is Mr. Ingalls; it i& no
more true now than before that
the presidents as a body can
do much; the body is not
cohegive. All depends upon each president
controlling his own subordinates, and he
will control them If he wants to. The other
point is that the losers must live on faith
for a month or two. A great many signa-
tures have been affixed to traffic agreements
by men who well knew that traffic cannot
be evened up until after it has become un-
aven, but who, nevertheless, lost their
courage as soon as they saw a little ton-
nage slippi through their fingers. Not
only must the losers wait until they have
actually lost freight before they can receive
anything in compensation for it; they must,
under present conditions, wait a considera-
ble time beyond that, for the only practica-
ble method of evening Is by dliferential
rates. Even with a money pool, such is the
influence of old suspicjons, it is hard enough
to trust that justice will be forthcoming;
to wait for the éffect of a reduction of rates
is still harder. One advantage of a
presidents’ agreement over one of traffic
men is that the presidents are further re-
moved from the heat of strife, and so can
poessess thelr souls in patience a little

longer."

N. . Stockholders Pleased.

A Chicago paper says: “Many of the
holders of the securities of the North-
ern Pacific road are well pleased that the

rlan of the Great Northern to acquire that
line has fallen through. They figure that

the Northen Pacific, under its present man-
agement, will give them a better chance for
their money than they might have had un.
der the terms upon which the Great North.
ern was to assume coantrol of the property.
None of them doubt that James J. HID
would have given the road a most careful
and conservative management, but under
the present board of control the net earn.
ings have shown a very miaterial increase,
having footed up $1.300,000 increase during
the fiscal yvear just closed. It Is estimated,
upon the basis of the business done during
the last flacal year, that the net earnings
for she next fizcal vear will approximate
32 000,000, and under the terms by which the
3reatl Northern was to assume the control
of the Northern Pacific all moneys over
$5.000000 would have gone to the ald ana
support of the Great Northern. As the
thing now stands, they think that they
have more show for their money than they
would have had under the terms by which
the Oreat Northern was to assume control
of the property.

Consolidation Legnalized.

The stockholders of the Cincinnati, Ham-
flton & Dayton yesterday adopted the agree-
ment for the comnsolidation of the Cinein-
natl, Hamilton & Dayton, the Cincinnati,
Dayton & Ironton and the Cncinnati, Day-
ton & Chicago lines. All of the 38,644 shares
voted, out of forty thousand, favored the
congolidation. The vote of the other two

companies last week was practically unani-
mous. The consolidated capital stock is
$16,000,000, of which $8.000,000 is § per cent,
noncumulative preferred. The common
stock of the Cincinnati, Dayton & Ironton
and of the Cinecinati, Dayton & Chicago are
exchanged four to one for consolidated pre-
ferred, the ., H. & D. 4 per cent, preferred
even, (.. H. & D. common received 155100
shares of new preferred and two shares of
new common, Thirteen directors of the con-
solidazion will be elected July 20. This action
of the stockholders does not In any manner
affect the standing of the Cincinnati, Hamlil-
ton & Indianapolis, it being an entire‘ly ar-
ferent company and leasing to the Cincin-
nati, Hamilton & Dayton.

Few Have Complied with the Law.
Owing to the depression In business; it is
gald, few of the rallroads of the country
have complied with the act of Congress
approved March 12, 1888, requiring all cars
to be provided with grab irons or hand

holds in the ends orgsides of the car for
better security to men In coupling and un-
coupling. The act provides that all cars
sha?l be so equipped by July 1, 1805, *““There
will be a conference in Washington next
Friday between memoers of the Intersiate
Commerce Commission and representatives
of a large number of the raliroads of the
country relative to an extension of time in
which the cars shall be properly equipped.
The Loulaville, New Ailbany & Chicago
and the Pittsburg, Shenango & Lake Erie
railroad companies have petitioned the com-
mission for an extention eof time. The
former asks an extension until January,
1596, and the lattér until Oct. 1, 1885, The
commission has set July 22 as the day for
hearings on the petitions.”

El)ll-l!cl-‘ Shipments,

Indianapolis for damages aggregating $200,-
000. The claim is based upon injuries done
to the property of the plaintiff in the build-
ing of the Virginia-avenue viaduct, thereby
bringing about the closing of Alabama

street and obstructing the approaches to
the terminal property. of the plaintiff.

The complaint sets cut in detail the ori-

gin »f the line conmecting Indianapolis with
the main C,, H. & D. system, and also of
the purchase of the lots on which the
terminals of the line are situated. “1t is al-

leged that by reason of the proximity of the
depots to the business center the site was
particalarly valuable, but that great dam-
age had been done by reason ¢f the Union
rallway tracks being laid on the part of
Alabama streel that was vacated by special
ordinance in order that the viaduct might
be bullt. For the damages to the plaintiffis
property, the plaintiff asks $150,000, and for
the obstruction of the street, and permit-
ting the laying of tracks on the part va-
cated, the demand is $0,000.
