Mr. Clarke has already
presented the letter in a Detroit chureh,
and it is stated that the church now has
no jurisdiction over the case. Others he-
llew: the church officials wanted to get rid
of Clarke without notoriety, and gave him
the letter with that object in viewa. Mr.

YELLOW FEVER PLAYING HAVOC
WITH THE SPANISH TROOPS.

Deaths from the Disease Increasing at
an Alarming Rate—Correspondent
Woodward's Escape from Cuba.

WASHINGTON, July 1l.—Advices to the
Surgeon-general of the Marine Hospital
Service indicate quite an alarming increase
in yellow fever in Cuba and other West
India iflands. The week ending June 29
recorded twenty-eight deaths in Santiago,

while there s an average of five deaths
dally at Puerto Principe, a city of about
4,000 people. There are about one hun-
dred cases in the military hospital at San
Juan de Puerto Rio, and the disease is
rapidly increasing. The report from San-
tiago says: The death rate is increasing at
an alarming rate. The same state of af-
fairs is indicated by the report from Puerto
Principe. The military hospital at the lat-
ter place is erowded and the disease Is of
the most malignant type. This place is
near the center of the island of Cuba,
which would indicate that the disease is
virulent and epidemic, and is rapidly mak-
Ing Its way towards Havana and the west-
ern end of the island. The news from San
Juan comes as a surprise, as nothing had
previously been heard from that port since
April 24, when only one death was reported.
San Juan is the capital of the !sland of
Puerto Rlo, the most eastern of the West-
ern Indies and one of the Spanish posses-
elons® The report from this place is dated
June 1 and comes from the United States
cgnsul there, He says that no record of the
c:iges is published, but that he gets his
Infcrmation from repsitable physicians. He
altributes the new mmpulse of the disease
to the presence there of Spanish troops,
and adas: “While the military barracks
are never quite free from this disease, the
pPresent condition of things bids fair to pro-
duce a serious epidemic of fever, if it has
nsl already reacned that stage, during the
months or July, August, Sentember and
Uctober. There are Laree hundred or more
cascs in the military hospitals, and the
discase seems fo be increasing, while the
mortality is alarming, reaching as high as
B) cr 8 per cent.” His report indicates the
presence of fever and also of smallpox in
the surrounding country and in the city
culsicge of the hospital. In view of these
reports Surgeon-general Wyman is re-
doubling his efforts for the protection of the
American coast against infection.

WOODWARD'S ESCAPE.

A War Correspeondent’'s Expcerience in
Cuba—=How Marti Was Ililled.
NEW YORK, July 1l1.—Frank Woodward,
the Cuban war correspondent, arrived to-

day on the steamer Ardandhu, from Gibara,
apparently mone the worse for his tZying

experience in Cuba. Woodward, after many
weeks of hamsdships, managed to reach Gi-
bara. He proceeded immediately to the
United States consular agency, where he
met Jose H. Beola, a Spaniard, who is not

only the United States consular agent, but
an officer in the Spanish army. Beola,
Woodward asserts, treated him in a most
discourteous manner, advising him to give

himself up to the Spanish authorities, which
would mean imprisonment for a long period,
He was compelied to geek the protection of
the British flag, aboard the Ardandhu, and
through the kKindness of Captain Walker
manraged to reach home alive. Beola, Wood-
ward says, refuzed to recognize him as an
American citizen and declined to communi-
cate with Santlago de Cuba, where, Mr,
Woodward stated, his papers had been filed
with Consul Hyatt, and declared that all
American reporters were paid by the Cubans
to write lies. '

Woodward tells the following story of the
death of General Marti, of the Cuban army:
While Marti, with about 200 Cubans, was
reconnoitering in the vicinity of Gilbara he
rell in with a force of Spanish troops, num-
bering nearly 2,000 men, who were drawn up
on the banks of a small river. The insurgent
scouts were about to retreat, when Marti
ordered a charge. The Spaniards, taken by
surprise, soon formed a square. General
Mart!, mounted on a large gray stallion,
which he spurred furlously into a gallop,
charged madly QE‘ We Spanish square,
breaking down the ranks. The horse became
unmanageable and plunged. Marti was
dragged from his horse and bayoneted, and
his body afterward riddled with bullets.

