AFTER THE BIG STORM

WRECKAGE PILED HIGH AT CHER-
RY HILL VIEWED BY THOUSANDS.

Three of the Vietims Dead and Sev-
eral Uncomnsclous, and Thought te
Be Dying Last Night.

HACKENSACK, N. J.,, July 14.—Between
forty and fifty thousand persons visited
the scene of the ruin and devastation at
Cherry Hill to-day. Some of the unfortu-
nates whose homes were wrecks gat about
during the day and wondered what was in
store for them. Hackensack and the

other towns have responded promptly to
the call for aild made by the people of
Cherry HIll. Committees have been or-

ganized in several of the towns. The most
important Is the oce lLere. Prompt meas-

ures were taken and between the amount
subscribed and that gathered in boxes at
the ruini of the village, there is now
enough money* to keep the unfortunates in
food for a few days.

Viewed in the light of day, with the ex-
citement that existed last night gone, the

ruin appeared more complete. Everywhere
in the path of the storm were ruins. The
tangled heap of timbers by the railroad

track told where the depot went to pleces.
One pile of wreckage showed where a
house had been thrown down, and another
where a barn had been razed by the winds.
The leafless trees that withstood the strain
of the whirlwind gave the appfarance of
midwinter., On two sides as viewed from
the center of the town, there were banks
of green, but where the storm swept every-
thing was black and bare, Three were
killed in the storm. The two Polish labor-
ers reported killed by the fall of the barn
are alive in the hospital here. They are

Many of the homeless women and children
were transferred to Woodridge, where they
recelved shelter. To-day active means were
taken to secure them relief and homes,

In addition to the wreck in Cherry HIil,
almost every house along the river from
that place to the river's edge«was damaged
to some extent. Many merely had the
chimney= blown down, while the roofs of
others were badly started. The buildings
blown down In the village of Cherry HIll
were valued at about $0.000, but this is but
a small part of the actual loss, without
taking :nto consideration the loss of life
or the injuries to scores who were un-
fortunate enough to be iIn the path of the
storm.

WOODHAVEN, N. Y., July 14.—The vil-

The Kansas Populist Names Planks
for New Political Movement.

TOPEKA, Kan., July 14.—Senator Peffer
is out for & new party.

THE STANFORD ESTATE.

Will Pay Expenses This Year and
Have a Small Surplus.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal.,, July 14.=Mrs,
Leland Stanford has returned from a visit
te Vina ranche, where she went for the

purpose of inspection. For the first time
the great ranch, which has been personally
ranaged by Mrs. Stanford, will pay ex-
penses and there will be a small surplus.
The grain crop this year will be a large one
and the vines will produce from
twelve thousand to fifteen thousana wons
of grapes. Eight thousand tons of grapes
will be crush for wine and brandy, mak-
ing 1000000 gallons. The rest of the grapes
will be sold. Speh.klnf of the Stanford Unli-
versity, she says: “if 1 can keep one thou-
sand students at the university 1 will be
satisfied. We had 1,100 last vear and will
have that number at the opening of the
next term. On the most economical policy
it costs §15,000 a month to run the university.
I have no plans for any future addition
to the university.”

domen was ripped open by the knife of the
assassin in such a manner that the en-
trials dropped out, died at the hospital
soon after reachin there. To-night
Charles 8chlict, a white man who is said
to have lived with the King woman in
Kansas City, was arrested on suspicion of
having committed the murder, which he
strongly denies.

FIRE ON THE NORMANDIE.

It Burned Elghteen Hours in the Hold
‘Amidships During Passage.
NEW YORK, July 14.—The French line
steamship Normandie, from Havre, which
arrived in peort to-day, had a fire on board

during the passage. It was at 7 o'clock

on the night of July 9. The passengers
were all at dinner and little was known
until the next day of the danger through
which they had passed. Smoke was first
seen issuing from the starboard alley, about

midships. 1t was found to be in a compart-
ment in the lower hold, where were stowed

cagse goods, hides and skins. It is sup-

to have resulted from spontaneous
combustion among the oily hides.

