THE LAW AGAINST IT

SHERIFF EXPECTED TO STOP COR-
BETT-FITZSIMMONS FIGHT.

Attormney-General Crane, of Texas, ls-
sues Hisx Opinion, _‘Vhlch Is Point-
cdly Against the Dallas Club.

AUSTIN, Tex., July {.—Attorney-general
Crane to-day gave out his opinion in the
Corbett-Fitzsimmons fight case at Dallas,
in November, The opinion was in reply to
an inquiry from the Dallas county attor-
nes as to whether the law enacted in 1891,
prohibiting prize fighting, was wvalid and
operative. It was held by some of the
best lawyers in the State that the law was
invalid and inoperative because it denounces
the offense as a felony and affixes thereto
the punishment of a misdemeanor, and
further because the act was so indefinitely
framed and is of such doubtful construc-
tion, considered either by itself of in con-
nection with the other provisions of the
written law that it cannot be understood.
Murther, the Legislature, in adopting re-
vised codes, carried into the civil code the
act of 1880, which licenses prize fighting
and that the civil code with the provisions
in it was finally passed at a time subse-
quent to the adoption of the penal code, In
which is incorporated the statute prohibit-
ing prize fighting, and that, therefore, the
statute licensing prize fighting by impli-
cation repealed. the penal Jaw on the same

subject, which had been previously passed.

The Attorney-general, in his opinion to-
the opposite view. e holds
that the law of 181 was and still is
operative. The Attorney-general contends
that “According to the contention of those
who believe that the statute ainst prize
fighting is voild on account of its declara-
tion that the crime is a felony and the pun-
ishment of a misdemeanor {8 applied there-
to, the statute would be periect if the
word misdemeanor could be substituted for
the word felony."” Following the doctrine
annuvinced in one of ‘pur court decisions,
namely: ‘“That the tention frequently
conlro{a the express language in the con-
struction of statutes, the court was at
perfect liberty to eliminate that word fel-
ony if such elimination were necessary to
give effect to the legisiative intent. It must
e plain that the court belleved that the
intention of the Legiglature was to pro-
hibit prize fighting. If the court further
believed that the fact that the Legislature
affixed the punishment of a misdemeanor
to the offense of prize fighting and the word
felony was inserted by mistake, it was at
perfect liberty to disregard that word in
the construction of the statute,

“Further, tt&e vagdll)ty tof th: ﬂﬁtnlno u&;
tion is not affected"by the r
code. " The civiF cgaévnlkdby the Legisla-
ture before the penfial code did, and not
afterwards. But, notwithstanding all as-
sertions to the contrary, by reference to the
new revised code, it will be seen that it
specifically states that all laws embodied in
the revised statutes, which were in exist-
ence at the time of its adoption, should be
considered to be a continuation and not as
new enactments,

“This law being valid, it is the duty of
the sheriff of Dallas county to see that it is
enforced. He has the authority, and we
will look to him to see that the law is en-
forced.’

The
Staats-Zeitung admits, and does so In evi-
dent grief, that its mugwump [riend, Carl
schurz, who has written a letter—which
aiso had the signature of other prominent
Germans—spoke for a considerable German
constituency when henrralnd the police and
Mayor Strong for enforcing the law, and
advised all his countrymen to obey it, and
work for its repeal as the only proper way
to escape from its restrictions.

Without going into any discussion of the
merits or demerits of the excise laws of
New York, or the policy or Impolicy of the
methods used in trying to enforce Lncm, we
venture to suggest that the Staats-Zeitung
is grieving over a condition that should be
a source of sincere satisfaction to every
patriotic citizen., The fact that the Ger-
mans are not united on this or any other
question of pubiic policy shows that they
have become Americanized. The fact that
Carl Schurz and his lttle following take
one view. while the Zeéitung and its larger
band take another, Is the most cheering
incident that we have observed In New
York politics for a long time.

What is there in such & question as the
Sunday saloon that shpuld be expected to
solid'fy the Germans, the Irish, the Dutch,
the Italians or any other nationality in our
heterogeneous make-up? Are not they all
Americans? And, if so, wl".lly should -they di-
vide on European linas? The most execra-
ble feature of American politics is the hab-
it, now happily falling into disuse, of solidi-
fying, or attempting to solidify, foreign na-
tionalities in support of candidates and poll-
cles,

BLOW TO UNIONISM,

Civil-Service Rules in Government
Printing Office S0 Regarded.

