CHANCE FOR CAPITALISTS.

Mr. Jefferds Says Americans Have an
Opening in China.

NEW YORK, July 15.—M. R. Jefferds, of
London, England, and T. H. Wang, of
Shanghai, China, are registered at the
Westminster Hotel. Mr. Jefferds, who is
weill known. in railway circles, is interested
in large car works in ~America, England,
Germany and France, and represents capi-
tal to the extent of a number of millions of
dollars. His headquarters are in London.
Mr. Wang is a member of the Chinese em-
bassy to England. At present he is on a
six months' leave of absence, which the
Emperor has decided to extend three

months o allow him to accompany Mr, Jef-
ferds on his trip through the Chinese em-
pire. Mr. Jefferds saild to a reporter: “My
business In American will undoubtedly re-
sult finally in the establishment of Amer-

ican enterprises In China. At present that
country 1s virtually in the hands of Russia
and England, and investments there of cap-
ital from other countries have little encour-
agement. On account of the impartial stand

she took during the late war between China
and Japan, America has won the respect of
all China, which now looks upon the United
States as China's best friend. Our manu-
facteries are situated in every country in
the world in which modern ideas of rail-
way equipment and transportation are in
voTue. but in no country in the world can
rallway materiais be produced as satisfac-
tory as In the Unit States. The work-
manship here is the bést in the world, the
ideas are modern and labor s competent
and plentiful. In railway materials an ar-
ticle can be produced in America 17%; per
cent. e¢neaper than In England. English
capital is at all times ready for the bulldin

of rallways In China, but railways coul

not be successfully operated there after the
English idea. We would rather have Amer-
lean cnPiul 1o invest in Ghinese railroads
and bulld after the modern American ideas.
We have been in communication with the
highest officlals of China, and they are in
accord with our intentions. We shall in-
vestigate Chinese needs fully, and it is safe
to say that it will not be long before Amer-
lean capital and enterprise will be largely
represented there, and will open up a new
trade between America and China, which
?eltli;e.:: Russia nor England will be able to
eavh.

It was Mr, Jefferds's intention to have
left Thursday for Washington, where he
was to have met Peace Commissioner Fos-
ter, but the trip was postponed on account
of Mr. Foster's absence from that city,
Asked If the interview with Mr. Foster
would in any way touch upon the Jloan
which China has asked of Russia, he an-
swered that his businesas with Mr. Foster
was private.

MYSTERY OF A TRUNK

ONE OF THE PIETZEL CHILDREN |
MURDERED IN THIS CITY.

Bodles of Two Little Girls Who Were
Cruelly Killed Unearthed Yester-
day in a Toronto Yard.

BOY HAS NOT BEEN FOUND

EVIDENCE THAT HIS BODY WAS
TAKEN FROM OLD CIRCLE HOUSE.

Trunk Suppoded to Have Contained
the Bodies Hauled to Union Siation

by One of Puryear's Expressmen.

THE CRIME OF H. H. HOLMES

HE PUT CHILDREN IN TRUNIKS AND
THEN ASPHYXIATED THEM.

The Notorious Swindler Will HBe Ex-
tradited and Taken to Canada on
a Muarder Charge.

On Oct. 8 at 11 o'clock in tae morn-
ing, a large, flat-top trunk was :aken out
of the rear entrance of the cld Circle
Huuse, on Meridian street, near Monument
place, by *“Louls,” a driver for express-
man Puryear, and in that trunk it is be-
lieved was the body of a boy, one of the
Pietzel children, all three of whom are now
thought to have been murdered by the
notorious H. H. Holmes, the insurance
swindler. A dispatch from Toronte, Ont.,
says that the bodles of twd of the children
were found .buricd in a yard in that city.
There is little doubt but that they were
mugdered In a most fiendish fashion, and,
as they stood in the way of Holmes ob-
taining the insurance money upon Pietzel's
life, Holmes is the only one with a motive
for the crime.

It was with the hope of fixing the murder
of the family upon Holmes that Frank
Geyer, a Philadelphia detective, visited In-
dianapolis three weeks ago, and spent sev-
eral days in investigaling the visit of the
children to this city, with the aid of Chief
of Detectlves Splann. The result of that
investigation was that the trunk taken
from the Circle House contained the mur-
dered body of the boy. Where it was
shipped to I8 a mystery, for since thé lad
was here no tidings have ever been heard
from him, nor has his body been found.
The two bodies found in, the Toronto yard
were those of the girls.

