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WORLD’S RECORD TIED

FIVE MILES RIDDEN BY TITUS AT
ASBURY PARK 1IN 10:22 3.3.

Track Not in Good Conditilon—Several
Exciting Contests~Close of the
L. A. W. Nationual Meect.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
ASBURY PARK, N. J., July 15—Fred J.
Titus closed the races of the sixteenth

national meet of the League of American
Wheelmen with a brilliant five-mile ride
against time, tying the world's record of
10:22 3-5, as made by John S. Johnson, Nov.
17, 183, Titus was paced by a tandem

team, C, E. Earl and C. M. Murphy, of
Brooklyn, for the first mile. This was
done in 20715 from a standing start. Mec-
Leod, Barnett, Seavey and Frank Mayo
then picked him up, riding a quad, and for
four miles carried him at a killing pace
on this track, The surface was loose, and
the guad did not hold the corners close.
The rain had left the track in poor ah?:re.
It was rough and far slower than at 4dny
time during the meet. The second mile
was made in 1:5382-5, the third mile in
2:03 1-5, the fourth in 2:06 45 and the last
mile in 2:06 45. Probably ten seconds were
lost in several attempts by 8Smith and
Saunders to take Titus from the gquad. The
latter two were mounted on a tandem.
Titus preferred the quad, and followed it
closely until the last lap, when Murpay and
Earl succeeded in carrying him just past
the quadruple. The time for two miles was
4:06 3-5, the record being 4:02. Three miles
were ridden In 6:09 4-5, the record being
6:09. Titus was a second and a fifth ont-
side the record at the four miles, his time
being 8:164-5. He tied the five miles and
finished fresh.

Seven good races were run to-cay, the
maln race being the final of the two-mile

handicap, the heats of which were run on

Saturday, rain preventing the final. Gar-
diner won the mile open to-day in a splen-
did finish, defeating McLeod, of Canada,
by less than a foot only, and Titus was
given the two-mile open after one of the
hardest-fought finishes of the season be-
tween slx T)od men. Men on the track
say that Allen won the contest by six
inches, but, with six men abreast and
shifting positions, judges are very apt to
err. The Class A contests to-day went,
two of them to Howard P, Mosher, the
speedy New York rider, and George Har-

son, a local boy, won the winners' cen-
test, defeating Mosher for a special medal
The attendance was about three thousand.

The event of the day was the two-mile
handicap final, held over from Saturday
on account of rain. The prize in this race
was a fine horse, buggy and harness. Ed-
die Cannon Bald was on scratch, Fred Titus
had thirty yards, Charles A. Church sixty,
Kennedy of Chicago and Allen of Spring-
field eighty, Decardy 110 yards, Barry 120,
B. B. Bird 150, Saunders 160, Barneit agd
Coburn 180, C. H. Callahan 120 and L. C.
Johnson 1 yards. At the start Titus
opened up the gap between he and Bald,
catching Church in the first mile. Kennedy
hung to Decardy and Allen to Kennedy.
Jack Coburn headed the long-mark men.
Saunders, Bird, Barry and Barnett follow-
ing him closely. At the end of the first
mile Bald was still thirty i:rd' behind the
gniddle bunch, which was being drawn out
by Kennedy. The pace was too much for
him and Bald quit. The fleld was then in
two bunches, five in the front and five In
the rear. The back-markers were quarrel-
ing about the pace and the front men were
widening the gap. Titus finally took the
pace for the back markmen, and started
closing on the field, but was fifty yards
back when the bell rang. They had loafed
too much, though, and B. B. Bird, Barnett
and Saunders finished close up n a warm
fight, The time was 4:24 2-5, The horse and
carriage goes to St. Paul.

For the final of the mile opemn, Class B,
Otto Zeigler, A. Mcl.eod, of Toronto, Ray
McDonald, Titus, B. B. Bird, A. D. Kenne-
dy and Arthur Gardiner had qualified, and
faced the starter in the above order from
the pole out.
