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GRANTED MORE TIME

TARDY RAILWAYS NEEDN'T WORRY
ABOUT SAFETY APPLIANCES.

E. A. Peck, General Saperintendent of
the St. L. & 1. M, to Be Succeeded
by W. W, Fagan.

The Interstate-commerce Commission yes-
terday granted an extension of time within
which all rallroads must equip their cars
With secure grab irons and handholds in the

or sides of cars from July 1 until Dec.
1 next. The time for complying with the
80T requiring the use of drawbars of the
standard height on all cars has also been
extended until Feb. 15, 1888. The decision of
the commissioners holds that all interests
concerned (the railroads and their employes)
will be served by granting a reasonabie ex-
tension, and cites the fallure of many roads
t0 make any pfeparailons to furnish the
equipment. The @ecision says: ““Carriers
wWho may have fitted all or a sufficient num-
ber of their cars with the appliances are,
through the fallure of other carriers to =o
equip cars, unable to comply with the re-
quirements of the sections of the act re-
Iating to the movement of interstate com-
merce offered for l}lmugh ca ge in cars
of such other carriers except by refusing to
receive and move Interstate commerce in
such cars, and therefore much confusion In
railroad operation and prejudice to com-
merclal interests may ensue.”

The fallure of many companies to provide
the appliances is attributed by the decision
to diminished rallroad earnings, caused by

proiracted depression of business since the:

act was approved and to the insolvent con-
dition of various roads. Carriers generally
throughout the ecountry, the commisgsion
says, are now using considerable diligence
in providing these appliances. The decision
concludes that the exercise of too great

haste in providing these grab irons or hand-
holds may, through insecurity of fastening,
result in great danger to men employed in

ing and uncoupling cars, and that a
greater degree of uniformity of appliances
will be secured by proposed conferences be-
tween committees of rallroad employes,
raliroad car bullders and rallroad officials,
it conceded that substantial uni-
formity is essential to the greater security
of men required to couple and uncouple

The live stock traffic of the roads in the
Western assoclation for the six months
ending June 30 makes a better showing than
had been looked for.

The Southern Pacific has received four
hundred of the saven hundred vcntl!aleq
fruit cars they have contracted for al-
ready’and have them in service, They are
of substantial build and will be used on
special trains which make fast time.

Under a new rule_of the Central Traffic
Association party rates may be made for
ten to forty-nine people at 2 cents per mile,
and for fifty to ninety-nine people at 134
cents. Individual tickets will be issued in-
stead of placing all on one ticket, as here-
tofore.

On SBunday a train of four cars, carryin
the New York and Cleveland baseba
clubs, made the run from Cleveland to St
Louis, 347 miles, in twelve hours and Afty

minutes. The hest part of the run was
made between Indianapolis and St. Louls,
the train leaving Indianapolis at 2:13 a. m.
and reaching Grant City, the St. Louls
terminal, at 7:40 a. m.

The Terre Haute car works yestenday
commenced delivering the cars it is build-
ing for the Big Four at the rate of five a
day until the order is filled for 100 cars,
and the Indiana Car and Foundry Company
bad, up to last night, delivered 172 of the
flat-cars it is to build for the Big Four.
On completion of this order the works will
begin at once the bullding of 200 stock-
cars for the Big Four.

The passenger department of the New
York Central has issued the sevenieenth
number of its popular four-track series.
This number is entitled “All About Biock
Signals.” It is in pamphlet form, sixty-
four pages, illustrated with graphic pictures
of signal apparatus, and gives much In-
formation as regards block signals. It is
written in a concise and very plain manner
by an expert on block signals.

The ‘annual repurt of the Denver & Rio
Grande will be out in a few days, and it
will show in the year ending June 30 a net
surplus of about $40,000, as compared with
£0.350 in 184, and a deficit of $86,508 in 1868,
Edward T. Jeffrey, president and general
manager of the property, is being compli-
mented by Eastern financlal papers on the
manner he {8 handling this great property,
which is probably one of the most difficult
systems in the country to operate economs-
ically.

A. A. Zion, superintendent of the Union

person, an invalid or children a sufficient
number of persons will be allowed to pass
through the gates to properly care for
them until on the train,

City governments are very apt to pick
up some old device and recommend to
rallroads to adopt. Especially Is this true
regarding devices to prevent the smoke
nuisance. The authorities of Cincinnati
are now pressing upon roads centering
there the adoption of a device to prevent
the smoke nuisance, which is {llustrated in
Clark’'s Mechanical Encyclopedia, published
in 1551, and a device which was thrown to
one side as not practicable.

