A UNIQUE CELEBRATION.

'l'h‘e Feast of the Rose in an 0ld
Pennsylvania Town.

Correspondence New York Post.

It was my privilege to attend the recent
“Feast of the Roge' at Manheim, Lancaster
county, Pa.,, and I found this annual cere-
mony so unigue that it seems worthy of
description,

During the middle of the last century
Baron William Henry von Stiegel came to
Penunsylvania from Manheim on the Rhine,
He was a man of great energy and of sci-
entific and Ilfberal education. From Phila-
delphia, where he married, he drifted Into
Lancaster county. Here he at once bought
a large tract of land and laid out a town,
which he called Manheim, after his home
across the sea. It was planned very much
like Its namesake, having a wide square
in the center, with streets running through
it north and south, east and west. Just
at this time the Germans were coming to
America in large numbers, and many soon
oined the Baron at Manhelm, where he

ad already started glass works, prob-
ably the first In America. He also built a
furnace a few miles bevond. where he made
“pine plate’” square wood stoves,

Everything he undertook prospered, and
he soon became very rich for those days. A
church was the only thing wanting to make
AManheim a Christlan town. So the Baron
offered the Lautherans a block of land for
three shillings paid down and “one red rose
ann in June when demanded by him
or his helrs forever. Only twice did the
Baron demand and receive the rose. Then
reverses came and he lost evervthing. Now
he sleeps In an unknown grave in the
Heidelberg township churchyard beyond
the Manheim hills,

For many years the rose was not de-
manded, but within the last decade the
Siegel descendants have annually made a

ilgrimage to Manheim, and Rose Sunday
s celebrated in a most picturesque and
charming manner. This year the beautiful
Zion's Lutheran Church was crowded by
visitors from far and near. After preach-
ing an excellent sermon, from the text,
“I Am the Rose of Sharon,” in the morn-
ing, the Rev. Luther L. Lohr in the after-
noon presented a red rose to Mrs. Re-
becca Boyer, of Harrisburg, the oldest
great-granddaughter of Baron Siegel. Al-
though eighty-eight years old, she looks
hardly seventy. Her charmingly sweet ap-
pearance as she stood to receive the
ground-rent of a rose from Mr. Lohr, who
made a touching presentqtion address, was
something long to remembered. The
church was covered with roses, red, white
and purple. A poem entitled “Only a Red
Rose,” by Prof. Noble, of Maine, was a
part of the programime.

WHEAT FLUCTUATED

AFTER A DECLINE OF 1 1.2C SEP-
TEMBER CLOSED 1 3-5C HIGHER.

Bulls Tooek Courage from Had Crop

Reports and Big Visible De-
crense—FProvisions Lower,

CHICAGO, July 15.~Wheat, after a break
of 1%¢c on vigorous short selling, took cour-
age from the bad crop reports and a liberal
visible decrease to-day and closed at an ad-
vance of 1%c for September. SBeptember
corn clesed %5c lower. September oats un-
changed and provisions show slight losses.

The morning papers gave prominence o
some reports of damage to spring whealt.
That started the price up from 66'%c at the
close on Saturday to 67@673cC at the opening
this morning. The higher of those quota-
tions was realized for only two or three
fives, but a good deal changed hands be-
tween the prices of 67@%T%ce. In half an
hour from the start the price had declined
to 65%c and not until the visidle supply
statement was published, showing a de-
crease of 2,122,000 bu for the week, did the
price show much capability of recuperation.
Even then it only recovered about %c¢ be-
fore it was again smothered with more
short wheat. A general disbelief in serious
damage to the spring wheat crop was the
governing feature of the news that incited
the selling. The reports from the winter

wheat country continue to be of the same
very disheartening character as has been
characterizing them for such a length of
time, Toledo letters say they do not expect
Lo get any wheat there this yvear from In-
diana, and will have to depend on lllinois
and Ohio for supplies. The reports from
the two latter States do not furnish the
hope of much wheat being procurable there
either, The foreign markets were all quoted
lower at the opening, and the closing cable-
grams were of a similar character. Liver-
poo! declined 1%d, -Pars 15 centimes to 2
centimes and Berlin 3 mark. The visible
supply now amounts to 41,237,000 bu, com-
pared with 53,154,000 bu a year ago, and 59,-
85,00 bu at the corresponding period in
1895, The world's shipments are falling off,
They are estimated at about 8,500,000 bu for
last week. They have been running at from
9,000,000 to 1,000,000 bu for about three
months previous. Should the Russian and
Argentine shipments keep dropping off pro-
portionately for a few weeks, Europe will
have to bid openly for American wheat in-
stead of having 2,000,000 bu thrust upon
thelr unwilling hands weekly, as it is now
being made to appear. After the early de-
cline to 65%¢c there was a recovery to 66%c,
and several times after that it fell and rose
between 653;c and 66c. In the latter half of
the session some reports from the North-
wesl werce recelved which ®onvinced the
crowd of more serious damage to spring
wheat than the Minneapolis people. were
willing to admit. Cudany's brokers, who
had been persistent sellers at anything over
66c, found more buyers late in the day than
they could supply, and when their stock of
gshort wheat was exhausted the price of
September shot up rapidly from around
63lgc to 6844c, and closed at 67%ec. A trade
in May wheat was made at T2%c.

Witn the exception of quite neavy selling
by Schwartz-Dupee the oats market was
nfmost entirely without features. The afore-
mentioned firm disposed of about 400,000
bushels of May. The of the market
was about steady. At pening a slight-
ly firmer feeling was eable. Later on
a decline followed and é8 ciosed about
sieady. September started at 234e¢, sold to
23%e, back to 2l¢c and ended at 29%c.

Corn was only moderately active and was
weak, Speculators have become afraid of
the September deal ‘uud all new | usiness
now seeks a more remote delivery. lrecem-
ber and May are now the favorites with
short sellers. Several times to-day it was
almost impossible to trade in September
without discounting the nominal market
price {rom ¢ to %c per bushel., The brilliant
prospects for new corn was the governing
factor.
