M. E. INGALLS THINKS BISINESS
WILL BE HEAVY THIS FALL.

He Also Believes Rallway Earnings
Wil Be Satisfactory if Rates Be
Maintalned—A. N. Towne Dead.

M. BE. Ingalls, president of the Big Four
and of the Chesapeake & Ohio, spent yes-
terday in this city, his chief business be-
ing to appear before the State Tax Com-
mission in behalf of the Big Four. Mr.
Ingalls cherishes bright views of the future
of busine=s with the Blg Four lines, says
he only asks for a fair share for them,
which, he says, they are in a position to
command. He Is very anxious that the
present effort to restore and maintaln rates
should be successful and is confident that
if rates could be held for fifteen days they
could just as well be held for a longer
periocd. He Insists that at every terminal
point the Big Four has the best facilities
for handling its busines2 and can handle
it as cheaply as can anry one of its com-
petitors. The roadbed and equipment is
first class. He thinks the outlook for a
heavy fall traffic excelient and that the
péext twelve months, if the roads stand

by the agreement to maintain rates, the
financial position of the rallways will e
greatly improved. So far as the Big Four
was concerned its trains are making time
and there I8 an unusual exemption from
aceident, and with this the employes were
making good wages, especially those in the
train sarvice,

Sudden Death of AL N, Towne.
A. N. Towne, second vice president and

general manager of the Southern Paclific
oomrm-'. died vyestorday morning at his
residence In San Francisco. Mr, Towne had
been his office all Monday and until
3 p. m., transacting the usual business of
the afiice, He spent the evening at home
and retired, in good spirits. e retired feel-
ing quite well, but at 2 o'clock yesterday
morning, complained of violent pains in the
stomach, supposed to be incident to indi-
gestion, from which he suffered. A
physicilan was summaoned and applied reme-
dieg, which seemed to afford rellef. Symp-
toms of congestion and hemorrhages fol-
lowed. At 4 . m. Mr. Towne compiained
of a violent pain In the heart and fAfteen
minutes laier he was dead. When in New
York, flve years ago, Mr. Towne had la
grippe, which impaired his heart action.
Since then he has had several similar at-
tacks, but Iately has been In excellent
health., He was sixty years of age and
was born in Charlton, Mass. ‘He entered
rallway service oo the Chicago, Burlington
& Quincy as a brakeman in 1886; in 1568
he was appointed agent of the company at
Chicago, then general vardmaster, then
train dispatcher at that point and in 1858
was made assistant general superintendent
of the road. In 1889 he left that road to be-
eome general superintendent of the Chicago
& Great Eastern:; a year later he leflt
that road to become general superintendent
of the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy, which
position he held until he went to the Cen-
tral Pacific as its general manager, which
wag in 1880: in 1885 he became general man-
ager of the Southern Pacific system, which
title he carried to his death, and also
the title of third -and then second vice

dent. Mr. Towne was well known In

iana rallroad circles, At time he
was seriously {ll here and was cared for
in his private car, which stood on a side
track near the Umion Station, Russell El-
Hott, then anditor of the Indianapolls &
St. louls giving him his entire attention
while ill here.

The fortune of Mr. Towne |8 estimated at
§700,000. The bulk of the property consists
of 30,000 acres of ranch {nnri in the San
Joaquin valley, California. General Superin-
tendent Fillmore said, yesterday, that the
death of Mr. Towne wowld cause no im-
mediate changes in the rallroad office. He
had beard nothing from either of the Hun-
tingtons. The exact whersaboute of C. P.
Huntington is rot known, as he ia traveling
in Germany, and it is not expected that ke
swill be heard from for some time. H. F.
Huntington is on his way East from Coun-
¢ll Bluffs and may not have received the
dispatch that was sent in.
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Getlting UTpon a Solld Footing.

The Erightwood Home has already been
vacated, and the subordinate officlals of the
Big Four have orders to proceed rapldly in
repairing and equipping the building for a
raiflroad department of the Young Men's
Christian Association. There will be a thor-
ough overhauling, Inside and out, new baths
put in and new floors throughout the bulld-

Ing, ete. It is the purpose of the officials
of both the railroad company and the as-
sociation to make this a model plant of its
kind. The first floor will be occupied by a
reading room, parlor, secretarv's office, bar-
ber shop, dining room, lunch room, etc.,
while the second floor will be utllized al-
most entirely for rest rooms, having a
sufficient space for a small auditoriam far
the lectures, meetings and entertalnments
of the assoclation, A secretary is expected
on the ground by Adg. 1, and the plant will
be in operation some time during that
month, It has been decided to organize this
branch as a department of the Indianapolis
association, a plan which will be mutually
beneficial., It is believed that this s bat
one step toward a metropolitan form of
association organization for Indianapolis
and the suburbs, which will ultimately In-
clude & half dozen or more branches.

