A JUDICIAL FARCE.

e

A more flagrant outrage has rarely
been perpetrated under the cover of
judicial authority than the farce per-
formed , by Judge Moffett at a srcial
term of the Circuit Court In Sullivan
county, in the proceedings to set aside
the act of the last Legislaure making an
apportionment of Senators and Repre-

sentatives. So zealous was the judge

to do the bidding of the United States

marshal and the members of the Demo-
cratic State committee that he announced
his decision without so much as taking
an Hour's time , to make a pretense of
considering the grave questions involved
in enjoining the clerk, sheriff and other
officers from obeying an act of the Leg-
islature. Evidently the judge had re-
ceived his orders, and so long as he
proved his prompt obedience to Senator
Turple, Jason Brown and the United
States marshal, he cared not that he
failed even (o make that show of
judicial deliberation which might have
relieved him of making confession that
it was a conspiracy of which he was a
part. A matter which should require
the greatest care was pregented and dis-
posed of in an hour. The complaint and
the petition were filad] a Democratic
lawyer, pretending to represent the
Democratic county officers, presented a
demurrer, a brief argument followed,
and when it was completed, with scarce-
ly a moment's delay, the Judge issued
the mandamus. Of course the matter
will go to the Supreme Court, but in
this county, Judge Brown, in rendering
a decision involving the same principles,
made a long argument to prove that the
courts have no right to pass upon an
act of the Legislature affecting the ap-
portionment of its members. Judge Mof-
fett arrives at an opposite conclusion,
without argument, and practically sets
aside an act of the Legislature.

There are many eéxcellent people in
Sullivan county. Its Republicans have
been a courageous and alert minority
for more than a generation, but its De-
mocracy of to-day are the legitimate
successors of a Democracy so disloyal
and lawless that it was not safe to be
an active Union man in that locality
during the war. With its history, a
county controlled by a Democracy bred
to disloyalty and lawlessness, it was a
most appropriate place, and,a judge of
its selection a fitting person to ignore
even the iormal decency of judicial pro-

ceedings.
A MATTER OF MINOR I'Poit'r.axcn.

Mugh of the first debate of Messrs.
Horr and Harvey was devoted to the
unit of value, which, when considered
in the history of money in this country,
is of minor importance. The much more
important question is the mioney which
is the measure of values; that is, the
money by which prices are made. Now,
whatever has been the ratio or the legal
unit of value or account, the commercial
value of the metals has fixed the unit,
and has always fixed it, when colnage
was assumed to be free, Iin favor of the
metal which has been overvalued. At
the outset the ratio of colnage in the
United States was established 15 to 1L
It was so fixed because Hamilton, Jeffer-
son and the first Congress believed that
the commercial value of one pound of
gold was equal to fifteen pounds of sil-
ver. It turned out that, in the markets
of the world, one pound of gold was
worth about fifteen and a half pounds
of silver. The result was that the coun-
try had no gold money because the gold
$5 plece was worth more in the markets
of the world than five sllver dollars.
Thus the cheaper dollar, silver, prac-
tically was the measure of values—the
dollar which was used in making con-
tacts and the prices of merchandisé.

This went on until 1834, when Congress
changed the ratioc #o that it required
nearly sixteen pounds of silver to be equal
in coinage value to one pound of gold.
But in the markets about fifteen and
a half pounds of silver in bullion were
bought and sold for one pound of gold
bullion. The result was that five silver
dollars were worth more as bullion than
a five-dollar gold piece. Thereupon the
gold dollar became the unit of account
and value, being the cheaper, and, tiiere-
fore, driving out the dearer. The coun-
try came to a gold basis and continued
so in effect until the period of paper le-
gal tender during the war. During all
these years the value of the silver dol-
lar was measured by the gold, and was
worth from two to five cents more than
the latter. That the country might have
silver money, a colnage of silver halves,
quarters, etc., was adopted, in which
their weight was 8o reduced that the
metal in the coins was worth less than
their money value.

In both these cases the commercial
value of the metals and not the ratio
made the money in which all values
were measured. In the former period,
the man having a $50 note to pay or
horse to purchase tendered fifty silver
dollars and not ten gold pieces, the
bullion in which was worth §1 or 352
In the latter period, no man ha"ing a
similar payment to make first went to a
broker and paid from $51 to §3J in gold
for fifty silver dollars with which to
pay the note or make the purchase.

