WALTER STANTON'S METHODS,

Sald to Have Hypothecated Bonds
That Did Not I!_elon;' to Him.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 17.—H. Walite, of
Massachusetts, has brought suit against
the city of Santa Cruz, in the United States
District Court, to secure the payment of
$£22650 in bonds, which fall due this year.

The city refuses to pay the alleged in-

debtedness, on the ground that the bonds
were practically stolen. A year ago they
desir to refund $£260,000 in outstanding
bonds for the purpose of securing more
time, and to this end the new bonds were
placed in the possession of Walter Stanton
who gave a bond for their return, executed
by the American Debenitare Company, of
Chicago. The American Debenture Company
failed in August, 1884, and Stanton shortly
afterwards went Into insolvency, having
first hypothecated the Santa Cruz bonds
on his private accounts, instead of using
them for taking up the old bonds, which
he agreed to do. This =uit will determine
the valldity of over $60,000 of llke bonds,
all of which are held by Innocent purchasers
who received them from the custodian ap-
pointed by the city of Santa B.

Indians of the Jnekson Hole District
Threatening Settlers,

CHEYENNE, Wyo; July 1li.—Governor
Richards received a telegram last night
signed by justice of the peace and con-
stable of Maryville, in the Jackson Hole
district, saying: *Nine Indians arrested,
one killed, other escaped. Many Indians
reported here threatening lives and prop-

erty. Settlers are moving mlies away.
Want protection immediately. Prompt ac-
tion absolutely necessary.”

If it becomes necessary
to send State troops to the region compa-
