WHITES BUTCHERED

EVERY MAN, WOMAN AND CHILD 1IN
JACKSON'S HOLE MASSACRED.

Illinols Fishermen Retura to Market
Lake with the News, Which Is
Verified by Couriers.

NO STORY OF THE BATTLE

SEVENTY-FIVE FAMILIES LIVED IN
THE HOLE AND WELL ARMED.

Pannocks, Utes and Lemhis Gaard the
Mountains—Federal Troops Will
Not Arrive Until To-Day.

MARKET LAKE, Ida., July 3%.-—M. J.
Gray, l.\. M. Tart and Senator Hamer, of
Iliinols, and T. R. Hamer, of St. Anthony,
all left St. Anthony Wednesday morning
on a fishing trip to Jackson's Hole, taking
no stock in the Indian war. To-day they
are back, and report every man, woman
and child in Jackson's Heole murdered.

One of the couriers just returned got far
into Teton basin, which is the present
point In danger of massacre now, and re-
ports that the Jackson's Hole citizens are
all butchered. He reports that the smoke
of a large fire can to-day be seen several
miles south from Grand Teton in the di-
rection of Jackson's Hole. There is no
doubt that the redskins have fired every

home and cabin, and by morning they will-

be prosecutling their work this side of the

Teton basin, and perhaps all down the river
valley in Idaho. .

Two hundred Utes were said to have gone
north to join the Indians in Hoback basin
early this week. Small parties of Lewmhis
have been slipping in daily across the Co-
nant trail, something they have not ven-
tured toido since the Yellowstone National
Park wds enlarged in 1891,

People in 8t. Anthony, Roxburg and other
towns located Iin ldaho between the rail-

rbad and Jackson's Hole have been all
along placing no confidence in the Indlan
schre, as they called it.

There were seventy-five families in Jack-
son's Hole wvalley. For two weeks they
have been preparing for the conflict and
when the Indlans swooped down on them
there must have been a bloody battle, al-
though against overwhelming odds,
In order to forstail the Indians,
messengers were sent out to buy
up all the ammunition that could be
obtained in that section of the country and
they must have had on hand about one
‘hundred rifles and ewery settléf equipped
with five thousand rounds of ammunition,

The reason that there has not been more
determined retaliation before this on the
part of the Indians is because they cannot
prepare for war so quickly., In the first
place they are from 150 to 200 miles from
home and cannot so easily secure the neces-
sary supply of ammunition; first, because
it will not be sold to them in large quanti-
ties just now, and again because at this
season of the year, after the money for
their last year's skins has been used up,
they are poorer than at any other time,
The Indians have, however, the best of
rifles furnished by the government and it
has alwngs been tHe case in an Indian
uprising that they manage ‘‘to dig up"
money some where and get ammunition.

The Indians get no sympathy here in the
present trouble, unless it be from those
who are directly connected with the Indian
agency in some way. The fear is now
expressed that when the Indians Jearned
that troops were coming they endeavored
to make a sudden strike and will make all
haste for their reservation, so by the time
the regulars get here to-morrow, they will
be peaceably lounging in their accustomed
haunts, Rumors were received yesterday
that trouble might be looked for fo-day,
but as that country is distant a twenty-
four hours’ ride for the swiftest Indian
messenger, few facts haye yet been se-
cured, -

AN OFFICIAL REPORT.

Account of the Indian Troubles For-

warded to Governor Richards.
N DENVER, Col,, July 26.—A special to the
News from Clheyvenne (Wyo.) says Adjutant.
general Stitzer has forwarded his report of
the Indian trouble to the Governor. It is
quite a lengthy document, and covers fully
the causes leading to the troubles. General
Stitger Tays:

“In an interview with four prominent
residents of Jackson Hole, the following
stgtements were given me gs grounds for
the action of the settlers: They claimed
that the Bannocks, Shoshones and Lembhis
have for the past six years slaughtered
game in larg® numbers, mainly for their
hides. In 1884, afler repeated appeals from
the county authorities of Fremont and
Unintsh counties, the Interior Department
crdered that no more passes should

This letter was shown to the settlers and
created a great deal of excitement.

“On July 2 eight Bannocks were arrested
for killing game and six of them fined 75
and costs and sentenced to fl until the
fine waa pald. Theg e_Ca from thelr
guard, and on Julﬂl nine of the same tribe
were arreated. ey attempted to mnr
after the trial, and were fired upon by the
whites and several of them killed.”

