"Wonderful Showing Since the

Dooki Closed Tlielr Records.

Two weeks from next Tuesday the word
will bo given to the first starters at the
Indianapolis race meeting. The meeting
promises In many of Its classes to produce
sensational performances. The stakes,
which filled in April, brought together
large fields and in these fields a number of
fast horses have developed. Four stakes
for colt classes Include many baby trot-Ur- 3

and pacers who are better than the
average-col- t fields, but not speedy enough
to place In Jeopardy any age or class rec-

ord. Probably the best two-year-o- ld is the
pacer Coastlna, by Coastman, who has
paced several times in races in and about
2:20.

Among the three-year-ol- ds are Bessie
Wilton, a black filly, by Wilton, that has
shown much speed for Douglas Thomas
this spring, and the pacer ,MlS9 Dodge,
from Riveryiew Farm, at. Fort Wayne, the
last of the produce of dead Prince Re-
gent.

The 2:30 trotters Include many who are
yet without records establishing their
speed, but' the horse that cannot trot bet-
ter than 2:13 cannot win in this class.
One of the entries, the Ambassador filly
Abnet (3), has already trotted In 2:16U. and
others In the class have been beaten in
better time in close finishes.

The 2:23 pace will bring together a fast
field of side-wheele- rs, the fastest of which
perhaps is the bay horse Antidote, by
Anteros, that Harry Jones has been cam-
paigning In the East this spring and sum-
mer. At Old Orchard.' Me.. Antidote re-
ceived a record of 2:10V. Another In this
class is the half sister of Sallle Simmons,'
Margery, a four-year-o- ld by Warfare, who
was able to drive Rachel out in 2:11 atFreeport last week Benzine Is another
who has shown ability to beat 2:12. TomTaggarfs Sterling R. Holt, and E. J. Rob-
inson's L. T. Michener are not afraid of
the field. The Delineator mare, Minneator,
is a fast but erratic horse, and a member
of this class.

The 2:22 cldss Includes Rody Patterson'sRlzpah; Nominee, by Rescue, who is now
owned in the East but is a well-know- n In-
diana horse: Don L., who won two heats Inthe great Merchants' and Manufacturers'
Stake at Detroit last week, and a number
of others who are in good form.

The 2:1S pace is made up of a remarkable
field of well matched horses. The speed of
the field will not be extreme, but it wil.'
be a race between four or five who are so
evenly matched that one can make no mis-
takes and expect success. The 2:1S trot has
in it the mare Maud C , by Blnderton, who)
irot'.ea a heat in 2:10 at Red Oak, la.,
the second week in June, the fastest mile
ever trotted at thjit time of the year. Baron
Dillon, Cel. Dickey. Luzelle, Sixty-si- x and
the four-year-o- ld Onward mare, Cut Glass,
will be the ones to make the racing for her.
Jodie Allen Is a member of the same field
and she will probably make much of racing
with Maud C.

The 2:12 pace will bring together Pixley
Boy. 2:10; Be Sure. 2:0914: Tommy Brown,
2:11?;; Susie G., 2:10H: Star Pointer, 2:11,
and Jack Bowers. -- 2:1H4, who have con-
tributed much toward making this class ofpacers very fast this season.

. The star, outside of the free-for-a- ll bri-
gade. In the pacing class at present. Is the
bay horse Fidol, 2:05U. Fldol Is the same
age as Joe Patchen and John R. Gentry;
Is a year younger than Robert J., but, until
this year, has never shown ability to per-- ,
form extremely fast miles. His meteoric
appearance at Davenport, two weeks ago,
where he defeated Strathberry in 2.03Vi, and
his subsequent victory over Frank Agan
and W. W. P. at Freeport, stamped him as
a horse fit to pace with the pacing kings
of the year.' It is the good fortune of In-

dianapolis to have this son of Idol en-

tered in the 2:00 pacing class, In which he
will again meet Frank Agan, 2:094; Ven:
ture. Seal. Coastman, Coleridge, J. H. Ll
and Merry Chimes. Additional interest is
established in this race because of the
meeting of Coleridge and Fldol. Coleridge
is the bay horse owned by Hardy & Custer,
Logansport, Ind., and driven by Fred D.
Custer. The horse, last year, suffered from
a temporary ailment from which he has
completely recovered this year. He estab-
lished his quality as a racehorse at De-
troit last week, where he defeated Ben D.,
2:00: Angle D., 2:07, and a large field in
the fast time of 2:003;, 2:06!i and 2:07. Cole-
ridge has paced a half mile In a minute
and a quarter of a second, and he has also
Eaced a quarter In :2!Hi. He has not shown

able this year to sustain such ex-
treme speed for a long distance, although
he Is a member of the legion of hoppled
horses. Outside of the race between these
two horses, Coastman Is not an unlikely
candidate for victory over both of them.
Coastman is owned by Thomas Cole, Pierce-to- n,

Ind., and he was only hair a length
behind Fldol --when the great horse paced
to his. record at Davenport.

The richest stake of. the meeting Is the
2:13 class for pacers for which the Grand
.Hotel' guarantees a purse of $3,000. In it
are many of the best pacers of this class
who are out. It Is perhaps unfortunate
that the stake closed Lelor3.th3 middle cf
June, as at that time there were many
pacers eligible to It who have since paced
sensational races. However the Ftavters in
this class will not be easily defeated by
any but a fast horse.

