The present inactivity can be attributed |.

to séveral causes, In the first place the
artificlal condition of the exchange mar-
ket and the attendant possibility of gold
exports ine\rfub? check outside {;uyln & . .
makes lNitle difference that the we.l-in-
formed feel comparatively unconcerned
about gold exports, so long as the average
investor and speculalor feels uneasy and
holda a'opf from the market on that ac-
count. Nor Is this the principal reason for
uncertainty, Theé critical period for the
crops has not quite passed, and confidence
has no sure foundation to oulid upon until
the harvest Is absolutel; a certainty. Then,
too, Europe seems backward for the mo-
ment in taking any except our hest securi-
ties. The foreign demand has ret by any
means been sat:sfled; but the markets over
there have been unsettled by poasibilities
connected with the Bulgarian dificulties,
and there is still remaining some distrust
in Euﬁ’and and Germany concerning our
national finances: a fear that our political
jealousies will delay currency reform to a
disturbing degree. Finally, the restless atti-
tude of l!aber threaitens the peaceful prog-
resa of the industrial future; for many

‘workmen a demanding a4 restoration of

wages out of all proportion to the improve-
ment of their employers' position, until the
latter are often embarrassed by subth un-
certainties,

These ara the conditions which account
for the present dull condition of the stock
market. How jong they will delay the re-
covery, which Is sure (o easue, only time
will ‘determing. The general trend of af-
fairs is strongly toward improvement, and
the stock market will certainly anticipate
the future when the time for action is con-
pidered ripe by the large caplitalists and
ope_ratm;a who v; s0 much at ‘!taka in the
reorganizalion schemes now In progress.
When the 1 trade and trunk line diffi-
cultiea are tied, and when the financial
statuz o the Northern Pacific, Reading,
Erie and other like properties is restored,
then the market will be free to respond to
the effects of a big corn crop, the (ndustrial
revival and better rall earnings. Im-
portant developments Iin these quarters may
pe expected almost any day; but while un-
ﬁc;‘t:dmty lasts no boom rise can be estab-
‘. -

The outlook for the Iuture is promising,
and eventually we look for a higher mar-
Ket, but present operations need to be con-
ducted with more or less caution.

Four days more will bring us to the date
of Aug. 1, when the corn crop wiil about
have passed any serious exposure to dan-
ger, especially such as occurred last year,
‘the damage then was from drought, which
almost cut the crop in two. The cause of
damage which ogeurred last year* com-
menced in the middle of July, and ten
days thereafter th.s country suffered an
aggregate loss of at least $4w,000,000, From
the present outlook this years corn yleld
wili he the biggest on record by several
hupdred mlilion bunshels, in which event
it 'will bring an amount of prosperity to
the country that will gladden the hearts of
almost everybody., The present swing of
ood business in all directions will then
waave a basis for its continuagce until the
result of next year's crop Is ascertained.
The crops of this country each year are
the measare of our prosperity as much as
gold 5 the true measure of values,

A member of our«irm has just returned
trom an extensive Western trip, inclulding
the corn belt, and reports that "“The corn
crop could hardly be in better shape tnan
it is at present. There have been numerous
rains of late, and sufficlent mofsture s now
in the ground to obviate the likelithood of
any damage by the hot winds to be looked
for at this time of the g;ar. The corn is
full of vitality and about three weeks
ahead of the season, which considerably
lecsens the probability of damage by early
frost. Farmers are jubllant and the rail-
road vle say they will not have cars
enough to carry the corn out of the country
If present prospects continue. There is
any number of weel-informed people in the
West who are looking for a 2,400,000,000
corn ecrop.”

in connection with the advance in se-
curities generally, which has been quite con-
siderable within a few months, the general
and erroneous opinion entcctmined 1s that
the established high quotations ¢f the vari-
ous properties dealt in on the New York
Stock Exchange are Lased solely upon the
increased Intrinsic value consequent upon
improved earnings.

This has caused
an accumulation of mon:y at all the great
conters, which = now awaiting Investment,
and new investment properties of a solid
character have not been created to any
great extent during the st five years,
since the Baring panic in 1 The compe-
titlon for sound Investments, where the

rincipal is ahnolutolly safe, has been so
sen as to absorb all this class of securl-

ties.

those who have a large surplus of funds on
hand. This condition of affalrs prevalls
in New York, London. Paris, Berlin, Am-
sterdam, and all the other money centers,
and is Wkely to continue until some new
and safe means are devised for profitably
employing capital.

STRONG BULL NEWS SENT CHICAGO
WHEAT UPWARD YESTERDAY.

Cormn and Onats at Better Prices in

Sympathy with Wheat—Provi-
slons Unchanged.

CHICAGO, July Ii.—Helped by strong
news to-day, wheat closed at an advance
of 2%c per bushel, after having at one
part of the day shown a gain of 3%4c. Corn
was firm, partly in sympathy with wheat
and In part to the premium being paid
for spot corn, closing 4c higher. Septem-
ber oats closed Y%c higher and prowisions
finished with but little change.

Wheat opened strong and quiet, and for
about an hour and a half it looked as iIf

the rise at the opening would be the out-
side price for the day. At the end of that
time, however, the Initial jump of about

%¢ to 1c¢ per bushel was supplemented by
a series of spasmodic bounds, which in

less than fifteen minutes added 2c per
bushel more. The chief reason for the
great strength was because of Argentine
having at length thrown up the sponge in
the triangular contest between her, Russia
and this country in supplying the wants of
the wheat importing part of the world.
The opening price for September was from
e to T%c, and after backing and filling
between those figures up to about 11
o'clock a little extra demand from the
shorts ruffled the scantiness of the quan-
tity for sale. Upon that discovery it be-
came a question with those who had
previously sold off ‘who could run fastest
or jump furthest in pusuit of the elusive
prices, which rose to 72%c before the
chase was over, At that figure enough
long wher. was let go to cause a reaction
of 1c per bushel, the latest

trading price being TI%@71%c¢.
The receipts were 113 cars, of which
nine were No. 2 red. The total receipts
at E;lmal')’ Western markets amounted to
347, bu, compared with 1,185,000 at the
same points last year. The week's ship-
ments from both coasts, including flour,
was only 1,265,000 bu, against 165200 bu
last week and 3838000 a year ago. Tha
visible, which last year increased 3,359,000
bu, will perhaps show a small decrease
this week, estimated at about 250,000 bu.
The reports from the Northwest in some
cases would lead to the impression very
serious crop failure and in others to the
expectation of an exceptionally heavy
yvield. The amount of business done here
on orers from the outside was small. The
small Argentine shipments and the higher
cables kept the market strong throughout
the day despite considerable mnxlng.