Doings of the Combatants.
HAVANA, July 1l. — The insurgents
acknowledge that they lost eleven killed
and wounded in the skirmish near Palarita.
The insurgents, who were under the com-
mand of Garzon, have burned the town
hall near Minas Dailquiri, province of San-

tiago de Cuba and killed the Mayor of the
town, Joaquin Vigo, and four citizens who
took part in the defense., T he{ also burned
a farm house at Zacatecas. In the action
recently fought between the troops under
the command of. General Navarro and the
Garzin band of insurgents, in addition to
Garzin being killed, ' the Insurgents lost
twenty-five killed and wounded. A dis-
patch from Mayaria, province of Santiago
de Cuba, announces the arrival there of
two battalions of infantry.

Captain General Martinez De Campos haw
left Moron, n the province of Puerto
Principe, with the cavalry forces of that
district, going in the direction of the city
of Puerto Principe.

‘General Sandoval Shot.

NEW YORK, July 1.—A special from Ha-
vana says: It is said in Insurgent circles
that Sandoval, who commanded the Spanish
troops that surprised and killed Jose Marti
while the latter was making his way to the
coast, has been captured by a flying column
of mounted guerrillag commanded by Gen.
Jose Maceo. Colonel Sandoval was immedi-
ately accorded a court-martial, speedily con-
demned of treason against the Cuban re-
public and of the murder of its chief, and
sentenced to he shot. The sentence was
carried out and the body burled. A mark
was placed upon the grave,

Cuban Bank Suspends.
HAVANA, July 1L.-—The Banco Agricola,
of the city of Puerto Principe has sus-
pended payment. It is supposed, however,

that the suspension s only momentary,
as the bhank's resources are estimated at
700,000 pesetas and fts liabilities 70,000
pesetas,

GENERAL FOREIGN NEWS,

Rusxia to Build a Rallway Through
Manchurin.

LONDON, July 11.—The Standard's Ber-
lin correspondent states that he is able to
assert that there is a definite agreement
hetween Russia and China with reference
to the prolongation of the Siberian rail-
way with one or more branches through
Manchuria. After the payvment of the first

installment of the indemnity, Japan will
vacate all Chinesge territol‘:]y. except Wei-
Hai-Wel, which will be held, China defray-

ing the cost of occ tion till the whole

indemnity is paid, which will probably be in
six years, though the Chinese are con-
vinced that they will pay sooner.

China Wants Another Navy,
SAN FRANCISCO, July 1I1.—Captain Web-
ber, who was in command of a Chinese
blockade runner during the war with Japan,
left for Europe by way 0f New York to-

day with a rty of English capitalists on
what is sald to be an Important migsion,
On account of the high esteem in which
he i held by the Chinese government it
is said he has been intrusted with the
task of reorganizing the Chinese navy.
To this end he had been authorized to
purchase ships and econtract for the con-
struction of new ones.

BUENOS AYRES, July 11L.—In a collision
which has occurred between two 1mmi-
ant traing at San Pablo, province of
orrientes, fifteen persons have been killed
and thirty injured.

HENLEY ON THAMES, July 11.—There
was a larger crowd than usual assembled
here to-day in order to witness the final
heats on this, the last day of the Henley
regatta. When the Eton College crew and
the crew from St. John's College Oxford,
were sent away in the final heat for the
ladies’ challenge plate at the third stroke.
Eton’s No. 2 caught a erab and lay at the
botto of the boat for some moments unable
to rise. The Oxford's boats was a couple
of lengths ahead when the Oxford cox-
swain, H. S. Wells cried "ease all.” The
Oxfords then returned to the post amid
frantic applauge in which the umpire and
others on his launch jolned, while the
Etons rattled their cars in the row locks
in approval. “Bravo, Oxford!" was heard
on all sides and the cry “No more Cornelll”
was heard from several boats. The race
was then started again and the Eton crew
won as they liked by elght lengths.