The fire apparatus was at once brought
into use and twelve lines of hose ured
hot . water into the compartment. Volun-
teers were asked for to go to the seat
of the fire and learn the exact conditions
of affairs, The whole crew volunteered to
a man. Ten were selected. The water had
nearly reached the celling when the ten
volunteers reached there. They r rted
the condition of affairs to Captain Deloncle,
who ordeged the water flow stopped. Dur-
lng this time few of the passengers knew
what was occurrlng. The fire was out at
noon on July 10. Before the ship landed
the sengers held a meeting and adopted
resolutions commending the Captain and
crew for their brave work.

Captain Deloncle is forty-eight vears old.
He has served fifteen years as commander,
but this was his first trip on La Normandie,
He has served thirty-four years at sea and
has filled every post from cabin boy to
captain. The cargo will be jettonized and
an estimate made of the damage a8 soon
as possiblée. The amount of the damage Is
belleved to be slight.

FIVE HUNDRED 70 DIE

—

THAT NUMBER OF ARMENIANS RE-
SOLVE TO GIVE UP THEIR LIVES.

The Obhject Is to Aronse Other Na-,
tions to the Necessity of PProtect-
ing Eastern Christians.

&
20,000 TO BE SLAUGHTERED

IN THREE MONTHS UNLESS EUROPE
TAKES CONTROL OF TURKEY.

Great Defeat of the Radicals in Eng-
Iand and What It Portends—
Other Forelgn News,

Special Correspondence of Associated Press.

VAN, Aremnia, May 24 — In the
city of Van, at this moment, there
are five hundred young men sworn to give
themselves as a sacrifice -to Turkish
butchery in the hope that the attention of
England may be more sirongly ealled to
the desperate situation of their people.
The Armenians cannot accept any scheme
of reform which do not have for its
fundamental prinecipl the alisolute con-
trol of the European powers, Unless Eu-
rope controls the reforms there will be a
massacre of twenty thousand Christlans in
the city of Van within three months, The
Armenians themselyes will bring this about
rather than be cast adrift by their fellow-

Christians of the West. There is no lan-
guage quite adequate to a description of
the real condition of Armenia at present.
Men are beaten, robbed and murdered,
and women are ravished by Kurds and
Turkish soldiers. Woe and want and de-
spair and death stalk abroad in the beauti-
ful land that was once a part of the
Garden of Eden. The inbhabitants of Van
are living on the brink of a massacre from
day io day.

The Sasum massacre, It would ap-
pear, was one of the most care-
fully planned outrages in history. The
evidence of this is circumstantial only, but
it Is alleged to be none the less conclusive.
During the months of June, July and
August, preceding the Sasun massacre, the
Kurdish chiefs in the country surrounding
the Sasun regron, and particularly the
districts in the southward and southwest-
ward, were apparently unusually busy in
gathering up the scattered warriors of
their tribes for an invasion of the Sasun
region.

In July and Augast enormsus quantities
of petroleum were shipped from Erzroum
to Moush. This petroleum came originally
from Russla to Erzroum, and 80 great was
the quantity brought over the mountain
roads that it was a subject of remark to
very many persons. For a time it looked

as if nothi went over the roads between
Erzroum and Moush but petroleum. Now,'
it is a fact that Mousgh does not use a great
quantity of petrolenm hergelf, nor do her
inerchants sell much of It to the surround-
ing country. In the villages candles of
sheep fat oil are used for lights. What
Moush wanted with those countless cans
of petroleum was a mystery. But the
mystery was a mystery no longer after the
Sasun massacre, for that petroleum was
used to burn the ,Jhouses of  the BSasun
villages and to cremate the bodies of the
wretched villagers who fell victims to the
awful butchery, In burning the houses, the
etroleum was thrown upon the woodwork
n generous quantities and set on fire,
with the result that everything that could
burn went up in smoke. In cremating the
dead, the bodies were, in many cases,
laced between layers of wood and bullt up
nto a sort of funeral pile. The entire
mass was then saturated with petroleum and
set on fire. It iz charged that living men
were cremated In the same way. Bul,
this was a mereiful way of putting the un-
fortunate creatures to death in comparison
with the tortures inflicted on many others.
The massing of troops near the Sasun
reglon and particularly at Moush was car-
ried on for some time before the begining
of the massacre in order that everything
might be in readiness according to the
programme sald to have been carefully
made cut at Canstantinople. Several weeks
after the Sasun massacre, it is claimed,
orderzs were sent from the palace at Con-
stantinople for a massacre of the inhabi-
tants of Modikan, a district lying to the
south and southeast of Sassoun, but when
it was seen that an Iinvestigation of the
massacre at Sasun was inevitable, the
order, it 12 sald, was repealed and Modikan
wis not molested, except In the course of
persecution in general In parts of Armenla.
By tRe transfer from Van to Constant!-
nople of the advance guard of the Ar-
menian revolutionary movement, captured
in the village of Tchiboukla, on May 19,
the Turkish government has taken a de-
cigive step toward quieting public excite-
ment in the eastern part of the empire.
The Governor of Van, Bahri Pasha, has,
during the week, added several interesting
facts to the alleged concession of Harry
Willams, the leader of the ca _tured band.
According to the ernor, Willlams has
confessed that the revolutionary party,
which sent him to begin the revolution,
has three thousand rifles In Trieste,
Austria, which will shipped to Armenia
for the use of the triots at the earliest
opportunity. ;
pAn interestin incident of WilllamJd's
confession, as miAde public by Bahri, is the
fact that he is not a British subject at all,
but is a native of the Caucasus region of
Russia, and, strangely enough, of the very
distriet ‘n which Bahri himself was born.
Leaving out of consideration cntirely the
second revolutionary band across the
Persian border, it is an undeniable fact
that the Armenian situation was ver at
a more critical peint.