Washington Special.

The labor leaders feel somehow that the
cause of unionism has been hit a serious
blow by the application of the civil-service
law to the Government ’Printlngegmce.

The typograplical union has n a won-
derful power in Washington. This being
tha political center of the country, the la-
bor people who live heére were enabled to
impress their influence strongly upon legis-
lation and to have things pretty much
their own way. Politicians have always
been for some reason easily moved by
labor agitation in this city. and disposed to
attach perhaps undue importance to what
oftentimes amounted to mere local demon-
strations. Hence the printers felt a pride
in keeping their organization aggressively
strong in the national capital. It is feared
now, however, that the Incentive to activ-
ity along trades unfon lines has been great-
ly impaired. The “ins will no longer feel
that their safety depends upon their iden-
tification with the union, and their fealty
to the organization may ¢ool. Such, at
least, i3 the apprehension of many of the
men who are foremost in the industrial
eouncils hereabouts. They are betting on
the selfish instinct in the human animal,
and that men whose pogitions cease to de-
pend elther upon political pull or the power
of a labor organization to Which they may
helong are likely to losa Interest in union
principles and in union weork. Many of the
brightest and personally most unselfish
labeor leaders opposed the latest clvil serv-
fce move, believing it not for the best In.
terests of the cause of organized labor,
but their oppo=ition did not count, ;

Possitiy, however, the prospective loss of
the local labor fleld may be more than off-
sot by the establishment of national head.-
quarters In Washington for most of the
great labor organizations of the country,

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WRONG IDEA THAT A MASS MEETING
WAS CALLED FOR WASHINGTON.

Secretary of Agriculture to Issue n
Bulletin: Showing Where United
States Ranks with Other Countries.

WASHINGTON, July 14 —Senator Jones,
of Arkansas, who joined with Senators
Harris and Turple, In issuing a call for a

conference of silver Democrats in Wash-
ington on the 18th of August, has written

& letter to a friend in Washington, ex-

plaining the origin of the call and the
purposes of the meeting. He says:

“At Memphis, after the adjournment of
the meeting there, a number of Democrats
from different States held a meeting at
the Gayoso Hotel, and after consideration at
meeting requested Senators Harrls, Turple
and myself to take steps to organize the
gilver Democrats so that they would be
fairly represented in the next national
convention. We concluded that the best
way to do this was to first organize a
national central committee of silver Demo-
crats consisting of one or more members
from each State, and let these members
look after the organization of their own
States. To select gentlemen for member-
ship of this committee by correspondence
seemed slow, hence it was concluded to
invite one or more gentlgmen of character
and experience from ea State to meet
in Washington and select, If they thought
well of fit, this central committee. is
ig all there is of it, as I understand.”

The general impression seems to have
gone out that the conference was to be a
Mass meetln&. Senator Jones's statement
puts it in a different ligat.

OUR FOREIGN MARKETS.

New Bulletin Regarding World's Mar-
kets for United States.
WASHINGTON, July 14.—The BSecretary
of Agriculture will issue within a few dafs
bulletin No. 3, on the world's markets for
American products. This bulletin
contains 4 short statistical intro-
duction on the agriculture of
France and reports of the consuls from
Bordeaux, Cognac, Havre, Nice, Grenoble,
Rhelms and Limoges. It also contains a

copy of the decree of the Minister of Ag-
riculture prohibiting the importation of
American cattle from the United States
into France; also a statement of the tem-
porary suspension of the export of sheep
from the United States, owing to the ex-
action of the French government of a cer-
tificate from a United States veterinary

inspector to accompany all sheep landed
in France from the United States, which

shall positively certify that none of them
have n exposed to any contagious dis-
ease for a period of six weeks prior to
date of shipment. Owing to the possibility
of exposure to scab such a certificate from
the United States veterinary inspectors
cannot be given at present. This bulletin
also contains a map showing the different
localities of the several consuls who have
made reports to the Department of Agri-
culture through the Department of State.
Among the most important statements con-
tained in this bulletin ls one showing the
area, production and trade of wine In
France.