Three weeks ago the Journal noted the
arrival of detective Geyer in this city. He
came to obtain some trace of the Piletzel
children, whose father figured in the cele-
brated Holmes case. Holmes was recently
convicted in Philadelphia of defraud-
ing an Insurance company and now the offi-
cials of that city expect to fasten upon him
the murder of Pletzel and his three chil-
dren. While it was confidently believed
that Holmes had murdered Pietzel and then
burned the victim's place of business, so
as to hide the crime, and, at the same time,
obtain the insurance, the companiés were
not quite prepared to prove all this. It
was contended by Holmes's attorneys, be-
fore the trial, that if Holmes was gullty
of attempting to defraud, the body found
in the charred ruins was that of a cadaver
obtained from New York and not the body
of Pletzel, whom Holmes alleged was in
New York. Holmes had charge of the
Pietzel children, who would have been ben-
eflclaries of any insurance on the faher's
life, To have obtained this Insurance it
would have been necessary to |lave made
away with the children. Detective Gever
believed it could be shown that the chil-
dren were murdered and the finding of the
two murdered girls in Toronto
strengthens his theory that the boy was
murdered in this city and that his body
was shipped away. .

Mr. Geyer and Chief Splann worked ener-
getically upon the case. It was learned be-
yond a doubt that Holmes came here with
his wife und the Pietzel children. Mrs.
Holmes was an Indlanapolis woman who
was defrauded by Molmes. She stopped
early in September at the Circle House,
The children were registered at the En-
glish Hotel for a time as the Kenyon chil-
dren. There were three of them, a bright
boy of eight years, and two little girls, aged,
respectively, ten and twelve., The children

were removed to the Stubbins Hotel, on
South Illinois street. On tne 24th of Sep-
tember the oldest girl received a telegram
from Cincinnati, calling her there, The
clerk at the hotel accompanied her to the
Union Station, where she was met by
Hoimes. The hotel clerk identified the
photograph of Holmes wilch Mr. Geyer
carried as the man who met the
girli at the “tation. It seems that
while in this city Holmes was little seen
in company with the children. He for-
warded the amount of their bills, but did
not associate himself with them. The little
girl returmed from Cincinnati and the
chlldren were removed to the Cirele House,
Holmes spent but one day there and that
was the day before the strange removal
of the trunk and the disapearance of the
boy. The children were known here as the
Kenyon children. As the Circle House has
beon abandoned as a holel the detectives
traced the children from there with a
great deal of difficulty.

On the morning of Oct. 6 Holmes left
in company with the two girls. The boy
wWas not seen upon that morning. Holmes
left no word of where he was going. The
attaches of the hotel at that time remember
the departure and some noted the absence
of the boy, but It was explained that the
lad had gone down the street,

Before Holmes left he made arrangements
with Louls, a driver for Mr. Puryear, to
take a trunk from the rear of the hotel,
Louis has Identified the photograph of
Holmes as the man who paid him for re-
moving the trunk. According to directions
the trunk was delivered at the cast end of
the Union Btation baggage room, there be-
ing no intimation of the contents of the

trunk. It was known that Holmes had
three trunks at the hotel and the one taken
out the rear entrance was the largest of
them. Louis remembers no particular
things about the trunk, except that it was
pot very heavy and he was somewhat sur-
prised that it was not taken out the front
way as was the custom of the hotel. Since
Louls placed that trunk on the platform at
the station on that October day no trace of
it has been found and it Is noted that since
that date no trace of the youngest Pletzel
child has been found.

Detective Geyer traced the two little
girls from this city to Chicago and thence
to Detroit. He recently sent word to Cap-
tain Splaun that he had located the girls
in Detroit and later in Toronto, but all
track of the boy stopped at the Circle
House, Indanapolis. There is some inter-
est by those who knew of Geyer's work
here to learn If he was the person who lo-
cated the bodies of the murdered children.
While Mr. Geyer was here he remarked to
Superintendent Powell:

“We are going to hang that man Holmes,
for the web is being spun around him."

It looks as if his declaration might come
true, for two of the children were certain-
ly murdered, and perhape their father,
another mysteriously disapeared from this
city, and Holmes was the man whose profit
it would be to get the entire family out of
the way.