Citizens of Lafayette are pressing Presi-
dent Ingalls to build a passenger station
at that point, and a freight depot such as
they think the city is entitled to. The
Lafayette Times says: “The Big Four is
one of the largest railway corporations in
the country, and Lafayette is one of the
leading citles on its routes. From Lafayette
the road receives a large passenger and
freight business, and the company owes
much to the city—enough to warrant an
expenditure that would place the grounds
around the South-street Depot In keeping
with the city's obvious progress. People
passing through Lafayette on the Big Four
necessarily form an erroneous impression
of the city.” :

The board of arbitration which has had
under consideration the dispute between the
Alton and the Wabash over the rate of 5
cents claimed at East St. Louis by the
Alton heard all the evidence In the case
vesterday, and adjourned 1o attend the Chi-
cago bali game. The arbitrators are Messrs,
yeorge Nicholson, of the Atchison; J. W.
Dally. of the Lake Erie & Western, and J.
C. Anderson, of the New York, Ontario &
Western. A decision 18 expected In the case
within a short time. This matter has been
one of the principal reasons why the re-
organization of the Western lines' passen-
ger association has been so greatly delayed.
Its settlement is expected to give an im-
pulse to the work of setting that organiza-
tion squarely on f{ts feet.

BRICE'S BIG SCHEME

OHIO'S RAILROAD SENATOR WILL
FARALLEL THE C,, H. & D,

(It Is Sald He Will Soon Have a New
Line in Operation Between Cine
cinnati and Detroit.

LIMA, O., July 15.—Senator Brice is back
of a big rallroad scheme to builld a road
parallel to the Cincinnati, Hamilton & Dayv-
ton system between Cincinnati and Detroit,
The Senator was disappointed some time
ago in obtaining stock in the C.,, H. & D.,
and has had in contemplation a competing
line, and his first step was to buy stock
in the Ohlio Southern and begin an exten-
gion from Springfield to this city, and one
from the south end of the line into Cin-
cinnatl, a few miles only of which re-
mains to be finished, The next step was to
incorporate the Lima Northern company,
which, it nhow transpires, {s in reality com-
posed of Brice people. The company failed
to secure the roadbed of the C,, L. & M. by
condemnation proceedings, but gained it in
the United States District Court. The Ohlo
Southern was then placed in the hands of
a receiver, from which the Brice syndicate
will take it when the proper time comes.
The next step was for the Lima Northern
to begin securing the right of way along
the C., H. & D. north from this city as
fas as Ottawa, from which place the road
will take a northwesterly course to Bel-
more, on the Baltimore & Ohjo, then north
to Detroit., This part of the line will be
surveyed at once and the work pushed to
completion. The lines, when connected up,
will make a line but ten miles longer than
the C., H. & D., connecting with all the
Brice lines. To-day large purchases of real
estate along Sugar street were made for
the company's right of way. The . Obhio
Southern being in a receiver's hands, the
work will not be done under their direc-
the name of the Lima

ton, but under
Northern.

Crenates No Sarprise.
CINCINNATI, July 15.—The report about

Senator Brice securing the right of way
to-day through Lima for a new route, paral-
leling the C., H. & D, rajlway between this
city and Detroit, creates no surprige here.
With the Cincinnati, Jackson & Mackinaw
railway, Brice has a parallel line already
on the west slde of the C,, H. & D. rail-
way. By acquiring the Ohio Southern he

secures another parallel line considerably
east of the C,, H. & D. He recently bought
from Congressman Sorg phe Middletown &
Cincinnati railway, which is the connecting
link for both of his ngrthern routes with
the Cincinnatl, Lebanon & Northetn for en-
trances into the city. It is stated here that
Brice and his associates have control of
the Cincinnatl, Lebanon & Northern, which
has very valuable terminals in this city.
*The valuable grant along Eggleston avenue,
for which the State recently compelled the
Pennsylvania Company to pay a big sum, is
used in transferring between the vards of
the Pennsylvania Company and those of the
Cincinnatl, Lebanon & Northern. It Is the
opinion of railroad men here that Brice and
his associates want these roads running
north and south as feeders for a new east-
and-west trunk line, of which the recently-
purchased Pittsburg, Akron & Waestern
road is to be a division. It is claimed that
the Columbus, Sandusky & Hocking and-the
Bellaire, Zanesville & Cincinnati roads,
which recently passed into the hands of re-
ceivers, are also to be secured as feeders
for the new Brice and Thomas trunk line
between the East and West,

THE VOTE OF PAUPERS

EVIDENCE IN WAYNE TOWNSHIP
TRUSTEE ELECTION CASE,

Two Arrests Under the Nicholson Law
—Prosecutor’'s Exceptions to Jus-
tiee Martin's Methods.

The trial of the case of Joan C. Groff
ve. Francis Marion Clark., a contest to
decide who was elected trustee of Wayne
township last year, began yesterday before
Judge Brown, in the Circuit Court. The

plaintiff claims the election ¢cn tne ground
that the defendant, the Democratic candi-
date, recevied forty votes from Inmates
of the county poor farm, who were not
entitled to vote. The plurality for Ciark
was four and there were forty-three votes
cast by pauperz. All but three of them
voted the Democratic ticket, tliese bav-
ing been made out for them by on2 Boone,
steward at the poor farm, formerly a Lar-
tender for Pat NcNelis. It is contended
by the plaintiff's counsel, A. R. Hovey and
Merriill Moores, that the inmates of a coun-
ty asylum for paupers cannot acqure a
residence in the precinet in. which the
asylum is by the fact of their living there,