QOscar Murray,
vice president and frelght traffic manager
of the Big Four, said he had every reason

ing up to tariff rates, and he knew the
Big Four was. He thought freight officials
as well as presidents general managers
were exceedingly tired of such rates as
have frevallad for two months prior to
July 8, when east-bound rates were re-
stored. W. Holliday, assistant general
freight agent of the Big Four, says every-
body at St. Louig Is adhering to rates, and
business is beginRing to adjust itsell. Geo.
Sherman, general manager of the Vander-
bilt fast freight llnes, says the repre-
sentatives of these lines at different points
are watching rate matters very closely,
and no complaint of any agent or line
shading or manipulating a rate has been
reported. He feels more confident than
ever that business, for the first time in
many menths, is now being carried at the
agreed tariff.

The General Managers' Meeting.

The meeting of general managers called
for yesterday was rather a tame affair,
nearly every general manager being repre-
sented by one of his subordinate efficlals,
consequently no important matters were

acted on. A number of bills were approved,

and some misunderstanding between the
connecting roads and the Belt Road Com-
pany regarding interchange of traffic ad-
justed, Some Iimprovements Superintend-
ent Zion wants to make were approved,
and he was authorized to proceed with the
work. As a result of the meeting the di-
rectors of the Union flway Company
will probably purchase a gravel bank west
of the stock yards, which will furnish them
with gravel for the Union tracks and Belt
road for a number of years. The wage
question went over until the next meeting.

Ralls Sprung by Heat.

A« dispatch from Topeka says: The hesat
vesterday afternoon caused two rails on the
Atchison, Topeka & BSanta Fe road, two
miles west of Emporia, to spring about
two feet out of line. The pressure was S0
great that the spikes were torn out and
the bending of the rails caused such a
loud report that the attention of some track-
men near by was attracted, and a passenger
train, then about due, was flagged just in
time to save [t. It was moving at a rate
of forty-five miles an hour, and could not
have been stopped in time if the trackmen
had not been alert. A delay of an hour was
caused. Two hours earlier, about 2 o'clock,
trains No. 114 and No. 41, east-bound, met
with a similar delay in Osage county.

FPowerful Electrie Locomotive.

A dispatch from Ballimore says: All
possible question of the ability of electric
locomotive No. 1 of the Baltimore & Ohlo
railroad to pull the heaviest trains through
the belt line tunnel, was disposed of to-
day. With the tremendeus load of twenty-

gix cars, all laden, and two locomotives,
the electric monster pulled through the
tunnel this morning with not nearly all
its power on. This test of the motive was
the most important that has yet been
made., The load pulled was at least 280 -
0% pounds. The two steam engines, which
were attached to the train jolned their
forces when the electric locomotive was
detached to take the train on its journey

N. H., a writ of attachment has been placed
on the Manchester & Lawrence railroad
property in the hands of the Boston and
Maine trustees in a suit for $1,000,000. This
getion Is brought by the State of New
Hampshire to recover §$i50,000, which it is
claimed represents the earnings of the road
in excess of 10 per cent, As provided by the
statutes, the State shall receive all earnings
which exceed 16 per cent.,, and as the road
has paid 10 per cent. dividends almcst since
its Incorporation, and it recently recelved
from the Concord & Montreal railroad
§750.000 as a result of litigation, which was
divided among the stockholders as an extra
dividend, the State claims this amount.

THE BIG FOUR'S PLEA

PRESIDENT INGALLS APPEARS DE-
FORE TAX COMMISSIONERS.

He Neither Cries Poor Business Nor
Bad Property—County Board of

Review's Work.

The State Tax Commissioners look for-
ward to some lively argument after they
have done with the< corporations. The

first twenty days after the session are to
ba davoted to rallroads, and after that ap-
peals from county boards of review will be
heard. Captain Allen, of the commission,
belleves that there has been a tendency
on the part of countles to place low valua-
tions on land. Two or three weeks ago he
wrote 1o the board of equalization of each
county asking for a tabulated statement of
valuaticns, Three counties have already
reported, One statement shows a decrease
of nearly 3800000 glnce the last real-estate
appraisement in 1881, Colonel Walker says
that it is impossible to say how valuations
will run this year as compared with four
years ago until the board has taken up
thegse assessments. He thinks, however,
that values will show up about equal.