To-day we have both metals in use
as legal tender money, one dollar as

good as another, because the coinage of

silver is limited; but let Congress or-
dain that all who have silver bullion can

_ have it coined without limit on the as-
be has been guilty of murder- | sumption that sixteen pounds of silver
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are worth one of gold, when in the
bullion market it takes tnirty pounds
of siiver to purchase & pound of goid,
and the cheaper silver will be the
dollar in which values will be expressed
in this country, but the commercial
world’'s measure of values in the great
staples of food, clothing and construc-
tion, being measured in gold, it would
take twice as many silver dollars to
purchase at the present market values
of the two metals, as it would if they
were gold. In the change to silver
monometallism, we shou'd lose more
than half the metal m =~ v we now have,
and would be in the 1ist of monetary
nations which includes hiina, India and
other countries which ‘urnish raw ma-
terials only.

THE PROBLEM 0 CONVICT LABOR.

The reports from Indiana peniten-
tiaries indicate that it iz lmpossible to
find purchasers for the labor by con-
tract. The same repart comes from Il-
linois, Iowa, and, in fec'!, from most of
the States. Several influences have
tended to bring about sich a condition.
Perhaps the most important of these
influences is the grow!ng sentiment that
it Is unfair to competing free labor and
outside manufacturcrs to sell prison
labor at less than one-third the amount
which free labor must be pald in order
to exist in this country. Scarcely less
hostile to the employment of prison la-
bor under contract is the prejudice
against goods made by contract labor,
Prison goods, if not boycotted, are
tabooed to an extent that they must be
sold much below the market price,
which has a tendency to depress the
price of other goods coming in competi-
tion.

Another cause of idle prison labor is
the low price of wages in the limited
lines of industry which can be intro-
duced into prisons. This is given as the
chief reason why those who have con-
tracted Tor labor in the Southern prison
now decline to renew contracts even at
lower prices. They declare that they
can do better with outside labor, now

that it {8 much cheaper. Still another
cause may be found in the introduction

of intricate and costly machinery in
manufacturing, which requires a degree
of skill and experience to operate that
prison labor does not possess and cannot
or will not attain.

There may be a change; but present
indications are that State authorities
must find some other sources of employ-
ment for prison labor than letting it to
contractors. Several States are investi-
gating. A committee of our own Senate
has the matter under consideration, and
will report to the next Senate on the ad-
visability of employing prison labor in
buillding roads. What may be the out-
come, no one can safely predict; but the
question is so important and its solution
so imperative that it challenges the ex-
ercise of the capacity and resource
of those whom the State invests with
legislative and ex>cutive functions. The
executive, legislative committee or
prison board who can find a practical
solution of the problem of prison labor
will not only exhibit something of states-
manlike qualities, but prove an all-

round benefactor.

Carl Schurz comes to the defense of
Commissioner Roosevelt for enforcing
the Sunday laws in a very spirited man-
ner. Mr. Schurz desires greater Sun-
day liberty, but he insists that there are
questions 'more important. Beer, he
thinks, is good in its place, but its place
{s not higher than good government.

On this point he says:

Good municipal government with reason-
able liberty is preferable and should  be
worked for. I believe the population of
New York can, after all, get aong better
without the opening of saloons on Sundays
than without clean streets, a plentiful sup-
ply of good water, good schools, public se-
curity, effective sanitary arrangements and
the like, all the days of the week. We
should not, as gcod citizens, overlook the
relative importance of this and other public
interests, and especially we should not
make interests of more general importance
dependent upon this one thing.

The -talk about putting the vast stock
of silver dollars in the treasury in cir-
culation, as if they weye the property of
the government, is absurd, no matter
who makes it. Nine-tenths of the silver
dollars in the vaults of the treasury are
represented by silver certificates in cir-
culation. If the certificates were called
in and redeemed with the silver dollars
there would be a howl, for the reason
that people prefer a paper certificate
good for five dollars to carrying a third
of a pound of silver in their pockets.
Still, the government has sufficient sil-
ver dollars to pay the salaries of those
Congressmen who are devoting their
time to an attempt to trick the people
into turning the whole money of the
country into silver dollars.

Senator Blackburn is telling his
Democratic friends that the Republicans

, 80 well led and so aggressive as
now, and that the Democratic leaders
must hustle to prevent some Democrats
from voting the Republican ticket.

THE JUMBO OF GAS WELLS,

Blowing Away at the Rate of 80,-
000,000 Feet a Day.
Pittsburg Dispatch.