Utes and Lemhis with the Bannocks,

CHEYENNE, Wyo., July 28.—The news
that government troops will reach Jack.
son's Hole country to-morrow was received
with universal satisfaction to-day. Gov.
ernor Richards at once wired General Stit-
zer at Market Lake, and instructed him to
notify the settlers of Jackson's Hole
troops were on the way to protect their
lives and property and return the Indians
to their reservations. Also to advise them
to act only on the defensive and not to
precipitate at attack. The Governor to-
day received several dispatches indicating
the rapid comcentration of diffefent bands
of Indians in the vicinity ot Jackson's Hole,
including Utes. Gene Stitzer
graphed from Market lake, Ida,, as fol-
lows: “Operator at Beaver canyon wires
here that dbout two hundred Lemhi bucks

that int yesterday headed toward
Yellowstone rk.”

The allowance is from Col. F. M. Foote,
of the Wyoming Naticonal Guard, at Evans-
ton, Wyo. “A. A. Bteede, now on Ham’s
Fork, reports a bunch of Bannocks camped
on the east slo of the divide between
Ham's Fork a Cokeville and between
twenty-five and thirty miles from Ham's’
Fork station. He counted thirty-six tepees
and estimates the number at over one
hundred. Thinks there {8 another lot a
few hundred miles further up the stream;
says they have not less than t hundred
horses, and thinks they may have double’
that number. They have no squaws or
papooses with them. A bunch of TUtes
crossed the rallroad near Leroy station
four or five days ago headed to the
Northwest,

Troops Will Arrive To-Day.
WASHINGTON, July 3.—The War De-
partment has been informed from head-
guarters of General Coppinger, at Omaha,
that four squadrons of the Ninth Cavalry,

under Major Chaffee, from Fort Robinson,
will probably arrive at Market Lake, Ida,
the nearest station to and about 120 miles
distant from the scene of the Indlan trou-
bles in Jackson Hcle, at 8 o'clock Saturday
morning.

the coast, in the State of Sonora, near the
island, fear an attack. A party of the In-
dians made an atiack on the ranch of
Pascual Encinas, a few days ago, but were
driven off by the ranch eamployes. The
ranchmen have appecaled to the authorities
for protection.

SHOT BY CHEROKEE BILL. ~

The Young \'De-"rndo Made a Beld
Attempt to Break Jail.

FORT SMITH., Ark., July 26.—-Cherokee
Bill got his hands on another revolver to-

day and used it In an attempt to libefate
prisoners confined in “murderers’ row™ in
the United States jail. His attempt
was a bold one, and resulted in the death
of Larry Kealing, the oldest guard of the
force. Night guards Tom Parker and Mec-
Connell were engaged in locking up. On
account of the hot weather and the long
days the prisoners were allowed to remain
in the corridors until nearly 7 o'clock.
When running in the prisoners all retired to

their cells, and the two upper floors were
run in without Incident on “‘murderers’
row."” After the brake had been thrown
Kealing went in to lock the cells, walle
McConnell remained at the door. When
Keall reached the cell next to Cherokee
Bill's he found the keyvhole plugged, and
while he was trying to clean It out Cher-
okee bill came to the door and fired, snoot-
ing Kealing through the stomach. He ran
to the end of the corridor and fell dead.
McConnell, Parker and several deputy mar-
shals ran and opened fire on Cherokee Bill
whenever he tried to leave his cell. His
ammunition was nearly exhausted, and he
agréed to surrender his pistol to Henry
Starr, which was done.

The pistol with which he did the deed
was a new one. How he got it is a mys-
tery, bu®' Josle Brown, his sister, who has
been here several Jdays and visited him
twice, has been arrested for it, and is now
in the county jail. Kealing has Peen em-
ployed In the jail for ten years, and was
a careful man. He lJeaves a wife
and four children, besides many
other relatives here, He was very ular,
and many threats of lynching Cherokee Il
have been made. The citizens were miuch
excited, but aré now becoming cooler.

None of the prisoncrs left thelr ~ells ex-
cept Bill, and he immediately jumped back
into it, and the guards have everything in
order, though there ‘iz muéh confusion
among the prisoners. Crawford Gollsby,
allas "“Cherokee BIill,"” allas “Gorilla,” is
only nineteen, but has been convicted of
train robhery and murder. One murder
case is pending in the Supreme Court of
the United States, and the charge of kill-
:lng his brother-in-law is still on the docket
ere.