The possibility of a match race between
the greatest trotters and pacers over the
Indianapolis track has been enhanced in
the last day or two by the continued failure
of the Buffalo management to offer extra
Inducements such as those offered by tUe
Indianapolis management to the free-for-a- ll

classes. Ine possibility of a meeting
between Robert J. and John R. Gentry on
ihe Indianapolis track has almost become a
probability 'and It is possible that the black
horse, Joe Patchen, will be taken into
the bargain. It is certain that neither
Robert J. nor Gentry fear him, and yet
Col. Taylor, owner of Joe Patchen, who
gave Robert J. such a race last year, Is
confident that the blacK horse wouls make
either or both of them establish a new
world's record in a three-corner- ed race, if
they defeated him. Col. Taylor and his
driver, Jack Curry, believe that the orse
lacked preparation when he raced vlth
Gentry and was beaten at Freeport. Two
or tferee weeks' more preparation they be-
lieve would put him on even terms with the
racing kings.

. The failure of the 2:10 trot to fill at the
Indianapolis meeting was unfortunate, as
there would have been entered in it .Wil-
liam Penn, who trotted Thursday at De-

troit In 2:07U; Hamlin's Nightingale, David
B., 2:10VaI Mi3s Nelson, trial 2:06, and many
others who are now rapidly moving toward
the front. In the place of such a race
the Driving Club is making an effort to at-
tract the best horses that are out.' They
are handicapped In this effort much by the
pre-engagem- of such horses as Azote
(2:07U). William Penn, Klamath (2.-0SI&-

Allx (2:03), Ryland T. (2:07), and others.
While the engagements call for rich re- -'

turns to their owners, the club Is neverthe
less seeing if the power of greater money
will not turn them to Indianapolis during
the week of the meeting here.

large. Under Forney's philosophy or the- -,

ology all the world Is. to be savedj but In
differing shades of glory. The elect, or the
"tirst truits." are the twelve thousand each
from the twelve tribes of Israel, which are

-- to be gathered from Jew and Gentile. These
are they who are to sit with Christ, and
will be equal with him in power and au-
thority to Judge the quick and the dead.
The present. Rev. Mr. Forney says. Is the
time of the reign of the Gentiles, but this
will reach an end in 1316. Then begins i a
period of one thousand years in which the
soul will sleep with the body in the grave.
The thing called a man, he says, Is com-
posed of three elements, the body, the soul
and the spirit. The spirit at death goes
back to God, who gave-it- , and the soul ac-
companies the body to the grave. There itremains, though the body goes back to the
elements. If the soul die in peace It will
rest in peace for the thousand years. If itdie disturbed it will sleep a troubled sleep
filled with a nightmare which shall be as
the gnashing of teeth and the everlasting
darkness to which the unsaved are con-
demned.

Mr. Forney does not Indorse any ofthe practices of this lascivious set, and says
that many of those who accepted th "Fly-ing Roll" left it a3 soon aV they found outth evil practices permitted. John Wroe'sfollowers practice the most absolute fide-lity ot one man to one wife, and when thevreferto the 1H.O0O It really means L'SS.ODft,
because they brieve it takes one of eachsex to make a human unit.

The Work He Does Reckoned In M-
echanical Terms.

If the human heart be considered aa a

pump it can be shown that it does 124 foot-to- ns

of work in twenty four hours; the
work spent by the muscles in breathing
amounts to about twenty-on-e foot-ton- s in
twenty-fou- r hours. 1 If these figures, which
are given in a contemporary t are. correct,
a few interesting, though otherwise useless,
deductions from --them may be made. The
power of operating the heart is then equiva-
lent to 3.89 watts, and that of the lungs to
0.C6, making a total of 4.55 watts. This
amount of power would develop a light of
about twrf candles In an incandescent lamp;
a man is, therefore, continually, day and
night, doing an amount of work necessary
to keep him alive at a rate equal to that
In a 2--cp Incandescent electric lamp. If
the luminous efficiency (or tetter. Ineffi-
ciency) of the incandescent lamp is 5 per
cent, of this amount of power if converted
into cold light would represent forty can-
dles, which would make every man, wise
or otherwise, a, shining., light, and
would supply all - the ' other light
necessary for him to live without artificial
lighting; or, in other words, if he had some
organ similar to that of the fire fly, he
could, by exerting the same power as it'
takes to operate his heart and lungs, sur-
round himself with a flood of light. .As
man power is usually rated as about one-eigh- th

hp, which is equal to 93.' watts, his
efficiency, when '. "fully loaded," would,
therefore, be about 95 per cent, which-i- s

remarkably high, especially when we con-
sider that he Is supposed to have been de-
signed many thousand years ago, and to
have been degenerating ever since. But this
does not take Into account that both heart
and lungs will work much harder when he
Is performing external work; the good re-
sult is. therefore, only apparent and not
real. Nevertheless, some men are most
efficient when doing treadmill work. As
we do not know the foot-poun- d equivalent
to the food which he eats, nor the amount,
it is not possible to carry these useless fig-
ure any further. It is of interest, however,'
to note in this connection that Professor
Thurston considers a man a very efficient
machine, by which, we suppose, he means
as a converter of the energy of food Into
mechanical power. r