In the final heat for the grand challenge
cup, the Trinity Hall, Cambridge Rowing
Club crew, which defeated Cornell yester-
day, beat the New College Oxford Boat
Club erew and thus captured the trophy,
representing the blue ribbon of aquatics.

The race was a splendid one and Trinity
Hall won by only one-third of a length in

7 minutes and 30 seconds.

Stout, Vivian Nickalls and Guy Nicsalls,

“The Americans failed to enter into the
spirit of the Henley regatta, which calls
upon co titers, as well as visitors, to
dress as cleanly and tidlly as possible. The
‘varsity and other English crews make a
point of rowing in new jerseys, with colors
unstained by raln or perspiration. It Is not
too much to say that such a dirty-looking
crew as Cornell never competed in the re-
gatta within the memory of most of its
Irequenters. They wore a lage red “C"
embroidered on the front of thelr jerseys,
and in every case the color of this letter
had run several inches. We hope they will
get a new turnout if they row n the com-
ln%hnetromlltnn regntta."

are now here have decided to bring two
crews to Henley in 1896, Secretary Cooper,
of the regatta committee, heartil ap?raves
of the proposition, and offers the Cornell
men every inducement and facil'ty. He as-

DUTY OF THE SCHOOL

—— —— ————

PATRIOTISM AND GOOD CITIZENSHIP
SHOULD BE PROMOTED.

Interesting Addresses by Teachers at
the Convention of the Nationfl
Educationzl Association.

DENVER, Col., July 11.—At to-day's ses-
sion of the convention of the National Ed-
ucational Association the nominatiag com-
mittee reported the following officers, who
were unanimousiy elected: President, New-
ton G. Dougherty, Peoria, Ill.; secrelary,
Irwin Shephard, Winona, Mina.; treasuarer,
I. C. McMeal, Kansas City, Mo. Among
the directors is D. K. Goss, of Indianapelis.

The general subject of papers .or the
morning session was “The duty and op-
portunity of the schools in promoting
patriotismy and good citizenship. ' Gecorge
H. Martin, supervisor of schools, Boston,
sald In pari:

“A patriot is a maan who loves his coun-
try and is ready to fight for it. All cud
patriotic literature has the same 1ing, and
&0 have the songs we sing. As a perpet-
uai stimulus to tiis emotion, we nave put
the flag cver all our schoolhouss2s, and

ave taught our children to salute it. What
does it all mean; and what is to be ihe
outcome of it all? The practical yucston
is: Sha!l thiz sentiment of patlriotism be
allowed to expend itself in wmere offer-
vescence, or shall {ts energy bhe trans-
muied into useful work? Shall men and
women be ambiticus to be themselves
fathers and mothers rather than sons and
daugnters of revolation. In a word, shall
our people be willing to live for thelr coun-
try while they are waiting to die for t?

*To bring about this change will necessi-
tatc new standarda of peatriotism. We
must move from the fifteenth ceniury to
the twentieth, Instead of class distine-
tions émbodied in the laws and customs we
must see legal, social equality. And we
must see that a great independent nation
will not have to fight over the old battles,
but meet new enemies and call for rew
weapons. When we have come to know
what these new enemies are, we shall
realize that the work of patriotism is no
longer a struggle with principalities and

powers, but against spiritual wlck&aulnou'4

in high piaces.