Eight Liberal seats have béen captured by
the Unionists, and the Radicals have cap-
tured one Unionist seat, that at Perth, As
far as outward appearances go, the elec-
tions are causing little excitement in Lon-
don. There are a few idlers In the Strand,
where the Graphic displays a presenta-
tion of lLord Salisbury and Lord Rosebery
climbing ladders to indicate the course of
election returns.

MILLIKEN IN HIDING

MYSTERY ABOUT HIS BREAKING
INTO HIS SWEETHEART'S ROOM.

Explanation for His Release by
the Wnashington Police—=Mr.
Philllps Will Proseente.

WASHINGTON, July 4.—Nothing is yet
known of the whereabouts of Eenjamin H.
Milliken, the young man against whom the
grand jury has returned an Iindietment,
char‘ng him, on two counts, with unjawful
entry into the house of ex-Solicitor-general
Samuel H. Phillips. It is supposed that he
has returned to Memphis, Tenn.,, where he
came. from to this city several years ago.
Mr. Phillips was seen at his house to-night,
and announced his intention of pushing the
case against Milliken vigorously.

The complainant is Miss Gertrude Phiilips,
daughter of ex-Solicitor-general Samuel F.
Phillips, who lives with her father on
Rhode Isiand avenue, near the old home of
Governor Morton., Miss Phillips is regarded
as one of the most beautiful girls in the

Washington galaxy, and Milliken was her
ardent admirer. He had courted her for

some time, was received by the family, and

many supposed they were engaged, al-
though it 1s now sa:d that the uvung man
had proposed, but had not been accepted.

IThe swory of the ‘“housebreaking and
felonious assault,”” as the Indictments read,
is a singularly Interesting one. Un the
night of July 4 the famlly, consisting of
General Philips, his wife and two daugh-
ters, Nora and Gertrude, according to the
father's story, remained in the library un-
til about haif-past 10, when Mrs. Phillips
and Nora retired. Tne General and Ger-
trude sat up until midnight. Hardly had
the General fallen asleep when he was
awakened by his daughter Nora calling
him upstairs excitedly. He rushed to her
rocm, where he saw his other daughter,
Gertrude, standing in her sister's closet in
her night dress, crying as if in great agony.
When he entered she said:

“Oh, father, there is & man in that
rcom!”

This was Miss Gertrude's room, which
connected with her sister's. The General
started to go in, but both daughters plead-
ed with him to stop, lest he be shot. The
room door was lockegl, and he awaited de-
velopments. Suddenly he heard the lock
¢lick. In a moment the man on the in-
slde put his hands on the transom and
satrted to draw himself up. The General
hit him on the knucKles. The man dropped
to the floor and rushed out of the room
through another door. The ladies opened
the .\:\'indows and called “murder” and “po-
lice.” Two patrolmen heard their cries and
chased the Intruder into the back yard.
They cornered him, and, drawing thelir pis-
tols, made him throw up his hands,

The prisoner proved to be Benjamin Hari-
son Millikin. He was taken to the police
station, but £eems 10 have been discharged
or allowed to go on his own recognizance,
when it was ascertained who he was. The
police dd not explain why this extraordi-
Nnary course was pursued.