A comparative statement of the wine
production of the different European coun-
tries in 1893 and 1894, as well as by the
United States, will also be found, which
shows that the production of wine in
France for the year 18 was 1,031,657,5818
gallons, while that of the United States
was but 25,000,000 gallons. How few realize
that on the Western coast of California,
which Is probably the counterpart of the
Western coasl of Europe, with Great Brit-
ain attached to the continent, every condi-
tion of soll and climate can be found to
produce the wines pecullar to European
countries.

The bulletin also contains an important
statement in regard to the total trade of
France, exclusive of the preclous metals,
as compared with the trade of the United
States, Germany and the United Kingdom.
This statement shows that the United
Kingdom has an easy lead over her nearest
three competitors, and that her commerce
is about equal to the regate of that of
Germany and the Unit States, her two
nearest rivals; and that Germany, France
and the United States are not far apart,
France taking fourth rank. In 1890, 1891
and 1894 Germany occupled second place
and the United States third, while for the
years 1892 and 1893 this order was reversed
with respect to these two countries.

HORSELESS CARRIAGES.

In Common Use in Paris and Ex-
pected Soon Iin New York.

Harper's Weekly.

Since the very early years of this century,
when Trevithick invented the first loco-
motive, the effort to perfect a steam car-
rlage to run on the ordinary roads has

never been abandoned, but has always at-
tracted the inventive s=kill of ingenious
mechanicians. The locomotive of Tre-
vithick, the steam carriage which led to the
introduction of Stephenson's railroad loco-
motive of scme quarter of a century later,
was intended to run on the ordinary roads,
which at that time, by the way, were as
bad in Europe as they are in the United
States to-day. For years past in Europe
there have been in practical use traction
or road engines. These, however, have been
only for slow work, and they have been
used exclusively for the hauling of freight.
The inventors have always had in mind the
rerfection of a motor which would take a
carriage along at a rate of speed faster
than that of horses, and this idea quite
naturally has found a more congenial home
in France, where the roads are uniformly

excellent, than elsewhere. One year ago
there was s0o much interest in these horse-
lesa carriages that a race was arranged
between them from Paris to Rouen, the
first prize to be given to the carriage which
shouild excel in speed, safetly, manageability
and economy. There were one hunared and
two vehicles entered, but before the day of
the contest this number was reduced by
withdrawals and disqualification to twenty-
one, The starters were of all shapes andg
sizes, from neat victorias to great coaches
for eight and ten passengers. The first to
finish was the Come de Dlon’s steam ve-
kicle, a heavy traction engine of some
twenty-five horse-power, drawing a four-
seat carriage. The next to finish, thirty-
five minutes later, was a four-seated
haeton, built by the Bons of Peugeot

rothers, of Paris, and propelled by a
Daimler petroleum motor. The prize was
given to the first petroleum motor to finish,
and this carriage had covered the distance,
eighty miles, in five hours and forty minutes,
including two stops of fifteen minutes each.
This test was a distinct victory rfor pe-
troleum engines, and a special victory for
the Daimler type of engine.

Another contest was at once arranged
for, and the inventors and manufacturers
have been preparing for a year past for
the race which t lace in June from
Paris to ?ordeaux and return, a total dis-
tance of 7% miles. To go =m0 great a dls-
tance at top speed was a much better test
than a short run of eighty miles, and the
manufacturers prepar for contest
with great care, as to win or to make a
good showing In such a race was of at
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twenty-six and nineteen
minutes, having gone the whole distance
in forty-eight hours and fifty-three minutes.
This was at the astonishing rate of nearly
fifteen miles per hour, which includéd two
night runs. The next three to arrive were
car entered by the Messrs. Peugeots,
The first two of these were driven by
Daimler motors. and were carriages for one
and two persons, respectively. The third
of them, also driven the same motor,
was a four-place vehicle.
vehicle that the first prize of 00 was
awarded.