FINDING OF THE BODIES.

Children Decoyed Into Trunks and
Probably Asphyxiated.
DETROIT, Mich., July 15.—A special to
The News from Toronto, Ont., says:
“Found buried in the cellar of the house,
No. i St. Vincent street, this afternoon,
were the bodiez of Alice and Nelie, the
two missing daughters of MHenjamin F.
Pietzel. Detectives Cuddy, of Toronto, and
Geyer, of Philadelphia, made the discovery,
and all doubts as to their fate have been
set at rest. It is now a matter almost be-
yond doubt that H. H. Holmes, when
here last October deliberately murdered the
pair and thus rid himself of two trouble-
some young beings after he had murdered

their father in Philadelphia.

The inquiries begun by the police led to
the knowledge that Holmes and the chil-
dren lived at the house In question, and a
search was made,

When they reached the cellar it appeared
to the detectives that something had dis-

turbed the cellar floor, and they began to
dig. A short distance below the surface
they came across the arm and a portion of
the head of one of the little murdered girls,
Further work sooun revealed the entire
body, not only of the first, but of her sis-
ter. They were both naked,

The last trace the officers

children was at Detroit, Holmes seccured
possession of Alice, aged thirteen, first tak-
ing her to Phlladelphla to identify her
father's body. Then he went to 5t. Louls,
and told the mother that he would put
Howard and Nellie in a.gggd school in In-
dianapolis. This was on t. 28, 1804. Mrs.
Pietzel recelved two letters from Holmes
in Indianpolis, and, acting on his advice,
went to her parents’ home in Nlinois. De-
coming worried about the children, she
went to Chicago, where she recelved word
from Holmes to go to Detroit. She met him
in that eity, and demanded the children,
but was Induced to go with him to Toron-
to and to Burlington, Vt. Bo far as known,
the boy was never seen In Detroit.
- There was no traces of vielence on the
bodies and it is thought that Holmes de-
coyed the children into a trunk under some
pretext and took them to the house. Then
gas was Inserted by means of a tube
through a small hole. The trunk with a
hole in it, neatly covered over with a
strap tacked down, was found in one of
Holmes's rooms. The little girls when
found were naked and had been buried with-
out a coffin of any Kind.

No traces of the boy, Howard, have been
(fjout:ld. but he is thought to be undoubtedly
ead,

The St. Vincent-street house has been
taken possession of by the police and an
inquest will be held to-morrow night at
8 o'clock. As the crime was immediately
committed in this country it will be neces-
sary to extradite Holmes and put him on
trial for murder here,

America to-day put up the bars against
foreign glass blowers by adopting a reso-
lution increasing the initation fee from $00
to $500. It is further provided that the ap-
plicant for membership must have been a

resident of this country for flve years
prior to his application; that during that

time he shall not have worked In any
glass house, and that he shall be a natural-
Ized citizen of the Unlted States. Ex-Presi-

dent James Campbell took the floor at
the opening and declared that the threats

made by Secretary-treasurer Hayes did not
amount to anvthing and that the associa-
tion was in no da r of losing its funds
by leaving the nights of Labor, He

based his arguments on the fact that the
window glass workers were charter mem-

bers of the Knights of Labor. Consequent-
ly, when the resolution offered . by Presi-
dent Burns to pay the back per capita tax
to the Knights of Labor came up, it was
voted down by a nine-tenths vote and a

The clubhouse itself was
crowded early. All the prominent members
were present, save the members of the
House of Commons, who were absent can-
vassing for the elections. A large notice
was displayed In the club lobby stating
that members who were willing to canvass
for the elections or to lend vehicles for
the cause would please communicate with
the secretary. Results were announced in
the smoking room, where a special wire
had been placed. The news, as it was re-
ceived, was posted on a large blackboard.
Many country members came to town to
learn how the tide of the election was run-
ning. The members of the club were most-
ly all dispirited. One of them stated that
‘“the Conservatives now have a chance o
show that they have not learned any im-
pertant lessons from our mistakes, I be-
lieve that their success is temporary,” this
gentleman remarked.

Outside the clubhouse the crowd greeted
‘the news of the election of John Burns,
the Labor leader, who ntly made a tour
of America, with treméndousg cheers.