The trial proceetled yesterdiy with evi-

dence showing the election, the number of
votes cast for each candidate and the
plurality received on the face of *he re-
turns by Clark. It was also shiown that
the inmates of the county poor farm w.ere
permitted to vote and in order to show that
the ballots cast by them bhad turned the
election from Republican to l:emocratic, the
plaintiff attempted to place ia evidence the
testimony as to the way #ach of Lhe in-
mates voted. To this Mr Mc¢Cullough, at-
torney for the defense, objected and the
rest of the afternoon was taken up in an
argument on this point. The gquestion is
one never decided in this Stete and this
case will go to tha Supreme Court. The
precedents are also very limited. The >ru-
preme Court of Illinois has decidad that
living in a poorhouse does nu: give the
inmate residence and the lowar courts of
Pennsylvania decided, in iwo cases, in the
same way. But the Ohlo courts have held
just the other way. It is ~ot contended
that the pauper is disfranchised by reason
of his dependence upon the county, kut he
does not acquire a domicile- in the poor-
house precinct by reason of being an in-
mate of the asylum, There is no dispute of
his right to vote in the precinet from waich
he was sent to the asylum, provided he
had a home there,

JUSTICE MARTIN'S STYLE.

Prosecutor Wiltsie Tankes Exceptions
to His Methods of Business.
Otha Richardson was yesterday fined $1
and costs by Judge McCray for assault
and battery. The casé had come up from
Nickerson, justice of the peace, on appeal.
Richardson assaulted a man in Haughville
and at once went béfore Justice Martin
and pleaded gullty to assault and battery,

a friend making the affidavit. Justice Mar-
tin made the fine 1 cent and costs, omit-

ting to tax the prosecuting attorney's
costs. While this was golng on the as-
saulted man, with hoth eyes nearly closed

and his face painfully bruised appeared in
the office of Prosoecuting Attorney Wiltsle

and made complaint, He was sent to the
deputy progecuting attorney in Justice Nick-

erson’s court, where the affidavit was sworn
ro and the arrest and trial had, resulting
in a fine of §1 and costs. It was held that
the proceedirgs before Justice Martin had
been frauwdulent and that the law requires
the court in such a case to have the as-
saulted man present when the trial is held.
Richardson's experience In the Criminal
glourt yvesterday is sald to have satisfied

m.

Justice Martin's last report to the county
treasurer showed fines of &7 cents due the
school fund. It is the 'Justice's practice,
it is claimed, to permit any one to plead
guilty to assault and batteries and then
without the presence of the offended per-
son to assess a fine of 1 cent and costs,
amounting to a little more than $4. The
Justice, the Prosecutor clalms, never taxes
up costs for the prosgegiiag citorney and
frequently, it is sald; cuts off witness fees
from those those who are as much entitled
to them as the small nunber whose fees
are allowed. ‘1here have leen thirty-two
cases of this kind since Mr. Wiltsie went
into office and measures were taken yes-
terday to require the Justice to observe
the law. The low fines allowed by him
were an invitation to any evil-minded per-
son to make an assauit -at any time when
it could be atoned for at so little cost.

TEN CHICKENS WERE KILLED.

Farmer Crittenden’s Charge Against
Dr. J. H. Biggins in Police Court.
Judge Stubbs yesterday heard the testi-

mony in the case of the State vs. J. H.

Biggins, M. D., who was accused of shoot-

ing chickens belonging to Edward Critten-

den, a farmer living about a mile west of

Haughville. Crittenden was put on the

stand and related that, as he was on his

way home from Haughville last Saturday,
he heard shooting on & part of his farm
where he knew there was no game. He
hurried over there and saw, he said, Dr.

Biggins shooting his chickens in a small

ravine. He saw the hunismah stoop and

look for the chickens under ths willows
and then fire twice, while he was looking

on. Dr. E. M. Eisenbeiss, he sald, sat in a

buggy standing on the roadside. 1The witness

ordered Biggins to cease shooting his chick-
ens, and while this controversy was going
on Dr. Eisenbeiss hastily started up the
horse and drove away. DBiggins, he said,
picked up two large hens that he had shot
and started to follow, but when the owner
had overtaken him he stopped and tried
to atone for the loss to the farmer by
paying & apiece for the chickens. But
Crittenden told him he would rot accept
such a settlemen:, but would let the courts
settle the matter. He sent his fon to fol-
low the two men, who ‘were strangers to
him, and, he says, they led the lad a chase
sof four hours' length, trying to throw him
off the scent. He followed them, however,
until he came to an officer on West Waeh-
ington street, who made the arrest. It
was patrolman Wallace who made the ar-
rests, without a warrant, and not license

Inspector Wallace, as erroneously stated.

Crittenden said that he heard six or eight

shots, and that he had found ten full-

grown chickens dead in the neighborhood
where this shooting was going on. He
charges the two men with responsibility
for the fact. He says that out of thirty
chickens which roosted in their hennery
the night before only two are left.

Dr. Bigging's defense was that he was

careless in his shooting. Judge Stubbs
took the case under advisement