The Board of Tax Commissioners listened
to Presldent M. E. Ingalls, of the,Big Four
rallway system, yesterday morning. In the
afternoon the board adjourned. President
Ingalls made 2 plea for a lower assessment
of taxes against the rallroad system he
represents, He thought that the general
assessment on railroad property should be
reduced 5 per cent. The last year the roads
have had a severe struggle, sald the presi-
dent, and he thought the Tax Commissioners
were partly responsible for this condition.
The Rig Four, he said, was not asking for
a reduction on the grounds of poor prop-
erty and bad business, but as a matter of
justice. Mr. Ingalls maintained that the Big
reur did more for the State of Indiana
than any raflrecad in the State. For three
vears the stockholders have not had any-
thing out of their investment; the operat-
ing expenses have been Increasing, while
the freight and passenger rates have de-
creased,

M. Ingalls said that last year the Peoria
& Eastern road came near breaking the
Big Four company, and $1.000,000 had been
advanced to the road. lLast year the Peoria
& Eastern was assessed §I8.000 a mile west
of the city and $15,000 east of the city. The
taxation of the western division, he said,
should be reduced to $15,000, and he felt
that 312,000 a mile was enough for the east-
ern divisgion. The passenger trains be-
tween Indianapolis and Springfield, O.. were
not paying, and it was only the freight on
this division that kept the road up.

_The attention of the board was called to
the Columbus & Greensburg branch, which
was last year assessed at 38,000 a mle.
President Ingalls declared that the road
could be bought for much less than that
amount. The Fairland, Franklin & Mar-
tinsville branch, assessed last year at $5.000
a mile, Mr. Inzaills considered about the
poorest piece of rallroad property In the
State. It cost 0,000, and is not worth
maore than that to-day, although the board
valued it at £00,000, President Ingalis was
at a loss to understand why the Cincinnati
and Chicago divizion had been assessed at
$30,000 a mile and the Cleveland and St. Louis
at 328,009, The board was warned that a
great many branch roads that might he
built in Indiana would never be built if the
impression got out that the Tax Commis-
gioners were hostile to railroads.

Mr. Ingalls contended that the board
should make reductions in some special

cases if they coull not make general re-
ductions.

ABOUT RS00,000 ADDED,

Result of Board of Review's Work
with B. and L. Associations.

The County Board of Review yesterday

heard reports from a number of building

and loan assoclations as to the totals of

their paid-up and prepaid stock. The asso-
ciations reporting through C. N. Thomp-
son were the Indlana Savings and Loan
Association, the Fletcher-avenue adSocla-

tion, the Indiana Soclety for Savings, the
German American (A. and B.), the Equita-
ble Savings and l.oan Assoclation, the
Equitable Bullding and Loan Association,
making a total of $70,0MM. The Interstate
returned $9.900; the Union National Say-
ings and Loan Assoclation No. 1, $4.600; No.
2, 8,350; Statehouse Building and Loan As-
socfation, $5,850: Union Mutual, $73,040;
United States Building and Loan InvVest-
ment Company, 81475; Tarner Building and
L.oan No. 1, $875. The World Building and
Loan Association made a tender of the
amount of taxes, but the board had then
adjourned, and will act upon the tender
later, The Lombard Building and Loan As-
sociation reported the names as well as
the amounts, the latter making a total of
$1,550. The total added to the duplicate by
the action of the board will reach about
200,000, The only assoclations which are
still out are the Government Bullding and
l.oan and the State Bullding and Loan of
Indiana. The board announces that the
lamp Is still burning for these institutions.

AFTER A BAD RESORT

GRAND JURY WARRANTS AGAINST
“OKLAHOMA'S” PROPRIETOR.

Evidence in Eaglen Case Largely Re-
spounsible—Another Step im the
Lilly<-Fortune Case.

Sheriff Womack yesterday arrested John
Gassoway, keeper of the notorious road
house known as *“Okalahoma,”” on elght
grand jury warrants charging him with
violating the provisions of the liquor laws
of the State, chiefly the Nicholson law.
The indictments were returned for selling
liquor after 11 o'clock at might, this being
a place that runs twenty-four hours in the
day; for selling on Sunday, and for selling
on holidays. It was run wide open on the
Fourth of July and was one of the stopping
points of the crowd that drove to Si
Eaglen's road house at Maywood on the
Sunday night of the tragedy. The grand
jury took a great many hints of the con-
dition of things at this place from the news-
paper stories told by witnesses to the

shooting of Eaglen. Zimmerman, Eaglen's
slayer, gave sworn testimony that impli-
cated Gassoway in violations of the law.
They all stated that they stopped on their
way to Maywood at this resort and many
of them stopped on their way back to wl’l
the story and brace themselves against the
nervous prostration due to their exciting
experience. The resort is southeast of West
Indianapolis and out of reach of close super-
vision of the police. A determined effort
is to be made to break up the resort,

POLICEMEN WILL GET FEES.