The Big Moses gas well on the Spencer
farm on Indian creek, Tyler county, West
Virginia, struck by lightning Friday after-
noon, extinguished itself the same cvening,
after consuming the derrick and all the
combustible matter within reach. The
pressure was so great that it simply blew
itself out, after furnishing the natives of
that country with one of the grandest
sights ever witnessed. The flames at no
time descended nearer than forty feet of
the hole, and the swaying to and fro of
the mysterious invisibly supported flam-
beau, hundreds of feet high, to which was
added a deafening roar, made a spectacle
awe-inspiring and terrible,

Nothing had ever before been struck
that approached the Big Moses in ma.gnl-
tude. The pent-up pressure, when ur-
nished an avenue of escape through an
eight and one-fourth-inch hole, for three
months defied every effort to bring it under
control. The earth trembled within one
thousand feet of the well, and the roaring
monster could be distinctly heard for a
distance of twelve miles. No accurate
gauge of this jumbo of all jumbos has ever
been taken. At one time a partial test was
made with an ordinary steam gauge, and
it showed a pressure of forty-four pounds
from an eight and one-fourth-inch open-
ing. At another time, from a three-inch
opening, it showed a pressure of six hun-
dred pounds the first fifteen seconds. Then
attempts at a complete test had to be
abandoned.

When flowing through the casing its daily
capacity was estimated by experts to be
from $0,000,000 to 120,000,000 cubic feet a day.
It was struck in i\'ovember of last vear,
and during six months of the time since
then the valuable fluid went to waste, Take
the lowest estimate, 80,000,000 feet a day,
and compute its value at 26 cents per 1,000
cubie feet, as choﬁed by the city gas com-
panies, for a peri of six months, and the
result presents an array of figures too great
for the comprehension of the human mind,
when reduced to the “coin of the realm.”
It may sound ridiculous, but the sell
value of this wasted gas in Pittsburg wonl
be $3,640,000. The Carnegie Gas Company’s
expert visited the well, and estimated Its
capacity to be great enough to supply fuel
for their entire Homestead plant if it were
accessible. Another expert expressed .t!l:,
opinion that its output would ge equal
the demands required to furnish the entire
cl_tiy of Pittsburg for domestic purposes.

he owners expended %,000 In shutting
the well in, and three months after it bmge
through and forced its way up through the
surface.

THE HENDY EB'I;ATE.

The Attorneys Do Not Believe There
Are Heirs in Muncie.
San Francisco Post.

A telegram from Muncie, Ind., says:* The
three sole heirs to the $00,000 Hendy es-
tate in California have been found. They
are James F. Hendy, a Muncie stone mason,
and his two sisters, in Arkansas, nephew
and nieces of Joshua Hendy, deceased. A
claim has just been fued by James, who
is a poor man.”

The above dispatch was shown to Mr.
Fassett, of Nowln & Fasselt, attorneys
for the proponents of the will of the late
Johua K Hendy, deceased, and who repre-
sented the heirs under that instrument
in the litigation butl recently brought to a
conclusion.

“All 1 can say,” remarked Mr. Fassett,
after reading the dispatch, *‘is that I never
heard of this nephew or these nieces be-
for, nor did I know that anyone was look-
ing for them. My impression has always
been that Joshua Hendy had but two broin-
ers, one of whom, Sam, living in this city,
survived him, while the other, who is dead,
was the father of young Samuel J. Hendy,
one of the heirs under the will. That in-
strument, as You may remember, be-
queathed the bulk of the property to Samuel
J. Hendy and John H. Hendy, nephews,
and Mary Frances McGurn, a niece of the
testator. The contest just ended was insti-
tuted by Samuel J. Hendy, a brother, and
George W. Hendy and .auvida J. Raugh,
nephew and nlece of tne deceased,

“It strikes me that this story of heilrs
in Muncie must be a good ueal of a ‘fake,” "™
continued Mr. Fassett. “In any case they
could never have been the sole heirs, since,
aside from any gquestion of the bequests
made in the will, there were oOther nephews
and nieces in the field. But, allowing that
these people in Indiana are really rela-
tives of the deceased Joshua Hendy, as
they claim to be, I don't see how they
can get anything out of the estate now:
It has not been exactly settled up, it is
true, but it is all ready for distribution,
all Htigation whieh has been pending be-
ing now at an end.

INCOME TAX GUESSES.

About 8$30,000,000 Might Have Been
Collected but for the Court.
WASHINGTON, July 17.—The Internal

Revenue Bureau has practically com-
pleted the work of recording and scheduling
the returns received under the Income tax

act and very soon will be ready to begin
the work of refunding the amounts paid

before the law was declared unconstitu-

tional. The aplications for refund, however,
are coming in very slowly. No classifica-
tion to determine the occupations of tax
payers or the relative amounts paid by each
State or section of the country have been
made thus far, but, judging from repeated

handling of the returns, .a tolerably close
estimate of some of the principal deduc-
tions which will be inade later can now
be stated. They are, however, only ap-
proximations. lxrom the returns made it
is believed that fully one-half of the num-
ber of persons subject to the tax made
no return whatever and this roportion
is believed to be even grealer In
of the amounts of the tax involved.

te of the returns made represent
about $15,000,000 of tax and hence about
$30,200,000, it is calculated, would have been
collected if all who were subject to tax
hlrj sent in returns. It is also estimated
that the first decision of the Supreme Court
exempting rents and receipts from bonds
from the operations of the act resulted
in a loss of fully $15,000,00¢ so that had the
ldw remained as it originally stood, the
total receipts from this sour according
to estimates now made, woucleé have ap-
proximated $465,000,000 or even $0,000,000, As
to the proportion of the tax which would
have been borne by each section of the
country only a rough estimate can now be
made. The returns, however, seem to In-
| dicate that the New England and Middle
States would have pald about two-thirds
of the whole tax and the Western and
Southern sections each about one-sixth of
the whole.