“Our work, therefore, in the education of
the young for citizenship, will be three-
eided. We shall need first to get beneath
the manifestations of patri emotions
in the past to the essential and underly-
ing principles. Next, we shall need to
show what are the pecullar perils of our
countriv. to-day. And, third, we must teach
how these enemies are to be met and
conguered; in other words, how the old
s irit must manifest itself under the new
e nditions. It will be our business to teach
t at our foes are of our own household;
L at idleness, intemperance, luxury and
e .travagance may destroy a ;,eolpie that a
vonal ballot and a corrupt judiclary may
t:row down in a night all the bulwarks of
£ od government.

“Wicked men on the bench may light their
pipes with Magna Charta and the bill of
mzhts and State and national constitutions,
and combinations of men may make or un-
make laws for selfish Eurpoau. and under
the gulse of laws for the people the people
may be oppressed. The twentleth century
atriot must be, first of all, of sound man-
aood. We must limit the two extremes in
which two classes of our citizens develop—
the overfed and the hungry and
idlers, both alike preying on the public.

**Next the new patriotism will reco
in a substantial way the mutual obligations
which grow out of the interdependence of
men [n soclety. Fair dealing must be its
supreme characteristic, and it must be shot
through with the spir't of the golden rule.
The whole industrial system ts prac-
tically in the hands of irresponsible agents.
The new patriotism will penetrate to the
core of this system and br back to it the
sense of personal responsibility which it has
lcst. By this standard will the patriotism
of men be measured. Are they willing, for
the public good, for the country’'s , to
sacrifice private interests of time and
money and thought; to sink partisan preju-
dices, and to unite with all other men simi-
larly inclined in an alliance offensive and
défensive for ‘xood government. - business
government? Will they vote? Will they go
to caucuses? Will they take munici of-
fices? Will they serve on juries? Will they
fight the =saloon and mbling interest on
their own ground? il the¥ fight the
spoilsmen in their own party {ll the
demand and fight for it—first, Jast and all
the time—clean men and clean .measures?’

Joseph Baldwin, of Austin, Tex., treated
the subject of “‘Patriotism of the South-
land.” He said the people of the South re-
jolce to-day that the “lost cause' is a lost
cause. The great question in the South is
the lifting of the colored race to citizen-
ship, and It is being done. He spoke In de-
fense of the whites in restricting the po-
litical hts of the blacks.

A P, rble, superintendent of sc
Omaha, Neb., read a on the “Ethica
Element in Patriotism.” a synopsis of which
follows: “The word patriotism derived
from a root that signifies to protect, and,
in its secondary sense, to feed. To protect
and to provide, are the fundamental ideas of
patriotism. This protection was at first ex~
ercised by the patriarch or father of the
family; with the growth of families, this
fundamental idea was extended to the tribe
or gens, and after further extension, it em-
braced the several Heo of the same ori-
gin and language, till finally it has come to
embrace great nations wi a common in-
terest, ith the spread of civilization, this
idea of patriotism has taken a broader
meaning. From families of individuals or
races, we now consider famllies of nations,
and what at first embraced only people of
one family now embraces humanity. The
original idea was essentially sel in a
narrow sense, Gradually it has broadened,
but has been, and still is, essentially selfish.
The extended notion of patriotism has grad-
ually become more altruistic, and its fur-
ther development will still further develop
the altruistic idea. Already thers 8 a
community of educated, enlightened, broad-
m!nded men, whose patriotism embraces the
whole world of man, while holding a2 warm-
er place in their hearts for the country
where they live. It is the duty of schools
to cultivate this broad, all-comprehending
patriotism."

The papers were discussed by W. H.
Bartholomew, Louisville, Ky.; C. B. Gil-
bert, €t. Paul, Minn.,, and J. R. Preston,
State Superintendent of Mississippl. Al
agreed that the battlefield was not the
race for the display of the truest patriot-
sm, and that one of the highest duties of
the teachers was that of inculcating love
of home and native land. Schoolhouse pa-
triotism was uniting all sections of the Na-
tion. The morning session closed with the
singing of “America”™ by the audience.