The grand jury to-day took another view
of the maitter and brought in a true bill
against Millikin for attempted robber
and assault. AW soon as the police allowe
Millikin to go he 4id not stop until he had
left the city, and where he Is now no one
seems to know.

It is not generally believed that the ac-
cused young man broke into the house with
the intention of robbing it. The General
says that he was told by his daughter Ger-
trude that she was suddenly awakened,
shortly after she retired, by the smell of
chloroform, or possibly by a noise. She
says that zhe opered her eves and saw a
man standing over her -=wvith a handker-
chief, which he was passing over her face.
She dashed his hand aside and rushed into
her sister's room. It was dark and she did
recognize her lover. It was on this
statement, it is surmised, that the indict-
ment for housebreaking was found,

Millikin is about thirty yvears of age, tall
and dark, fairly good looking, fond of soci-
ety and popular with his associates, Gen-
eral Phillips thinks that Millikin must
have been crazy.

SHERMAN NAMES ONLY THREE
PRESIDENTIAL TOSSIBILITIES,

Wounld Not Accept the Nominantion
Himself if It Were Made Unani-
mous by All Parties.

MANSFIELD, 0., July 14.—Senator John
Sherman was seen at his residence vester-
day and his views asked on presidential
politics. He said he was not a candldate,
and added: “If all the people of the United
States should join together and offer it to
me, I would not accept the position. 1T am
too old. No man of seventy-two has the
right undertake the work and responsi-
bility which come to the chief executive of
the United States. It is a position of wear
and tear, and it should have a younger
man.

“We do not lack good candidates. There
Is Reed, of Maine. His ability is beyond
question, and he would be acceptable to the
Republican party. His locality is against
him, however.

“There is McKinley; he is an able man,
and will make a good candidate. He will,
I believe, have the support of Ohlo, and I
woud like to see him nominated.

“Going further West, we find Senator

Allilson. He s a sound man and has a
good record., He would make a good candi-
gate and a good President.”

The Issues of the next campaign, the
Senator sald, will be the tariff and the
financial question. “Will the Republican
party espouse the cause of a double stand-
ard?’ asked the reporier.

“I think not,” replied Senator Sherman,
“You cannot have two standards as money,
You may have gold or you may have silver,
but you cannot have both as standards. Al
the present value and fluctuation of silver,
1 don't think there i any danger of the
people choosing it as our standard.”

THEY HANG TO TREES.

Fate of Two Negroes In Arkansas
Charged with Murder.

CAMDEN, Ark., July 14—About 12 o'clock
last night, at Hampton, thirty miles east
of here, two negroes were mobbed by sev-
enty-five men. Two weeks ago a white

man by the name of Martin was killed by
three negroes. Two of them were arrested
and confined in jall. A mob gathered sev-
eral nights ago, but was persuadedl to
desist, l.ast night there was another gath-
ering, and seventy-five determined men
marched to the jail and demanded the sur-
render of the murderers. It was useless to
regist such a force with but a handfu! of
men to summon to his aid, so the keys were
delivered to the mob. The culprits were
carried to the neighboring forest and
hanged to trees. The men were not masked
and made no effort to conceal their identity,
Two years ago a race riot oceurred in Cal-
houn county. The negroes greatly outnums-
ber the whites, and further trouble is ex-

pected.

SUNDAY LAW IN NEW YORK.

NEW YORK, July 14,—The resurrection
of the Sunday law by Judge McAdam had
the effect of only slightly checking the sale
of soda and mineral waters by druggists
and confectioners of the city to-day. Pos-
sibly one such place in every twenty made
no attempt to sell. One In every four sold
only to regular customers, while all the rest
sold to every one who wanted to buy. Pa-
trolmen received instructions, on fravlng
their station house to make no arrests in
such cases, except on complaint of those
who had purchased drinks and wished to
haVve the seller arrested. There was no Jdis-
position on the part of buyers to make com-
plaints, and, as policemen in citizens’
clothes, who were on excise duty, were not
instructed to get cases against the soda

water sellers, the latter were not interfered
with.