The contest has satisfied those who have
watched it cloaeli. that where there are
good roads or substantially paved streets
the petroleum motor can be attached to
wagons of various sorts, and be made to &
the work of horses much more economically
than horses now perform that service,
These engines have already been used to
very great advantage Iin marine launches,
for pumping and for other purposes, inclui-
ing flying machines, where great volumes
of power are not needed and the expense
of a sk%ltul enfneer not desired. In Parls,
at this time, a horseless carriage, driven by
a petroleum engine, Is so common a sight
that it attracts no comment. It {s not un-
likely that this may also soon be the case
in New York. The Society for the Preven-
tion of Cruelty to Animals s already specu-
lating on the cost of making the change on
its ambulances from horses to Daimler mo-
tors. Hut it is likely that the first general
and extensive use of these petroleum mo-
tors will be by the great department stores
on thelr delivery wagons. The delivery of

rcels from one of these great stores {s a
arge undertaking, and each such estab-
lishment needs to keep a master of horse
of skill and experience. A three-horse-
powgfetroleum engine, it has been demon-
stra can be run In New York at a
cost of $ cents an hour.. Such a motor
would do the work of two horses, and two
:::r;c:u l5:|tm many times more than 3 cents

In these petroleum engines It must not be
understood that petroleum is used as a fuel
for the production of steam. The principle
is quite different, as this Daimler motor is
the utilization of gas explosiors produced at
regular Intervals. What  botuered the in-
ventive minds of those who first experi-
mented with this type of engine was the
Ilrreguurll.y of motion, and the fact that
when the work to be done was less than
the normal power of the engine too ny
explosions occurred, and the machine fan
too fast. The first of these defects was
corrected by the introduction of a fly-wheel
heavy- enough to take up and cArry on all
of the gas at the moment of
its explosion. The piston was thus brought
back by the momentum acquired by the
fiy-wheel to the position In the cylinder
where a fresh explosion had the greatest
propelling effect upon it. The second defect
mention was remedied by an ingenious
application of thé principle of the regula-
tion governor, by which the gas valve was
not opened when the speed of the engine ex-
ceeded a certain limit. Again, the cylinder
in which the explosions took place became
80 hot after a time that the entire engine
was llkely to be smashed, owing to the ex-
pansion of parts made to fit accurately. A
water-jacket around the cvlinder, and a
circulating cistern ia connection with It,
prevented this catastrophe. The heated
water flowed out above, while the cold wa-
ter ,pa.ued into the cistern in its turn.

With such general improvement as indi-
cated, the gas-engine became commercially
practicable. But it was not until about nine
years ago that Mr. Daimler, a German In-
ventor, found that he could make use of the
ordinary gas engine, with some modifica-
tions, as a consumer of liquid hydro-car-
bons, variously known as q_etmleum. naph-
tha, parafiine, or gasoline. The chief change
was the addition of a small heating cham-
ber, into ‘which the liquid fuel passed be-
fore it entered the cylinder. Beneath this
chamber a petroleum burner was lighted,
and its metal covering made so hot that the
petroleum vaporized as soon as it entered
the chamber. The freshly-prepared gas was
then in position to explode in the cylinder
as soon as it was mixed with the air., A
small portion of each charge was allowed
1o escape through an optobnmg ne?r the top

The Dalmler motor, thus generally de-
scribed, is made in this country a{ the
Steinway works, on Long island, Mr. Wil-
lilam Setinway, the piano manufacturer, is
the chief owner of the American patents,
Hitherto the motors have been made chlef-
Iy In America for marine use, but prepara-
tions are now making to apply them to car-
riages for use in the city streets. The
owners of the patents are aware of the
fact that the count roads in America are
s0 badly paved that the adoption of any
other than the ordinary horse power over
them js at present out of the question.

It will have been noticed that in these ex-
periments in France as to horseless car-
rlages electricity as a motive power has
played a very amall part. This is no doubt
due to the fact that the minds of the elec-
trical inventorns have not so far been at-
tracted to this fleld of experiments. When
the problem of an economical storage-bat-

tery shall have been solved it seems ver

reasonable that this will be applied to all
forms of wvehicles, including the bicycle
with pneumatie tires. The gas-driven and
steam-driven carriages with pneumatic
tires, in the race between Paris and Bor-
deaux, by the way, did not make a fine
gshowing, and the critics said that the
pneumatic tires, instead, of being an ad-
vantage, appeared ‘o have been a hin-
drance to the vehicles on which they were,
The two-seated carriage which came In
first was in its running-gear seriously dam-
aged; but the engine, the motor, was all
right, so that the structural weakness was
in those parts which were not at all new
as to carriages.