Tha bulletin announcing Henry M. Stan-
ley’s election was received with hisses and
scrief of: “Professional politician.” The
pictures of Mr. Gladstone and Bir William
Harcourt, which were thrown upon the
screen from time to time, were wildly
cheered,

The windows adjoining the Hotel Metro-
pole were filled with fashionably dressed
men and women enjoying the scene.

Before attending the State ball the Prince
of Wales drove to the Carlton Club and
scanned the bulletins. These were posted
in the lobby, where a dense throng of mem-
bers was gathered in a jubilant and exult-
tant mood. The results were received there
with enthusiasm. The members shouted:
“Never mind the Liberal returns. England
is now a Conservative nation.”

At the Constitutional Club so great were
the crowds that gathered outside that the
doors were closed, but the results posted
in the lobby were plainly seen by ou-
giders. One member remarked: “I am glad
to see that Burns and all such vermin
ounly creep In by small majorities.’

Immense throngs have surged through
Fleet street this evening. The resuits of
the elections have been placarded as fast
as received, at the newspaper offizes. All
vehicular traffic, and even the running of
bicycles, was suspended. Nine men and
women waved their hats and umbrellis at
the announcement t»at Burns was clected.
Some Conservative gains were hissed and
hooted, but the majority of the crowd ev-
erywhere seemed to be Conservative in
their sympathies.

It is announced this evening that John
Mcleod, who is the candidate for re-elec-
tion as a Liberal from Southerlandshire,
has offered to retire in favor of Bir Wil-
iam Harcourt. Sir Willlam telegraphed
to-day (o a political friend in London: *I1
have no Intention whatever of retiring
from political life, and shall persevere, as
long as I am able, in the Liberal cause,
and for the maintenance of the ?rinciplu
to which I am attached."

Much excitement followed the announce-
ment of the results of the various Lon-
don elections. This was especlally so at
North Lambeth. Outside the counting sta-
tion there was an enormous, noisy crowd.
The announcement that Henry M. Stanley
was elected was received with enthusiastle
cheering, mingled with considerable hoot-
ing and hissing. When C. P, Trevylan, his
opponent, left the building, he was received
with a great ovation. Mr. Stanley, with
his wife, who followed, received a mixed
reception and drove away quickly to the
Conservative Club, where he addressed a
crowd of his supporters from & window and
thanked them for the honor of his elec-
tion.

Labor leader J. Kier Hardie, who has
been noted for his eccentric attire and
manner in the House, loses his seat. At
Battersea, where John Burns was elected,
and at Southwestham, where Hardle was
defeated, the announcements at the polls
were greeted with a great uproar and tre-
mendous cheering and hissings, but there
was no disturbance.

Secretary for Foreign Affalrs, and Sir H. 8.

In this constituency both
sides are contesting every inch of ground,
the American wives of the nominees joining
in the fight. Mrs. Curzon gencrally gets
more cheers than does her husband, while
Lady Naylor-lLeyland's beauty has excited
enthusiasm wherever she has made her
little speech. Sir Naylor-Leyland has r»
cently developed an interest in local sports.
He has become president of a cycling club
and drives about in a gorgeous carriage
lined with red and adorned with red trap-
pings, drawn by four horses and accom-
panied by two postillions dressed in red.

ATTEMPTED ASSASSINATION.

M. Stambuleff, Bulgaria's Ex-Pre-
mier, Seriously Wonnded.
SOFIA, Bulgaria, July 15.—<M. Stambuloff,
the ex-Premier of Bulgaria, was returning
home this evening from the Union Club,
accompanied by a colleague, M. Petieoff,
when they were attacked by four persons
armed with revolvers and knives. M.
Stambuloff received several wounds in the
head and lost a quantity of blood. His
condition is serious. The assallants at-
tacked the carriage, compelling the coach-
man to stop. M. Stambuloff's servant fired
his reveolver, but missed the mark. Mr.
Stambuloff jumped out and received imme-
diately a cut which almost severed his
hand from the wrist. M. Stambuloff then
tried to escape, but was followed and
stabbed in the head and recelved a revolver
shot, when he fell to the ground, where

his assailants continued their stabs, badly
wounding his other hand. M. Petleoff, run-
ning to his assistance, was also stabbed.
M. Petieoff declares that he saw gendarmes
running away as weil as the a.sn;allnmz.