City Charter Will Not Be Binding on
Them in Criminal Court Cases.
The motion of attorney Hovey In the

case of State vs. James C. Roes, to retax

the ccsts, was yesterday overruled as far
as the fees due the three policemen who
testified to the violation of the law was
concerned. It was, however, sustained

where It related to a retaxing of the fee
for the jurors. The effect of this ruling oa

the part of Judge McCray i= that police-
men who are compelled to report to the
Criminal fourt as witnesses may draw
fees undet the State law, the same as
other witnesses and are now restricted to
the provision of the city charter which
allows policemen nc fees as witnesses,
Judge MecCray referred the question to the
elty . attorney and to the prosecuting at-
torpey, who agreed that the charter pro-
visions do not apply to the State cases in
the Criminal (Court. The court was of the
opinion that when policemen are required
to leave their beds, losing their rest, to
testify, they ought to receive compensation
for it.

THE DEMURRER SUSTAINED.

Commercial Club Will Have No Stand-
ing in Lilly Case.

To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

Not for many a month has a more timely
and sensible suggestion appeared in the
Journal than that of “Road Agent,"” in jast
Monday's issue, The time has fully come
for municipal legislation on the subject of
funera! processions, if it be only to repeal
the present ordinance on that subject. But
this need not be all. That ordinance may
have been well enough adapted to our
municipal childhood, but it is wholly out of
harmony with present conditions, It belongs
to the period In which it was unlawful to

buy marketing at the market house until

the market master had signified all was
ready by ringing the bell on top of the
old market house, and even then the corner
groceryman dared not buy a pound of but-
ter to sell again, until it was presumable
that all consumers had had a fair chance
at the supply on hands. When the town
was small and more than one funeral a
week was rare and processions were seidom
a block long, it was well enough Lo provide
that they should not be driven through,
but it is different now. A few months azo,
from the Bank of Commerce, I noticed a
funeral procession passing up the east side
of Virginia avenue. When the head of the
procession was opposite the postoffice, the
other end was yet out of sight over the via-
duct. The carriages, ranging in kind from
the regulation funeral hack to several one-
horse spring wagons, were judiciously ar-
ranged for effect, heing from thirty to fifty
feet apart, and some order, with regallas
and music, was egually displayed. The ef-
fect was imposing. One car was detalned
each way on Maryland-street crossing and
more than a dozen at Washington street.
The Irvington car happened to be just In
time to block two Coliege avenue, two Vir-
ginla avenue, one Pennsylvania, one Ciif-
ford, one Alabaina, one Brightwood and
one Central avenue going east, and one
Noble and one East Washington going
west, It happened to be about the noon
hour, when the cars were crowded with
men and women going to or from lunch,
and possibly some were in a hurry to take
a car at the station, with short time to do
it in.

CONCESSION IN PERIL.

the

Nicaragua Canal Company Has Not
Kept lIts Agrecement.

NEW ORLEANS, July 16.—A private let-
ter received from Managua, Nicaragua, con-
tains the following, which is stated with
every degree of authority: “The concession
granted several years ago to the Maritime
Canal Company by the Nicaraguan govern-
ment for the construction of the Nica-
raguan caunal is for the second time in
great danger of being canceled and, if
annulled this second time, will otherwise
be dispcsed of. This second trouble is
caused by the promisge to build a canal at
a point called Tipitapa, which would con-
nect lake Nicaragua with lake Managua.

When the concession was granted it was
agreed that in return for the concession a
canal would be built at this point within
three years after the beginning of the work
on the main line of the Nicaraguan canal,
The time limit placed on the
completion of this waterway ex-
pired on  October, 1892, and the
company has made no steps toward carry-
ing out its contract. The Nicaraguan gov-
ernment threatens the annulling of the con-
cession and its threats have taken the
form of a resolution on the part of the
President and his Cabinet which, to all
appearances, is final. The Nicaraguan
Canal Company will be notified soon that
the Nicaraguan government will hold it to
the original proposition and the canal at
Tipitapa must be constructed and completed
within a short period. In this it is firm
and should the canal company either re-
fuse or neglect to carry out the original
plan the concession will be annulled finally
and forever. It is generally understood in
Managua that if the work is not begun
very shortly or if the canal company does
not take almost immediate steps to con-
vince the administration that the Tipitapa
canul will be constructed the next meeting
of Congress of Nicaragua will ratify the
cancellation of the concession, which Min-
ister Gomez would not hesitate to bring
about."”