THE MORA CLAIM.

Report that Spain Has Decided to Pay
It Not Confirmed.

WASHINGTON, July 17.—No official con-
firmation of the decision of the Spanish
Cabinet to pay the Mora claim immediate-
ly has yet reached Washington. According
to 'the Spanish practice the ministers, who
form a council similar to the British Coun-

cil of State, usually treat such cases as
the Mora claim by referring it to a sub-
committee for determination and it is be-
lieved here that the decision referred to in
the cable d tches is really only that of
the subcommittee which has been consid-
ering this particular claim. If the full
ministerial councjl approves the report of
the subcommittee it is not absolutely neces-
sary to await an appropriation Ey the
Cortes, which could not be had fore
next winter, for the Ministery may
urgent cases make an order and thereby
provide for the payment of the claim.

APPLES AND PEACHES.

Material Decline in Condition Dur-
ing the Past Month.
WASHINGTON,July 17.-~The fruit crop re-

port of the Agricultural Department for July
shows a material decline in condition. The
report is summarized as follows: The con-
dition of apples has been materially lower
since the report of June. Losses have been
especially marked in important States hav-
ing already low conditions, namely the New
England States, New York, Pennsylvania,
Michigan, Wisconsin and Minnesota. In
the Pledmont region the outlook is decided-
ly more favorable. In Misseuri and con-

us States the decline has been light,

not above 3 per cent. in any case, but the
conditions are not quite as hi as in the
Piedmont orchardse. On the Pacific coast

conditions fell aboutl 11 per cent., but the
frospects there are still good. Frost at
ime of Dbloom, subsequent droughts and
heavy droppings are the main causes of
the impal prospects,

The &ouh crop returns are also unfavor-
able, rgia and Connecticut alone of the
leading commercial States have now a high
percentage, the former having moved up
to 106, a gain of one point, the latter declin-
ing to %0 from 9. New Jersey has lost twelve
pomnts and now stands at 73, Delaware thir-
teen points, standing at 70. Maryland has
advanced from 63 to 66. The condition of
Virginia, 59, is lower than in June hy thir-
teen points. Michigan has prospect of less
than half a crop, while is 22, lowest
of all. In California the condition fgures
declined from 88, on June 1, to 77, on July
1. Frosts have done much damage to the
grape crop, and especially In the more
northern belt and In central west,

AIDED THE JAPANESE

SUICIDE OF THE COMMANDER OF A
STRONG CHINESE FORT.

He Misdirected the Big Guans at Pert
Arthur and then Slew Himself in
the Presence of MHis Captors.

.
SAN FRANCISCO, July 17.~The ease with
which the Japanese captured Port Arthur
during the recent war with China is exe

. plained to some extent by an article in the

Japan Gazette, which arrived on the last
steamer. According to the Gazette the com-
mander of the Chinese forts was a native
of Japan who had acgquired favor in Chle
nese councils through a long residence In
the Filowery Kingdom. He intentionally
caused the shots from the guns to be mis-
directed so they would fall short of the
Japanese war ships, thus betraying his
adopted land for the land of his birth. The
disgraced commander appeared before ihe
victorious Japanese generals, acknowledged
his treason and committed suicide In thelir
presence.

The article continues: “When Port Are
thur was attacked by the Japanese army
an¢ mnavy, the latter, after getting within
suitable range, opened fire on the fogts
near the coast. The batteries on Hwang-
Chin answered with heavy guns. These were
the strongest forts at Port Arthur, their
armament being four Krupp guns of no less
than thirty centimetre calibre., The squad-

rons approaching within range of #ach ord-
nance expected a terrible cannonade and
were not a little astonished by the weak-
ness of the Chinese resistance. It s true
that opened fire on the ships, but
their she always fell short of the mark.
sallors supposed this fallure to be due
to the inferior gunnery of the Chinese and
greeted each shell, as it dropped into the
sea, with loud shouts of derision. The off}-
cers, however, were mnnled by a perform-
ance to them, unexplalnable, uch as
they knew that the artillery in the foris,
whatever the faultiness of it handll
could not bly lack force.