The shots were heard at the Union Club
and the friends of M. Stambuloff came
and found him covered with blood and sur-
rcunded by several persons and by gen-
darmes, none of whom professed tuo have
noticed where the assailants had fled. M.
Stambuloff was taken to his house and was
laid on a sofa. The doctors declare that
one and perhaps both of his hands must
be amputated and he may possibly die.

While surrounded by his Nrolltlcnl friends
the chief of police want to enter the
house, but the woumied statesman's wife
sternly forbade them to do so and accused
them of compllcit{ in the crime. She told
them to search for the culprits, Several
arrests have been made, ere is great
indignation felt in the city. The attack
was made upon a frequent street and it
is generally remarked that the last num-~
ber of the government newspaper Organ,
Mir, violently attacked M. Stambuloff, ac-
cusing him of being a foreign spy.

The outrage is believed to be
vengeance of persons who suffer
his regime as Premier.

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WAR MAY BE AVERTED.

Bolivia and Peru May Arbitrate Theilr
Dispute.

LIMA. Peru. via Galveston, Jdly 15, 188,
—The extreme state of grrf.tatlon and ex-

citement which existed here when it first
became known that Bolivia had made a

peremptory demand for immediate satistac-

tion of her claim shows some signs of
abatement, as it {8 now belleved that a
mode of peaceful settlement may be arrived
at, through the good offices of the papal
delegate. The acute crisis in the relations

between the two countries wasg precipitated
by the demand of the Bolivian minister to

Peru on behalf of his government, for im
mediate satisfaction for the outrages com-
mitted on the frontier between the two
countries by the Cacerist forces during the
late eivil war. The Bolivian government re-
plied that it was disposed to enterta!n the
demand for satisfaction, and was inclined to
recognize the justice of the claifh advanced;
but the government refused the demand of
Bolivia to salute the flag, holding that the
events which had occurred did not warrant
such an extreme demand. There war great
excitement in the clity on the nature of
Bolivia's demands becoming known, and
lively demonstrations of warlike spirit were
indu in. Che papal delegate to Peru
has ted that the point in dispute
should submitted to arbitration, and the
Peruvian government has accepted the idea,
The Bolivian minister was not free (o coms-
mit his government to arbitrate without
consultation, and he has cabled (o Sucre
for instructions. He is noy awalting criers
from his government on the propesal to
arbitrate the question of a s=alute of the
Bolivian flag on behalf of the Peruvian
government.

FORWAT OFFICERS,

Entrance to Conning Towers of Bat-
tle Ships to Be Enlarged.

WASHINGTON, July 15.—The Board of
Naval Bureau Chiefs decided to modify

slightly the designs for the conning towers
of the battle ships of the Massachusetts and
Iowa class. At present the plans provide
for a vertical slit eighteen inches wide as an
entrance tb the tower. It has been pointed

out that an entrance so narrow would be im-
possible for some of our commanding offi-
cers of generous girth who might thus be
obliged to turn over the direction of the
ship in action to a more slender junior or
éxpose themselves in the more commodious
pllot house. Therefore, the plans have been
modified 80 as to make the entrance slit
wider and of eliptical shape.

The board has reject a proposition of
the steel contractors to make the battle-

ghip turrets of seven curved plates instead
of six., It appears that the sets of six
ates when completed were so much

urned on #he edges in treatment that they
could not be fittel together so as to form
a complete cylinder of the required size.
Hence, the makers sought permission to in-
sert an additional plate, but the board de-
cided that this could not be permitted, as

the smaller plates would be more easily dis-
placed by a heavy shot.

Situation in Salvador.

SAN SALVADOR, July 156.—Feeling here
against the government is at fever heat.
Last night four of the police guarding the
palace were found murdered. Several other
murders have occurred, and an outbreak is
expected at any moment. Trops are Kept
constantly under arms, and a number of
officers whose loyalty to President Guiter-
rez is doubted were dismissed from the
service yesterday. General Rivas has sent
word to the capital that if his military plans
were interfered with he would march with

the Caputepeque Indians on the capital. It
is well known that terrez will make no
attempt to placate General Rlvas, but has
already announced that General Regalado
will be placed in command of the army.

Japs Will Attack Black Flags.
